Novi police continue their 
search for those responsible 
for shooting BBs at five schools 
buses last week. 

"I believe this is some young 
men who believed they were 
committing a prank, and in fact 
they were committing a feloni­
ous assault," said Novi Police 
Chief David Molloy. "I believe 
this is an isolated incident. There 
have been no (reports) of region­
al or statewide incidents." 

The occtipied buses received 
minor damage aiid no one was 
injured. Preliminary reports 
indicate passengers in a gold 

sport utility vehicle may be 
responsible for the incident. 

Police received a call at about 
2:40 p.m. Thursday, Jan. 8, that 
five buses were struck by BBs or 
pellets while traveling south on 
Wixom Road from l l Mile, after 
departing from Novi Middle 
School. 

"Absolutely no one was injured 
in any of these attempts," said 
Molloy, explaining the majority 
of the damage was to the exte­
rior of the school bus windows, 
with one instance of glass break­
ing on the interior "My under­
standing is that these buses do 
have shatter-proof windows." 

The Novi Community Schools 
district's transportation system 

was operating as usual the next 
morning. 

"We continue to take it very 
seriously. Certainly, with inci­
dents liite this, communication 
is key," Molloy said. 

Superintendent Peter Dion 
said lie was in constant contact 
with Molloy to make sure dis­
missal of the elementary schools 
was safe and for up-to-the-miil-
ute updates. 

"I feel very confident things 
are in hand," Dion said last 
Thursday night. 

Local area police agencies in 
the tri-county (Wayne, Oakland, 
Macomb) region were noti­
fied via the Law Enforcement 
Information Network (LEIN) 

and the Oakland County chop­
per was used in the search for 
the SUV. 

According to Novi police 
reports, a number of vehicle 
windows were damaged with 
similar objects in the area of 
Island Lalte subdivision between 
Jan. 4-8.

Novi residents weighed in 
on the poteiitiaJ development 
of a Signature Park at the 
southwest corner of l l Mile 
and Beck roads during the 
Novi Parks, Recreation and 
Forestry Commission meeting 
last Thursday. 

The city acquired the 73-
acre Bosco property from the 
Novi Community Schools dis­
trict in November, as part of a 
land transfer agreement con­
tingent upon a voter-approved 
bond slated for the spring. 

"I don't think it's a good 
time to ask taxpayers to pay 
a bond, but they did make a 
good swap," said Novi resident 
Cheryl Csordas. 

In exchange for the current­
ly vacant property, the school 
district received the 52-acre 
Wildlife Woods Park, located 
near the intersection of l l 
Mile and Wixom roads; an 
approximate eight-acre piece 
of land near the city-owned 
ball fields; and kept 10 acres of 
the Bosco property for future 
development. 

"I'm glad they're thinking 
parkland while it's cheap, but 
the city is going to have less 
tax dollars to work with," said 
Novi resident Ginger Barrons. 

Novi Parks, Recreation 
and Forestry Director Randy 
Auler understands times are 
tough, but said he believes the 
Signature Park project is a 
sound investment for the com­
munity 

"All of the commeIlts have 
been generally supporting the 
project," he said. "It gives me 
good information from hear­

ing people's coIllments." 
Possible components of the 

park, outlined by the city, 
include a recreation center, 
space for senior and youth 
prograIns, a theater, gymna­
siums, ball fields and outdoor 
festival space for things such 
as art fairs or the Michigan 
50's Fest. 

Csordas, who lives near lO 
Mile and Beck roads, said 
she is concerned about traffic 
and attracting strangers to a 
residential area of the city, but 
recommended Main Street as 
a potential location for desti­
nations such as a recreation 
center and theatre. 

Auler said other locations 
were considered, but believes 
the Bosco property is the best 
site. 

"It's centrally located within 
Novi, with easy access to 
expressways," he said. 

Resident John Foley said he 
supports the Signature Park, 
but asked the city not to go for 
too much, too quickly. 

"We're not about trying to 
move fast in terms of pushing 
projects through," Auler said. 

In an effort to provide 
consultants with as much 
information as possible, the 
city solicited citizen feedback 
through e-mail, an online sur­
vey and public input. 

The team of Neumann 
Smith, Beckett Raeder and 
Pros Consulting is expected to 
preseilt the Novi City Council 
with the conceptual plan for 
the park as well as an opera­
tional feasibility study for the 
facility at the Feb. 9 meeting.

