closure rates at an all-time 
high, Landry reflects upon 
Novi's successes in 2008. 

"We're very fortunate that 
our unemployment rates alid 
our foreclosure rates are lower 
than the states," lIe said. "We 
have been able to attract busi­
nesses even in this economy." 

Landry recognizes the city's 
approach to diversifying its 
tax base as a major reason for 
Novi's fiscal health. 

" In the face of the economy, you don't stop what you're doing, you 

just get smarter."

The mayor notes devel­
opments such as ITC 
Transmission, Ryder Sy.stems, 
The Art Institute of Michigan, 
Harman Becker, Staybridge 
Suites, JPRA Architects, and a 
number of medical facilities as 
significant additions to Novi's 
more than l,600 businesses. 

During 2007, Landry said 
the nonresidential tax base in 
the City of Novi increased by 
$50 million. 

"You have to keep a well-bal­
anced tax base and make sure 
your infrastructure ii'up to 
speed," he said. 

Substantial improvements 

made in 2008 to what Landry 
refers to as a city's, "big three" 
— roads, public safety and 
water and sewer — include the 
addition of two miles of sewer 
main, improvements to more 
than two miles of iieighbor-
hood roads and the renovation 
of Fire Station No. 2, located at 
l3 Mile and Novi roads. 

He said safety and the abil­
ity to get around the city are 
among the reasons Novi was 
selected as one of the top 
loo places to live by Monê

Local grocers, as well as 
the Novi Community School 
District, are taking precau­
tionary measures in dealing 
with the salmonella scare 
receiitly Hnked to geanut 
butter. 

"We're going to play it safe 
and pull off anything con­
taining peanut products," 
said JoAnn Clements, direc­
tor of the school district's 
nutrition and food services 
department. 

Ongoing investigations 
have revealed a nationwide 
outbreak of salmonella 
typhimurium has sickened 
aboiit 475 people, including 
25 in Michigan, since eariy 
September, and may have 
contributed to the deaths of 
at 1east six peopie. 

"Sa1mone11a is a bacteria 
that you usually ingest and 
it generally causes nausea, , 
vomiting, diarrhea and 
abdominal cramping," said 
Dr. Tammy Lundstrom, chief 
medical officer at Providence 
Park Hospital in Novi. "Some 
people have to be treated 
with antibiotics, but most 
people get better on their 
own." 

Lundstrom, who is an 
infectious disease specialist, 
said most people contract the 
illness within 12-72 hours 
after eating salmonella-con­
taminated food, and will be 
sick for four to seven days. 

The latest sources of sal­
monella were traced to prod­
ucts produced at a Georgia 
plant, owned by Peanut 
Corporation of America. The 
company manufactures pea­
nut butter and peanut paste 
for distribution to be used in 
commercially produced prod­
ucts including cakes, cookies. 

crackers, candies, cereal and 
ice cream. 

According to the govern­
ment, Peanut Corporation of 
America does not sell peanut 
butter directly to consumers, 
and major national brands of 
jarred peanut butter do not 
appear to be affected. 

Novi Community Schools 
food service officials con­
firmed that no peanut prod­
ucts sold to district cafeterias 
are part of the current food 
recall, but to ensure the safe­
ty of Novi students, suspend­
ed the sale of peanut prod­
ucts in school cafeterias and 
vending machines until the 
health problem is resolved. 

"We do serve very minimal 
peanut products as it is," 
Clements said. 

Due to allergies, no peanut 
products are sold in K-five 
and very limited peanut 
products are sold to students 
in grades sixth-l2. 

Many companies have also 
voluntarily recalled peanut 
butter products, pending the 
FDA investigation. 

Kroger has recalled 
Private Selection Peanut 
Butter Passion Ice Cream, 
and Meijer has recalled 
Meijer Cheese and Peanut 
Butter Sandwich Crackers, 
Meijer Toasty Peanut Butter 

- Sandwich Crackers, Meijer 
Peanut Butter and .Jelly Ice 
Cream and Meijer Peanut 
Butter Cup Ice Cream. 

Customers who have pur­
chased any of the recalled 
items from Kroger or Meijer 
can return them to the stores 
for a full refund.

plus structural deficit in the 
general fund every year. 

Forecasts show state tax 
revenues are — no surprise 
— below projections, the 
consequence of our terrible 
economy made even worse by 
the nation's f inancial crisis. 

Experts say that without 
any money from the federal 
stimulus package, the fiscal 
20lO budget is facing a $l.4 
billion deficit — or worse. Yet 

for the first 
time, some of 
the politicians 
seem to get it.

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state to serve on a Emergency 
Financial Advisory Board. 

The board was co-chaired by 
former governors Bi l l Mi l l iken 
and J im Blanchard. EFAP, as 
it came to be called, produced 
a short, comprehensive and 
sensible report that called 
for far-reaching structural 
changes in government cost 
and organization. 

