Temporary changes in parking 
at the Novi Public Library will 
require patience among patrons 
beginning Monday as construc­
tion of the new 57,000-square-
foot facility is expected to begin. 

"We anticipate complaints, but 
we're trying to be as proactive as 
possible," said Library Director 
Julie Farkas. "The huge thing is

we lose our west lot because that's 
wheie the building is going." 

The west lot will be closed 
for the duration of the project. 
Alternate parking will be avail­
able in the north and east lots of 
the library, and the north lot of 
Novi High School. 

"We're working with the schools 
to make this transition as smooth 
as possible," Farkas said, adding 

there is a sidewalk adjacent to JO 
Mile that connects the high school 
lot to the library's front lot. "The 
main entrance to the building will 
always be available and the walk-
up book return will remain open." 

From Feb. 16-28, the main drive 
into the library and some of the 
front parking spaces are expected 
to be temporarily closed. During 
that two-week span, patrons will 
enter the library via Wildcat Drive. 

"Some of the parking spaces 
in the library's north lot will be 
unavailable for approximately two 
weeks, but otherwise we expect 
to have 62 spaces, including eight 
handicap accessible spots, avail­
able in the library's north and east 
lots throughout the project, plus 

the additional spaces in the school 
lot," said Assistant Director Mary 
Ellen Mulcrone. 

The east gate of the high school 
lot will be open during library 
hours to keep traffic moving. 

Signs directing traffic will be 
posted throughout the construc­
tion process, which is slated for 
ccInpletion summer 2010. 

Farkas said the library sees the 
highest traffic volume 10 a.m. to 
noon and 6-9 p.m. 

"We've got a full plate of pro­
grams we're making available," 
she said, anticipating no changes 
to services and programming due 
to construction.

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Second suspect confirmed in 

Novi man's hit-and-run death

The Walled Lake Police 
Department confirmed a sec­
ond vehicle was invo1ved in 
Sunday's hit-and-run death of 
Novi resident Brian Latuszek. 

- latuszek, 40, was struck and 
1u11ed just after midnight Feb. 
8, w^Ile walking on Pontiac 
TVail, west of West Park Drive 
inWaJledLake. 

Police said they don't see 
ihuch foot traffic in the area, 
but Latuszek lived in the 
Portsmouth Apartment com­
plex near the scene of the acci­
dent. 

The driver of the first vehicle 
that struck the victim is cur­
rently in ctistody, but police are 

still searching for the second 
suspect, who left the scene of 
the accident. 

Crash investigators said 
vehicle parts found at the scene 
possibly belong to a 2006-07 
silver Honda CR-V crossover 
sport utility vehicle. The sus­
pect vehicle should have dam-
agejto the front end and under­
carriage. 

Latuszek was first struck 
by a white Ford Explorer, 
driven by a 30-year-.old Fenton 
woman, who turned herself in 
Sunday afternoon.

Novi City Council is expected 
to vote Tuesday on a parks and 
recreation millage proposal for 
the development of a 73-aci-e 
Signature Park, at tlie south­
west corner of l l Mile and Beck 
roads. 

If council approves the lan­
guage, the ballot issue will 
come before voters May 5 in a 
special election. 

Council was presented 
Monday, with tentative plans 
and financing options for the 
more than 70-acre Bosco prop­
erty, which the city acquired 
through a land swap agi'eement 
with the Novi Community 
School District in November. 

The conceptual plans include 
a 66,000-square-foot indoor 
recreation facility including a 
theatre, gymnasium and mul­
tipurpose activity rooms; fields 
flexible for festivals and sports, 
such as soccer, cricket and 
football; and passive recreation 
opportunities with trails, path­
ways, woodlands and wetlands. 

"It's a gathering space that 
will really bring the com-

Inunity together," said Novi 
Parks, Recreation and Forestry 
Department Director Randy 
Auler. 

