Novi City Council members unani­
mously approved TYIesday, the ballot 
language of a millage proposal voters 
can expect to see in a May special elec­
tion. 

Tlie Charter amendment proposal 
suggests increasing the existing parks 
and recreation levy by .5 mill, which 
: I'anslates to about $75 ayear for a resi­
dent with a $300,000 home. 

Council was presented last week 
with conceptual plans for a 70-acre 

Signature Park, at 
the southwest corner 
of 11 Mile and Beck 
roads. The park would 
potentially iilcliIde a 
()6,000-square-foot 
indoor recreation 
facility for a theatre, 
gymnasium and 
multipurpose activity 

rooms; fields flexible for festivals and 
sports, such as soccer, cricket and foot­
ball; and passive recreation opportuni­
ties with trails, pathways, woodlands 
and wetlands.

Tile iliitial investment, estimated at 
$15 million, is expected to cover the 
costs of the recreation center, fields, 
infrastructure, site improvements, 
trails and other costs. 

If voters approve the 25-year mill-
age. City administration would be pro­
posing a 10.87 millage, up from 10.54, 
which the city has maintained for the 
past 10 years. Tlie funds collected in 
the first year would be used toward 
architectural designs and site work for 
the proposed Signature Park. 

"I think this is an opportunity for the 
community to decide what they want," 

said councilwoman Terry Margolis. 
Tlie resolution states the half-mill 

will be used for the purposes of acquir­
ing, developing, constructing, equip­
ping, maintaining and operating parks 
and recreational programs and facili­
ties in the city. 

Tlie city acquired, what is known 
as, the Bosco property as part of a 
land swap with the Novi Community 
School District, and if the proposal 
fails, the property will revert back to 
the schools. 

A May 5 special election is planned, 
and is costing the city about $30,000.

find yourself cycling through extreme 
cycles of emotions, especially i f you 
have lost a job unexpectedly. This 
emotional journey is s imi lar to the 
grieving process. These emotional 
states include Denial/Isolation, 
Anger, Depression, Acceptance 
and Recovery Most people do not 
progress through these states in a 
straiglit l ine fashion; instead, they 
cycle back and forth unti l they land a 
Iiew job when their focus turns to the 
cliallenges ahead. 

It is nearly impossible to conduct 
an effective search and make a posi­
tive impression on your network con­
tacts and potential employers i f you 
are stuck in the Anger or Depression 
stage. A t the same time, it is very 
diff icult to find the energy and wil l 

to move out of those 
stages when you are 
in them. What you 
must do is set some 
small, short term, 
achievable goals 
and begin to work 
on some elements of 
your job search in 
order to move past 
those cr ippl ing emo­

tions. 
You can init ial ly focus on objec­

tively reviewing your past accom­
plishments and making a list of them. 
If yoIi are having trouble remember-
ii lg or valuing your past work, ta lk 
wi th former colleagues about your 
prior work e.xperience. You may f ind 
th.it their recollections and opinions 
about your accomplishments w i l l 
help you see them in a new liglit. 

Look for a guide to assessing your 

career and go through the exercises 
to identify your Wend of strengths. 
You should be able to come up wi th 
a good long list of knowledge areas, 
skills, abilities, and personal qualities 
that describe you. Aga in , reviewing 
these w i th a friend or colleague may 
help you see them In a new way. 

Work on def ining your Job Target. 
Review your past jobs and identify 
what you l iked and disl iked and 
identify some possible directions to 
pursue. Then, review your personal 
strengths information wi th these 
targets and see i f you can create some 
connections. Begin to meet with net­
work contacts to discuss what you are 
seeing as gotential targets and why, 
and ask for their Input. Once again, 
you may find that you are able to put 
your information together in new and 
unexpected ways. 

Final ly, begin to do some research 

into the Job Targets you've begun 
to define. Identify specitlcjobs, 
employers and industries which offer 

• opportunities in those targets, and 
do l ibrary and online research into 
them. Then you can take this infor­
mation to your network contacts to 
learn more and to be introduced to 
further contacts who might have 
more specif ic knowledge and poten­
tial introductions to key people in 
those fields. 

This approach wil l provide you 
wi th an effective, but indirect way to 
manage your emotions. Yes, you Inay 
hit roadblocks and rejections along 
the way, but on the whole you should 
find people interested and wil l ing 
to help you because you are asking 
them for information and assistance 
that is w i t h i n their power to provide. 
You both w i l l feel successful and you 
wi l l make real progress on your job 

search and gain confidence before 
you are in the posit ion of hav ing to 
face an actual j ob interview. By the 
t ime you begin to find those open 
doors, you wi l l be ready to walk 
through them wi th confidence.

