Ward begins his career coach­

ing se-ssion.s helping the jobless 
look deep inside. 

"I'fn looking for information 
iis to wliat is their next step," lie 
said. 

Ward said his initial step is to 
move seekers beyond the initial 
impact of job loss, wlieie denial 
and resistance may set in. 

His piiipijse is to move seekers 
to ihe ne.vt step — moviiIg for­
ward iiilo exploriilion and taking 
action io comnlil to the futuie.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE WITH STATE S E N . NANCY CASSIS 

TAXPAYERS WANT TRANSPARENT, 
OPEN AND EFFECTIVE GOVERNMENT 

People in Michigan, and nation­
wide, are concerned about how their 
goveruIIIcut spends their money. 
Tlleir trust in government has been 
shaken due to the recent federal bail­
out of the banks and the stimulus 
bill subsidized by taxpayers. The lack 
of accountability in those nleasuvcs 
has made the need for transparency 
greater than ever. 

Our new president and his adniin-
islralioii has touted the benefits of 
transparency and already signed 
executive orders to make the fed­
eral process more open. Michigan 
Attorney General Mike Cox has been a 
leader on this issue and forged impor­
tant ground with transparency in his 
department. Additionally, several 
states including Texas, Minnesota, 
Missouri and Soutli Carolina have 
passed legislation requiring free, 
searchable Web sites with deLiiled 
information about stiite expendiliu'cs. 

This is not a partisan issue. 
Transparency is a good governmeIIt, 
taxpayer-friendly policy. 

While rewriting the main busi­
ness tax my fellow lawinakers and I 
did not have up-to-date information

me that if lawmakers 
don't have access to 
critical information 
when writing bills, 
even well-meaning 
legislation can be 

inaccHi-ate or incomplete. RequiriIIg 
disclosure of this information can 
help avoid unintended consequences 
and erroi's. 

To bring sunshine to the decisioII-
iiiakiiig pi-ocess, I introduced legisla­
tion that will bring transparency to 
Michigan government and the pack­
age of bills was recently approved by 
the State Senate. My bills were mod­
eled after an acclaiined program in 
the state of Washington, 

Senate Bill 70 will require the 
Department of Treasury to share 
aggregate tax iiiformation by busi­
ness category with the chair of the 
Senate Finance Committee, the chair 
of the House Tax Policy Committee 
and the directors of the House and 
Senate fiscal agencies. 

SB 7l, specifically requires that 
the Michigan EconoInic Growth 
Authority (MEGA) annual reports 

include specific information, such as 
the actiIal number of jobs created by 
MEGA credit recipients. 

Another proposal, SB 72, would 
require Tl-easury to create and post 
on its Web site a database detail­
ing all of the Michigan Business Tax 
credits available to businesses, how 
many companies are claimiilg the 
credits and hov/ much is claimed 
annually. 

This esseIItial legislation Is good 
piiblic policy that bolsters a system of 
checks and balances as well as safe­
guards our companies privacy aiId 
confideIltiality. 

I am heartened as the legislation 
heads over to the House for consid­
eration, because a group of 25 House 
Republicans recently joined Minority 
Leader Kevin Elsenlieimer and the 
attorney general at a press conference 
expressing their support of govern­
ment transparency. House meInbers 
from both parties pledged to make 
transparency a cornerstone of the 
new term and that is promising news.

MICHIGAN'S FORECLOSURE CRISIS 

My resolve to address our state's 
alarming foreclosure i-ate has never 

been stronger. Recently, the Senate 
Banking and Financial Institutions 
ComInittee, of which I am a IlieIn-
ber, heard from the Filene Reseaich 
Institute and the Rochester Institute 
of Technology on how to reduce fore­
closures. 

The research team IdeIltified major 
factors that have contributed to the 
rise of mortgage foreclosures and 
recommended JO policy changes that 
could help decrease the foreclosure 
rate.

Novi area resideiIt Steven 
Leigh Jozwiak, 48, was 
arraigned Monday following 
separate reports of automo­
bile theft and purse snatching 
Saturday morning. 

"Yesterday, 
the suspect 
was charged 
with unlawful­
ly driving away 
of a motor 
vehicle and 
larceny froIn 
person," Novi 
Police Chief '"'zwiak 
David Molloy 
said TXiesday, adding the sus­
pect is a habitual offender 
with an extensive criminal 
record dating back 30 years. 

Jozwiak is facing charges of 
larceny from person, a 10-year 
feloIiy, and unlawfully driving 
away of a motor vehicle, which 
is a five-year felony. 

Just before 9 a.m. Feb. 21, a 
resident at 26228 Louisiana, 
in the Novi Meadows Mobile 
Home Park, near 12 Mile 
and Napier roads, observed 
a suspect, later identified 
as Jozwiak, drive off in the 
2000 black Ford Ranger, 
which was wanning up in her 
driveway. 

"Jt's a good example for resi­
dents," Molloy said. "I realize 
it's cold, but you can't leave 
vehicles running in your drive­
way." 

Witnesses identified the 
suspect as a man who often 
shovels snow for moiIey in the 
jnobile home community 

About 30 minutes later, 
police responded to a situ­
ation at Busch's market, at 
10 Mile and Meadowbrook 
roads, where two females, 87 
and 89, were approached by a 

Inan while loading groceries 
into their vehicle. The suspect, 
later identified as Jozwiak, 
asked the women for direc­
tions, then stole a purse from 
inside the vehicle, which con­
tained credit card, keys and 
about $100. 

The suspect was not armed, 
and neither of the women were 
injured. 

Jozwiak then fled the scene 
in the stolen pick-up truck. 

Livonia Police located 
the vehicle on eastbound 
Interstate 96 near Middlebelt 
Road, but terminated the 
pursuit due to high speeds in 
excess of 90 mph, Molloy said. 

Jozwiak was arrested 
Sunday morning, while police 
patrolled the area of the first 
crime and located a man walk­
ing with a shovel. 

He said he was staying with 
a friend in the 26000 block of 
Georgia, but also gave police 
an address on Pontiac Trail in 
South Lyon. 

According to police, Jozwiak 
admitted to having a $50 a 
day heroin problem and said 
he took the vehicle to return 
some items at Busch's, but was 
denied. 

"We recovered the pui-se, 
and we recovered the vehicle 
in the area of Kendall and 
Vaughn, in the City of Detroit," 
Molloy said. "He purchased 
about $50 worth of heroin 
and about $20 worth of crack, 
then left the vehicle, knowing 
It would be reported stolen." 

Jozwiak is beiIIg held at 
Oakland County Jail on a 
$100,000 bond. A pre-exam 
conference is scheduled for , 
March 4 in front of Judge 
Dennis Powers of the 52-1 
District Court.
