Are state ticket
frenzies reality
or urban myth?

Reports have been circulating that Michigan
State Palice launched a monthlong speeding
ticket frenzy from March to April as a means to
generate revenue.

According to the reports, the state estimates
geacrating $9 million theough speeding tickets,
and $3.5 million for failure to wear a seat belt.

The endeavor would cost the state $1 million
in uverlime for troopers, whe reportedly would
be on duty at all times, patrolling main inter-
sections and highways such as Interstates 96,
275 and 696, anong others, and who would be
required to pull a car over and write a ticket
every 10-20 minutes.

Although the Novi Police Departmenl has been
known to participate in funded drunken driving
crackdowns and the Click it or Ticket campuign,
pelice Chief David Molloy said local law enforce-
ment plays no part in ticketing on the basis of
generating revenue,

We agree with that statement.

A press release was also issued by the Michigan
State Police verifying there is no speeding ticket
frenzy under way, and reports of such an opera-
tion are false.

This is not the first time this topic hag circu-
laled the rumor mills, so what gives?

Are the concepts of law enforcement quotas
and generating revenue through ticketing noth-
ing more than urban legends as police say, or is
there some truth to these recurring tales?
