Providence Park Ilospital's neuro­
sciences program will be complete 
years ahead of what was previously 
projected, thanks to a generous dona­
tion by Art Van Elslander, oivner of 
Art Van furniture stores. 

"We knew it would be a matter of 
years, but this certainly has allowed 
our progress to take a huge step for­
ward," said Ben Miles, director of 
neurosciences for Providence. "We're 
extremely honored that he would 
partner witli us on this gift." 

Although the amount of the dona­
tion is not being released, it is the 
largest gift St. John Health System 

has ever received, and will be used to 
further develop what will be known 
as the Van Elslander Neuiosciences 
Center at Providence Park Hospital 
in Novi located at Beck Road and 
(Jrand River Avenue. 

The money will be used for the 
previously planned purchase of an 
intra-operative Magnetic ResonaIice 
Imaging, which is the first of its kind 
in the Midwest, allowing doctors to 
take high quality images during a 
surgical procedure. 

"This is going to have multiple lev­
els of functionality," Miles said. 

Other areas that will benefit from 
Van Elslander's donation include 
advanced technology for the hospi­
tal's stroke unit, epilepsy center and 

balance and falls clinic, as well as the 
coInpletion of a surgical skills lab and 
teaching center in the medical office 
building. 

"We've cleared a lIiige hurdle here 
since these things require a signifi­
cant investment," Miles said. "(And) 
the advancements we'll make in our 
basic sciences and clinical research 
protocols will be astounding." 

Providence Paik Hospital's fifth 
floor is expected to open Monday. 

"Tile entire fifth floor, ultimately 
will be dedicated to neurosciences," 
said Miles, noting they are opening 
with J8 beds, but have the ability to 
expand as the need progresses.

an attack on religion," said Joe 
Samona, l9. "I went around and 
counted 36 homes in the subdivi­
sion with some sort of lawn orna­
ment." 

Attorney Mark Makower, of 
Dickinson Wright, said the issue is 
not about the Samonas' religious 
beliefs, but about them not receiv­
ing prior approval to place the 
statue in their 1awn. 

The recorded declaration of 
restrictions for Tollgate Woods 
states no lawn ornaments, statues 
or Outdoor art shall be placed on 
any lot without prior approval of 
the committee. 

"We don't need approval to put 
a Virgin Mary statue in the lawn 
of a home we pay close to $lO,000 
a year in taxes on," said Samona, 
who lives in the Tollgate Woods 
home with his parents, Farouk and 
Batoul Samona, and his grand­
mother. "It's not like we're putting 
it out there to offend anyone."

ciation is a client of the law firm, 
they have not asked for legal coun­
sel at this time. 
, In 2005, the family disputed 
the association over a nativity 
scene displayed in their lawn at 
Christmas time. After the Chaldean 
family's fight made national head­
lines, the association backed down. 

"We've already retained counsel 
on this matter," Samona said. "They 
told us to take it down, and we're 
not going to take it down. 

"We've had it up for five years, 
and they're just complaining about 
it now?" 

Makower said from a legal stand­
point, the amount of time it's been 

there doesn't matter if the family 
never obtained approval. 

According to Samona, the woman 
who complained to the association 
said she didn't want anybody in the 
subdivision to be offended by the 
two-foot statue.

It seems tiiat heartier basic 
meals are most popular in 
tills weather: pot roast, short 
ribs, pot pies, osso bucco and 
Illy favorite, lamb shanks. 
These dishes bring to inind 
my mom's cooking, warm and 
tasty. Sit on the stove, "ail day 
kind of food" and better the 
second-day fare. The cook­
ing methods and cuts of meat 
are what make these di-slies 
unique. Both dry and jjloi.st 
heats are applied to less ten­
der, and thus, less expensive 
cuts of meat. These dishes are 
often referred to as "peasant" 
dishes and traditionally have a 
robust, hearty flavor. 

Combination methods arc 
most often used for foods con­
sidered flavorful, but only after 
long cooking times. The first 
step in cooking this type of 
meat is to sear tile main item. 
Searing the meat functions as 
a sealer for the meat's juices. 
As the protein touches the hot 
pan the surface is seaI-ed or 
closed, preventing any of tlie 
wonderful juices containing 
all of tlIe flavor from escaping. 
When searing, always have 
a very hot pan and use just a 
little bit of fat. Be careful of 
the splattering fat that will pop 
out at you. 

Wllen braising, the item is 
then cooked in a liquid medi­
um. Braising is used for the

Although braising has been a 
traditional cooking method 
for tough cuts, chefs today 
are using braising on delicate 
seafood and fish. An example 
would be to olive oil poach 
salmon for 4 hours. It is impor­
tant, in this case, to i-eduee 
the oven temperature, cook for 
a shorter period of time and 
decrease the amount of liquid.

Adolescents and drugs: A primary illness 

H i 

A s the director of an agency that 
treats adolescent addiction and as a 
Novi resident, I read last Thursdays' 

story about heroin use with great inter­
est and consternation. While the article 
was reporting about the death of a young 
aduh, I think it is important to point 
out that, as suggested in the story, most 
young people that wind up as dependent 
young adults, began their drug use as 
adolescents. 

