The biizz around town is that the parks and 
recreation IuiUage proposal coming before vot­
ers May 5 is for the development of a Signature 
Park, but what residents may be wonderiiig is 
what the park would entail? 

"A Signature Park is somethiIig a coinmunity 
becomes known for," said Sheryl Walsh, direc­
tor of communications for the City of Novi. "A 
Signature Park is something that would draw 
people to the community and would further 
enhance quality of life." 

Although conceptual plans have been intro­
duced for the 73-acre site at the southwest 
corner of II Mile and Beck roads, final design 
work is contingent upon voter approval. 

The proposed plans divide the project into 
two phases. The first phase would be funded 
by the millage. 

PHASE l 
The first phase includes the more active 

recreation elements of the project, and is pro­
posed for the northeast portion of tlie site. 

The main components include a 66,000-
square-foot iuulti-generational recreation 
center; fields flexible for community festivals 
and sports such as football, soccer and cricket;

trials ... more passive recre­
ation," Walsh said. 

The southwest portion of 
the site will also preserve 

and protect the natural wet­
lands and woodlands of the 
property. 

The costs associated with 

Phase II are not included in 
the proposed millage, but 
Walsh said another Inill-
age is not planned. Further 

development could be funded 
in a variety of ways such as 
the capital improvements 
program, which is part of 

the city's budget process, she 
said. 

If approved, the M.iy bal­
lot proposal will increase 
the parks, recreation and 
forestry levy by .5 mills, 
which translates to about 
$75 a year for a resident 
with a $300,000 home. 

The initial Investment, 
estimated at $15 million, is 
expected to cover the costs 
of Phase I, including park­
ing, infrastructure and site 
improvements, alnong other 
costs. 

"As the site develops fur­
ther to the southwest, there 
would be additional park­
ing for the elements of that 
site as well," Walsh said. 

Pending passage of the 
millage proposal, the city 
estimates construction of 
the first phase of the proj­
ect will begin next spring, 
with an anticipiated open­
ing of spring or summer

We're in for 
a hurting on 1-696 and l-96 in 
western Oakland County. 

The Michigan Department 
of Transportation said today 
it plans to close the Halsted 
Road overpass above 1-696, 
kicking off a $59-miUion proj­
ect to upgrade 50 bridges and 
repair pavement on 1-696 and 

l-96 between Beck Road and 
Woodward Avenue in 2009-
20l0. 

MOOT spokesman Rob 
Morosi said crews will close 
lialsted on Monday between 
Hills Tech Drive and Howard 
Street for about three months, 
with traffic rerouted to 
Haggerty Rotid. 

The next day, ramps from 
both directions of Novi Road 
to eastbound I-g6 will close 

through late October. Detours 
will be posted for folks headed 
to 1-696 and l-96, including 
Grand River, 12 Mile and M-5, 
depending on the destination 
freeway. 

The project includes resur­
facing aboiit 4- miles of 1-96 
in Novi. The state said it will 
try to keep three lanes open 
each way during peak times 
through that area, but the free­
way could go down to one lane 

each way on nights and week­
ends. The resurfacing work is 
expected to start on the east-
bound side April 20 and last 
through the summer, and the 
westbound side could begin as 
soon as late April. Details were 
pending. 

There's more: The state ten­
tatively plans to close 1-696 
completely for bridge demoli­
tion at Halsted and Drake 
roads from 9 p-iu. April l7 to 

5 a.m. April 20. Traffic ivill 
be detoured iisiIIg Telegraph 
Road, 8 Mile .lIId M-5 each 
way. 

After that weekend, both 
directions of 1-696 will be 
down to two lanes each way 
at Drake for about a moiitli, 
and then three lailes each way 
about another month. During 
the same period, the connector 
from east 1-96' to east I-696 
will be dowii lo one lane, as 

will the ramp from northbound 
1-275 to eastbound 1-696. 

