MILLAGE PROPOSAL 
Tlie proposal for a Signature Park, 

located on 73 acres on the southwest 
corIler of l l Mile and Beck roads, is 
the result of a land swap agreement 
with the Novi Community Schools 
district. 

"The total value of Signature Park 
is $23.4 million, in exchange for 
only having to pay $l5 Inillion," said 

Mayor David Landry, notiIig the land 
is worth $8.4 million. 

City officials estimate the 25-year 
limited millage proposal will trans­
late to an increase of about $75 a year 
for Novi residents with a $300,000 
market value hoIile. 

RECOVERING COSTS 
The proposed millage is expected 

to cover costs of building, operating 
and nlaiiltaiiiing the Signature Park. 

"I never talk in terms as if it doesn't 
matter, whether it's 75 cents or $75," 
said Novi resident and former coun­

cilwoman Laura Lorenzo. "My big­
gest concern is that the cost won't 
pay for itself and that it will possibly 
require more taxes to continue opera­
tions in the future." 

Sheiyl Walsh, director of commu­
nications for the City of Novi, siiid 
another millage is not planned. 

The consultants hired by the city to 
develop conceptual plans and a feasi­
bility study for such a park, warn that 
coinmunity based multigenerational 
recreation facilities normally only

What started as a grassroots 
effort among Novi residents 
about four years ago led to 
the preservation of 5+ acres 
of land along JVIeadowbrook 
Road, between Nine Mile and 
10 Mile roads. 

"It's a success story for 
Novi," said Councilman 
Andrew' Mutcb, who has been 
involved with the project siiice 
the beginning. 

Last month, city officials 
closed the deal on two pieces 
of property, east and west of 
Meadowbrook Road, which 
were acquired through the 
Michigan Natural Resources 
Trust Fund (MNRTF) grant. 

"This is a natural setting 
and we don't want it to become 
an overdeveloped piece of 
property," Mutch said. "We 
can't change the use of the 
property without approval 
from tlie trust fund board, 
and if the city tried to sell the 
property we'd have to pay the 
state back the entire aInount 
ofthe grant." 

After the city approved 
plans in 2005 for property 
owner William Roskelly to 
build a residential develop­
ment on 15 acres of natu­
ral land on the east side of 
Meadowbrook Road, a group 
of citizens in favor of pre­
serving the property came 
together. 

"Residents came out and 
said they didn't want to see 
it developed," Mutch said. "It 
was very emotional for a lot 
of residents. It affected them 
directly" 

More than 350 residents 
signed a petition in support 
of preserving the property, 
and an effort was organized, 
requesting the city to submit a 
grant application to the state 
board to fund the acquisition 
ofthe property. 

"We had 30 days to write 
the grant and pull together 
everything we needed to piill 

together," said Mutch, who 
was serving as president of 
Friends of Novi Parks. "It 
really was a huge accomplish­
ment because so much of it 
came together so quickly, and 
it was all grassroots efforts to 
protect the property" 

Along with the grant appli­
cation, Novi resident LuAnfIe 
Kozma produced a video to 
submit to the MNRTF board, 
highlighting the natural fea­
tures of the properties, which 
include a portion of the Rouge 
River, regulated woodlands, 
wetlands and lakes. 

"The board loved it," Mutch 
said. "They may see like lOO 
projects, so we had to make 
our one project stand out from 
all the others." 

The city was awarded the 
state grant in December 2005, 
which covers 75 percent of 
the cost, requiring the city to 
fund the remaining 25 percent 
through a local match. 

"The local match can actu­
ally be dollars or the value or 
land," Mutch said. And local 
developer Claudio Rossi, of 
Mirage Development, offered 
to donate 36 acres of land in 
Orchard Hills subdivision; 
west of Meadowbrook Road, 
to assist with the local match. 

"It took a lot of people help­
ing out to make this success­
ful," Mutch said. "At any time, 
either one of these property 
owners could have walked 
away, but they stuck with us 
for four years." 

The city appropriated about 
$53,000 toward the local 
match. 

"We got 54 acres for essen­
tially $50,000, that's a pretty 
good outcome," Mutch said. "I 
would have loved to see this 
wrapped up two years ago, 
but at the end of the day, the 
city owns those two pieces of 
property now that are pro­
tected forever. Those were the 
last two pieces of undeveloped 
property in southeast Novi."

