Know Novi's
debt before
you vote

Ask any resident how much they pay in prap-
erly taves, and they will likely know the dollar
amount. But how many actually know what their
taxes are used for?

Novi tax payers arc currently paying the City
for five voter approved millages, which equates
to about 2 mills of the City's overall 10.54 mill-
age rate.

The existing delit includes street bonds,
refunding debt and construction of the new
library, wiich was approved by voters in
November 2007.

On May 3, Novi volers will be faced with
making a financial decision to either support or
appose the .5 mill inerease to the parks, recre-
ation and forestry levy, for the development of a
Signature Park.

In the past 16 years, City Manager Clay
Pearson said there were three millage questions
that did not pass. A road millage in 1899, a fire
millage in 2000 and a library millage In 2001,

For about 10 years, the City has maintained
the same millage rate, but if the proposal is
approved, the rate would increase to 10,87 in the
upcoming budget year.

“We've ol a largeted total ¢ity rate and that's
what the recommendation is for 2009-10,"

Movi City Couneil tentatively
approved the 2008-10 budget
at Monday's special mezting,
therefore canceling Saturday’s
previously scheduled budget
session.

The $30 million budget
won't be officially adopted
until next month, followinga
May ¢ public hearing.

Each council member kad
the opportunity to address
administration with questions
and concerns, but overall the
group was unanimously satis-
fied with the document.

“I'm proud of what's happen-
ing here in Novi,” said Mayor

Pro Tem Baob Gatt, “This bud-
get maintains the same ser-
vices our citizens have come to
expect and demand.”

Movi City Manager Clay
Pearson addressed the cur-
rent economic elimate, but
said administration has been
conservative, responsive and
responsible with the city’s
finances.

The proposed budget proj-
ects a dedrease in the city’s
two main sources of revenue -
property tases and state shared
revenue - but maintains 17.6
percent in undesignated funds
in the general fund.

According to a statement
released by the Novi Town
Center, General Growth
Properties does not vwn the
center, bt rather the Novi
retail Jocation is managed by

General Growth Management
Inc., who did nol f3e for chap-
ter 11 proection.

The Town Center is owned
by institutional investors.

“This news will nol impact
wur stores or our shoppers,”
snid Jim Clear, general man-
ager ol the Novi center, “Novi
Tewn Center will continue to
operate without interruption
and our stores will all remain
open. We are going forward
unaffected by the recent GGP
news.

Tenants currently resid-
ing in the Novi Town Center
include Borders, Old Navy, TJ
Maxy, Bally’s Total Fitness,
The Children’s Place, Bonefish
Grill and Dizmond Jim Brady's
Bistro, among others.

“I don’t anticipale any chang-

T know how tempting these
shoricuts appear toall of usbut this
isnot possible unless you weighed
raughly 3,000 pounds — becanse
Unt's approxirnately what someone
of this weight would burm sitting
anywhere. The claim that saunas
can bum up to 600 calories stems
{rom one study published in 1981
inthe Journal of the American
Medical Association JAMA).

"The following is atypical (and
misginformed) write-up on the
Internet for the benefils of infrared
saunas and calories burned:

This benefit wis recognized
inthe prestigicus Jonrmal of the
American Medical Association as
long ago as August 1981 “Many of
nswho run do 5o toplace a demand
-on aur cardiovaseular system, not
tohutild bigleg muscles. Regularuse
of a saunn imparts a similar stress

- onthe eardiovascalar system, and

its regular use may be as cffective,
ameans of cardiovaseular condi-
tiening and burning of calories, as

regularexcieise.”

Obviously somecne was not
thinking deary whenwriting
the abave, and alter searching
through JAM Al web site, we found
ome study published in 1952 by
Searle AJ tilled “Effects of Sauna.”
Uufortunately there is 1o abstract
available for Lhis study, and research
oncalovde bm wsing an infizzed
sauna is scarce, The prentise belind
infrared sauras burning up to 600
calories {1330 minutesis that infra-
red light emitied from the sauna
penetratesthe skin and heats up
theinternal organs, Jeading to an
inerease incalories bumed. It has
never been researched whether this
would lead te an excessive amount
of calories burned and weight loss.

With that said, the effects of sau-
nas on welght loss aredue toaloss
of water from swealing, not actual
faloss. Bottom fine, forget it for fat
Toss.

For example,
mast golfers believe that they have ¢
mark the ball on a eart path before they
Hft it to tike relief, but that is not the
case, Rule 20-1 says you only need 10
mark a ball before lifting it if you are
going to bave to puit B back (replice
i), That weuld be the case on the
putting green, or if someone asks you
to lift your ball because it intefferes

- - with his or-her shot. But when you are- -+ -

taking relief from a cart part, you are
not going, to have to replace the ball on
the path -you are poing to drop it
somewhere cise. Therefore, you do not
have to mark &, You can, but it is not
necessary. This is #lso true i you are

“taking relief from any other immovable
obstruction, or tbnormal ground
conditions such as casual water, ground
under repajr, or & hole made by a
burrowing animal.

A ball may be lifted by the player his
or her pariner or another person
authorized by the pliyer (such as the
player’s caddie). Just as a side noze here,
it may be replaced by the player, his o
her partner or the person who lifted it,
So you can see that if a caddie lifts the
hall, the player may replace it. But {f the
player lifts the ball, the caddic may net
replace it If a fellow competitor lifts
vour ball without your authority during
a stroke play, there is still no penally
and the ball gets replaced.

What happens if the ball or ball-
marker is accidentally moved in
this marking/lifting process?

There is o penalty provided the
mavement of che ball or marker is
clirectly attributable to the specific act
of marking/lifting. That means il you
nudge the hall forwand as you zre
marking, you do not have a problem.
But, if you are walking up to mark your

ball and drop your putier on the ball,
that will be a penalry of one streke,and
the ball must be replaced.

One point o remember; once you
mark and Lift your ball from che putting
green it is no lenger the *ball in play” -
it hiis become part of your equipment.
{nce you replice it on the spot from
which you lifted it, it is agair the ball i
play - even if you leave your market in
place. Thercfore, if the wind blows it
somewhere else, you must play it (rom
its new location!
