Of course, given the stock
market decline, it’s not sur-
prising that so much money
is going into these accounts,
because peaple are locking,
above all else, to preserve their
principal.

So here’s the situation:

Gn the ane hand, you have a
tough economy and astock
market that has probably
already saddled you with
lusses. O the other hand, you

Signature Park a
want, not a need

Cur mayor cloquently wrete in a letter to resi-
dents about why the May 5 parks and recre-
ation .5-mill ballot proposal, intended to build a
Signature Park, is a need and not a want,

He stated, businesses locate to communities
that offer recreational opportunities for their
workers. Parks altract businesses and jobs.
Workers purchase hames and patronize busi-
nesses, This in turn maintains a healthy lax base
and holds up the value of our homes.

But, we do have many amenities in existence
that we feel offer a large draw. One that comes Lo
mind is Lakeshore Park.

There ire nol many communities that encons-
paiss such & beautifu! park, containing open space
and trails, with a lakefront beach.

And for those not focused on parks, Novi offers
a stale-of-the-art hospital, mall anchored hy
Nordstrom's, convenient aceess to major express-
ways and, what we believe is the No. 1 draw, a
top-rated school district.

Novi Community Schools district is one of Lhe
top-rated districts in the state of Michigan, if not
the nation.

For these reasons, we believe the construclion
of a Signature Park, which city officials say is the
reason they are proposing the .5-mill incrense on
May 5, isa wanl and not a need.

Would a Signatare Park be nice for Novi?
Absolutely.

One model offered by city officials is Summit
on the Park in Canton. They said ours, Leo, would
be a signature destination, ineluding a full array
of recreation opporlunilics, struetured programs
and activilies, as well as festivals and events for
all ages. Initial development includes trails, a
multi-generational recreation center (thealer,
gymnasiums, wellness area, multi-use activ-
ity space), sprayground/outdoor ice skating area,
community festival area and cutdoor sports
fields {cricket, soccer, football).

But in this economy, we cannol say the city
feds a Signature Park! And if residents wani
what is proposed, they should vote “yes." We
believe this is an individual decision.

We don'l urgue the city needs mere of ils own
gymnasium space, and that a permanent theater
would be a benefit to Novi's program.

It is a valid point that it is hard to use the
school’s theater space, which is offered when the
district doesn't need it. Also, it would be casier
for the theater department to ereet a set that
could remain in place.

Bul a theater may be better suited in 2 more
heavily trafficked area such as Main Street, And,
could a corporate or residential donor opportu-
nity be available?

In Northville, The Tipping Pointe Theatre was
created in the City's downtown thanks to the
generosity of Northville residents.

So many are without jobs, or lesser paying jobs
than what they arc accustomed to.

To those residents, saying passage of this
proposal would only cost a homecwher with a
$300,000 markel value home about $75 a year
seems insurmauntable.

Mayor David Landry said we must do some-
thing about this economy, and we can by boost-
ing the value of our homes with this proposal.

Weencotrage all voters to g6 Lhe City Wel site and
look at the plans for the proposed Signature Park.

The plans are available and the city's financing
proposals are also presented through five years.
These dellar amounts include operating costs.

This is another important aspect of the plan,
that must be considered before making your
decision on May 5.

The mayor states, 1ax revenue {rom businesses
and residential property pays for the long term
maintenanee of parks which in turn attract busi-
nesses ... This s a virtuous circle.

Parks are notoriously known {or being low
revenue generating endeavors, so it is impor-
tant residents feel comfortable with how the
city is proposing to pay for operating the park
in perpetuity without wsing general fund dollars

appropriated for essential services such as public -

safety, roads and water and sewer,

We believe providing fire and police service
for residents is a need. Maintaining roadways
and keeping up the city’s infrastructure for about
55,000 residents and even more who come to
Nowvi on a daily basis is a need, and maintaining
the city's water and sewer systems is 2 need.
