ects a decrease in the City's 
two main sources of revenue

"Given the economy and 
given some other unknowns, 
we made the decision to budget 
for about $600,000 worth of 
Items, but hold off on executing 
them unti l the last half of next 
fiscal year," Pearson said.

many years. Yet they have the 
discipline to wait patiently 
unt i l the products of their 
labors come to frui t ion. A re 
al l their wines successful? No 
— and al l your investments 

2005 vintage i f it is made from may not be, either. But given 
grapes that were predomi­
nantly grown and harvested 
in 2005. Yet given the require­
ments of wine production, this 
2005 vintage may not actually 
hit the markets unt i l 2008 
— and some aficionados may 
thinlt the w ine won't taste its 
best unt i l 2018. 

If you translated this type 
of scenario to the financial 
world, you could say that the 
2008 investment "vintage" 
was not promising, given that 
the value of a1most all invest-

enough time, qual i ty invest­
ments can usual ly help you 
work toward your financial 
goals. 

• Have faith i n your strat­
egy. Wine dr inkers ' tastes 
can change f rom year to year. 
Yet wine makers don't r ip out 
their vineyards and replant 
them wi th today's "hot" var i ­
etal. Instead, they cultivate 
the grapes they've planted, 
make the best w ine they can 
and maintain their belief that 
their products w i l l find a mar­

ket. As 4n investor, you can't 
al low yourself to be swayed 
by today's hot t ips and trends. 
Instead, build a portfol io of 
quality investments that can 
stand the test of t ime. 

• Adapt your goals to 
your situation. One of the 
most famous wine mak ing 
regions in the world, N a p a 
Valley, contains a number 
o f microclimates that vary 
by temperature, rainfal l and 
soil. Napa Valley wine mak­
ers know which grapes w i l l do 
best in which microcl imate, 
and they concentrate their 
efforts accordingly. A n d you, 
as an individual investor, 
should make yoUr invest­
ment decisions based on your 
own "microclimate" — your 
risk tolerance, fami ly s i t u a - .

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that in accordance with 
Chapter 21, Articie II, of the Code of Ordinances, City of Novi, 
Michigan, all noxious weeds, or other weeds, grass, brush, or 
deleterious, unheaithy growths exceeding a height of eight (8) 
inches, growing, standing or lying upon any property in the City of 
Novi, shall be cut down, destroyed er removed as the case may be, 
at least twice in each year, once during the last haif of the month of 
May and again during the last half of July of each year and more 
often as may be necessary.

allows you to customize information directly to 
tlie employer's needs in a way that your resume 

does not. Sometimes, your 
cover letter generates enough 
interest in you to make the 
employer stop and exaInine your 
resume in more detai l . ' 

Your cover letter should 
use the saIne heading as your 
resume, and should be writ­
ten in a business style, with the 
internal addi'ess of the i-ecipient 
aiId the date written. If the job 
posting does not Include the 
naIue and title of the pci-son 

who wi l l be reviewing the application, use either 
a "Dear Si r /Madame" salutation or replace it 
with a "Re: X Y Z position" phrase. 

Usually, a three paragraph format on one page 
works well. Your first paragraph should spark 
interest. Why are yon writ ing? What about the 
job or employer interests you? Why are you a 
good candidate for the position? For example, 
this letter in response to an ad begins: 

"I am writ ing in response to your adver­
tisement for a Budget AiIalyst in the Boston 
Globe on Simday, Ap r i l lO. I am familiar w i th 
Rockland Trust; in fact, my good friend Joe 
Korgione is a vice president in the CoIiimercial 
Banking Division. Af ter reading the require­
ments for the position, I felt that Illy back­
ground and experience were a good match for 
vour needs. I have summarized your require­
ments and my experience below." 

The job seeker has established credibility by 
meiItioning a connection to the organization 
and alluding to his being a good fit. 

