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Weight
lifted

Morellis’ grand
prize worth more
than money

Michael Morelli will never
forget where he came from.
He doesn'’t want to.

The unhealthy meals, the
fast food runs, the failed
diets, the excuses. All that
and more added up to 1 388-
pound teenager on the verge
of death,

Five more years. That was
the number a dactor told
lvim he was going to ive if he
didn't change his lfestyle,
and he had to act fast.

“Hearing that was enough
1o motiyate me,” he said.

He looked at his father
Rou, 55, for guidance, but he
too has battled weight gain
his entire life and was not the
role model he wanted to be
for his sons, the other being
Max, 17. He had numerous
health problems and his body
was slowly breaking down.

Combined the two weighed
818 pounds and were run-
ning out of options. Then {n
September, they took what
might have been thelr {inal
chance al saving their lives.
They were selected to be con-
testants on the NBC reality
television show "The Biggest
Loser: Couples.”

Michael a graduate of
Detrait Catholic Central in
Novi, was the youngest con-
testant ever at 18, when he
joined the show.

His father was the maost
unhealthy.

But in a matter of eight
mvonths, with a nation watch-
lng, the two set out on a
journey that would eventually
save their lives.

contestants when the show
started, but from the very
beginning, Michael had his
own grand prize in mind that
was worth more than money
— hislife.

“Tt. was never ahout that
title, It was aboul changing
my life and getting a new
lease on life and [ did that,”
he said,

He finished the show
weighing 181 ppunds — 207
pounds ughter than when he
started, but still just mere
percentage points short of
earning the title. That honar
went to Helen Phillips, and
Morelli is not the least bit

disappointed in second place.

“When I saw Helen I
thought, "What did she da to
herself to get that small,” he
said. *1 did my absolute best
and there is no way J could
have sweated out five more

pounds or anything like that.”

Now that the show has
ended, Michael is excited
about doing something be
never thought he would be
happy to do again — gain
weight. “I feel like I'm too

skinny right now,” he said.

He is also looking forward
to going to the gym, eat-
ing and not having to worry
about the next weigh-in;
playing sports; and being
able ta see what his athletic
potential is.

-Michael wants to return to
Michigan State to pursue his
degree in athletic training,

a switch frem human bigi-
ogy because of the show, and
inspiring cthers,

“The mental change is way
merte important. You have to
wanl it, and when times are
tough you have to igok at that
goal and find a way to dig
down deep,” he said. “Pecple
don’t need the ranch to lose
weight and be heathy. They
need support and need to
get their minds right. 1f you
are waiting for that ‘Biggest
Loser' moment it's not going
te happen,

“The only calt to action [
can give is to look at me and
my dad. We are the same
person. Tf you looked like me,
you would be my dad with all
those problems.”

Ron called himself a “vie-
tim of the fork,” and blamed -
himself for why his sons were
50 large. He topped the scales
at 527 pounds, has Lad his
Jjaw wired shut, gastric bypass

surgery and tried almost
every diet to no avail.

A lifestyle change was
needed and the ‘Bigyest
Loser kelped him achicve
that. He started the show
at 430 pounds and finished
it at 238 pounds. It was an
especially amazing feat for a
man who could ouly walk and
swim because he battled knee
and shoulder injuries as well
as a bleediag ulcer all season.

However, memories of
those bad times no long
haunt him, they inspirz him.

“They serve as a reminder
of the place you never want to
be again,” he said. “You never
want to lose those images.”

He said that even though it
took him 50 years to figure it
oul, it “feels great” and now
he and Michael are focused
o helping Max and others
who battle prablems with
their weight.

“Yeu don't need those
magic things. You just have to
be moving and eat healthy,”
he said.

Ten suggestions
to tackle state
budget crisis

The state budget is in a horrible mess, and
the leadership in Lansing — from the gov-
erner to the Legislature — has shown itsell
incapable of finding a solution.

As a vesult, a budget deficit of mare than a
billion dollars is growing inte a $2 billion sea
aof red ink. [t will likely gel worse. The impact
for state residents is reduclions in essential
services ranging from roads Lo police protec-
tien Lo public schools.

Se what can be done? The Ann Arbor-based
Cenler [or Michigan, which deseribes itself as
a think-and-do tenk, recently brought togeth-
er 150 or so public policy experts, government
officials and business executives. They came
up with a numher of ways to lackle the erisis.

Here is their list {in bold) followed in each
instance by cur take on Ltheir suggestions.

