Novi Police Department Officer 
Timothy Harper and Analyst 
Planner Pat Cauchi are not the type 
of people to revel in the limelight. 

So it's no surprise when they 
were honored as Officer of the 
Year and Civ i l ian Employee of the 
Year respectively last week at the 
Nov i Police Department's Awards 
Ceremony that they passed the credit 
onto their supervisors and staff 

Harper, who has been with the 
department for more than 18 years, 
said he was shocked to receive such a 
"great honor." 

"I don't think of this award as 
being for myself but for being part of 
a good team," he said. "It's a group 
award because everyone I work with 
has great attributes and could have 
easily won this as well."

The veteran officer is heavily 
involved wi th new technology, serv­
ing as an internal trainer in the 
Livescan Finger Printing system 
and working with Oakland County's 
Courts and L a w Enforcement 
Management Information System 
(CLEMIS) to help develop an elec­
tronic citation program as well as a 
soon-to-come electronic traffic crash 
program. 

"A lot of people are intimidated 

by the new advancement in technol­
ogy, but it's a great asset in terms of 
speeding up the work process and 
making your job a whole lot easier," 
he said. 

Said Novi Chief of Police David 
Mol loy: "He is a uniform traffic offi­
cer but his commitment goes above 
and beyond the normal everyday 
mundane things uniform officers 
do." 

The award also came as a sur­
prise to Cauchi, who has only been 
working for the department for 18 
months. She was a member of the 
Cr i t ica l Needs Projects Team which 
reviews building upgrades, and 
assisted the Novi Fire Department 
wi th their annual budget process 
as well as the budget aspects of the 
renovations to fire station 2. 

Cauchi also is an active volunteer 
in the city. 

"It was just an honor to even be 

nominated, and I feel so fortunate 
to work for a great (department and 
city)," she said. 

. Mol loy said her volunteer efforts 
and passion for the city stood out to 
h im. 

"There is not a project we work on 
' that she does not touch because of 

her financial background," he said. 
"She has been an absolutely invalu­
able resource." 

The two award winners continue 
a decade-long tradition the depart­
ment has had in recognizing out­
standing employees. 

"They exemplify the vision and va l ­
ues of the Nov i Police Department 
and we are very proud of them both," 
Molloy said. 

Several other officers and civ i l ­
ian employees also were honored for 
their efforts at the awards ceremony.

If you arc not striv­
ing toward something, what 
are you doing':'" 

Murel l i , wlio admittedly 
was a closet fast-food eater, 
now talks himself out of gel-
ting that food because he 
has started holding himself 
accountable. I le writes down 
everything he cats, eats every 
four liodrs and tries not to eat 
past 8 p.m. A n d even when he 
eats something imhealthy, like 
pizza, he doesn't eat the whole 
pie like he used to and instead 
settles for a couple pieces.

"To me, a healthy diet is 
more important than exer­
cise," he said. "Wi icn you write 
down what you eat, you force 
yom'self to realize what you 
are putt ing in your body." 

Another crucial part of his 
lifestyle change w;as having a 

su])porl system. O n the show 
he had his father, Ron, at his 
side, and since he has been 
home his family and friends 
have been there to f ncoiirage 
h im. 

J in i i Varner, Morell i 's 
trainer from The Sports Club 

of Novi, urges people to find 
a trainer or workoirt pai'tner 
that is wi l l ing to work with 
them where they are at and set 
specific goals. People with a 
weight loss goal slioidd change 
their mind-set from lo.sing 
weight to gaining energy, he 

said. 
"Just start somewhere. Get 

a book, go online. Start some­
where and just dig into it,", 
Varner said. 

Morell i 's weight loss routine 
consisted of a Vamcr-created 
workout called Met.iCardio. 
The workout is designed to 
burn a lot'of calories by chal­
lenging both the aerobic (car-
dio) and anaerobic (strength) 
systems. "If weight loss is the 
goal, you have to show a calor­
ic deficit," Varner said. 

