State Senate balances 2010 budget
with $1.3 billion in reduced spending

e all know that

the 2010 budgets with $1.3
billion in reduced spending,
including many extremely dif-
ficult cuts to programs I have
long supported.

The state will receive
approximately $7 billion
dollars in federal stimulus
funds over 2 three year period
beginning with liscal year
2005/09. A great majoerity of
this money is already restrict-
ed by the federal government.
We have §1.1 billion dollars
of discretionary stimulus
money that was used to bal-
ance the current 2008/0%
budget and over $900 million
for 200/10.

If we don't address our
structural spending problem,
Michigan will eontinue to
have budget deficits.

The budget bills for 2010
are currently in conference
comumittees, comprised of
members from the House
and Senate. The conference
conunittee process allows
the two chambers to work
together to reach an agree-
ment, Importantly, it is the
respansibility of the Governor,
Speaker of the House and
Senate Majority Leader to .
agree to budget “targets”
whicl set the spending limits
of each budget in the confer-
cnee comittee,

T will continue to keep you
informed as lawmakers deal
proactively with both spend-
ing restraint and reductions,

Tam ¢onfident that an
agreement will be reached
that considerably streamlines
state government spending to
bridge the budget gap.

Lively Detroit jazz scene is
not new, library speakers say

Lars Bjorn and Jim Gallert share a
passion for jazz history in Detroil.

“They wanted us 1o tell thelr story,”
Ferndale resident Gallert said of local
jazz musicians. He and Bjorn, an Ann
Artbor resident, began to researel:
Detroil fazz history during the 1970s,
and wrote “Before Motown: A History
of Jazzin Detroit, 192G-1660." The
bavk was published by the University
of Michigan Press in 2001, and
includes photos and interviews with
many jazz musicians.

Bjorn and Gallert came to the Novi
Public Library the evening of June 25
to share their story. Bjorn, a profes-
sor of sociology at the University of
Michigan-Dearborn, and quality con-
tral engineer Gallert, who's done jazz
broadeasting, took turns showing pho-
tos and sharing music with the atten-
tive audience,

The men have acquired from musiclans
more pholos since the book was pub-
lished. They noted the need to gain rousi-
cians'trust to borrow and scan photos.

“The assumption I'm going to use is
that you knew nothing aboul jazz,” said
Bjotn before embarking on his history les-
sotl. He showed a phote of Blind {Arthur)
Blake, a blues singer who performed
“Detroit Bound Blues.”

HEADING NORTH

Blake sang of the experience of many
blacks of that era, migrating to Detroit to
work for Henry Ford, “Alricai: Americans
ended np disproportionately at Ford,” he
said, showing a photo of black men work-
ing at the Rouge plant foundry, the only
job available lo them until Woild War 1T
labor shortages would open up assembly
line wark.

Bjorn spoke of Detroif jazz including
guilar, piano and drums as it became
urbanized. Theze wore also “society
bands” such as the all-black Leroy Smith
Orchestra. Their musie, not really jazz,
was orchestrated for dances like the fox-
trot and started in the teens.

There were a lot of ballroums aleng
Woodward and Jefterson, Bjorn said, as
he played “St. Louis Blues.”

“This is not exactly a swing version of
The Finzel's Arcadia Orchestra was
all-white and didn't do much improvis- -
ing,. Lercy Smith ended up performing in
swanky venues in New York City, with the
1930s marking the start of racially mixed
bands.

Bjorn and Gallert showed a slide of
Hastings Strect in Delroit, on the near
east side, where listeners could hear blues
up through the 1950s. Hastings Strect
is just about gone now as freeways went
through the area.

Detroit has produced many great

blues piano players, including Major “Big

. Maceo” Merriweather. “You can tell he'’s
a fantastic pinno player,” Bjorn said. "I{e
swings like crazy.”

Most musicians before the Motown era
of the 1560s traveled to Chicago or New
York to record, as there weren't recording
studios here.

