Specifically, 
through the Nov i Chapter of Safari Club 
International, T l ie Kiley Foundal ioi i has 
created the "Mich igan Wilderness StudeiIt 
AdveIiturc" program which sends about 80 
boys and gir ls to M UCC's week-long summer 
conservation camp each yeai-. 

l l I e program places an emphasis on sending 
chi ldren to camp who have l i in i tcd outdoor 
experience, l imi ted financial support, and/or 
lack of an active menlor to expose them to out­
door activities. Since the program's inception, 
about 550 chi ldren have spent nearly one week 
in a wilderness setting where they are exposed 
to fishing, canoeing, swinInIing, archery, fire­
arms safety, orienteering, aIid the pure joy of 
being in the outdoors. 

Chi ldren aren't the only beneficiaries of 
Riley's beiievolence. Tlie Ri ley Foundation 
has also provided $70,000 ii i scholarships 
for graduate students seeking doctoral and 
master's degrees in natural resource-related 
fields.

advantage he didn't have. 

"Many times over the years I have heard that 
pa's arc the IIIost importaIlt assets even though 
they are the lowest paid," he sa id .

Senator BInce Pattei-soiI's (R-Canton) 
legislation to I-equiIB tlie licensure of physical 
dieinpist assistants (ITAs) was signed into 
law recently. 

'Ihe new law also instiiutes professional 
development f-equirements for physical 
tlIerapists and F i A s . 

Michigan was one of only four states that 
did not regidate PTAs. 

Of the 46 states tlIat I-egulate P l A s , 38 
require tlIem to be licensed. With the sign­
ing of this legisliition into law, the tideiited 
individuals who chose to be tiviined as ITAs 
can be licensed in Michigiin and stay here to 
offer tlleirsei^^ces. 

"n-iis new law was IIecded to keep dedi­
cated and capable pIxifessionals in our state," 
said PatteI'son.'niis also malvcs cerl.iin that 
[WtieiIts are getting the best care [xissible." 

Because of chaiIges toMedicaIe legtila-
tions, new physical tlierapist assistant gradu­
ates must pass a national exam to piwide 
service to Medicare patients. However, 
new graduates iiIay only take the exam in 
eonjimction witlI a license application. Now, 
witli tiiis new law, all I-ecent and futIire PTAs 
do not have to leave tlIe state to get licenses 
as had happened in the past. TlIese talented 
individuals c m now stay in MichigaII to be 
licensed and to work. 

.Also, die new law will help ensure dial 
payInent is received fmm third party payeI's. 
Some i i is iuMce companies only reimburse 
treahnent provided by a licensed profes­
sional.

A r e there opportunit ies for addit ional 
U.S./China auto all iances in the future? 

Chinese businesses are always on the 
prowl to extend their global reach. In 
mid-Apr i l of this year, without much fan­
fare, Delphi Corp. , itself i n bankruptcy, 
announced tbie sale of its suspeiision and 
brakes businesses to China's newly found­
ed Beij ing West Industries Co. L td . 

Tengzhong Heavy Industr ial Machinery 
Co., L td (Tengzhong) and General Motors 
are i n discussions to sell Hummer to 
Tengzhong, a Sichuan, China-based heavy 
machinery company. G M said it expects . 
the deal i f successful to secure more than 
3,000 U.S. jobs. 

Is i t possible G M w i l l se11 one or more of 
its remain ing auto brands to China? There 
may be benefits for both a Chinese bus i ­
ness and G M al l iance inc lud ing: 

• Creating a n instant Chinese presence 
i n the Un i ted States. 

• Prov id ing G M wi th much-needed capi­
tal to help emerge f rom its mount ing debt. 

• Creating a dist r ibut ion system through 
the existing G M dealerships slated to 
close, which Would help struggling dealers 
(along wi th the U.S. communit ies where 
they operate), many wl1ich w i l l go iInder 
without new product to distribute. 

• A d d i n g a n inexpensive low-end auto to 
the .American m i x o f cars.. 

• Prov id ing much needed research and 

development and technology transfer to 
and f rom Chinese partners. 

• Prov id ing the expertise to the Chinese 
to navigate the costly and tough process of 
meeting safety and emissions standards in 
the U.S. 

• Prov id ing the technical and manage­
ment expert ise that is developing, but 
perhaps not knowledgeable enough in 
existing C h i n a car companies, about U.S. 
culture, government regulations and other 
Byzantine nuances of the U.S. car busi­
ness. 

