protect the sickest individuals,

“We're nrind ful of what

hat if our local newspaper went out of business? What would
we Jose as a communily the day our newspaper dies? If our
local paper dies, could il be resuscitated?

1t hit me watching the Fourth of July parade in downtown
Morthville, I thought Iwould ewjay reading the local newspaper,
the Northville Record, next week to capture the simple joys of a
parade — kids marching, the smiles on young and old faces as the
clown came by, and the salutes from the war veterans of World
War 11, Kerea, Vietnan, and the recent heroes back from fighting
in Iraq and Afghanistan,

Tiut what if our hometown paper ceases to exist?
Ne, [ haven't even heard a rumor Lo this effect
— but given what is happening to the newspaper
business across Lhe county — the thought is not
that {ar-fetched.
We are losing great newspapers and writers
| to budget culs, What makes us believe nur Jocal
g community paper will be immune? This would be
an enormous blow te our colleetive freedom and
our democracy. The great news reporter, Walter
Cronkile, remarked, "Freedom of the press is not
Justimportant te democraey; it is democracy.” We
need to know what is going in oor wetld, nation and state — but
no one covers our hometown like the local paper.

What if the Observer € Eccentric and the Hometown weeklies
go the way of far toe many good newspapers across thecountry
and disappear with the Ialest wave of economic bad news? Sure,
you will still get the Tigers, Lions and Red Wings scores, the latest
problems frem enr State Capitol wnd updales on the most recent
national scandal. You don't need the logal press to be inundated
with the Michael Jackson stories of the warld - unless you want
the “leeal angle.”

Our newspapers and our democtacy are dependent on the our
economy and advertising dollars. Botls ase in a sharp decline. The
reality is that ad revenue is down for newspapers. Advertising
reportedly represetits 75 to 80 percent of most newspaper conpa-
nies’ revenue. It is a sad and unfortunate reality that the cost of our
freedem and knowledge is dependent on the battom line.

No, our world wiil not come to and end if we don't read about
the newest flavor at Guernsey’s Farm Dairy, that the cow had a
new calf st the Farm in Maybury State Park, the Thscan Cafe’s
women's softball team made the playoffs (even though all teams
that sign up make the playoffs), what's happening at Jack's Bacber
shaop, what is playing at the Tipping Point or Marquis Theater,
the father-daughter 8t. Valentine Day's dance will be held at the
Rec Center again this year, or our local schools produce nationally
recognized students while struggling financizlly due to the state’s
eCoOnOmic woes.

This is our hometown community, family, friends, connec-
tions. The true simple pleasures in ife that happen close to home
are what truly matters. It is gocd tosee the news about our local
businesses, and what our hometown mayor, City Council, County
Commission ar Fownship Buard are doing,.

The Detroit News, the Detroft Free Press and the Oakland Press
all do an admirable job atternpting to cover the niultitude of small
communities that make up southeast Michigan. Yet, as hard as
they try, they cannot capture the Jocal culture and makeup, nuanc-
es and the small things that make our tocal communities unigue.

Most pass-thru entities must use the eash
method of aecdunting and must use have a cal-
endar year {eg. 12/3%) as its year, Most C-corps
iy uge the acerual method of accounting and
select a fiscal year forits calendar year.

A C-corp has flexibility inits reporting of
items ofincome and loss, but it alse means
that when dividends are distributed to shave-
lalders, the timirg may be beneficial to both
the corperation and the shareholders (e.g. 9730
year end for the corporation and 12/21 year
end for the shareholders),

As I mentioned in Tast week'scolumn, there
really is no right or wrong answer in selecting
oneentity overanother. It all depends. For
purposes of taxation, partof the *it depends”
includes the owner's personal income tax pic-
ture.

In addition, I should point out that this dis-
cussion o1 taxation is very brief and there are
many exceptions to many ofthe rules. Itis very
importaut that you disenss any business trans-
action or entity selection with your tax profes-
sional, every neat ‘idea’ that you may think of
foryour company .. has probably been tiéd,
tested and extinguished by Congress.
