Moore, 13, agreed tl iat the Youth 
Police Academy comes at a perfect 
t ime in teenagers' lives for many 
reasons. 

For some it helps them as they 
th ink about what they want to do for 
a career, while for others it shows 
them what is right and wrong and 
the punishment that comes from 
making bad decisions. 

"We face tough decisions as teens 
every day and this helps us make the 
right ones," Moore said. "There is no 
way you walk out o f this academy 
not having learned something and 
having it affect your life." 

Moore signed up for the Novi 
Police Department-led academy 
because she wanted lo learn more 
about law enforcement considering 
she wants to one day become a pros­

ecuting attorney. She said the variety 
of what they learned was a major 
help, and she appreciated that the 
officers did not mince words around 
the students. 

"They gave us everything straight 
up," she said. "And the amount of 
information we received, we got to 
see how it ties into our community." 

Th is was Smith's secoiid t ime at 
the academy, and she was amazed by 
how much more she learned. 

"It is never something that gets 
boring," she said. 

The 45 graduates were the most 
in the history of the four-year pro­
gram, which Det. M i ke Wi l son said 
is "refreshing" for himself and the 
other offices involved. 

Dur ing the week-1ong academy, 
students investigated a mock crime 
scene, saw K-9 dogs at work, learned 
about lasers, conducted a traffic stop 
and had classroom time dedicated to 
other areas of law enforcement.

The cal l turned out to be 
legit, and Jeffress was pn his 
way at lunchtime the next 
day to see President Barack 
Obama during a visit to 
Macomb County Community 
College in Warren. The presi­
dent was in town to unveil 
a $ l2 bi l l ion program to 
improve U.S. community col­
leges. 

"I enjoyed them even though 
we sat in the sun four hours," 
said Jeffress of Obama's 
remarks. "It was worth the 
wait." He was about 12 feet 
away and able to take photos 
of the president wi th his cell 
phone. 

"The programs he proposed 
are fine," Jeffress said of the 
community college fund­
ing, pr imari ly f inancial aid 
through Pell grants. Obama 
hopes to boost community 
college graduation rates. The 
U.S. president sees many job 
opportunities requiring two-
year degrees, and hopes to bet­
ter l ink community colleges to 
successful job training. 

Completion rates at 
Schoolcraft depend on the pro­
gram, Jeffress said, w i th nurs­
ing and cul inary arts around 
go percent. 

"We can't really track people 
who come in and take one or 
two courses" and move on, 
he said, noting that's easier 
for four-year universities. 
Schoolcraft has a main cam­
pus on Haggerty in Livonia as 
well as a Garden Ci ty campus, 
and serves a number of west­
ern Wayne communities. 

Wlien students apply to 
Schoolcraft, they get a f l ier 
with job information, such as 
pay and the employInent pic­
ture. 

"We try to give them as 
much information as possible," 
Jeffress said. Obama's speech 
cited his goal by 2020 of the 
U.S. haviIIg the highest pro­
portion of college graduates 
worldwide. 

The community college 
Challenge Fund cites dual 
enrollment with public 
schools, and tutoring to help 
stIIdents graduate, Jeffress 
said. "He wants to concentrate 
on completion rates and I 
think that's great." Employers 
like to see that students were 
able to complete a program. 

The president's plan cal led 
for some $2.5 bi l l ion to 
upgrade and maintain com­
munity college buildings. 

"Always it comes i n handy," 
said Jeffress, citing phone and 
computer systems, as wel l as 
building renovations. "That's 
a continuing problem wi th al l 
the schools." 

Obama cited loans and not 
graiits for facilities. "It doesn't 
bother me either way," Jeffress 
said. "You have to stay current." 

Students site buildings as 
part of their satisfaction wi th 
the school, he said, and expect 
up-to-date facilities. 

"Actually, any money is won­
derful," Jeffress said. "I'll take 
it in a brown bag." 