Residents on Walled Lake 
are one step closer to curbing 
the non-native weed problem 
invading the 640-.acre body of 
water, located at the north-end 
of Novi. 

Novi City Council unani­
mously approved a resolution 
to establish a lake board at 
the special meetiIig Monday 
night. A similar resolution was 
approved by Walled Lake City 
Council in November. 

"It's the only mechanism the 

state of Michigan has in place 
to deal with this type of issue," 
said Lakes Area Homeowners 
Association President Greg 
Iszler, who was involved with 
spearheading the lake board 
initiative. 

Now that the resolution has 
been approved, a five-mem­
ber board will be established 
including two Oakland County 
representatives, a representa­
tive from the City of Novi, a 
representative from the City of 
Walled Lake aiid one Walled 
Lake homeowner. The board 
will be responsible for selecting 

an engineering firm to conduct 
a study and determine the 
scope of the treatment project, 
which L A H A estim.ates will 
last five years. 

A group of concerned resi­
dents began circulating a peti­
tion among lake-front hom­
eowners iii August, to demon­
strate support for establishing 
a lake improvement board to 
deal with invasive weeds, spe­
cifically Eurasian Watermilfoil. 

Of the lake-front and back-
lot homeowners who spoke 
at Novi's special City Council 
lueeting, the majority of the res­

idents supported the formation 
of a lake board. Participants 
expressed concerns regarding 
the raw sewage-like smell of 
the weeds, dangers of entangle­
ment, declining property values 
and the aggressive growth of 
the invasive species. 

Exclusion of back-lot hom­
eowners and the amount of 
power the lake board will have, 
were concerns voiced by those 
In opposition of the board. 

"The lake board, in its 
unlimited power, can do any­
thing it wants to," said Novi 
resident Paul Weindorf. "I don't 

like to have dictatorial power 
when it comes to ray money I'm 
paying for services." 

Iszler said current estimates 
average costs will be about $20 
a month for lake-front hom­
eowners. 
• "The resolution does two 
things, it forms the lake board 
and it gives them a project 
of controlling the nuisance 
growth of invasive aquatic 
plants in Wailed Lake," said 
Novi City Attorney ToIn 
Schultz. "They don't regulate 
the use of the lake, they do get 
to determine the scope of how 

they do things." 
In the event that residents 

are unhappy with the perfor­
mance of the lake board, the 
Novi resolution autoInatically 
schedules a dissolution hearing 
following a five-year period. 

"Some of my concerns were 
very similar to some of those 
expressed here about the con­
trol over the board, but quite 
frankly I am comfortable with 
this resolution," said Novi 
Councilwoman Terry Margolis.

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General Motors annoiiiicenient 
Moiiday that it will build a bat­
tery plant in Michigan and fund 

an advanced battery research lab at 
tlie University of Michigan is a game 
changer 

For the time being, GM will use 
lithium-ion battery packs made in 
Korea to power the Volt plug-in. But 
it's clear the company intends bat-
tei-y reseai'ch and development, as 
well as nianufacturiiig, right here in 
Michigan, it's hiring several hundred 
engineers to work on alternative 
power and plans to make the U-M 
lab into the biggest in tlie country. 

So now there are two advanced 
battery companies with eyes on 
us. Last week, A123 Systems, a 
Massachusetts-based battery design­
er, announced plans to build the first 
of several lilhiuIn ion plants iii south­
eastern Michigan. 

This is more than significant -
- given the dramatic changes under 
way in automotive technology "This 
is a really huge, huge step for the 
Stale of Michigan," says Jim Epolito, 
head of the Michigan Economic 
Developinent Corporation, which 
is putting mega bucks iiito sup­
porting these efforts. Ttiesday, 
Gov. Granholm signed a bill that

Moreover, these 
announcements 

are just the tip of the iceberg of an 
audacious, very far-reaching, multi-
faceted elTort to change the entire 
energy model in America — and put 
Michigan ai Ihe head of the process. 

All this starts with "advanced ener­
gy storage systems," i.e. new-fangled 
batteries, whicli are at the heart of 
the auto industry's plans for energy-
saving hybrid and plug-in vehicles. 
True, advanced battery technology 
and manufacturing migrated out of 
the U.S. to Asia years ago. But it's 
now become clear that high-tech bat­
teries are not confined ju.st to cars. 
Tliey'll pl.-iy a role in computers, mili­
tary applications, electric power dis-
tributioii, and who knows what else. 