Among them were recom­
mendations to t r im generous 
pension and fringe benefits 
enjoyed by state employees, 
achieve comprehensive health 
care reform and, encourage 
local governments and schools 
to share administrative ser­
vices. 

The report also called for 
Lansing to get a handle on the 
skyrocketing costs of our pris­
on system. But to the admin­
istration and legislature's dis­
grace, the report was quickly 
forgotten, and nearly all these 
highly sensible recommenda­
tions were ignored. 

Now, after two years of vig­
orously kicking the can down 
the road, we face much the 
same situation. 

This time, however, there 
are some encouraging signs of 
change. Corrections spending 
offers a good example. Nearly 
everybody recognizes that our

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practice of spending $2 bil l ion 
a year on warehousing felons 
— more than we spend in our 
colleges and universities — is 
a poor idea. Republicans have 
generally urged changes in 
prison management, includ­
ing cutting down mill ions of 
dollars ih overtime caused 
by rigid work rules for prison 
guards and privatizing some 
functions such as health care 
and food service. 

Democrats pointed to pris­
ons bulging at the seams, 
something that is the product 
of rigid and tough sentencing 
guidelines. 

Alas, nobody was wi l l ing to 
meet the other side halfway, 
and so year after year, nothing 
changed. 

Then late last year, an 
unprecedented coalition of 
groups — including vari­
ous chambers of commerce, 
Detroit Renaissance, the 

• Small Business Association, 
Michigan Municipal League, 
Michigan Hospital Association 
and The Center for Michigan 
— issued an open letter to 
Michigan citizens call ing on 
the governor and legislature 
to cut "several hundreds of 
millions from corrections 
spending" over the next several 
years. Eyes widened in sur­
prise. 

Suddenly, there are signs 
that the Department of 
Corrections and legislative 
leaders have agreed to modify 
the workings of the parole sys­
tem so as to get inmates out of 
the system, thereby saving $20 
million to $30 mill ion annu­
ally Coalition members, while 
praising this as a good first 
step, are call ing for more cuts. 

On another front, Gov. 
Granholm last week 
announced "nothing is off the 
table" when working to balance 
the budget, including possible 
major changes in the organiza­
tion of state government. Lt. 
Gov. John-Cherry let the obvi­
ous be known: TTiat Michigan's 
governmental structure is 
based on a I950s manufactur­
ing model and needs to be 
brought into the 2lst century. 

There's a long way to go: 
While the state today has

had30years ago, itjhastnTeC* 
times the number of employees 
working in prisons. 

Yet some valuable ideas 
are already beginning to 
percolate through Lansing. 
Kevin Prokop, co-chair of the 
Legislative Commission on 
Government Efficiency, said 
last week that his commission 
wi l l be proposing $1.5 billion 
to $3 bUlion savings when it 
reports later this spring. And 
a group including Detroit 
Renaissance, The Center for 
Michigan and both the Detroit 
and Michigan Chambers of 
Commerce wi11 release this 
week a comprehensive list of 
ways to save billions, including 
the kinds of structural changes 
in state government that both 
parties have resisted for years. 

Without a doubt, Michigan 
must cut spending in order 
to get coming deficits under 
control. Far more important is 
the need to resolve the struc­
tural deficit that wi l l mount to 
$10 billion by 20I7 if nothing 
is done. Gett ing our financial 
house in order is an essential 
first step in a long-term pro-
gram to put Michigan on the 
right track. 

Another important step is 
to reform the tax system that 
was jury-rigged with a new 
Michigan Business Tax two 
years ago. 

The tax itseif was at first 
seen as an improvement on the 
old Single Business 'Tax - t i l l 
lawmakers couldn't agree on a 
variety of other ways to raise 
necessary revenue. So at the 
last moment i n September 
2007, a 20 percent surcharge 
was slapped on top of the new 
M E T . That inftIriated many 
businesses, who felt betrayed. 

Finally, though it has taken 
a long time coming, those we 
elect to lead us seem to be get­
t ing the message. This may 
sound like a cliche, but it just 
inight be that i n Michigan's 
case, the crisis of 2009 w i l l 
turn out to be much too valu-
ab1e a thing to put to waste.

District officials were origi­
nally planning on implementing 
the new schedule for the 2009-lO 
school year. 

Superintendent Peter Dion said 
postponiiig the decision to change 
the schedule from tile current 4x4 
block was made to address the 
many.questipDS.and Inisconcep- . ^ 
tions voiced by paIenls and stu-r., . 
dents over tlie switch. 

"lt is imperative that we 
modiiy the existing schedule 
to accommodate the new state 
mandated requirements and 
that we do not lose the ability to 

educate the whole child in the 
process," Dion said. 

Approving the new schedule 
was on the N o \ i school board's 
Dec. 4 meeting agenda, but was 
tabled. 