The initial investment, 
estiIIIated at $15 million, is 
expected lo cover the costs of 
the recreation center, fields, 
infrastructure, site improve-
Inents, trails and other costs. 

Although council was pre­
sented with four financing 
options, members were unani-
inously in favor of a limited 
voted millage, with a suggested 
25-year limit. 

"I will not support a general 
bond just to build the dang 
thing," said Mayor David 
Landry, adding a general bond 
will only cover construction 
costs. "We need money for 
operating costs. For this proj­
ect to be successful, we need a 
millage. 

"Ultimately, it's up to the vot­
ers." 

If approved, the proposal will 
increase the parks, recreation 
and forestry levy by .5 mills, 
which translates to about $75 
a year for a resident with a 
$300,000 home. 

Even with the current reces­
sion, city officials believe now 
is the time to invest in such a 
project. 

"I don't think we're just 
talking about parks and rec­
reation here. We should be 
looking at what Novi is going 
to look like lO years from 
now," Landry said. "ParJ«and 
recreation is wflat makes suc­
cessful cities." 

If the proposal fails in the 
May election, the proposed 
property would revert back to 
the school district. 

"We have made a deal with 
the schools, and we are going 
to pick up a piece of property 
for nothing," said Mayor Pro 
Tern Bob Gatt. "I am totally in 
favor of letting the people in 
the city decide if they want a 
Signature Pai'k."

"Anything we had to sell, be 
could do it,"said Bill, wboci i i -
i-ciitly runs Evwiw Orchards with 
his wife I jnda. "He could probably 

sell tlie Brooklyn Biidge to some­
one i f he really wiiilted to." 

Thomas, who traveled widi bis 
d.id to die markets and eventu­
ally took over his job as salesman 
when J.W. retirecl, said the other 
farmers used to follow their lead 
in terms of pricing because his 
father wiis always watching the 
market.

'Is it fiscally responsible and sensitive to 
Novi taxpayers for the City Council to con­
tinue using the general fund as a cash cow, 
spending tax dollars unnecessarily, and 
proposing a tax increase to achieve their 
goals? 

Should the City of Novi emulate Canton 
Township, when it appears that the gen­
eral fund subsidy for their recreation 
department in 2007 was $4.6 million 
dollars, their 2009 budget projects their 
Performing Arts Center revenue to be 
$467,160, and expenses to be $874,696, 
nearly double, and their 2009 proposed 
Community Center Fund balance appears 
to be only $8,239? . 

It seems that financially, these types of 
"recreatioiial fecilities are losing proposi­
tions, heavily subsidized by more and more 
taxpayer dollars, and that spending scarce 
tax dollars on a new Fuerst Park, and the 
Signature Park proposal may become an 
unfortunate example of good intentioiis 
jgoing astray.

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akland County Executive L. Brooks 
Patterson gave his annual State of the 
County speech Feb. 3 -- at exactly the 

same time Governor Jennifer Granholm gave 
her State of the State address. 

Other than some snaiky comments about 
the simultaneous scheduling, Patterson's talk 
received far less notice than Granholm's. 

That's only fair; Oakland County has 1.2 mil­
lion people; the whole stale, around lO million. 

But for those who paid attention to botli, the 
tone couldn't have been more different. The 
governor talked about how Michigan's econoIiIy 
has gone from "b;id to wof-se," hinted at tlie 
projected huge state budget deficit for the com­
ing fiscal year and expiessed optimism about 
energy and "alternative energy jobs." 

She also said Lt. Gov. John Cherry will head 
a "comprehensive effort to dramatically change 
the size and shape of state government," a task 
that may not be done till after she leaves office. 

To be sure, Patterson also talked about "the 
perfect storm" battering Michigan, but defiant­
ly pledged that "Oakland County intends to do 
more than just ride out the storm" and plans to 
lead "this state out of these dark and desperate 
days into the sunlight of new growth, opportu­
nity and prosperity." 