Dear Savvy Senior, 
Is long-term care insurance 

worth the cost? My wife and I 
have some assets we'd like to 
protect but we don't want to go 
broke doing it. WlIat can you 
iell me? 

Long Term Louie 

Dear Louie, 
There's no doubt that long-

term care (LTC) insurance 
is expensive and risky, but 
depending on your assets and 
health history, it's definitely 
soinelhingyou need to con­
sider. 

WHO SHOULD BUY? 
With the rising cost of nurs­

ing home care, now averaging 
moi'e than $77,000 a year for 
a private room, LTC insur-
iince (see www,longtermcare, 
gov), which covers nursing 
hoilie care, assisted living and 
in-home care, can be a smart 
option for many people. But is 
it right for you? Here are some 
key points to help you decide: 

* Yourfiiiances: LTC insur­
ance makes the most sense 
for those who can afford the 
monthly premiums, with 
assets of at least $l50,000 
- not including the car and 
house. People who can't afford 
it, or who don't have many 
assets to protect can fall back 
on Medicaid. Remember that 
Medicare and Medicare sup­
plemental (Medigap) policies 
do not pay LTC expenses. 

* Your health: In most cases 
it's disease (like Alzheimer's 
and stroke), not old age that 
puts people in nursing homes.

Wliat's your family history of 
these? 

* Your risks: About 70 per­
cent of all Americans over age 
65 will need some type of LTC 
at some point in their lives, 
and women are at a higher risk 
than men, because they tend 
to live longer. 

COST EFFECTIVE 
If you're leaning towards 

biiying a LTC policy, be sure 
to do your homework first. 

The cost of premiums depends 
on the insurer, as well as the 
policy's provisions. Here are 
some different areas that 
impact your costs and some 
tips to help you choose the 
right policy: 

* Age: You can reduce your 
premiums by buying at a 
younger age. For example, a 
LTC policy that costs a 55-
year-old $1,200 a year in pre­
miums, that same policy could 
costs a 65-year-old around 

$2,400. Typically, you can't get 
a LTC policy after age 79. 

* Daily benefit: You can 
get a policy that pays $l00, 
$150, $200 per day or more 
- but the higher the benefit, 
the higher your premium. To 
figure out how much coverage 
you need, check out the nurs­
ing home prices in the area 
you plan to be. Then figure out 
how much of the bill you could 
shoulder yourself, and choose 
a benefit that makes up the 

difference. 
* Length of benefit: You 

can buy policies that will pay 
for one year, three years, or as 
long as you need them - but 
the longer the benefit the more 
you pay. With the average 
nursing home stay about two 
and a half years, a three-year 
benefit period is probably 
adequate, unless Alzheimer's 
runs in your family. Then you 
may want more. 

* Waiting period: Most 

policies have waiting periods 
(30, 60,90 days, or more) 
that require you to pay out--
of-pocket before the policy 
kicks in. The longer you wait 
the lower your premiuIn, but 
extending the waiting period 
means you'll have to pay the 
bill on your own for a longer 
time. 

* Health: If you're in good 
health, you can get a discount. 
If not, you may not be able to 
get long-term care insurance 
at all. Also, some policies offer' 
couples discounts. 

* Inflation protection: Many 
policies have 5 percent per 
year inflation protection built 
in to keep up with rising LTC 
costs, biit these policies cost 
about twice as much as ones 
without it. Policies that offer 
inflation protection linked 
to the consumer price index 
are about 20 to 40 percent 
cheapen 

POLICY SHOPPlNG 
Be sure to choose a flexible 

policy that covers all kinds of 
care (in-home, assisted living, 
iiursinglIome, etc.). It's also 
wise to go with a company 
that has sold LTC iilsurance 
for years. The major players in 
the industry include MetLife, 
Genworth, MassMutual, New 
York Life, Allianz, Mutual 
of Omaha, John Hancock, 
Northwestern and Prudential. 
To compare policies a good 
resource is Long-Term Care 
Quote (www.ltcq.net, 800-
587-3279). Or work with a LTC 
insurance specialist who works 
with a variety of companies. See 
www.ltcfp.com or www.aaltci. 
org to find one in your area.