Most young people will use drugs for 
about two years before parents will see 
some indication of their son or daughter's 
use. During that time, their teen wi11 
typica11y change.friends, drop out of once 
cherished activities, and suffer a decline 
in school performance. Maybe most 
important, the parent wi11 feel like they 
don't know their child anymore. Often 
parents Will think their son or daughter 
will outgrow their use and the "partying," 
confusing their child's behavior with nor­
mal adoiescent development. 

One of the characteristics of adolescent 
dependency is that the involved youth will 
go to great lengths to cover up his or her 
use, especially with their parents. They 
will typically Jive "underground" 1ives; 
they wi11 He about their actions to pro­
tect their using. Hence, the key question 
in dealiIlg witli an adolescent suspected 
of regular use is not whether he or she is 
using drugs, but When Was the last 1jse, 
and the time before that. 

When parents are looking for W a y s of 
redirecting their child's behavior away 
from drugs, they Will ofteatry to 1nanage 
every minute of their kid's day or try to 
cjyole the1n out of using. When kids aren't 

using, they learn from coIisequence and 
the consequences diminish. Not so, when 
a young person has a drug problem. In 
addiction, consequences multiply. Addicts 
don't learn from consequence; they only 
get into deeper trouble. Controlling their 
behavior and trying to talk them out of it 
doesn't work. 

Parents may decide to get some profes­
sional help. Dealing with a young person 
using drugs is not the same as dealing 
with a youth afflicted by other mental 
disorders. Drug dependency is very treat­
able, if we intervene early enough and 
match treatment against the youth's 
needs. This process requires that the 
youth and family obtain a quality sub­
stance use assessment, performed by 
someone with a background in adolescent 
addiction, not an adolescent or fam­
ily therapist and receive treatment, not 
counseling, from a prograiil with a back- . 
ground in adolescent addiction and recov­
ery. Addiction is a primary illness, not a 
symptom of some underlying pathology. It 
needs to be addressed in that vein, if tlie 
young person is to be given the opportu­
nity and tools to recover. 

Most important, as parents we need 
to come to terms with not just the letha1 
nature of drug use in its late stages, but . 
how our deniai does such a great dis­
service to our children. There is 1io such 
thing as sociai use of a drug for anybody, 
let alone an adolescent, because we cannot 
predict the course their involvement With 
that drug will take, nor can We control it.

Upgrade your portfolio in 2009 
It's no secret that 2008 was 

rough on most investors. And 
2009 didn't get off to a par­
ticularly good start, eitheL 
Yet there's still plenty of time 
left this year to upgrade your 
investment portfolio in a way 
that can help you stay on track 
toward your long-term goals. 

But what exactly does 
it mean to "upgrade" your 
portfolio? Do you have to sys­
tematically go through your 
investments and eliminate all 
those that p e r f o r I n e d poorly 
last year? Or should you just 
sell of any investments that 
you think are risky? 

Neither one of these ideas 
are good solutions. In the first 
place, a severe bear market 
such as we've experienced 
tends to drag everything 
down, even quality invest­
ments. Furthermore, you can't 
get rid of all investments that 
carry some risk — because all 
investments carry some risk. 

So, instead of taking either 
of these two drastic approach­
es, consider the following 
moves: 

• Review your portfolio 
objectives. Your investment 
objectives are b a s e d in large 
part on your risk tolerance 
and your stage of life. If these 
factors have changed, you may 
need to rebalance your port­

folio. In fact, it's a good idea 
to rebalance your holdings at 
least once a year, no IIiatter 
what's going on in the markets 
or in your life. 

• Increase your portfolio's 
quality. Right now, you can 
find many quality investments 
that are very attractively 
priced. In past market recov­
eries, these types of invest­
ments usually have recovered 
faster than lower-quality ones. 
And because the biggest gains 
usually occur early in mar­
ket rallies, you don't want to 
wait too long to explore these 
opportunities. 

• Don't overload on a single 
investment. In general, it's not 
a good idea to have a single 
stock take up more than five 
percent of your portfolio. In 
recent months, many inves­
tors have learned the hard way 
about the dangers of holding 
too much stock in a single 
company — even oile that once 
appeared to be a "blue chip" 
firm. And the same principle 
applies to your employer's 
stock — if it's offered as an 
option in your 40l(k), don't go 
overboard on it. 

• Own a sufficient number 
of stocks. How many stocks 
should you own to diversify 
the equity portion of your 
portfolio? There's no one right 

answer for everyone, but to 
really attain proper diversifi­
cation, you may need to own 
at least 20 or 25 stocks, spread 
out among all the major indus­
try sectors. Of course, diver­
sification, by itself, cannot 
guarantee a profit or protect 
against a loss, but It can give 
you more chances for suc­
cess while helping reduce the 
effects of volatility on your 
portfolio. 

• Invest in a range of fixed-
income securities. Just as 
you need to own a reasonable 
amount of stocks, you should 
also own a nuinber of fixed-
income vehicles — perhaps l O 
to 20, depending on your situ­
ation. You can diversify these 
holdings by purchasing differ­
ent types of bonds — corpo­
rate, municipal and Treasury 
— and certificates of deposit. 
To further diversify, buy fixed-
income vehicles with varying 
maturities. 

You can't control the econ­
omy or the financial markets. 
But by following the proven 
techniques described above, 
you can help control your own 
financiai destiny. Take action 
soon.