Morosi said drivers should 
expect additional lane restric­
tions through the summer 
and fall as the state works on 
other I-696 bridges including 
those over Inkster Road and a 
branch of the Rouge River. 

On April 2l, the state plans 
to close the south M-5 ramp to 
west 1-96 until late July, with 
detours posted.

Dear Savvy Senior 
Does the VA provide any financial assistance 

to help veterans or their spouses pay for long-
term care'? My father, who served in the army 
many years ago, receives some in-home care 
right now, but will evenlIially need to move into 
an assisted living facility because his health is 
deteriorating. Can the VA help? 

Searching Son 

Dear Searching, 
Thai's a great question. There's actually a lit­

tle-known veterans'benefit that helps wartime 
veterans and their surviving spouses pay for 
a variety of medical and long-term care costs. 
Here's what you should know. 

VAAID 
The VA benefit that may help your dad Is 

called "Aid and Attendance," a special pension 
benefit established in 1952 that provides a ta.x-

SAVVY SENIOR 

free monthly iIIcoIIIe up to $1,644 for a veteran; 
$1,056 for a surviving spouse; or $1,949 for a 
veteran and one dependent. The money can be 
used to pay for in-home care, assisted living and 
nursing home care as well Inedical expenses, 
prescriptioII drugs and more. 

Today, around 150,000 veterans and surviv­
ing spoIises receive this benefit, but hundreds 
of thousands more are eligible and either don't 
know .ibout it, or don't think they can qualify 
for it. 

To qualify, your dad must have served at least 
90 days of active military service with at least 
one day of service during a period of war (state­
side or overseas), and was not dishonorably dis­
charged. (Single surviving spouses of war time 
vets are also eligible if their marriage ended due 
to death.) Your dad will also have to nIeet cer­

tain physical and financial requii-ements to be 
eligible. 

To qualify physically, he Inust be at least age 
65 and need help with basic everyday living 
tasks such as eating, dressing and undressing, 
bathing or going to the bathroom. Being blind 
or in a nursing home or .assisted living facility 
for mental incapacity also qualifies. Or if he is 
under age 65, he must be completely disabled. 
(Single surviving spouses have no age restric­
tions, but they must require help with basic 
everyday living tasks to be eligible.) 

To qualify financially, your dad Inust have 
limited assets (usually under $80,000) e.xdud-
iIig his home and vehicle. And his annual 
IiicoIIIc (IninIis medical and long-term care 
expenses) cannot exceed the Maximum 
Allowable Pension Rate (MAPR), whidI in 2009 
is $19,736 for a single veteran; $12,681 for a 
surviving spouse; or $23,396 for a veteran and 
their spouse. 

To calculate your dad's income qualifications, 
add up his incoIne over the past year (including 
Social Security, pensions, interest income from 
investments, annuities, etc.), minus any out-of-
pocket medical expenses and long-term care 
costs over that same period of tiIIIe. If the final 
t.ally is under the MAPR, and he Ineets the other 
requirements, he's eligible for aid. 

HOW TO APPLY 
To leariI more, check to see if your dad is eligi­

ble, or lo apply for Aid aIId Attendance, contact 
your state or local veteran's service organization. 
They can walk you through the process and help 
you with the paper work. To find your nearby 
office call the Department of Veterans Affairs 
at 800-827-lOOO or visit www.va.gov. You can 
also apply online at http://vabenefits.vba,va.gov/ 
vonapp/main.asp.

The Senate approved the State Officer 
Compensation Commission's recom­
mendation to cut legislators pay. 

The State Officer Compensation 
Commission was empowered with sal­
ary decisions when the Constitution was 
changed in 2002. Lawmakers are only 
allowed to approve or reject SOCC's recom­

mendations. The imple­
mentation of salary changes 
is delayed for two years, 
ensuring that no current 
legislator will have a direct 
say in their own wage. 