In comjinrison with, similar 

facilities, .such as Canton's 
Summit on the Park, Landry 
said Signature Park's recre­
ation center was designed with 
more flexible space to trim 
cost and ma.\imize revenue. 

"All of the financial projec­
tions use the indoor facility 
for revenue, they don't even 
consider the outdoor facility 
aspect," Landry said noting 
the potential to generate rev­
enue from the soccer, cricket 
and football fields, which can 
also be used for fairs and fes­
tivals.- ^.r,. . 

FIVE-YEAR PROJECTIONS 
Another factor Lorenzo 

is concerned with is operat­
ing the park beyond its fifth 
year. The city estimates less 
than Sl3,000 in revenue over 
expenses. 

" Wluil happens in year si.x, 
seven and eight'?" she said. 

According lo Landry, any 
attempt to estimate beyond 
five years is just throwing 
darts, and there is never a 100 
percent guarantee. 

"1 think the city Iws been 
conservative in the economic 
estimates," he said, noting 
tlie five-year financial projec­
tions factor in the economy, 

' estimating the city will recover 
132 percent of its costs in 
operating year one, down to 
101 percent in operating year 

five. "These numbers aren't 
crashing and burning, they are 
leveling out. 

"All you can do is try to 
design the most creative, cost-
effective design." 

STAFFING ASSUMPTIONS 
The proposed plans for 

Signature Park include the 
addition of one full-time 
employee, assuming the facil­
ity will share current staff 
from the parks and recreation 
department. 

"If we need more parks and 
rec staff, it will only be the • 
result of one thing," Landry 
said. "That it's being used 
more and will be generating 
more revenue."

While she waits to get 
into nursing school, Marissa 
Worthiiigton enrolled in train­
ing as a patient care technician 
to gain health care e.xperience.

The recommended City of Novi budget 
was released this week, building upon 
the plans and expectations of our 

elected mayor and city council and hun­
dreds of citizens who volunteer their time 
on a board or commission. Those plans 
are supported by a first-rate staff at the 
City of Novi who are dedicated to provid­
ing essential services of police and fire, 
roads maintenance and construction, parks 
and recreation, water and sewer, forestry, 
library, developmeiit services, and much 
more of the support that Novi residents and 
businesses rely upon every day. 

The recomIIlended budget for the year 
ahead recognizes lhat the entire road 
ahead may not be crystal clear, but that we 
do have illumination enough to safely move 
forward. The budget is balanced and pro­
vides 'rainy day reserves' within the range 
of an adopted, sound target. The City's 
general fund budget's largest single revenue 
source is local property tax. Tliat property 
tax revenue is declining overall by 1.24 
percent, which has been anticipated. That 
decrease is not what we have experienced 
in our rapid-growth recent history, but it 
has been anticipated and has been accom­
modated. Over the last year, as we have 
managed operation."! and looked ahead, 
the City has had to reduce its full-time 
staffing level because of the decline in new 
construction in the department directly 
responsible for overseeing development, but 
that is a function of aligning resources with 
workload. Being prudent, we have also not 
refilled three other full-time positions that 
became open during the year. We are con­
stantly looking to move resources to meet 
priorities. 

The overall tax base in the City of Novi,

because of our location, 
great schools, city services, 
etc., remains solid. We 
have a tax base of $3.55 
billion, of which we have 
diversified to become 38 
percent non-?residential. 
New construction in 2008 
moderated the decline in 
tax base, our estimates for 

2010 have been made and will be carefully 
reviewed as we move forward; but another 
decline has been put into our assumptions 
and can be accommodated with continuing 
the sound practices lhat have served us well 
lo date. 

The other major revenue source ($3.62 
million) is State Shared Revenue. IThat 
resource has been steadily cut by the Slate 
governiTient as they attempt to realign their 
fiscal order. The majority (88 percent) of 
State Shared revenue is protected by the 
Stale Constitution. We have reduced the 
Slate's revenue estimates in our budget to 
be conservative and provide a hedge for 
decreased sales taxes to the State. All of 
this is designed lo continue living.within 
our means. 

The City of Novi has received a bond 
rating upgrade from the national ageiley 
last yean Improvements to the Power Park 
ballfields, a new Novi Public Library, and a 
new Fuerst Park on the Civic Center cam­
pus in the community's core are the visible 
signs of public responsibility to take care of 
public properties and make the investments 
to attract resideilts and businesses. Our 
economic development efforts have been 
and will be amplified to share the positive 
Novi story. 