The second paragraph should focus on what 
you have been able to do for your past employers 
and the qiialifications you meet:

• Experience \vriting a wide variety of man­
agement reports 

• In addition, I have been involved in budget 
preparation and budget management in both 
banking and telecommunications. Much of my 
time has been spent work ing closely with a wide 
range of departments w i th in Iny organizations 
to develop variance reporting procedures to 
Improve the accuracy of forecastiIig. 

Notice that the jobseeker took the require­
ments right out of the ad and then matched 
them in exactly the same order using brief, 
punchy phrases. This can also be set up in a 
'balance sheet" approach. After setting up a 
Word table and completing the information, go 
back and select the table and hide the all the 
borders. The final block o f text w i l l look l ike a 
two column list, but is much easier to format. 
The final paragraph focuses on what the next 
steps wi l l be: 

"I aIn very interested i n discussing this posi­
tion with you. I look forward to ta lk ing with you 
soon." 

Your close should project confidence that you 
are a strong candidate and that you expect the 
employer wi l l follow up w i th you. 

(Dften, online job applications w i l l give you a 
space to create or paste a cover letter. Do not 
assume this is an optional piece. Create a basic 
letter that yon can adapt for specific applica­
tions and include the customized letter when 
you apply The employer may be evaluating your 
business writ ing skills or may be interested in 
learning why you believe you are a good fit, or 
even, may be looking for evidence that you did 
soIne reseai-ch on theIu before applying. Make 
this document work for you by enhancing your 
application.

Dear Savvy Senior 
I'm interested in getting my 

mother one of those emergency 
call systems with a wearable 
push-button for her home in case 
she falls or Iieeds help, but could 
use soiIie help. What can you tell 
me? 

SOS 

Dear SOS, 
The product and service you're 

iIiquiring about is known as a 
"pei-sonal emergency response 
system," or PERS. But with so 
many on the market, it can be a 
bit confusing figuring out which 
system is best for your pareiit. 
Here's what you should know. 

SENIOR LIFE LINE 
Each year, one-tlIird of seniors 

in the U.S. suffer a fall, often with 
serious consequences. Add in the 
fact that l l mill ion AIneIicans 
age 65 aIid older live alone and 
vve've got a serious problem on 
our hands. Tile soliItion: A PERS 
- which is esseIltially a wireless 
hotline to help. 

APERSisahoI i Ie-based 
emergency alert seI-vice that wil l 
connect your mother to a 24-
hour call center with the push 
of a button. TlIe transmitter 
(SOS button) is typically vvorn 
as a neck pendeIit, wrist band or 
belt clip. WlIen pushed i l sends a 
signal to a receiver console that's 
connected to the home telephone 
line (they don't work with cell 
phones). WlIen your mom pushes 
the button, the dispatcher at the 
call center evaluates her situa­
tion, and wi l l notify you, another 
relative, a caregiver or 9 l l , as 
needed. With most PERS set­
ups, your mom c m talk with the 
dispatcher from aIiywhere in 
the house through the system's 
receiver which works like a pow­
erful speaker phone. 

Wliile a PERS can be a won-
derfid home device for elderly 
senioI-s, it does have its draw­
backs. MaIIy seniors don't wear 
their SOS button regulaI-ly, aIId 
i f they do have it on aiId fall, they 
still have to be alei-t enoIIgh to 
actually hit tlIe button. 

WHERE TO LOOK 
With all the different P E R S s 

available today, the Internet is the 
best place to start your search. 
PERSs are available through 
national companies (such as 
www.lifelinesys.coiu, www. 
rescuealert.coni,w\v\v.lifefbne. 
com aIId vvww.lifestation.coIil) as 
well as local or regional provid­
ers. Local providers are usually 
run by hospitals or social seI-v'ice 
agencies. A t)pical Internet 
search vvill bring up oIIly the 
nationiil companies. AddiIig a 
town, county, or state to your 
search wi l l help you find local or 
regional options. Also check with 
your Area Aging Agency (call 
800-677-1116 to get your local 
Iuuilber). It's worth checkiiIg out 
both local aild national provid­
ers because features, pricing aIId 
quality wi l l vary 