1. Intensify school consolidation and ser-
viee sharing, There are 553 public school
districts in Michigan and 57 intermediate
school distriets, like Novi. Likely, there are
efficiencies available. But the plan should go
further and study whether 13 years of 180
days of seat-in-a-classroom chair is really the
best measurement of an education.

2. Intensify local government consolida-
tion and service sharing, Michigan has 83
counties, 1,242 Lownships, 274 cities with
fewer than 10,000 people and 259 villages.
There are opportunilies for shared resources
and more can be investigated,

3. Reform Act 312, which provides for
binding arhitration in contract negotia-
tions with public safety officers. It is diffi-
cult to Jook (o hammer those we rely upon for
public safety. But it is necessary to look for
inefficient staffing practices,

4. Reform the Urban Cooperation Act to
remeve wage and benefil barriers to col-
lahgration ncress gevernment. This is a
unign-friendly act thet discourages region-
alism hecause it forces cooperative govern-

ments to accept the highest possible wages .

and benefits from all parties.

5, Launth o statewide public sector
benehmarking program. It makes sense to
find out why one government ean provide a
service more efficiently than another.

6. Require local schools and govern-
mienls to parlicipate in benchmarking as a
eondition of state funding. As stated above,
this makes sense, although it could lead to a
mindless series or reports and rationaliza-
tions,

7. Rewrite the state revenue-sharing for-
mula for local governments Lo better incen-
tivize collaboration, reward best practices
and fund specific services. Good idea, but
probably easier said than done.

8, Increase state and local government
health co-pays for workers, That's a start,
bul the entire cost of generous health-care
plans must be overhauled.

9, Tighten state and local government
pension rules andfor switeh more to
401{k)-style benefit pluns, Some argue that
the switeh would create high upfront costs,
but that only points oul the size of the cur-
rent underfunded pension plans. Waiting to
act only makes it worse.

10. Create a large health insurance pool
far public scctor workers. As stated before,
this cost has to be reduced.

Participants turned down proposals for
consolidation of seme school districts and an
across-the-board pay cuts for public sector
workers. That seems timid 1o us. The staie
budget is in such dire straits that pay cuts
seem inevitable,

NEVER TOO LATE

‘There are more than 45 mil-
lion people in the U.5. who
smoke cigarettes, about 13 mil-
lion are age 50 or older, and 4.5
millien are 65-plus. Research
has shown that quitting, even
alter age 65, redtices risk for
coronary heart disease, emphy-
sema, lung cancer, csteopo-
rosis, hearing loss, cataracts,
impotence, poor circulation
and Alzheimer’s disease, It
alsg helps you breathe easier,
smell and taste food better,
nol 1o menlion saves you qrite
a bit of money. A (§5) pack-a-
day smoker, for example, saves
ahout $150 after one month
without cigarettes, and more
than $1,800 after one year.

According to the Center
of Disease Centrel and
Prevention (CDC), about 60
percent of clder smokers indi-
cate they would like to com-
Pletely quit, but because of the
nicoline, which is considered to
be more addictive than cocaine
or heroin, it's very diffienlt to
do. Here are seme tips experts
recommend that can help older
stnokes kick the habit,

GET READY
The first step you need to

take is to set & “quit date,” but
give yourselfa few weeks to get
ready. During that time you

replacement products {patches,
gum and lozenges) to help curb
your cravings. And just pricr
te your quit day get vid of all
cigarettes and aslitrays in your
Liome, ear, and place of work,
and try to clean up and even
spray air freshener. The smell
of smoke can be a trigger.

GET RELP

Studies have shewn that you
have & much better chance of
quitting if you have help. So

start by telling your friends,
family, and coworkers of your
plan to quit. Others know-
ing can be 2 helpful reminder
and mativator. Then get some
counseling. Don't ge it alone.
Free one-on-one telephone
counzseling, as well a5 cop-

ing strategies and referrals to
loeal smoking cessation pro-
grawis ace available through
the national tobaces “quitline”
2t 800-QUIT-NOW, The
National Cancer Institute also
offers a free smaking quitline
at 877-44U-QUIT. You also
need to make an appeintment
with your doctor to talk about
prescription medications,
including bupropion (Zyban)
and varenicline (Chantix) that
are extremely helpful at redue-
ing nicotine cravings.

MAKE A PLAN

It's alse important to identify
and write down the times and
situaticns you're most likely to
smoke and make a list of things
you can do to replace it or dis-
tract yoursell. Some helpful
suggestions wlen the smoking
urge arises are to call a friend
or one of the free quillines,