The program had Morel l i 
burning between 1,170 and 
1,350 calories during a 90 -
minute workout and helped 
h im get down to 181 pounds by 
the show's finale. 

Now while Morel l i 's work­
out may be extreme for most, 
anyone could cliiuigc the 
workout to cater to their 
level, the program simply 
combines running wi th 
l ightweight workouts for the 

upper and lower body w i th ­
out breaks. I t c a n a l s o b e 
done without a gym member­
ship. 

I f that program doesn't 
sound good, More l l i has 
another one that he enjoys 
— walking. Wa lk ing every day 
was the key to Ron's success 
on the show and it's something 
that almost anyone can do. 

"Taking small steps adds up 
to a big difference," Michae l 
said. 

Weight loss and getting fit 
is not something that is going 
to happen over night. A n d 
it's also not realistic to th ink 
it's going to happen in eight 
months. BiU Morel l i said as 
long as you stick to a plan, 
believe in it and push yourself 
to your limits you wi l l have 
success. 

"For me, if I wasn't going 
toward something I'd fall back 
into the bad habits," he said.

Varner. I like to think of myself

as a pretty active person, but I 
was no match for the 18-year-
old machine. Yes, I call him a 
machine because I don't think 
most humans would be able to 
endure what wc did for one day, 
let alone months. 

Trust me, one day was plenty. 
The workout started by me 

putt ing on a 40-poimd weight 
vest that Morel l i wore during 
every session. A t first I didn't 
think the vest was a good idea, 
but then my ego kicked in and 
I had to put in on. 

O f course, right before wc 
started, Morel l i said wc weri; 
going to do what he did lead- < 
ing up to the finale, and once 
again I muttered "this isn't 
going to be good." 

With \Tsl strapped on I got on 
tlie treadmill witli tlie incline .set • 
at 12 ajid tlie s i m l at 5 miles per 
hour. I Kui for one minute while 
Midiael did an exercise witli a 
medicine ball for tlie same tinie 
period. Vm-ner calls tliis type of 
training MetaCardio, a metabo­
lism-raising wwkout tliat combines 
bolli canlio and weights (I'd like to 
iLse auotlier name for it hut it woidd 
not be appropriate for print). 

We switched positions after 
my minute was up and I did 
the medicine bal l work while 
he ran. About five minutes , 
into the workout, I realized I 
had to either suck up niy pride

and take the vest off or col­
lapse. I sucked up my pride. 

Tlie workout continued for 
about 40 minutes wi th no 
breaks. A t that point both of 
us were covered in sweat and I 
was glad we were done. But we 
weren't completely done, just 
done with part one of the work­
out I cannot print a name for. 

Next we moved to another 
part of the gym where we d id 
another combinat ion of exer­
cises in succession. A n d that is 
where it ended for me. 

I got up from llie final exercise 
and tunnel vision set in. Tlie room 

started to spin and I casually 
made my way to a piece of equip­
ment tliat I could brace myself on. 
Passing out would have really hurt 
my pride, and foitiniately, thrniks 
to a bottle of orange juice, never 
happened. I played it off to fatigue 
and told Vanier I was done, but 
Mon;l l i didn't stop. 

Tl ie "Biggest Loser" show 
was over, Morelli didn't have 
anything to prove, but it was 
ingrained in his mind now that 
be had to finish what he started. 
As he continued to work, Varner 
told me, and he wasn't just say­
ing it to make a good story, that 

he had never trained someone 
who worked harder and pushed 
past more thresholds than 
Morel l i (and Varner has trained 
professional athletes). 

Working out, which was once 
dreadftil to Morelli, was now 
one of his favorite things to do. 
His workouts with Varner lasted 
only 90 minutes, while "Biggest 
Loser" winner Helen Phillips 
admitted to working out sbt 
hours a day prior to the finale. 
She wi l l struggle to maintain 
that, while Morelli can easily fit 
his into his real-life schedule. 