BIG NAMES, BIG SOUND

Another photo of the Koppin Theater
on Gratiot was part of “Paradise Valley”
where such performers as Bessie Smith
could be beard in the 19205, There were
a ntimber of traveling shows that came
through, and adission was a dime.

Sippie Wallace, horn in Texas, also
performed in Detroit, laler moving onto
gospel alter she beeame convinced other
music was sinful, Wallace had a later sec-
ond career, encouraged hy such musicians
438 Bonnie Raitt.

Gallert said Vernon and Irene Castle
introduced close contact dancing in the
teens, “It suddenly becanie fashionable to
dance” Black musicians performed for the
Castles and other dancers.

Awellknown name in Detroit jazz
was Jean Goldkette, born in Greece and -
educated in Russin, He was a musician
who did well in the dance band business,
including time as music director for the
Detroit Athletic Club.

Woodward and Canfield, show room
for 4,000. “He wants music in that
Lallroor,” Gallert said. The ballroom
remained segregated in the 1920s,

City. A young Dizzy Gillespie showed
up in 41945 photo as the Schubert
Lafayetie Theater here, believed to be
his first solo,

‘The Blue Bird Inr on Tireman was also
popular, with Thad Jones leading the
house baud. His brother, Hank, is still
alive and Bjorn was looking forward to an
interview with him: “He still plays heauti-
fully”

Bebop music was played that night
at the library. A photo of the George
Benson Quintet included Benson, whe
still performs locaily. The Yusef Lateef
Quintet was a high spot of 18505 jazz in
Detroit.,

'BLUES TOWN'

“Detroit’s always been a blues tow,”
Gallert snid. Todd Rhodes, who pet-
formed blues gospel, was a precurser to
Motown.

The Flame Shew Bar at Johin R and
Canfield drew huge crowds as the primary
outlet for black performers in the 1950s,
A photo showed Berry Gordy, Motown
founder, with Billie Holiday at the Flame,
which closed in 1963,

The men closed their talk with asong
from Mary Wells, the first female Motown
performer to hit #t big in the 1960s. It
was created by musicians,’ Gallert said.
"They arc the ones respensible for the
Motown sound.”

When we celebrate the Fourth of July this
weekend with our parades, fireworks and barbe-
cues, we should all take a moment to think about

what is happening in Iran,

During the past couple weeks, the wotld has
been watching in horror as the religious-based
government of [ran has violently cracked down
on its own people in the aftermath of a highly

contesied presidential eleclion.

Agninst seemingly insurmountable obstacles,
hundreds of thousands of Iranians have taken to
the streets to protest what appears Lo have been
a bogus election. For standing up for freedom,
they have been beaten with clubs, arrested and

even shot,

Their actions should be a reminder of the
challenges faced by the American patriots
who braved everything to gain their indepen-
dence from Great Britain during the American

Revolution.

When our forefathers put pen to paper and
signed their names to a document in a way there
waould be no mistaking their intent, they declared
1o King George [11, and all his British subjects,
we are Americans and we are our own masters.
The Declaration of Independence, signed by 56
brave souls on July 4, 1776, was an act of defi-

ance heard round the world.

And like the Iranian government has done
recently, the British crown, with its great mili-
tary, used every means including vielence to try
and quell the uprising.

Qur Canadian neighbor, Hasenfratz, reit-
erated the others statements when she said,
“massive change is required in our schools
both in Canada and the U5, ~ the rest of
the world is not waiting for us o cateh up.”

Change is cften the most talked about
and least acted-upon concept in school
reform today. Most of our schools beljeve
they have changed. The panel's assessment:
You have not seen anything yet.

“There has been a lack of palitical will to
act when we see failure in our schools,” said

ton.

Far too many of our schools are run for
the benefit of adults. We have to change the
focus of our schools from power, control,
polities and adulis to a laser-like focus on
teaching, learning and children.

Noren was forceful in saying, “high
school for far too many of our students is
not serious — we need high national edu-
cational standards, having 50 separate sets
of state standards does not make sense in
this glebal, knowledge economy. We need
2 longer school day and year, increased
compensation for effective teachers and a
minimum of 14 years of basic edueation,”
continued Noren.