• A good offense also is a good defense. 
In this competit ive global auto market, 
the correct global partner could block a 
competitor (think Toyota, V W , Honda, 
Hyundai ) f rom doing the same. 

• A bigger piece of the fastest-growing 
auto market i n the world — C h i n a . The 
right al l iance would create a bigger foot­
print in China's exploding global market 
where i t is estimated that only 50 out of a 
thousand people currently own an auto. 

• C h i n a has excess capital and is looking 
for global partners. 

The past 100 years for G M have been 
l ike a rol ler-coaster ride on steroids. I sus­
pect the next 100 days w i l l be l ike a bum­
per car r ide dur ing an earthquake. 

Stay tuned , there are many more steps 
G M must take i n this long journey o f recov­
ery.

How should my business be 
owned? A s a corporation,

ship? If I'm a corporation,

There is no 
one answer to 
that question. 
It depends on 
the type of 
business and 

wlio are the 
owners. Tli is 

topic wi l l be covered in other 
columns; today wi l l just be an 
introduction to some of the 
overalldiffereIIces; ' 

TlIe best way to determine 
what the proper entity for your 
company is to slowly el imi­
nate those types that do not 
fit your business or personal 
goals. Makes it easy when you 
see how the sole proprietor­
ship and general partnership 
operate; these entity types do 
not Insulate you from personal 
liability at a l l . This means you 
and all of your personal assets 
are on the l ine for the debts 
and claims made against your 
business. 

Obviously no one wants 
to be sued, but no one wants 
their personal assets subject 
to the creditors of their busi­
ness if they are sued. A sole

proprietorship is simply one 
person opening a business in 
their own name (or by filing an 
assumed name or d /b /a with 
the county). 

A general partnership is 
Identical to the sole proprietor­
ship except i t requires two or 
more people. Without any dis­
cussion of the tax consequences 
of running a sole proprietor­
ship or general partnership, 
the personal l iabi l i ty is enough 
to push most astute business 
people into either the corporate 
or L L C form. (Note: consider­
ing that the benefits of the 
L L C have almost eliminated 

' the poplularity and benefits 
of the l imi ted partnership in 
M ich igan , I'm going to save 
copy in this discussion). 

So, do you incorporate or 
organize? This depends on 
many non-tax variables. The 
l iabi l i ty protection accorded 
of the owners (members in 
the L L C , shareholders in the 
corporation) is the same. If the 
entity is sued, only the assets 
o f the entity are at risk; none of 

the owners' personal assets are 
at stake. So what then? 

Wai t , there is another l iabi l ­
ity issue that you may not have 
thought about. WlIat happens 
if you or your co-owner is sued 
for something unrelated to the 
business? Maybe a wrongfu l 
death act ion due to an automo­
bile accident. If you own shares 
of stock in I B M , those shares 
could be taken to satisfy the 
judgment . . . so would not your 
shares o f stock in your smal l 
business corporation also be 
subject to forfeiture in this law­
suit? The answer is Y E S . They 
are simply shares of stock in a 
corporation - regardless i f they 
are publ icly traded or closely-
held. Ooooh. 

Now, i f you are a member " 
in a l imi ted liability company, 
however, your membership 
interest is not subject to credi­
tor forfeiture. The M ich igan 
L L C statute provides that judg­
ment creditors (and most other 
creditors) are only entit led to a 
"charging order" against your 
membership interest. Th is is 
s imi lar to a garnishment of

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your wages. In other words, 
your L L C interest cannot be 
taken. I th ink your business' 
co-owners would be happy 
knowing that their "new" 
partner isn't the widow of tile 
person you k i l led in a car acci­
dent. 

What else differentiates the 
L L C from the corporate form? 

The internal structure and 
formalities of these entities 
are different under Michigan 
law. A corporation is a bit more 
formal. It requires officers 
and directors, annual meet­
ings, issiIance of stock certi f i­
cates, meeting minutes and 
actions are through corporate 
resolutions. The sharehold­
ers, officers and directors are 
all bound by the terms of the 
articles of incorporation and 
bylaws. 

'The L L C is run a little less 
formally. Members may (it's 
not required) sign an operating 
agreement and make the day-
to-day business decisions on 
behalf of the L L C . It is possible 
to simplify some of the corpo­
rate formalities through the 
company's by-laws or internal 
agreements to be a little less 
formal, but that is something 
the shareholders (e.g. the own­
ers) need to take active steps to 
accomplish. 