The president's p lan also 
calls for $500 mi l l ion for 
online learning. Schoolcraft's 
already a leader in that area, 
either No. l or 2 among com­
munity colleges statewide. 
Jeffress hopes to "invest in the 
robustness of that." H e envi­
sions more interactive content, 
beyond that of a PowerPoint 
presentatlon. 

Jeffress said he and col­
leagues have discussed what 
would happen i f the f lu pan­
demic strikes this fall and 
shuts down classrooms. 

"Wha t would happen i f you 
couldn't come to school? You 
have to invest in that," he said, 
adding that online learning 
would be a n asset. 

Jeffress was pleased wi th 
the online learning compo­
nent, c i t ing universities l ike 
Harvard and Yale providing 
free courseware to students. "I 
think the online environment 
is a natural," he said. 

Younger people now use 
Tivitter and YouTlibe, not 
common to Jeffress and his 
generation. "That is the means 
by wh ich young people com­
municate," he said. 

Jeffress was surprised to get 
the ca l l of "We have a ticket 
for you, come pick it up." A s 
an A f r i can American, he was 
addit ional ly excited about 
being i n the audience. 

"It's really the opportunity to 
be there ai id play a little part 
in history," Jeffress said. 

H e noted funding must go 
through Congress and its com­
mittees. Schoolcraft wi l l take 
steps to be ready. "We'll start 
setting up things that make 
our abil i ty to take advantage of 
these funds easier when they 
get here." 

H e recalled when President 
George Bush ST. visited 
Schoolcraft, and the Secret 
Service and other prepara­
tion. "It's always lots and lots 
of excitement. It's really rather 
exhilarating," said Jeffress, 
who found Obama a charis­
matic speaker. Jeffress also 
appreciated seeing other off i­
cials he works with regularly 
on college matters.

Viktorr Dedvukaj is tired of 
credit card companies increas­
ing interchange fees every year 
without negotiation. 

And the franchisee of 7-
Eleven in N o v i and his coun­
terparts across the United 
States hope to help do some­
thing about it. 

About 6,300 7-Eleven stores 
nationwide, including 39 in 
Oakland County, are hosting 
a mil l ion-signature petition 
campaign to ask Congress to 
reform unfair and excessive 
credit card interchange fees. 
Interchange fees are set pri­
vately by credit card compa­
nies and charged to store own­
ers when customers pay with a 
credit card. 

"It is gett ing out of control," 

Dedvukaj said. "We just want a 
chance to negotiate wi th credit 
card companies because ulti­
mately these fees are passed on 
to the customer when we try 
to price our products and have 
to factor in higher interchange 
fees." 

According to a study in 
by the National Association 
of Convenience Stores, an 
average store owner w i l l 
pay almost twice as much in 
transaction fees as they earn 
in profits. Dedvukaj , who 
has been running the store 
for three years, said depend­
ing on how busy the store is, 
interchange fees could average 
about $28,000 a year He said 
It's even worse now wi th so 
many customers usIng credit 
cards for sInall purchases. 

"We just th ink It's t ime to 
try to do something," he said. 

"Every relationship I have wi th 
other business partners I can 
negotiate, but not wi th credit 
card companies." 

The petit ion drive at 
7-Eleven stores wi l l con­
tinue unt i l Aug. 10, and select 
owners w i l l be f lown to 
Washington D.C. to deliver the 
signatures to Congress. 

"We're not asking for a 
bailout, we simply want to 
negotiate in good faith with 
credit card companies in the 
same manner we negotiate 
wi th thousands of our busi­
ness partners," said Darren 
Rebelez, executive vice 
president and chief operating 
officer of 7-Eleven in a press 
release.

Nancy Cassis 
recently sponsored a resolu­
t ion to help ensure Michigan 
receives crit ical transportatioII 
funds. She is imploring the 
governor to coiIvince President 
Obama to graiIt the state a 
two-year waiver from federal 
matching requirements for 
bridge and higlnvay projects. 

"Michigan's economy has 
been especially affected by 
the collapse of the dotnestic 
automobile industry. This has 
impacted the ability of the 
state and local governments to 
afford the required matching 
funds," said Cassis, R-Novi. 
"By waiving the matclliIIg 
requiremeiIt, thousands of 
construction jobs wi l l be cre­
ated. Th is wi l l put people to 
work, help ail ing local govern­
ments and improve our state's 
infrastructure." 