But can we i-eally bring world lead­
ership of the battery industry back 
home? Well, that might be tough ... 
but it's not impossible. 

Nor is Al23 Systems the only 

AIiierican company in the thick of it. 
Another is Sakti3, a start-up spun out 
of the University of Michigan's College 
of Engineering by professor Ann 
Marie Sastry, a firm whicli concen­
trates on optimal molecular structures 
for batteries. And GM says it's putting 
SI billion into battery research, and 
maybe the feds will sliowx'r economic 
stimulus money on the effort, as well. 

In Michigan, however, the idea 
goes well beyond batteries into what 
the experts call "distributed power 
generation." Most power iliese clays 
comes from big central pliinls run hy 
the utility companies. But slap photo­
voltaic solar panels in yoiu- ruof, and 
you generate your own ek'clricit>', 
powered by the sun. 

Already, Michigan coiiipnnies 
like Dow Chemical and Hemlock 
Semiconductor are on lop ol' the 
heap in making polycrvslnlline 
silicon, a key base material lor solar 
panels. Also in Michig:ui, United 
Solar Ovonics of Auburn Hills has 
pioneered the physics and chemistry 
underlying solar panels and is gear­
ing up i'astly increased production 
of the thin films that go into making 
energy out of sunlight. 

If other local entrepreneurs gel 
smart, they will move (piickly to 

capture the entire value liroposition 
around distributed power systems: 
Bese:\rch and development; niiiking 
the biise feedstock and photovoltaic 
film: manufacturing the panels; and 
ouginoering, installing, servicing and 
mimiiging complex electrical grids. 

Wind is auollicr power souirc in 
the mix. Michigan lost most of the 
win d turbine manufacturing busi­
ness to Iowa a couple }'ears ago. 

But local firms with engineering and 
maniifacUuing experience are get liiiK 
new bu.siuess. Vextas, ihe big Danish 
firm, is ivpiHtcdly negotiating with 
Ilowdiiig linluslriesin lialon Kapidslo 
made coinpououls for turbines. 

Dowdiiig, in turn, needs lohiro 
and re-train hundreds of former auto 
parts workers lo make wind tur­
bine componeiUs. it's working with 
l.ansiiig Coimminity College Ui devel­
op cnstDiiiized Iraining', financed in 
pari by ihe slate's No Worker i.efl 
Behind |ii'ogiani.

She 
reached deep into the state bureaucracy 
to pluck Stanley "Skip" I'russ lo be her 
chief energy adxlsor. A lawyer. Truss 
has, over the years, built a repulnlion as 
among the smiirtest and hardest-work­
ing folks in slate government. 

"This is the single greatest econom­
ic opportunity thai we have before 
us," says I'russ. "We neei.! lo work fast 
lo gel 'first mover' advantage in what 
will be a very competitive field. Bui 
we're working hard and, so far, we're 
making a lot of progress."

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE-STATE SEN. NANCY CASSIS 

THE NEW YEAR BEGINS WITH 
POSITIVE CHANGE 

Following up on my last col­
umn, an important business 
tax relief measure that I spon­
sored was recently signed into 
law by the governor Enacting 
Senate Bill 1038 niarks a posi­
tive step for Michigan as the 
new year begins. 

My legislation, now Public 
Act 4-33 of 2008, exempts 
sales taxes and fees from the 
gross receipts portion of the 
Michigan Business Tax, and 
exempts interest and dividend 
income from ta.x-e.xempt fed­
eral or state securities. 

The state's bizarre 'tax on 
a tax' had stood as a barrier 
to job creation and business 
investment growth. An esti­
mated 50,000 Michigan job 

providers will now see their 
business lax liability reduced. 

Lifting this unfair tax off the 
shoulders of Michigan job pro-
videi's will help invigorate the 
state's economy and get people 
back to work. It will also help 
our small businesses slay in 
Michigan. Small businesses 
provide nearly 70 percent of 
the state's jobs, and reducing 
their lax burden will allow 
them lo continue to provide 
jobs for our residents, while 
helping spur new investment 
aiicl job creation. 

This pro-job creation legis­
lation is especially important 
in light of the recent Revenue 
EstiiTiating Conference. 'Hie 
conference brought together 
the nonpartisan House and 
Senate Fiscal Agency direc­
tors, stale treasurer and 

economists whose conchisioIis 
underscored the need for 
Michigan to fundamentally 
relbrm llie way it operates 
when i l announced llial the 
state's structural deficit for 
2009 will be more lhan S9i7 
million. Tlie budget shortfall 
for 2010 could be as large as 
$1.4 billion. 