The new schedule wi l l not 
be implemented, if adopted by 
board members, until the 2010-
11 scliool year. 

An investigation of possible 
schedule configurations began 
two years ago by a 26-member 
committee, Tlie High School 
ScheduHng Configuration 
Committee is made up of teach­
ers, administrators and parents.

Nov i Community Schools food service off icials con­
f i rmed that no peanut p roducts sold to distr ict caf­
eterias are part of the cu r ren t food reca l l , but they 
suspended the sale o f peanut products in school cafete­
rias and vending i l iacl l ines unt i l the health problem is 
resolved. 

Once F D A approval is issued, the distr ict w i l l restoi'e 
peanut butter products to its cafeter ia and vending 
machines. 

We support the district's decision to pul l f i rst, inves­
tigate second. 

Students are a precious co inmuni ty coininodity and 
parents can feel reassured their ch i ldren are in a safe 
environment. 

A n d speaking of a safe envi roni l lent , it has been a 
few inonths now since d ist r ic t bui ld ings were equipped 
with security entrance ways. 

A l l school visitors must press a buzzer and wait for 
ver i f icat ion before rece iv ing permiss ion to access a 
bui ld ing. 

Is it slightly more time consuming? Possibly, but the 
new security measures are just another e.xainple of the 
proactive behavior o f distr ict decision inakers.

S ince the advent of the conserva t ion movement, 
the state of M ich iga I l l i as h a d few .sWh'cess'dS'IikBifthfe^iM 

, M i c h i g a n Natura l Reso l i rce i ' Trust F u n d . The fund, 
wh ich derives i ts revenue f rom royal t ies earned on 
o i l , gas and mineral extract ion from state lands, was 
ini t iated in l976. Since then it has provided more than 
$ 6 0 0 mi l l i on for the acquis i t ion of impor tant recre­
ational lands and to develop state and local recreation 
assets. 

D u r i n g a t ime of s t ra ined budgets, espec ia l ly in 
L a n s i n g , the t rus t fund has been a cons tan t and 
dependable source o f revenue for the Department of 
N a t u r a l Resources to f u n d i i npor tan t projects and 
conserve v i ta l na tu ra l l a n d s f rom the onslaught of 
commercia l development. T h i s year alone, it w i l l dole 
out more than $48 mi l l i on to fund 8 l projects across 
the state. 

Some of those projects inc lude $500 ,000 to develop 
and renovate the Bald M o u n t a i n Shoot ing Range in 
O a k l a n d Coul l ty ; $ l ,452 ,500 to acquire 2.5 miles of 
rai lway corridor i n West B loomf ie ld for a recreational 
t ra i l ; and $ l ,405,00O to acquire 67 acres for a natuie 
preserve along a n impor tan t t r ibu tary of the Huron 
River i n Scio Township. Unfortunately, its dependabi l­
ity is now endangering the Trust F u n d . A transporta­
tion funding task force created by the stale Legislature 
in 2007 to f ind ways to f ix the state's aging road infra­
structure recently released a report recommei ld ing the 
state "redirect a l l or a po r t i on " of the Trust Fund to 
address transportat ion needs. 

W h i l e we recognize the s la te needs to address its 
c r u m b l i n g roadways, r a i d i n g the M i c h i g a n Na tu ra l 
Resources Trust F u n d is not the way to do it. Ti lal 's not 
what the voters o f this state intended When they over­
whe lming ly supported the Trus t F u n d several t imes, 
most recently in 2 0 0 2 . Besides, to divert fund ing from 
the Trust Fund wou ld requi re a change in the slate's 
const i tut ion, which makes it unlikely. 

S t i l l , environmental groups have raised the red f lag, 
because they know how impor tan t the Trust Fund has 
been in conserving some of the state's most important 
natura l landscapes for current and future generations. 
State lawmakers should resist the temptat ion to ra id 
the T rus t Fund . It i s one o f the true env i ronmenta l 
success stories i n th is state — one that has benefitted 
a l l M i c h i g a n residents. Hope fu l l y , it W i l l continue to 
do so for many years to come.

Most jobseekers don't realize 
that up to 80 percent of real job 
opportunities are never adver­
tised anywhere. 'llIey aIe fdled by 
referrals from existing employees 
or other cont.acts, by recniitei's, 
or by direct application from 
jobseekers who targeted tlIat 
employer. Iliis seems impossible, 
but it has been verified over and 
over again in labor and employ­
ment studies. 

How do you tap into this 
hidden market? there are two 
basic approaches - research and 
networking.

Your networking .skills are one 
of your best means to learn more 
about these employers and get a 
referral to key decision makers 
in these firms. After you've done 
some basic researdi using media 
sources and the employer's own 
website and have determined 
that you might have .some skills 
or experience that would be of 
value to particidar employers, use 
your network contacts to learn 
more and to obtain referrals to 
additional contacts who can help 
you find your way to key people 
connected to the firm.