He pointed out that Oakland's books are bal­
anced for 2009 and 2010, the result of being 
the only county in Michigan that operates on a 
two-year rolHIIg budget. By coiltrast, the state 
and IRost municipalities budget on a year-to-
year basis, which leaves them with "certainly no 
room to iiiiplement long-range strategy" 

But the contrasts with the state go Inuch far­
ther. Oakland County has a AAA bond rating 
on Wall Street, which keeps borrowing costs 
low. It's the first county in the nation to fully 
fund retiree health care. Oakland took the lead 
in converting employees to a defined contribu­
tion pension system, instead of the old, very 
expensive defined benefit program. And county 
employees pay raises have been trimmed iil the 
face of the ongoing crisis. 

By contrast, consider neighboring Macomb 
County (struggling with a $20 million budget 
deficit) and Wayne County (forced to cut spend­
ing by 20 percent.) 

Patterson attributes all this financial san­
ity and siIccess to his econonlic team, led 
by Deputy County Executive Bob Daddow, 
plainly a whiz-bang finance and budget expert. 
"AiIybody can manage in good times," said 
Patterson. "It's the tough times that will test us."

On top of all that, Patterson 
talked about his political ambi­
tions. A while ago, he let fly 
a trial balloon about running 
for governor. After all, he has 
been elected and re-elected five 
times in Oakland County, one 
of the most impressive electoral 
records around, especially for a 
Republican. 

In his speech, Patterson couldn't resist a dig 
at the State of Michigan, with a.Democratic 
governor and Speaker of the House, "The levels 
of unemployment, the anti-business tax policy, 
the chronic deficits - none of that would be tol­
erated in Oakland County and it should not be 
tolerated at the state level either." 

In a posting in Dome Magazine, Deputy 
E.xecutive Daddow took a muchsharper line. 
He pointed out that the state said in October 
2008 that the budget was balanced, but only 60 
days later discovered a 2O09 revenue shortfall 
of $917 million. "I have asked numerous chief 
executives in the private sector just what would 
happen if their financial folks reported all is 
well in October and came up with unfavor­
able numbers such as these just 60 days later. 
Without hesitation they indicated that they 
would be terIuinated." 

Patterson may - or may not - decide to run 
for governor. If he decides to run, he may - or 
may not - be nominated. Or elected. 

Obviously, he has liabilities aplenty. He'd turn 
72 the month he took office. A tendency to the 
quick, often very funny, remark that sometimes 
gets him in trouble. He's been known to take 
a drink, and has a history of fighting with the 
ultra-right wing of his party. 

This is not a column endorsing or condemn­
ing L. Brooks Patterson. But it should be noted 
that on his watch, Oakland County has estab­
lished an enviable record of prudent financial 
management and long-range planning. For a 
state in as much persistent financial trouble as 
we are, that's something to think about.

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PUBLIC SAFETY 
A messagefrom Lt. John 

Martin, Novi Fire Department 
Training Officer and Ice 
Rescue Instructor 

It is that time'of year when 
people start to veiiture out 
onto our local lakes and ponds. 
There is a natural attraction to 
going onto these frozen areas, 
unfortunately there is a dan­
ger lurking below that some­
times we are not completely 
aware of. Venturing out onto 
any frozeiI lake or pond can be 
dangerous. 

Even tliough the ice looks 
solid, there are no guarantees. 
There are many charts that 
show ice thicknesses and how 
much weight they caii hold. 
The problem with those charts 
is that they give a false sense 
of security. If the ice is six 
inches thick where you were 
your standing, it may not be as 
thick four feet away in either 
direction. There are many fac­
tors that cause these inconsis­
tencies in the ice thicknesses 
including waterfowl, vegeta­
tion, snow on top of the ice and 
water quality. 

Due to the amount of snow 
that we have received this win­
ter, we have placed lots of salt 
onto our surface streets, which 
in turn leaches into the water­
ways affecting the water qual­
ity. This causes the ice to erode 
from underneath, the area in 
which we don't see. 