Earlier this month, the 
SOCC voted to cut the pay 
by IO percent of the gover­
nor, lieutenant governor, 
attorney geiieral, secretary 

of state and legislators elected in 20lO. • 
The Senate passed a resolution to cut 

salaries of lawmakers and top state ofH-
cials by lO percent beginning in 20ll. The 
approval of Senate Concurrent Resolution 
II marked one of the few times in history 
that the state Senate cut legislative and 
state officer wages. 

In addition to voting for the pay reduc­
tion, I have saved more than $2l3,000 in 
niy office and coimilittee budgets duri11g i11y 
ti1ne in the Senate. Si1ice joiiling the cham­
ber in 2003,1 have returned $203,372 in 
savings from 11iy ofiBce and staff budget and 
$9,7I4 from my coni1n1ttee allocation.

SENATE APPROVES RESOLUTION TO HELP 
HOMEOWNERS 

Michigan homeowners are in desper­
ate need of relief That's why the Michigan 
Senate overwhelmingly passed a resolution 
designed to help homeowners with rising 
property taxes and declining home values. 

Intended to moderate rising prop­
erty taxes when real estate was booming. 
Proposal A kept property taxes in check. 
Before Proposal A, many elderly residents 
were being forced to sell the homes they 
had owned for years, due to skyrocketing 
property taxes. Proposal A's overhaul ofthe 
system allowed these long-time residents to 
stay in their homes. 

However, the collapse of the housing 
market has shed light on a clear unfairness 
in the I994 reform of Michigan's property 
tax system. The problem is that while prop­
erty Values have decreased, the taxable 
values continued to increase. The Senate 
resolution fixes that problem. 

Senate Joint Resolution H would allow 
the public to vote on an amendment to the 
Mit i igan Constitution that would prevent 
an individual's residential property taxes 

from increasing from the previous year if 
the assessed value of their home decreased 
during the same period. 

If a homeovvner's property tax assess­
ment actually fell below the taxable value of 
their home, the resolution would .illow for 
the taxable value to decrease reflecting the 
lower assessment. 

Constitutional amendments require two-
thirds Vote for passage in both the House and 
Senate. The resolution was approved by the 
Senate 29-8, and now is before the House 
of Representative for consideration. To be 
approved and placed on the ballot, SJR H 
must receive 74-yes votes in the House. 

If approved by the House and adopted by 
voters in 20I0, the resolution would help 
homeowners throughout the state. 

I will keep you updated on each of these 
items, and other state issues, in fijture coluIims.

1. FAILING TO FlLE ANNUAL 
REPORTS 

Businesses that are under 
state charter in Michigan (e.g. 
limited liability companies, 
corporations) are required 
to file with the State of 
Michigan an annual report. 
These reports are simple 
status reports that require a 
nominal filing fee and are due 
every year. The failure to file 
ail annual report for two con­
secutive years will result in the 
State of Michigan revoking the 
entity's charter and adminis­
tratively dissolve the company. 
Dissolution of a corporation 
or limited liability company 
means that the company no 
longer exists and the business 
owners (e.g. the shareholders 
and members) are now person­
ally liable for the debts and 
obiigations of their business. 
So, when the State of Michigan 
Department of Labor and 
Economic Growth Iuails your 
company the annual report 
at the end of the year, be sure 
NOT to discard this simple, 
one-page piece of paper. It 
could result iti dire conse­
quences.

Decreases in manufactur­

ing and the cuts in the costs 
of goods sold are resulting in 
numerous strains on manu­
facturers and overall business 
owners.