Novi voters will have an opportunity 
to decide on May 5 whether they elect to 
approve a dedicated Parks and Recreation 
.5 millage (sunset to 25 years) to provide 
a set of Signature Park improvements. 
That question and the concept are pos­

sible only because of a cooperative agree­
ment between the City and the Novi 
Community School District. The City 
Couilcil and School Board's agreement 
is the kind of public partnership that is 
often talked about in other places, but 
not always delivered. We are prepared to 
deliver a Signature Park that can be built-
out to meet the needs of our community. 
If approved,' the total City millage for next 
year will go up by 0.32, not the entire 
amount, as we make adjustments in other 
millages to reprioritize. Our City track 
record of results is to deliver improvements 
on time and in budget, results from our 
National Citizen Survey show that resi­
dents appreciate and recognize that track 
record. 

Road improvements are always on the 
top of our priorities, neighborhood road­
ways and the major roads that move Novi 
residents, visitors, commuters and custom­
ers to and from their homes. The scale of 
roadwork in 200g-10 will be epic. There 
is over $74 million worth of road work we 
will have to digest and work through, rec­
ognizing that those construction crews are, 
working in our community and earning 
fair wages for them and their families. We 
have been strategic in Novi about position­
ing ourselves to leverage road dollars. Of 
that $74 million, 92 percent of it comes 
from State and Federal resources. We are 
at the front of the line for Federal stimulus 
and other projects because of planning and 
preparation. 

l l ie recommended budget is available 
on cityofnovi.org as is information about 
the Signature Park. Our stiff and the City 
Council are open to your thoughts and 
comments on your City budget and opera­
tions.

S re you convinced that you caiuiol find 
J l a new job because you ai-e o\er age 50? 
ffl While this is a common perception, 
there is a lot of evidence that the over 50 
age.worker has actually been very success­
ful in staying in or re-entering the work 
force since about 1995. In fact, the i3ureaii 
of Labor Statistics, ihe federal agency which 
collects, analyzes and publishes ;ill kinds 
of data, projects lhat the number of work­
ers between ages 65 and 75 will continue to 
grow by Inore than 80% through 2016 to a 
rate of 6.1 percent of the total labor Ibrce, uj) 
froin only 3.6 percent of the labor Ibi-ce in 
2006. 

So it appears that older workers liaxe been 
successful in joining the labor Ibrcc, espe­
cially over the la.sl thi'ce years, lint, mmcn-
tional wisdom says thai these older workers 
will be the hardest hit during a lecessioii, 
as employei's will lai'get thefn fii-.sl when 
layoffs are needed. liowevei', once again, 
the data paints a different picture. As of 
Februaiy 2009, the current unemploi'mcnl 
statistics lor all workers o\'er age 16 was 
8.1 percent. When broken down by age, ihe 
group with the highest rate al 12.9 pcix-ciU 
is workers aged 20 lo 24, tliose aged 25-5-1-
is al 7-2 percent but those aged 55 and older 
is al 5.6 pci'ceiit. 

The more important siatislic in 
unemployment rales is education lei'el. 
Regardless of age, Ifyoii h;>ve a liigli .school 
diploma or less, you are at a severe disad­
vantage. There are simply fewer jobs for 
people wiliI less forma! education. So, what 
can you do? 

In Michigan, the No Worker Left Behind 
program may be a resource for you. You 
can find informalion about the program 
on this Web site hltp://www.micbig;in. 
gov/nwlb and learn more by conlacliiIg 
Michigan Works! at www.michiganworks. 
org or call (800) 285-WORKS (9675). If you 
qualify, funds are available lo train you in 
high demand jobs, including some in green 
technologies, which are pi-qjected lo grow in 
demand. This prograiR is working both with 
job seekers and with employers lo match 
employers' needs with qualified woi'kers. 

If you are an older workers who ali-eady 
has an Associate's degree or higher, you miiy 
still decide thai you need additioiial training 
to make yourself more competiliie in the 
market. Michigan Works has some train­
ing available, and you may qualil'y for No 
Worker Left Behind if you've been laid off 
from your previous job. In addition, you may 
be able lo find addiiional training through 
professional associations related lo your 
career field, community colleges' Transition 

Centers, and through community resources 
suclI as your public library. 