offer discounted pricing options 
for lower-income seniors. You'll 
need lo ask. And some compa­
nies may provide extras services 
(in addition lo the basic PERS) 
such iis check-in calls, wake-up 
calls aIId iIiedication remind­
ers for aiI additioIial cost. WlIen 
choosing a service, pay atleIIlion 
to the small piiiit and iilways ask 
for a detailed price quote. Most 
health iiIsui'aiice plans, iiIcludiiIg 
Medicare, don't cover PERSs. 

OPTIONS AND COSTS 
hi most ciises, PERS equip-

IIIent (receiver console and 
SOS button) is rented but soIne 
companies offer the option lo 
buy. Costs, too, wil l vary but you 
can expect to pay a small set­
up or activation fee aloIIg with 
a monthly sei-\icc/monitoring 
fee, usually aiouIId -$1 per day. 
Most coIIipanies give discounts 
for longer-term agreements, but 
be careful of conli-acts that lock 
you in. SoIne services may even 

HOME MONITORING 
If yoiI're looking for a more 

thoi'ougb sei'vice, check out 
"hoiIIe monitoring systems." 
l l iese services combine the 
PERS with lIiolion detectors (not 
canlerius), placed in key areas of 
your mom's home, that wil l let 
you knovv (via phone or e-mail) 
if somethiIig out of the ordinaiy 
is happeniIIg. For examjile, if she 
didn't get out of bed at her usual 
time, or weIit to the bathroom 
and didIi't leave, this could indi­
cate a fall or other cInergency 
The great thing about this type, 
of system is it i'equires no inpIIl 
fi'om your mother, and you can 
check in on her anytime through 
their password-protected Web 
site. TlIese monitoriIig systems, 
however, are more expensive 
than a PERS and are not cov­
ered by insurance. To find and 
compai'e systems visit QuielCare 
(www.quielcare.com; 877-
822-2468), Hcallhsense(www.

to tlie lie his stroke gave i i inL- I l i c 
.same would be true if yoiir iiail iics in a 
water iiazard. 

,Sup|io.sc a iirancii fails froni a tree 
and comes to rest on your ball lying in a 
bunker.You might assume that under 
this generous principic you arc enlilicd 
to remove it —Not so .n ie principic 
applies oniy in cases in wii ich tiic iic of 
tlie ball has been aitcrcd as a rcsuit of 
an act by another player, caddie, 
spectator or otiicr animate outside 
agency. In tiiis case, die iic was aitcrcd. 
ijy naiunii causes and you arc not 
entitied to relief. 

n i c principic may aiso be appiied 
when a pkiyer's area of intended stance 
is affected by anotiicr player's stroke. 
For example, if anotiicr piaycr removes 
a liiigc divot wl icn playing his ball, and 
thai divot hole now affects your stance, 
ifi equity, you may restore iliat area as 
ficarly as possible without penalty'i l ic 
equity ruiing even goes so far as to say 
tiiat if the area of ihe stance can't be 
restored, you may piace your baii 
without penaity on the nearest spot 
within one clul>icngth of tlie original 
iic iliat provides the most similar lie 
and stance to tiic originai.'iliis l iew 
spot may not be nearer the hoie or in a 
bunker. 

Iliis equity principle aiso appiies if 

your iic or line of play gets improved 
instead of damaged. For exampie, your 

. baii iics in a bunker, and before you can 
rcacii tlie bunker, a grecnkceping staff 
member rakes the bunker improving 
your iic or line of piay.As long as you 
have not sanctioned the raking, you are 
aiisolvcd of penally. 

TlIc general rule of tiiumb is that if 
another person creates the situation, 
you arc absolved of biame and can get 
reiief However, i fyou create the 
situation yourself, or it happens 
tlirougii naturai causes, you arc just out 
of luck!