Even thought knew the next 
day I was going to be miser­
able, I was glad I survived as 
long as I d id. More l l i taught 
me to hold liiyself account­
able and push it to the limits. 
I walked out of the club, O K 
hobbled out, w id i a new look 
on my own fitness routines. 

A n d sure enough, after I 
recovered, I did my own scaled 
down version of MetaCardio 
(or the workout whose name I 
cannot print), even muttering 
to myself prior to start ing that 
"this isn't going to be good." 
But when I finished up, I was 
completely exhausted, just 
how everyone should be after a 
good workout,... and proud.

Dear Savvy Senior 
My 62-year-old mother was 

just diagnosed with cancer and 
is feeling depressed, confused 
and doesn't know where to 
turn. What resources can you 
recommend that can help me 
help her? 

Overwhelmed Daughter 

Dear Overwhelmed, 
Being diagnosed with cancer 

has got to be one of the most 
difficult and shocking experi­
ences a person can go through, 
yet 1.4 million Americans will 
e.xperience it this year alone. 
Here are some tips and tools 
that can help you and your 
mom get more informed about 
her condition, and organize a 
plan for her treatment. 

RESEARCH ALTERNATIVE 
MEDICINE 

If your mother is interested 
in learning more about herbs, 
supplements and other alter­
native ajjproaches to fighting 
cancer, go to tlie National 
Center for Alternative and 
Complementary Medicine 
(www.nccain.nili.gov). Also, 
check-out the complenien-
tary and alternative medicine 
guides from M.D. Anderson 
Cancer Center at vvww.nidan-
derson.org/departments/cinier. 

GET INFORMED 
If you're like most people 

you're clueless about cancer. 
So your first step is to learn 
about your mom's specific type 
of cancer along with the treat­
ment options, and thanks to 
the Internet it's easy to do. To 
get started go the National 
Cancer Institute (NCI) at www. 
caneer.gov and click on your 
cancer type in the A to Z list of 
cancers. Other good and reli­
able sites to visit are www.can- 
cer.org, www.medlineplus.gov 
and wvvw.mayoclinic.com. 

CHOOSE A DOCTOR 
After you know a bit about 

your illness, you'll need to 
choose a good doctor. The 
American Society of Clinical 
Oncology (www.cancer.net) 
provides tips on how to choose 
a cancer doctor (known as 
an oncologist), along witli a 
searchable database to help you 
locate one. Also see www.vitals. 
com, a Web resource that will 
help you locate, evaluate and 
choose a doctor based on their 
training, expertise, consumer 
ratings and recommendations 
from other doctors. (Be sure 
the doctor you choose accepts 
your mom's health plan.) And 
lb locate one of the 60 plus NCI 
gancer centers across tlie coun­
try see Cancercenters.cancer. 
gov. 

FIND SUPPORT SERVICES 
There are lots of programs 

and services available today 
that can help your mom with a 
wide variety of cancer-related 
issues. 

For example, there are 
counselors, social w-orkers and 
cancer support groups that can 
help with depression, aii.xiety 
and other psychological issues; 
nutritionists and dietitians 
to help deal with nausea, lo.ss 
of appetite, fotigue or mouth 
sores; and physical therapist, 
pain specialist, acupuncturist 
and massage therapist that can 
assist with pain and discom­
fort. 

To find what's available near 
your mother, start by asking 
the doctor, clinic, medical 
center or hospital that will be 
treating her. Larger health care 

or cancer treatment centers 
usually offer a wide variety 
of on-staff support services. 
However, if your mom is being 
treated in a small clinic or she 
lives in a rural area, finding 
help may be more difficult. Yon 
can also visit the American 
Cancer Society Web site at 
www.cancer.org, type in her 
zip code and search for services 
online. 

If you don't find any pro­
grams locally that meets her 
needs, there arc also a growing 
number of Internet support 
services that can be very help­
ful too.