RHETORIC HAS NEVER EDUCATED A CHILD

So, there you have it. Radical change is
necessary. Yet Noren was equally blunt
when he concluded that here in Michigan,
the governor's and legislature’s rhetoric has
not been matched with the resources neces-
sary 1o make us internationally competi-
tive. Rhetoric from Michigan's and other
states’ capitols has never educated a single
child, Only highly qualified teachers given
the support and tools required will get the
Jjob done.

Gov. Granholm was equally as blunt in a
session on a “Vision For America” when she
said, “unless we get more of our students
past high school and into college the rest of
the world will eat us for lunch "

Change is required and, as Shelton point-
ed out, it must come even as most slates
hiave fewer resources to invest,

U.5. Secretary of Commerce GaryF.
Locke reinforeed the inextricably tink
between education and the economy when
he said, “Education reform must be part
of our national economic agenda for the
future,”

“Radical reform.” Are we ready to radi-
cally reform our schools? Clearly, there isa
need to do so. The question remains — de
we have the political will to take on the pro-
tectors of the status quo, including parents,
that will resist the necessary changes called
for? According to this group of experts, cur
very future as a nation is dependent en our
success of doing so.

Yet, as we have seen; change is resisted
wnti] it can be resisted no longer. Have
we reached this point in Michigan and
Afmerica?

Examining Rule 20: Lie of ball altered or spot not determinable

By Jeanne Myers

There are twa small sections in
Rule 20 that arc vitally important
but cause most golfers grief. They
dead with replacing a golfer’s ball
when it has been moved and his lie
has been altered or when his balf
has been moved and he doesn't
know exactly where it had been.

Lie of balt altered

[fa golfer's lie has been abtered
in some way and he knows what
the ariginal lic of'his ball was, he
can procesd inthis manner: Except
in a hazard (water or bunker), he
places the ball in the nearest lie
most similar ta the original within
one club-length of'the ariginal lie,
not nearer dlie hole and ot ina

fuzard. For example, if another
player plays your ball, taking aut a
larye divat, he has altered your lic.
You do niat have to place your ball
in that divol. You place it in the
nearest most similar lie within one
club-length of the original Lie. If

this has occurred {n a water hazard,

the procedure is the same, bul you
myst place the ball in the water
hazard, 10 a bunker, if your lie has
been altered, you have to reereale
your original ife and place the ball
in that lic.

For example, your ball and
another player's ball Lic close
together in the bunker. You have a
pericet lic. He asks you to mack
because your ball interferes with
his shot. You mark and lifl your
ball {not cleaning it} and he plays.
He has now blasted a hole where

your ball had been. You getzo
tecreate your lie by raking or
smaothing the sand, and then place
your batlin that le.

Singe 2008, a player receives a
penalty for hitting 2 wrang bail out
of & banker ar water hazard.
Therefare, it is now necessary to
lift aball in & bunker or water
hazard to identify it before playing.
1£ the lic of the ball is altered in the
process of lifting to identify the
ball, this Rule applies to the
replacement.

Spot Mot Determinable

[f yourball gets moved, and you
don't know what the original lic
was, Uie procedure is different.
Suppose your bell is driven over by
a goif cart and pops up in the air.

You have no idea exactly where it
had been. Through the green, you
will drop the ball as near as
possible to the spot where it lay,
but you cannot drop it in 2 hazard
or on a putting green, Since yau
don't know the exact spot, you do
your best ta estimate.

The same pracess is followed if
this happens when your ball lies in
@ hazard, except the batl must be
dropped in the hazard. On the
putling green, i you do not know
the exact spat 10 replace your ball,
you will place it as nearas possible
to where it lay, and again you do
your best to estimate that pasition,
An example of this is when your
ball l7es on the pulting green and
anether play¢r plays 10 the green.
His ball hits and moves your ball,
which now has to be replaced.

Suppose you mark your ball on
the green and step aside while
another group plays through. By
mistake one of them removes your
batl-marker.