Managing these entity 
types is also a l i tt le different. 
This may not seem clear, but 
let me say it this way. If an 
L L C ' s members make all of 
the decisions, having three to 
five members may be toler­
able. How about i f there are 
l5 -30 members making all of 
the decisions? N o w you have a 
lot of people to keep track of, 

don't you. These members may 
elect one or more person to act 
as the manager of the L L C , 
but the members still have 
the ability to act on behalf 
of the L L C in several ways. 
Essentially, any restrictions on 
the members' actions must be 
clearly stated (or formal, s imi­
lar to a corporation). 

With a corporation of three 
to four shareholders, these 
closely-held shareholders 
w i l l most l ikely vote them­
selves into the role of officers 
and directors. N o problems. 
Corporations act through their 
officers and directors. Now, 
if there were 15-30 or lOO-
500,000 shareholders, you'd 
still vote on officers and direc­
tors aIld there wouldn't be any 
problems there either. 

So, it gets down to how 
many chefs you want i n the 
kitchen. 

1 will e.'tplain some of the 
tax differences, benefits and 
detriments of these entity 
types in my next column. As 
a preliminary uIatter, you'l l 
guess wrong i f you think the 
double-tax of the C-corpora-
tion eliminates that vehicle as 
an option for you as a smal l 
business owner,

H o w t o B o o s t Y o u r S o c i a l S e c u r i t y 

Dear Savvy Senior 
1 know that the size of a per­

son's Social Securi ty retirement 
benefit is based on how much 
they earn over their l i fetime. 
But beyond earn ing a higher 
paycheck, wh ich isn't l ikely 
for me, is there anything l can 
do to boost my future Social 
Security benefits? 

Approaching Retirement 

Dear Approaching, 
Most people th ink that there 

isn't much they can do about 
the size of their future Social 
Security retirement checks. 
But that's not true. Tl iere are 
actually several strategies that 
can boost your benefits. Here's 
what you should know. 

WAITING PAYS 
The most common strategy 

people use to increase their 
benefits is to delay tak ing 
them. Whi le workers can start 
collecting their Soc ia l Security 
retirement benefits as early 
as age 62, postponing them to 
ful l retirement age (which is 
66 i f you were born between 
l 943 and 1954), or better yet 
to age 70, can make a b ig dif­
ference. Let's say, for example, 
that you're eligible for $1,000 . 
monthly benefit at age 62. By 
waiting to 66 your monthly 
benefit would increase to 
$1,333. A n d by wai t ing to age 
70, you would boost your ben­

efit a whopping 76 percent to 
$1760. Wait ing beyond age 70 
wi l l not increase your benefits. 

I do, however, want to add 
that if you're strapped for cash 
or in poor health and don't 
expect to live much past your 
mid-70s, you're better off co l -
lectijIg early benefits. See 
www.ssa.gov/estimator to ca l ­
culate your benefits at different 
retirement ages. 

STRATEGIES FOR COUPLES 
In additioIi to delayiiIg ben­

efits, there are two strategies 
that can help married couples 
too. The first one is the " f i le-
and-suspend" strategy. Here's 
an example of how it works: 
Let's say that you are age 66, 
but want to keep working unt i l 
70 to collect a higher benefit. 
Let's also say your wife is a 
nonworking spouse who just 
turned 62 and would l ike to 
start receiving spousal benefits 
on your work record. The prob­
lem is she can't get them- unt i l 
you sign up. So you file for your 
Social Security benefits but 
request an immediate suspen­
sion which allowis your wife to 
c la im spousal benefits, wi thout , 
locking you into a lower pay­
ment for life. Then when you 
do decide to start collecting, by 

age 70, you end the suspension 
and receive a higher benefit for 
delaying. It w i l l also increase 
your wife's survivor benefit. 

Another benefits-boosting 
option few people know about 
Is the "claim now, claim more 
later" strategy. This option 
lets you draw on your spouses 
Social Security benefits (once 
you reach fu l l retirement age), 
while delaying the start of your 
own benefits. Here's how it 
works: Let's say that you and 
your wife are both 66. You're 
stil l working and you'd like to 
delay collecting benefits based 
on your own earnings record 
unti l you're 70. Your wife can 
collect ful l benefits based on 
her work record - and you can 
collect a spousal benefit which 
is hal f of what she gets. TlIen, 
once you reach 70, you stop 
receiving the spousal benefit 
and switch to your own ben­
efit, which w i l l be 32 percent 
higher than the benefit you 
would have collected at your 
ful l retirement age. 