Senate Resolution 70 notes 
that a key provision of the 
Amer ican Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act of 2009 was 
that the federal government 
waived the 20 percent local 
match requirement for the 
funds, which resulted in $875 
mi l l ion for Michigan highway 
and bridge projects. 

Tile Cassis resolution asks 
for a s imi lar waiver for federal-
aided transportation projects 
during the next two years.

A n d judging hy their scores on 
the Michigan Meri t Examinat ion, 
they are living up to them. Juniors 
In Nov i bested county and state 
proficiency averages Iii a l l aca-
deIiIic categories, and iInproved 
scores in three of si.x categories 
since last year. 

"I think the distr ict d id wel l , 
and it's part of our long-range plan 
to increase our college readiness," 
she said, "We really e.xpect our 

kids to learn above and beyond 
cipectations." 

TlIe biggest jump for students 
was iiI math whei'e they improved 
f rom 72 percent proficient in 2008 
to 77perceiIt in20O,9. 

Beets attributes that increase 
to a focused effort by the district 
to get students started in math in 
kindergarten. 

"We are working at the district 
level to get al l students into alge­
bra by eighth grade and we ai'en't 
there yet," she said. "But when that 
happens, our scores are goiIig to 
contiIuIc to iIiciease." 

Other aI-eas of impi'ovcment in 
the distr ict were in science from 
76 percent to 78 percent and wri t ­
ing from 64 percent to 67 percent. 

The only drop was in reading, 
which went from 82 percent lo 79 
percent. 

A c c o r d i n g to the M i c h i g a n 
Depar tment of E d u c a t i o n , 
math and w r i t i n g scores 
increased s tatewide f rom 46 
percent to 4-9 pe rcen t ' and 
f rom 41 percent to 4-4 percent, 
respectively. 

"This is good news for writ­
ing and math scores," said 
state Superintendent o f Public 
Instruction M ike Flanagan iIi a 
press release. "But we sti l l are not 
where we need to be overall, in 
getting al l students to be college-
ready." 

Q f nearby school districts -
Northvil le, South Lyon, Plymouth-

Canton and Brighton - only 
Northvil le posted higher marks 
than Novi . 

The Mich igan Mer i t E.xain is 
given each spring to M ich igan 
juniors. Complet ion of the M M E 
makes tlie student eligible for 
up-fI-ont payments of the $4,000 
Mich igan Promise scholarship, 
which is only for eligible stu­
dents who achieve proficient or 
advance levels in readiiIg, writ­
ing, mathematics, science, and 
social studies. StudeIIts who 
achieve less than a proficient 
score must wait unt i l they f i i i ish 
two years of college to earn their 
entire $4,000 scholarship,

The recent pol i t ical shenanigans in 
Lans ing to cut education and scholarship 
funding, given the importance o f knowl ­
edge and talent i n the global economy, is 
the 2lst equivalent of a farmer eat ing his 
seed corn . Knowledge and talent are the 
commodity that matter so we can move 
our economy forward. 

We must strive to make Michigan's pub­
l ic and tax policies attractive to create an 
environment where M ich igan can become 
the ferti le ground for innovat ion, creativ­
ity and change.

Un l i ke the appari­
tions that haunted Ebenezer 
Scrooge, these tasks do not 
float around the organizational 
setting wait ing for clar i fy ing 
moment in Whi(;h to appear, 
but descend on the desks of 
those who are left behind to 
watch their worWoad morph

into something that only a 
comic book Il lustrator could 
appreciate. 