This forecast will certainly 
bring challenges for the next 
two years. We now await the 
governor's state of the state 
address and her budget pro­
posal, where she will lay out 
lier legislative goals for 2009 
along with her budget priori-
lies. 

Michigan needs to adopt 
structural refortiis that are 
crucial to our future prosperi­
ty. Our state government must 
Iransforni while continuing to 

provide essential services, lil<e 
education and public safely 
by enacting efficiencies and 
consolations reducing costs lo 
taxpayers.

Bill Ballenger, edilor/piIb-
lisher of the lIiside Michigan 
Politics, said Schiiette is the 

man lo beat at this point, but 
that it is still early. 

"Right now, hands down, I 
would say that Bill Schuelte 
would have the upper hand to 
gel the nominalioii," lie said. 
"But we still have 20 months 
before this thiiig plays out." 

Ballenger points out that 
the vviiiner of the nomina­
tion will be selected at llie 
Republican convention, not by 
voters, so candidates will have 
lo court support "among real 
insiders, not the rank and file 
Republicans." 

He said not to count out 
Patterson, because he comes 
from an area that has clout in 
Lansing. 

"Patterson has a chance. 
He comes from a better geo­
graphical area than Schuelte. 
Western Wayne County is a 
real fertile area. There are 
lots of votei-s, and they have 
influence on what happens in 
Lansing," Ballenger said. 

Patterson said he has a lot of 
respect for Schiiette, who hails 
from the Midland area, and 
has known him for the better 
part of 20 years. But Patterson 
said he is also respected in 
Lansing.

They're the 
tough ones, like losing weight, 
getting fit, eating right, drink­
ing less alcohol or kicking the 
nicotine h,abit 

Before your resolution gets 
tossed aside like Christmas 
wrapping paper, try these 
helpful suggestions from local 
fitness experts for a healthier 
2O09. 

EASY DOES IT 
John Dzahristos, co-owner 

of Powerliouse Fitness in 
South Lyon and Miiford 
believes a healthy lifestyle is a 
journey. Think of it as a mara­
thon not a sprint. 

"Consistency is a big key 
By working out three to four 
times a week, you're doing 
your body a lot of good." Two 
days on and one day off is a 
nice balance and gives your 
body time to recover, said 

Dzahristos. 
Wellness Cenier 

Coordinator for Huron Valley 
YMCA, Karen Flowerday says 
that although it may sound 
tedious, the safest and most 
successful way to lose weight is 
about a pound a week. 

"You don't have to go crazy. 
Set a simple goal for yourself 
When you start your workout 
program it should begin slow 
and steady and increase in 
intensity." 

To lose a pound a week you 
need to cut back by ,ibout 500 
calories a day. Start by cutting 
intake by 250 calorics; this 
can even be something like 
two cookies. The remaining 
250 calories you can burn with 
e.xtra activity. 

"Thirty minutes of walking 
at 3 mph can burn 150 calories 
for the iiverage person," she 
pointed out. 

SET SIMPLE GOALS 
A blanket statement like 

I want to lose weight prob­
ably won't work, Flowerday 
observed. Set a specific goal, 
but make it small and achiev­
able. Something like losing 

five pounds in a month will 
give you a better chance of 
success in the long run. Even 
a lofty goal such as losing 100 
pounds can be made easier by 
breaking it down into smaller 
pieces. 

HAVE SOME FUN 
Suzy Morris, personal train­

er for Huron Valley Pools and 
Fitness as well as Michigan 
Rehabilitation in Hartland 
suggests you get out of the 
gym sometimes and varying 
your e.xercise routine. 

"Think of what's fun for 
you and then get inoving. Do 
something like walking the 
dog, go to the park with your 
kids, or go out dancing. In the 
summer it can be gardeniIig. 
WlIen you think of exercise 
you might think I don't want 
to go to the gym and work out 
for an hour." 