WINTER ICE SAFETY 

With all of the snow sitting 
on top of the ice it creates a 
thermal blanket, which adds 
weight and degrades the ice 
from the top. This also makes 
it difficult to tell if there are 
any weak spots in the ice. 

Waterfowl that rest out on 
the ice also create warmth on 
the top and begin to erode it. 
Have you ever looked at a cat 
tail protruding through the 
ice and wondered why the ice 
hasn't completely surroiinded 
it? The vegetation gives off 
heat, which in turn prevents 
the ice from completely 
encompassing the cat tail. This 
also creates holes in the ice 
where water can come through 
and going back to water qual­
ity can now start to erode the 
water from the top. 

If you choose to go onto the 
ice please consider the follow­
ing: 

Ifyou do fall through the ice, 
• Stay calm. Conserve your 

energy Don't try to swim 
around, 

• Allow your arms to rest on 
the unbroken ice shelf. This 
will give you some support to 
rest upon. 

• Ifyou have a whistle, blow 
it in a short burst. This will 
get attention better than a one 
long burst. 

• If you have ice awls yoII can 
use them to help pull yourself 
up and out of the water onto 

the surface of the ice. Be sure 
to kick your feet. Make sure 
to roll away froIn the hole and 
towards shore. 

• If you don't have ice awls 
with you, get your arms and 
elbows on top of the unbroken 
ice for support and allow your 
legs to float up behind you. 
This puts you into a horizontal 
position with the ice. Put your 
arms out in front of you on the 
unbroken ice and crawl for­
ward as you kick your feet. If 
you are able to get out stay flat 
and roll away from the hole. 
If you are not able to get out, 
remain calm. 

• Stay away from cracks or 
open water, these are weak 
spots. 

If you witness someone who 
falls through the ice, 

• Call 9 l l immediately. Give 
the dispatcher as much infor­
mation as you can. 

• Do not venture out onto the 
ice to save someone else. Sixty 
percent of would be rescuers 
become victims themselves. 

•Talk to the victim. 
• If the victim is close to 

shore use a ladder or pole 
to reach to them, but do not 
attempt to go out onto the ice. 

• If you have a rope or even 
an extension cord, make sure 
that it is not plugged in and 
throw it out to the victim. 

• Never attempt a rescue if 
you have to go onto the ice.

"It would be better if we 
could raise the whole $130 
million," said Stucky of 
the remainder of Rotary 
International's $200 million 
challenge to match grants 
made by the Bill & Mehnda 
Gates Foundation. "I want 
them to eradicate polio before 
I go, and I'm 83." 

Rotarians have been worlt-
ing toward the eradication 
of the polio virus since 1985 
and believe they are closer 
than ever with currently about 
1,500 reported cases world­
wide. 

"There is no other illness in 
the world this close to being 
eradicated," Barrons said, 
noting only four countries 
— Afghanistan, India, Nigeria 
and Pakistan— remain 
endemic. "I see it as an achiev­
able goal. We can end polio in 
my lifetime and we can end it 
forever." 

Stucky said in order for polio 
to be eradicated, there must be 
no reported cases worldwide 
for three years. 

"The nearest possible date for 
eradication I would say would 
be Dec. 31,2012," he said.

As an investor, you need to 
look back no farther than last 
year to understand why it's not 
a good idea to own only stocks. 
In fact, many people buy 
bonds to lessen the impact of 
volatility on their investment 
portfolios. Yet, just as stock 
prices move up and down, 
bond prices also fluctuate, 
primarily in response to ris-
iilg and falling interest rates. 
These interest-rate movements 
can wreak havoc on your bond 
portfolio unless you can help 
yourself climb over them with 
a "bond ladder," 