5. E-MAIL AND VERIFlCATlON 
There are two schools of 

thought when it comes to elec­
tronic mail and when it should 
be used by business owners. 
Some individuals refuse to use 
e-mail because it results in a 
written record of their con­
versations. Others believe it is 
important to provide a writ­
ing to verify their intent and 
actions. While I believe both 
schools of thought have their 
own validity my recommenda­
tion to people is "it depends". 
What type of communications 
are you making? With whom • 
are these conversations being 
sent? Are these communica­
tions that could be made on 
the telephone or in a formal 
business letter? Electronic 
Inail can be tracked, stored, 
saved, archived and printed. 
- very good evidence if a com­
pany ever needed to support its 
actions or inactions. Alas, it is 
also very good evidence in the 
event it is needed to contra­
dict a company's stateIuents, 
actions or inactions. The 
casual and informal tone of 
electronic Inail may streamline 
busiiiess communications, but 
it can also be misinterpreted, 
misused aIid misunderstood 
by the recipient. A clear and 
concise policy concerning elec­
tronic mail, text messaging 
devices and instant messaging 
should be a priority of all busi­
ness owners

Your prospecting cover letter 
might generate enough inter­
est to make the employer 
stop and examine your , 
resume in more detail and 
be open to talking with j'oii 
further. 

Your cover letter is the let­
ter you send accompanying 
your resume in response to 
a job posting or when you 
are prospecting for a job 
with an employer of interest. 
Your cover letter should use 
the same heading as your 
resume, and should be writ­
ten in a business style, with 
the internal address of the 
recipient and the date writ­
ten. 

A prospecting letter should 
always be sent to the hiring 
manager in the department 
or area where your expertise 
lies. 

Even if there is no cur- • 
rent opening in that area, , 
the hiring manager may 
be impressed enough with 
you to keep your resume on 
hand in the event an open­
ing occurs. They may also be 
able to serve as an additional 
network contact to refer you 
on to other departments or 
employei-s. 

Be sure to double check 
that you have the recipient's 
name spelled correctly and 
that you have their current 
title. You can always double 
check by contacting the 
receptionist at the employer

or and administrative assis­
tant in the .ippropriate 
department. 

Usually, a three paragraph 
format on one page works 
well. Your first paragraph 
should spark interest. Why 
are you writing? Wllat about 
the job or employer interests 
you? Wily are you a good 
candidate for the position? 
For exaIiiple, this prospecting 
letter begins: 

I am interested in explor­
ing any opportunities your 
organization might have in 
distribiItion services, ware­
house operations, or logistics. 
As a logistics supervisor with 
over five years' coIiibined 
experience in these areas, the 
last two in a supervisory role, 
I have repeatedly demon­
strated my ability to operate 
an efficieIlt and innovative 
department and have been 
responsible for significaiit 
cost savings. 

The job seeker has estab­
lished credibility by Iuen-
tioning a connection to the 
organization and alluding to 
his being a good fit. 

The second paragraph 
should focus on what you 
have been able to do for your 
past employers and selected 
accomplishments: 

One of the primary areas of 
cost savings in a high-volume 
sales organization such as 
Microcomputers Worldwide 
is constant attention to 
small details in logistics. As 
you can see in the enclosed 
resume, I have been able 
to visualize areas of oppor­
tunity and implement new 
programs and services to 
improve operations and real­
ize .savings. Because of my 
drive to constantly improve 
myself and my operation, I 
have had outstanding perfor-
Inance reviews in all of my 
positions. I enjoy working as 
part of a teaIu, setting mutu­
ally beneficial goals, and I 

am also able to work effec­
tively as a leader or supervi­
sor. 

The final paragraph focus­
es on what the next steps will 
be: 

I am currently interested 
in relocating to the Seattle 
area and have contacted you 
because of the fine reputa­
tion of your organization. I 
believe that I can make sig­
nificant contributions to your 
department and your firm. I 
will contact you soon to dis­
cuss your current needs and 
opportunities. 

Since you are reaching out 
to the employer, it is your 
responsibility to follow up. 
Allow a few days to pass from 
when you mail or e-mail the 
letter, then call the recipi­
ent. Your goal should be at 
least to have a telephone 
discussion or their needs in 
your area of interest. Even 
better is to set up a face to 
face meeting. Even if they 
tell you that they do not cur­
rently have an opening, try 
to coiivince them to set aside 
20 or 30 minutes to have a 
networking meeting with you 
in case of a future opening 
or to help you connect with 
other employers who might 
be able to use your skills and 
experience.