If you are simply embarking on a job 
search, you will have more confidence and 
make a great impression if you keep in mind 
some general tips: 

1. Keep your mind and body lieiilthv 
- eat good foods, exercise, gel enough 
sleep and see your doctor if you hate lin­
gering depression. Employers want to hire 
people who h.ive high energy and positive 
altiiiides. By taking c;ii'e of youi'sell', you :ire 
also increasing the ])robabilily that employ­
ers will see those traits in you. 

2. Evaluate your jippeiirancc - your 
haii-slylc iind wardrobe and make sure 
thill your clothing is lical, up to dale and 
fits well. You wiint lo nuikc ;i terrific first 
impression when you walk in the door al 
a networking meeting or job interview. If, 
yov need some updated items, tr)' thrift or 
c'onsignmenl stores or shop sales. Take your 
shoes lo a shoe repair shop to replace new 
lioel.s and soles and hide scuff marks. 

3. Smile and sit up slraiglit -- look inter­
ested and engaged, even on the phone or 
computer. Make sui'c your communica­
tions, whether in person or by telephone 
or e-mail, telegraph a positii'e outlook and 
confidence iiI youivsclf If)'ou don't helieie 
you can land a job, you will telegraph that 
altitude in everything you do. 

4. iVlake sure your resume is up to diile 
and meets current standards, 'ilie Riley 
Guide, an online i-esourcc coieringevery 
conceivable aspect of job soarcliiiig(littp:// 
www.rileyguide.com/i'csprep.html) has a 
number of links lo good sources for guid­
ance and examples. Other good sources are 
available in your public library. Show your 
resume to a lew colleagues to get their feed­
back and to help make sure you don't have 
any hidden typos or other errors. 

5. Use your network. Up lo 80% of job 
opcniiIgs are never advertised, so you won't 
find Iheni in the newspaper, or on job post­
ing sites like Monstei-, Careerbuilder or 
Michigan Talent Bank. Y'our network is the 
best source of informalion and leads as you 
try lo determine which employers might be 
interested in your talents and strengths. As 
an older woi-ker, you have a distinct advan­
tage over younger woI-kers in hiiving a large 
and diverse network. Don't assume thai 
valuable contacts are only those whom you 
know through work, cithei'. Your friends, 
lamily, neighbors, church, community and 
small business contacts may prove to be 
just as valuable. Use Linkedin (lillp://www. 
linkedin.com/) as au online tool lo build 
your professional network. 

6. Define specific job targets and be 
able to talk about them clearly with your 
coiitacts. If you do not waIlt lo chaIige 
career fields, identify new employers or 
industries that hire people with your back­
ground. Ifyou are considering a change 
in career fields, learn everything you can 
about it so you can clearly describe how your 
e.xpeiience and skills can be transferred into 
the new career. Then ask your contacts to 
help you meet new people who can help you 
learn more or gel your foot in the door with 
employers who can use your lalenls. 

7. Slay active. While you are searching 
foi'a job, spend 20 lo 40 hours a iveek on 
your job search. Gel active in professional 
organizations related lo your career inler-
est.s ;ind serve on a coiiimiltee. Vohinteer 
for an community or service organization 
where you can contribute your lalenls and 
make new friends and contacts. 

8. Upgrade your coiiiputcr skills if nec­
essary. You need to be proficient in using 
Mici'osoft Office - Woixl, Excel, PoweiT'oinl 
and Outlook - in many business sellings. 
Look for free or low cost training programs. 
If 3'ou don't have this softw.ii'e on your com­
puter, you can pui'chase it using an educa­
tional discount ifyou enroll in a course al 
your local comimiuily college.- even a non-
crcdil coiu'se. 

9. Evaluate your attitude toward work­
ing for a younger person. Don't let your 
own prejudices prevent you from getting 
an ofl'ei'. Even with ibe gains older woi'kers 
liave made in the woi'kfoice, chiuices ;ife 
you will report lo someone younger, even 
someone IVIUCH younger than you. Your 
job, in liart, is to make your lioss look good, 
so acce])l thai you may serve somewhat ;is a 
mentor to the pcrsoil you report lo. 

10. Consider selling your talents as an 
independent contractor or a consultant. 
By virtue of your years of experience and 
contacts in your field, you may be able lo 
create a market for your skills and knowl­
edge.

If so, 
take the time to consider 
how best to use it — becau.se, 
when used wisely, your tax 
refund can give you a few 
added steps on the road 
toward achieving your fiIian-
cIal goals.