At some point in her cancer 

treatment, your mom may 
decide to Join a study of a 
new therapy. The Coalition of 
Cancer Cooperative Groups

877-227-8451) and the NCI 
(www.cancer.gov/clinicaltrials; 
800-422-6237) are fantastic 
resources for learning about 
and finding clinical trials. 

They also have questions 
you should ask before becom­
ing involved in these medical 
experiments. 

GET FINANCIAL HELP 
If your mom's insurance is 

limited or if she doesn't have 
insurance at all, there are 
financial assistance programs 
that maybe able to help her. 
See www.cancercare.org and 
click on "Get Help" then on 
"Assistance," or call 800-813-
4673 to learn more. The NCI 
also offers financial assistance 
information on their Web 
site at www.cancer.gov/caii-
certopics/support - click on 
"Financial Assistance and 
Other Resources for People 
With Cancer."

Use your network - when faced 
with obstacles, often your best way 
around them is to use your network.

Don't expect employers to hire you 
and put you through an extended 
training and education period.

Seek out the 
training, experience or knowledge 
that you'need to do the job at least at 
an entiy level. You need to be pre­
pared to solve the employer's prob­
lem, not create more problems.

The teach­
ers arc willing to teach you 
beyond what you learn in the 
classroom." 

Along with her school-relat­
ed activities, Manela works as 
a lifeguard, plays the clarinet 
and spends numerous hours a 
week volunteering. 

"My parent* always encour­
aged me to do whatever I 
wanted to do," Manela said. 
"I'm a believer in helping your 
community and the people 
around you. 

"Volunteering is a way peo­
ple can share experiences. It's 
a way to have fun with helping 
someone else, and the smiles 
you get back are great." 

Through her volunteer 
efforts, Manela visits with a 
local girl with special needs 
once a week, and tutors a fifth 
grade boy in reading. 

"When I was younger I had 
dyslexia and I've greatly over­
come that. Now I can't put a 
book down," Manela said. "It's 
been a lot of fun to help some­
one when I know exactly what 
they're going through." 

Manela said the amount of 
opportunities to get involved 
in high school is endless, but 
warns it can be overwhelm­
ing so students should stick to 
whatever makes them happy 

"I like to do a lot of different 
things," Manela said. 'A lot of 
different things interest me, so 
I try everything."

stroke or practice swing, bui also 
includes removing or replacing a club 
in llie ba;;. u.sing a club lo search Ibr a 
ball, leaning on it while waiting to play 
and accidenlally dropping il. Nonnal 
course of play docs not include' 
throwing the cliib in anger, slamming it 
ittio the bag or inlcnlioiially striking 
soniclhing with the club.' ' 

Nonnal course of pl.iy does include 
using a club as a cane while climbing a 
hill, because thai is considered a 
reasonable acl. However, a club lhal 
breaks because the player has a habit of 
lulling the head of the club on ihe 
ground wliilc wajking lo ihe next tee 
has nol been broken in Ihe normal 
c<iur.sc of play and may not be replaced. 

Notice iliat Ihe only lime you can 
replace a club is when il has become 
unfit for play in the normal course of 
pl.iy 11 has become "unfit" if it is 
substantially damaged, e.g.. the shaft is 
dented, bent or broken, or the club head 

has become loose, detached or 
defoniied, or the grip has become 
loose. "I'ou may nol replace club.s just 
because the grips have become wet. If 
the shaft of a player's club has become 
bent in the nonnal course of play, he 
has Ihe right to Iry lo repair it. If in the 
course of bending it back into ils 
original shape, the player snaps the 
shall in pieces, he may replace llic club.

If a player does damage a club other 
than in the nonnal course of play, so 
lhal il is non-confonning or ils pkaying 
charaelcrislics have changed, il may 
not be subsequcnlly used or replaced 
during ihe round.

Such 
is llic unhappy fale of a player who 
misses a short putt, bangs the putter 
head on his shoe bending the neck of, 
Ihe putter, and then taps in the one inch 
pull with the damaged club.