BORROW AND INVEST 
STRATEGY 

This is an option for wealth­
ier retirees w i th other sources 
of income. H o w this works is 
you start collecting early Social 
Security benefits as soon as 
you retire, and you save and 
invest that money. Then at age 

70, you file a withdrawal appli­
cation form 521 at your local 
Social Security office and pay 
back the benefits that you've 
received, wi th no interest or 
adjustment for inflation. Then 
you reapply for Social Security, 
c la iming a larger monthly 
check based on your older age. 
A n d , you keep the profits you 
earned f rom the benefits you 
invested. For more information 
see www.ssa.gov/retire2/with-
drawal.htm. 

FAMILY BOOSTERS 
Hav ing children under age 

19 who are st i l l in high school 
can also boost your benefits. 
Each dependent chi ld is enti­
t led to benefits worth up to 
ha l f of what you're collecting. 
A n d i f any chi ld is younger 
than 16, your spouse can also 
qualify for additional benefits 
as a caregiver.

might deem the boring sliot, is ollen 
the best strategy.

risk and reward o f taking the shot they 
arc considering. 

"1 lliink most people take too much' 
o f a ch.incc where tiicre is no reward 
for taking liic chance," Ponfi l io s.iid. 
"Tiicy turn a potential par or bogey 
into a 7 ,8 or 9.1 alw.ays tell niy 
students, it only takes one good shot 
on a hole to make par. At least give 
yourself that opportunity If you have 
to ciiip out o f the trees, who i.s to say 
that ne.\l shot won't be close to the pin 
and a tap in for par?" 

i lcre are some lips from Portfiiio 
thai address the most common 
dilemmas in which golfers find 
themselves: 
• in ilie rougii, don't hit long clubs that 
have a lot of io l l . Try a 7-iron and 

don't try and iifl the bail. Hi l l ing out 
o f rough successfully requires a special 
shot thai incorporates more o f a 
chopping motion. Take the club up 
steep on the backswing and chop down 
to gel i( out o f long grass. If is a 
downward " V " type of motion. 
• If you are in the trees and arc trying 
to decide if you should chip onto the 
fairway or try and shool through the 
trees or over the trees, most o f the time 
a .short chip to the fairway is the proper 
choice. Trying to hit through or over 
the trees or trying to shool the ball 
through a narrow window between two 
trees wil l get you into more trouble i f 
tlie shot is not executed perfectly. 
• i f you arc trying io decide i f you 
want to lay up or shoot over water, 
look at ihc big picture. Ask yourself. If 
I try and go over the wnlcr, am I going 

Io save myself a shot? i f you are 
confident that you can make the green 
with the eiub you have in your hand, 
and then go for it. But if the choice is 
between laying up and shooting an 8-
iron to the green or going for it and 
possibly going into tiic water or having 
to chip onto liic green, i.iying up is 
probably the better choice 
• When it comes to cutting off dog 
legs, check your confidence ievel. i f 
you arc feeling confident thai you can 
go over or through the trees and it is 
not going io cost you strokes, then 
proceed. But if there is not going to be 
much reward in trying to do that, why 
bother? 
• i f you are in a position where you 
wouid have to hit over a sand trap to 
go for the pin, stop and consider your 
options and decide how good you feel 

about the club that you are using. You 
might feel more comfortable hitting to 
the side of the green so you don't have 
to go over the trap and leaving 
yourself with a longer pull. Players 
assume they should go for llic pin and 
that is not always necessarily so. 

"I think a lot o f times, players go out 
and get in trouble and all of a sudden 
they are trying to hit shots they've 
never tried before or taking big risks 
that they rcaliy don't need to take," 
Porifilio said. ' T ry io think about what 
is going to give you the best 
opportunity for success on a hole."

Kar tush, who special­
izes in neurotology and skul l base surgery, was 
the original founder of the society in 1989 and 
the co-inventor o f one of the most commonly 
used monitoring devices in the world i n which 
nerves are monitored dur ing surgery w i th smal l 
electrodes placed in muscles. He has publ ished 
more than 150 scientific art ides and has lec­
tured around the world. 

"Twenty-five years ago, monitoring the facial 
nerve during tumor surgery to reduce the risk 
of facial palsy was considered a coIitroversial 
'gimmick.' Today, monitoriiIg has become rou­
tinely used in bra in , spine, carotid, thyroid 
and numerous other operations. Paralysis of 
nerves and spine have been avoided in countless 
patients," said Kar tush . 

The A S N M was founded in 1989 to promote 
neurophysiological monitor ing which is now 
used to assess the integrity of the nervous sys­
tem either in the operating room, the intensive 
care uIiit or other acute care settings. 

Kartush is the president of the M ich igan Ear