The 'Yes' answer to the first 
part of the quest ion is best 
understood when examined 
after the survivor gui l t has 
waned and those feelings of 
being overwhelmed are con­
firmed by the fact that you 
are overwhelmed. A n y objec­
tive measure of productivity 
is replaced by an urgent to 
need to multi-task, multiple 
times across mult iple t ime 
zones while chasing the tai l 
of an unrealized outcome. 
More tasks are compacted to 
the overwhelmed equation 
unti l it becomes a giant snow­
bal l caught i n a n avalanche 
headed right for your cubicle. 
The exhaustion is the result 
of working longer, not work­
ing harder. Wh i l e productiv­
ity, quality, and efficiency are 
st i l l performance measures, it 
becomes dif f icult to achieve 
those outcomes when you have 
inherited the tasks that were 
once distributed among three 
employees. This, increasingly 
normal blend of mega-tasks 
and maximum stress provides 
an opportune moment in 
which to reshape the process 
hefore you are snowed under. 

Pu l l all of the tasks out o f 
the closet: Imagine al l of your 
work tasks as items you'd l ike 
to sell on Ebay. I f a n item no 
longer has value to the orga­
nizat ion, then th row it on a 
wheel barrel and hau l i t to 
the nearest Ebay outlet. Some 
tasks were never meant to have 
a long shelf life. 

Pr ior i t ize the urgent tasks: 
Keep i n m ind that your 
direct supervisor th inks that 
all of your tasks are urgent. 
Consequently, the tendency is 
to believe that al l urgent tasks 
can be completed simultane­
ously A n over abundance of 
incomplete tasks should be a 
catalyst for a conversation with 
someone about what const i ­
tutes urgent. 

Put i t away unt i l it's missed: 
Organizations are self-
archiving museums i n which 
every task is preserved for his­
torical retrieval. It is the direct 
result o f the 'You never know' 
philosophy of cl inging to some­
thing that is a size too sma l l 
and tattered beyond repair. If 
no one asks about it, then it is 
no longer urgent. 

The real challenge to stay­
ing afloat is to not be weighed 
down by the pressure o f too 
many urgeilt tasks. I t i s not 
enough to say, 'That's just the 
way it,1s!':WIthout a s k i n g - J s ? 
that the wayyou w a n t i t t o 
be?' Sometimes it's not the big-
things that get iiIXhe way o f 
being highly productive, but 
the I.OOl litt le things that con­
gregate around the cube and 
get i n the way of the tasks that 
really need to be accomplished.

COBRA 

If you worked for a company 
that had 20 or more employees, 
you can stay with your com­
pany insurance plan for up to 18 
moIItlIs under a federal law called 
COBRA. And now, tlIanks to the

new economic-stimulus law, it's 
a IIIuch moI-e affordable option. 
If you weixi involuntarily terIni-
nated between Sept. l , 2008, and 
Dec. 3l, 2009 the govemInent 
will now subsidize 65 percent of 
ymr COBRA costs (you pay the 
otlIer 35 perceIit) for up to niIIe 
montlIs. if, however, tlie company 
you worked for had fewer tlIan 20 
employees, i'ou may still be able to 
get coiitivwed coverage tlII-ough 
your company i f your state has 
"Mini-COBRA" (39 states offer it). 

Andifyoudodecidetogo 
w t h COBRA, once it expires, 
you'll be happy to know that 
you become eligible for HIP.AA 
(Health Insurance Portability aiId 
Accountability Act), which gives 
you the right to buy an individilal 
health insuiance policy from a 
piivate insuI-er tliat caIi't exclude 

or limit coverage for pre-existing 
medical conditions. CVou'U need 
to purchase a policy witllin 63 
days of )'0ur C O B R A expiring 
to take advantage of HIP.AA.) 
To leai-n more, contact the U.S. 
Departinent of Labor's Employee 
Benefits Security AdiiIinistration 
at 866-4-44-3272 or visit www. 
dol.gov/ebsa/cobra.html. 

Individual Pol ic ies 

Buying an individual health 
insurance policy is another option 
to consider, but keep in mind tliat 
in most cases, costs are based 
on the applicant's health history 
and can be very expensive. Any 
preexisting condition such as 
heart disease, diabetes, cancer, 
etc., can chustically increase your 
premiums or can nix your clIances 
of being accepted at sdl. To search 
for policy options and costs in the

8860. If you iieed some additional 
help, contact a licensed indepen­
dent insurance agent in your state.

If you're in need of temporary 
health coverage (one to 12 months) 
a short-term health insurance 
policy is another low-cost option 
to look into.