INVEST lN A PERSONAL 
TRAINER 

She believes working with 
a personal trainer is a great 
investment in your overall 
health. As a personal trainer, 

she considers each client's 
lifestyle, eating and working 
habits and develops a person­
alized regimen, A personalized 
program can help guide you 
avoid pitfalls and encourage 

DON'T BE lNTlMlDATED 
Mark Grabowski, manager 

of Anytime Fitness in Miiford 
says don't be discouraged or 
intimidated. Rest assured, 
even the models on the Fitness 
magiizines have their flaws, 
and have their photos are 
enhanced. Fitness is an indi­
vidual thing; it's different for 
everybody lie believes. The 
gym won't be filled with peo­
ple that look like Mr. America. 

"We're here for everybody. 
We're adamant on being just a 
regular gym for regular peo­
ple. If you're a golfer it'll make 
you a better golfer. If you're a 
walker or biker, it'll make you 
better at that, too," he said. 

NO EXCUSES ALLOWED 
With a unique approach, 

Anytime Fitness is open 24 
hours a day, seven days a week, 
so scheduling time for a work­

out is always possible. 
"Excuses satisfy those who 

make them," says Grabowski 
quoting Vince Lombardi. 
"There no short cuts, no secret 
potion. You've got to move it or 
you'll lose it." 

Age is not a factor, either. Over 
half of his clients are over .00. If 
his 86 year old member commits 
to a work out, so can you. 

TIMING 
Keep track of your physi­

cal activity to stay fit, advises 
Suzy Morris. The average 
adult should be active at least 
150 minutes a week, over and 
above their daily activity level. 
It's okay to break it up. As a 
baseline yon can do ten min­
utes at a time, if more than 
that seems overwhelining. 
Half of the total tiiile, or 75 
Iilinutes should be at a Inore 
challenging rate or higher 
intensity, for example, hills 
when walking or faster times 
on a treadmill, 

KEEP A POSITIVE 
FRAME OF MlND 

"Don't think of exercise 

as an obligation, something 
painful, time consuming or a 
punishment for bad eating," 
said Floiverday The wrong 
attitude can set you up for fail­
ure. Dzahristos agrees, "Think 
of your workout time as time 
to yourself, after you've dedi­
cated time to everyone else." 
Pay attention to the intensity 
of your workout, by that he 
means try to improve with 
each workout and make the 
most of your time. 

Make the most of your time 
outside of the gym. 

Once you've devoted your 
time into a health workout, 
don't wipe out all the positive 
benefits by returniIlg to nega­
tive habits like smoking, excess 
drinking and eating pizza 
and burgers excessively, said 
Dzahristos 

PATJENCE 
Don't be discouraged ifyou 

don't see immediate results. "If 
you lose weight too quickly it'll 
usually come back. It's usually 
not a healthy way and it's not 
sustainable," said Flowerday. 
It generally takes about six 
weel̂ s to notice results.

Like people across the 
country, you w i l l no doubt be 
greatly interested in how liis 
actions w i l l affect a wide var i ­
ety of domestic and foreign-
policy issues. 

But from a personal point of 
view, you may also be thinj;-
jng about wliat an Obama 
Administrat ion will mean for 
your investment strategy. 

In reality, the actions of any 
administration generally have 
only a l imited impact on the 
financial markets. 

In our comple.x, intercon­
nected world, a variety o f 
factors - from actions of the 
Federal Reserve to corporate 
profits to oi l prices to polit ical 
instability abroad — all play 
a key role in deterinining tlie 
fortunes of the stock and bond 
markets. 

As you review possible changes in your investment strategy due to moves made by the new 

administration, you may want to take tile opportunity to "relialance" your portfolio by adjusting 

your investment mix. Under normal circumstances, such rebalancing could involve capital gains 

considerations, since you might be selling appreciated assets. However, given the steep market 

decline of recent months, it's quite possible that you can now sell part of your assets at a loss to 

offset any gains you might have - and if you don't have any gains, you can carry the loss forward to 

future years. 

Consequently, you need to 
take a truly global perspective

And even if the 
dividend tax increases, divi­
dend-paying stocks may sti l l 
be good Investment choices, 
because they usually represent 
solid, profitable coInpanies 
that seek to reward their 
investors. However, if you are 
concerned about the effect of 
higher capital gains and div i ­
dend taxes, you might want 
to consider an investment 
such as tax-exempt municipal 
bonds. You'l l benefit most 
from these "munis" if you're in 
one of the higher tax brackets. 

As you review possible 
changes in your investment 
strategy due to moves made by 
the new adirlinistration, you 
may want to take the opportu­
nity to "rebalance" your port­
folio by adjusting your invest­
ment mix.