Before we examine what 
goes into a bond ladder, let's 
review soIne bond basics relat­

ing to price and interest rates. 
Suppose, for example, that you 
a buy a $1,000 bond that pays 
5 percent Interest and is sched-
lIled to mature in five years. 
Each year that you hold your 
bond, you will receive $50 
in interest; at the end of five 
years, you'll get your $1,000 
back, provided the issuer 
doesn't default. However, if 
you decide to sell your bond 
before the five-year period is 
up, you could get more or less 
than $1,000 for it. If market 
interest rates — the rates 
paid on newly issued bonds 
— were to drop to 4 percent, 
tlien your higher-paying bond 
is considered more valuable 

to investors, so you might be 
able to sell it for, say, $1,050. 
CoIiversely, should Inarket 
interest rates rise to 6 percent, 
nobody will pay you fiill value 
for your lower-payiiIg bond, so 
you would have to sell it at a 
discount, perhaps for $950. 

Because market interest 
rates constantly rise and fall, 
the value of your bonds will 
do likewise. This could be a 
big problem if you wish to 
sell bonds before they mature 
aIid use the money to buy new 
bonds. Keep in mind that if 
bonds arc sold prior to maturi­
ty, you can lose principal value. 

To help reduce the impact of 
rate swings, you might want 

to build a bond ladder. To do 
so, you buy several bonds, with 
varying maturities — short-
term, intermediate-term and 
long-term. Once you've con­
structed your ladder, you'll 
liave some advantage in all 
interest-rate environments. 
Wllen market rates are low, 
you'll still have your loIiger-
terin bonds earning higher 
interestrates. (Typically, lon­
ger-term bonds pay the highest 
rates.) Plus, only a sinall por­
tion of your bond portfolio, the 
IIIaturing short-term bonds, 
will need to be reinvested at 
the low rate. And when market 
inteiest rates are high, you can 
reinvest the maturing short--

term bonds at the higher rates. 
You can further diversify 

your ladder by choosing dif­
ferent types of bonds or even 
certificates of deposit, for the 
different "ruiigs." This diver­
sification can't guaI-antee a 
profit or protect against a loss, 
but it Inay help you reduce the 
negative effects of a downturn 
that primarily hits one type of 
bond. 

Here's one more point to 
keep in mind: Try to avoid 
building your ladder with 
bonds that provide little or no 
call protection. When market 
interest rates fall, bond issu­
ers will often "call" bonds 
— that is, they will redeem 

the bonds before they mature 
— so they can issue new ones 
at the lower rates. You can 
help reduce the call risk in 
your bond ladder by purchas­
ing bonds with call protection, 
which cannot be called before 
a certain date. 

Ladders, by definition, can 
help you surmount obstacles, 
AiId the same is true with 
bond ladders. Ifyou vvaIlt 
to invest in bonds, and help 
reduce the impact of inter­
est-rate movements, consider 
building your ladder soon.

Entrepreneur Paul Wright 
took a chance and beat the 
odds. 

Four years ago, the 45-year-
old Brighton resident left 
corporate America to start a 
fitness center. Since then, his 
business has flourished and led 
to the opening of a second loca­
tion in Novi Jate last year, 

"I prefer this," Wright said. 
"lt'i much mote aiffieuit tMn 
working for someone else. It's a 
lot more work but'very reward­
ing-". 

Wright, who worked 20 years 
in logistics services for the 
atitomotive industry, decided 
running a fitness center would 
better serve his passion. His 
upscale two-story Fusion 
Health & Fitness Club in Novi 
includes a three-lane lap pool 
and hot tub, basketball and 
racquetball courts, and an ath­
letic training area that includes 
a track and turf The club also 
offers tanning, massage, per­
sonal training services and 
child care. 

Beyond workout ameni­
ties, the fitness center pro­
vides seminars on ilutrition 
and sleep habits.

into a health cliib," he said. 

Wright, a former competitive 
bodybuilder, said he blended 
the features he liked in health 
clubs throughout the country 
into his gym.

But his endeavors haven't 
been easy. Wright said he 
works a lot more now then 
he did before taking a buyout 
from Caterpillar in 2005.