Novi Woods Elementary

entered about eight inioccupied 
classrooIns and stole money 
from the teachers' purses or 
desks. 

Last fall, Novi schools 
underwent security upgrades, 
including the installation of 
surveilhiiice cameras and door-
locking mechanisms to secure 
all entrances. 

AccoI-ding lo Wilson, Hull 
entered the schools behind 
a parent who was buzzed-in 
through the intercom system. 
Video footage also identifies 

a po.ssible suspect vehicle as 
a dark-colored Lincoln Mark 
VIII. 

"In otiier cases she was in a 
white l.<)97 Voikswagcn Jetta, 
ours she was in a different car," 
Wil.son said. 

Mull was identified by the 
Ciinton Police Department and 
Wilson confirmed her identity 
thi-ougli her parole officer. 

"She has a parole violation 
ivarranl out for her ai-rest," said 
Wilson, rioting herci-iminal 
history iiIdudes narcotics and 
larceil>' charges. "We're look­
ing at cliaiging her for larceny 
I'rom a building." 

Although Wilson w;is unsure 
w!uilcliai-gos Hull might face 
at the state-level tor violation 
of parole, he said larceny from 
a building is ;i four-year felony.

Many stocks were pummeled 
by the long and severe market 
downturn. As a result, you can 
now find plenty of good, qual­
ity stocks selling at low prices. 
On the other hand, some com­
panies belong to industries 
whose near-term future looks 
uncertain — and even though 
these stocks, too, may be inex-
pensii'e, they aren't necessarily 
good deals. 

So, how can you tell the dif­
ference between good stocks 
selling at temporarily low 
prices and not-so-good stocks 
selling at deservedly low pric­
es? One tool that may help you 
is the price/earnings ratio, or 
P/E. 

When looked at Iuathemati-
cally P/E is a simple concept — 
it's calculated by dividing the 
current stock price of a compa­
ny by its earnings per share. So, 
for example, a stock that is now 

• priced at $4-0 and has $2 of 
earnings per share will have a 
P/E of 20. Generally speakiiig, 
a stock's P/E reveals how much 
investors are willing to pay per 
dollar of earnings. So, for the 
stock mentioned above, its P/E 
of 20 implies that investors are 
willing to pay $20 for every $l 
of earnings that the company , 

generates. It follows, therefore, 
that the higher the P/E, the 
luore "expensive" a stock is per­
ceived as being. 

Because the average P/E 
in the stock market has been 
around l5 over the past 50 
years, one might say in a bi-oad 
sense, that a stock with a P/E 
of 20 is neither terribly expen­
sive nor particulai-ly cheap. 

Overall, the P/E ratio is 
a typically a good indica­
tor of a stock's value — and a 
much better indicator than 
the price alone. To illustrate: 
A $20 stock with a P/E of 70 
may actually be much more 
"expensive" than a $100 stock 
with a P/E of 20. As an inves­
tor, you're paying Iuuch more 
for the future earnings ofthe 
$20 stock than you are for the 
earnings of the $100 stock. So, 
in the present-day situation, 
with the market still down so 
much, you might be able to use 
P/E to get a clearer sense of 
which stocks are really priced 
attractively and which ones are 
expensive, despite their low 
market price. 

Keep in mind, however, that 
a low P/E doesn't automati­
cally inean that a company 
is undervalued. Oneway of . 

interpreting P/E is as a mea­
sure of the market's optimism 
about a company's growth 
prospects. So, if a company 
has a lyi i that is lower than 
average, it could mean that the 
market has low expectations 
for this company. 

Furthermore, just looking at 
a stock's P/E in isolation can't 
always tell you if it's a good 
deal. For that, you also need 
lo compare its P/E with other 
stocks in the same industry. 
That's because some industries, 
such as utilities, typically have 
loiv P/Es, while others, such 
as technology, generally have 
higher ones. 