Hlgh-Risk Pools 

If you can't purchase an mdi-
vidual health policy because of 
a preexistmg medical condition, 
you may still be able to get cover­
age through a high-risk pool. This 
type of coverage is available in 34 
states, but it's more expensive with 
premiums costing about I.5 times 
the cost of private insiirance. To

Hea l th Sav ings Accoun ts 

If you're relatively healthy and 
don't spend a lot on medical care, 
another affordable option is a 
health savmgs account (HSA). 
How it works is you purchase a 
1iigh-deductible flow-premium) 
health plan with a deductible of 
at least $l,150 for an individual 
or $2,300 for a family Then you 
open a H S A (see www.hsairisIder. 
com), wWch is a tax-sheltered 
savings account, sipular to an 
I R . ^ that you can withdraw from 
anytime, tax-free to pay for Inedi-
cal expenses, and whatever money 
you don't use rolls over firom year-
to-year. A n d once you hit age 65, 
you can spend the money on any-
tl i ing you want. 

For 2009, the contribution 
l imit is $3,000 for individuals 
or $5,950 for families, and if 

you're 55 and older, you can make 
an additional $1,000 catcli-up 
contribution. Once you turn 65, 
you can no longer conttibute. For 
more inibrmatioII, visit Tteasuiy.

Hospitals i n Mich igan, 
Washington and 
Massachusetts are partici­
pating in the S T A A R proj­
ect and Michigan's efforts 
are being coordinated by 
M P R O (Michigan's Quality 
Improvement Organization) 
and the M ich igan Health & 
Hospital Associat ion ( M H A ) 
Keystone Center for Patient 
Safety & Quali ty. Technical 
assistance is be ing pro­
vided by the Insti tute for 
Healthcare Improvement 
(IHI), whose efforts are sup­
ported by a-grant from The 
Commonwealth Fund . 

Specifically, the project 
aims to reduce avoidable 

rehospitalizations by improv­
ing patient care transitions 
(the process of moving a 
patient from the hospital set--
ting to home care or another 
health care setting) through 
enhanced patient communi ­
cation and t imely follow-ups 
after hospital discharge. 

"The collaboration is 
unique in its community-wide 
approach to find solutions to 
improve patient care and safe­
ty across all health settings," 
said MPRO President & Chief 
Executive Officer, Robert 
Yellan. "This project is about 
removing silos of care so that 
differeIlt types o f faci l i t ies and 
practitioiiers communicate 
effectively and work together 
with patients and their fami­
lies to ensure treatment, fol­
low-up visits, and appropriate 

managemellt of care." 
"Michigan hospitals realize 

that the recovery process has 
only just begun when patients 
leave our facilities and return 
to their lives," said M H A 
President Spencer Johnson. 
"How patients transition from 
hospital care to their home or 
long-term-care facilities is key 
to the effectiveness of their 
treatment. By identifying and 
working to reduce avoidable 
rehospitalizations, Mich igan 
hospitals wil l benefit not only 
our patients and communif ies, 
but other states w i l l be ahle to 
learn f rom this initiative." 

The criteria used to select 
the participating hospitals 
was based on regional rep­
resentation; representation 
by rural /urban, teaching/ 
nonteaching; cri t ical access 

hospitals; ethnic diversity in 
hospital service area; repre­
sentation by independeiit and 
system hospitals; wil l ingness 
to recruit post-acute care 
partners (long-term care, 
home health, etc.); and w i l l ­
ingness and capacity to collect 
data. 