As you can see, you'll need 
to consider a few "wrinkles" in 
P/E before using it to evalu­
ate whether a stock is priced 
attractively. Consequently, you 
may want to get some help 
from a financial advisor But 
one thing to keep in mind: 
Right now, you can find attrac­
tive prices on quality stocks 
- and the correct use of P/E 
may well help you find the best

The 1970 Royal Oak

packer lifestyle. AIId he'll 
share stories from the book 
of his biking and hiking trip 
through Ireland, England, 
Eastern Europe, Egypt, India 

• and Southeast Asia for five 
months in 2007. 

"When I was l7,1 hitch­
hiked to California when I 
got out of high school. When 
you're in the travel (back­
packing) world, you're in a 
bit of alternative reality that 
I call Planet Backpacker. You 
meet all these unusual people 
that you wouldn't bump into 
in your work-a-day world. I 
start the book out with that 
memory," Downes said. 

"I've always had a passion 
for travel. A lot of people 
just backpack all around 
the world, especially people 
from Europe and Australia. 
Backpacking in the United

States, people equate it with 
hiking, tents and camping, 
but in the world at large, 
there's an estimated 100,000 
backpackers traveling at 
any given moment. We've 
all heard about Australians 
who take a year off In India 
I'd see thousands of British 
people on the beaches of 
Southern India, and people 
from France, Scandinavia, 
Russia and Brazil, all out 
doing low cost backpacking." 

Downes began taking 
steps five years ago to fulfill 
his lifelong dream of going 
around the world "in a rough 
kind of way" that would bring 
him closer to people in every 
country he would visit. He 
saved money for both himself 
and his wife to make the trip, 
although she later bowed out 
to see their daughter off to 
college, and told his business 

partner he planiied a sabbati­
cal. 

-CHEAPER THAN U.S. 
Downes figures be has 

spent about $11,000 travel­
ing mostly solo — his wife 
met him in Thailand for the 
last two weeks - by stay­
ing in hostels, riding local 
trains, and carefully plan­
ning each of his eight flights. 
He pedalled his 20-ycai-old 
mountain bike for the first 
700 miles through Ireland, 
England, and along the 
Danube River, to the Czech 
Republic, where it was less 
costly to give his wheels away 
than ship them home. He 
backpacked the rest of the 
way. 

"I can travel for thousands 
of dollars less overseas than 
I can in America. A week-
long trip to Florida is four 

times as expensive as a trip 
through Thailand. We're 
not set up in the same way 
as they are in Europe," said 
Downes, referring to the 
inexpensive hostels and guest 
houses he found abroad. 
Backpacking means staying 

In cheaper places, like hos­
tels. In Malaysia they were $6 
a night. We don't have that 
low-cost travel in the U.S. It's 
more about car culture here." 

Downes was surprised to 
lind middle-aged profession­
als — not just college stu­
dents — backpacking abroad. 
He met doctors, lawyers and 
investment bankers in their 
40s, 50s and 60s, all on sab­
batical and "bumming it." 

"It's not necessarily just a 
college thing any more. It's 
for anyone with a passion for 
travel who wants to travel 
cheaply." 

SAFE TRAVEL 
His book, which he first 

wrote as a blog from more 
than 100 Internet cafes, tells 
readers how to travel safely, 
as well as inexpensively. He 
advises travelers to create 
an "electronic safe," in the 
form of an e-Inail account, 
for scans of passports, visas 
and credit card-numbers, that 
they can access while travel­
ing. He used money belts for 
his cash and A T M cards to 
access funds, pointing out 
that "very few people use 
traveler's checks." 
• "In post-9-11 you have to 
have an exit strategy from 
every country. I had every 
flight planned out around the 
world," Downes added. 