The pi lot project hospitals 
have pledged to commit s ig­
ni f icant staff time, resources 
and leadership at all levels of 
their organization to reduce 
avoidable rehospitalizations. 
Each hospital w i l l focus on 
achieving: 

• enhanced assessment of 
post-discharge needs 

• enhanced teaching and 
learning for patients by the 
acute-care team 

• enhanced communication 
at discharge between the hos-
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p i ta l and the provider assum­
ing care for the patient 

• t imely follow-up after hos­
pi ta l discharge 

In addit ion, hospitals w i l l 
f o rm transit ion teams who 
w i l l develop processes to 
reduce hospital readmissions. 
Transi t ion teams Wil l be com­
pr ised of part icipating hospi­
tals and representatives f rom 
other health care settings, as 
wel l as community groups, 
pafients and caregivers. 

A s the multi-year project 
moves forward, other hos­
pitals and other health care 
systems w i l l be invited to par­
ticipate.

C l a r i f y i n g t h e r u l e o f a p r o v i s i o n a l b a l l 

By Jeanne Myers 

i suspect every golfer who has ever 
played the game at one time in tiicir 
golfing life lias proceeded iiicorrcctiy 

• when he or slic cannot find their bali. 
Wc all Icnow the correct procedure 
and the penalty for a lost ball. The 
player must take a stroke penalty and 
rciiim to the spot from which he last 
hit a sliol and hit again. We call it 
"stroke and distance." 

You know ail tlie excuses — "i'li 
just drop here and add a stroke to 
save time," or "Somebody coming 
down the other fairway must have 
picked it up," or "I don't want to walk 
all the w,iy back there." 

if there has been virtuaf certainty 
that the baii lias been moved by an 
outside agency, the player is ciitiiicd 
to drop on the spot from which it was 
moved. However, in tiie absence of 
that virtuai certainty, the piaycr is 
required to take Ihc stroke and 
distance penalty, if he or she drops 

and plays from the spot from which 
they "Ihink" their baii was moved by 
an outside agency (without virtual 
certainty), they have played from a 
wrong place. In match piay, the 
piayer just lost the hole. In stroke 
play, the piaycr must add one stroke 
penalty for the lost baii, two strokes 
for piaying from a wrong place and 
they must go back to where llicy iiit 
their last shot and conect Ihc mi.stakc 
orbedisqiialiticd. 

That is the most severe penally in 
golfand this is probably tiic most 
abused rule in golf! if aii players 
wouid just piay a provisionai ball 
wiien they think their baii iniglil be 
lost, this kind of situation din be 
avoided. But don't forget to announce 
that you are piaying a provisional, 
because if you do not announce it, 
then the bail you play is not a 
provisional, but is the ball in play 
under peniiity of stroke and distance. 
"I'm going to rcioad," or "That might 
be out of here," or "That's in the next 

zip code" do not constitute 
announcing! A piayer rcaily has only 
two options in announcing. Since 1 
have never heard a piaycr say, "I am 
proceeding under Rule 27-2a," whicii 
is the first option, i believe we arc aii 
stuck with actuaiiy saying the word 
"provisionai." 

A piayer may play any number of 
shots with the provisionai, untii he 
reaches tlic place where the 
provisionai bali is iikciy to be. if he 
plays a shot with the provisionai baii 
from the piace where the originai baii 
is iikely to be or from a place nearer 
the hole than that place, the 
provisional ball becomes the ball in 
play and the original bail is lost, if the 
provisional baii thus becomes the bail 
in piay, and then (he original baii is 
found, any further shot played with 
the originai constitutes playing a 
wrong ball. 

Afler playing a provisional, if you 
then find your originai baii and it is in 
bounds, you must abandon your 

provisionai — you do not get to 
choose. Even if the originai baii is in 
a water hazard or unplayable 
(situations that include stroke and 
distance as one of the options), you 
must abandon the provisional. If you 
then select stroke .ind distance as an 
option for the ball that is in the water 
or unplayable, you must take the 
stroke penally and go back to the 
place from which you hit your last 
shot. The provisional ball must be 
picked up. 

Always remember though, that if 
you piay a stellar provisionai, you arc 
under no obligation to took for your 
original bail. Holing out a provisionai 
on a par-3, for a 3, wiii probabiy 
make the best of us biind when 
iooking for the originai or even keep 
us from wandering in theoriginai's 
direction at ail!