He "got a little nervous" 
just once, while in Mumbai. 
'He got lost at night in the 
city, formerly called Bombay, 
and wandered for hours. 

"It's dark at night. TlIere 
are no street lights. You're 
walking past people sleeping 
on the street. That's a little 

different from what we're 
used to, but those people 
were friendly, too." 

In India, Downes gave one 
of many impromptu concerts 
on the street with the guitar 
he'd packed, and ended up 
teaching Tamil tribesmen to 
play Thai's Alright Mama, an 
Elvis Presley tune. 

He also encountered ele­
phants in many locales. It's a 
thrill he'll always remember. 

"You'd have an elephant 
walk out of the jungle and 
walk up to the river where 
little children would be wash­
ing dishes. I was iiwestruck. 
In India there was an ele­
phant that would touch a coin 
to your head and give you a 
blessing. Riding elephants in 
Thailand was wonderful. It's 
a thrill like nothing else."

i n t h e R u l e s o f G o l f

In order to apply the rules of golf, or 
even to fmd the answer to a rules 
problem in the ruics of golf, you have to 
know tlIe defmitions. There arc only 5 l 
of them, but there is a huge amount of 
information in them. 

More tii.m one goifer has given himself 
a stroke penalty for causing his bail to 
oscillate. The riiles-saiVy golfer, 
however, knows that oscillating, 
according to the United States Goif 
Association, is not moving. For a bail to 
have "moved," it has to leave its 
position and come to rest in another 
spot. So, even if you accidentally nudge 
a bail forward, as long as it reiurns to its 
original position, yon are safe from 
penalty — because it hasn't come to 
rest in another spot. 

Under the defmition of "equipment," 
you will find that when you are sharing 
a golf cart, when your ball is involved, 
that cart and everything in it belongs to 
you — unless the cart is being driven by 
the other person. .And, that "everjlhing 
in it" includes the other person when 
the cart is stationary. llIerefore, assume 
another player in your group who is 
sharing a cart with you, drives the cart 
and parks it near the green and stays in 
the cart.You then proceed to piay, and 
your shot hits the person sitting in the 
stationary cart. You have hit your 
equipment and will get a one stroke 
penalty. Hopehilly, he will only get a 
sore arm. 

A "stroke" is the forward movement of 

the club with the intention of hitting 
the ball. So, if you check your 
downswing voluntarily or alter your 
swing path so that you intentionaiiy 
miss the bail, you have lIot made a 
stroke. But, don't use this to try to 
disguise a "wlIiff" We ail know wiIat a 
"whiff looks like. 

"TlIrough the green" is ihe wlIole area 
of the golf course except the teeing 
ground and putting green of the hole 
you are playing and ail hazards. 
Tlicrefore, through the green includes 
fairways and rough. When you look up 
relief options, you will need to know 
tlIat term. 

A "rub of the green" is not bad luck. It 
is when your ball in motion is 
accidentally stopped or deflected by 
any outside agency Therefore, it is a rub 
of tlie green if your shot is deflected out 
of bounds by a piece of mowing 
equipment, but it is also a rub of the 
green if it is deflected into ihe hole by 
that equipment. 

There are no sand traps or pins"on golf 
courses, so you'll have trouble looking 
up a rule involving either Instead, there 
are "bunkers'and "flagsticks," and you 
will have no problem finding the proper 
entries in the index to the Rules of Golf 
to fmd tlIe answer you need using those 
terms. 

An "obstruction" is anything artificial 
except: 1) objects defining out of 
bounds, such as walls, fences and stakes, 
2) immovable artificial objects located 
out of bounds; and 3) integral parts of 
the course. If you know this defmition. 

you will know that if retaining walls in a 
water iiazard have been declared to be 
integral parts of the course, you will not 
get free relief from them even if your 
ball lies outside the hazard. 

A "provisional bali" is one played for 
an original ball that may be out of 
bounds or may be lost outside of a 
water hazard. 

The rest of tiiose definitions are up to 
you!
