W h e n Sfarting a Business, 
Be Careful to Cons ider 

the Legal Structure 
While Ihe economy evolves and 

many large corporaUons downsize, 
opportunities exist for new start-up 
ventures. When starting a new 
business, the owners may be 
focused on business plans, 
strategic plans, operational Issues 
and the prospects for success. It is 
important to also take the h'me to 
design an appropriate legal 
structure, and to plan for the 
possibility that the venture may not 
be successful. A business lav»yer 
can help with that. 

Issues that should be 
considered fall generally into 
categories of financial issues, roles 
and decision-making, and exit 
strategy. Financial issues Include 
the contribub'ons to be made by the 
owners (money, other property or 
services), and the Income or profit 
to be received. What will happen if 
additional resources become 
necessary? 

Tfie roles of the owners should 
be defined. Some owners may be 
passive investors, whereas others 
may actively wori< in the business. 
The scope of authority and 
responsibilities of each sfiould be 
determined. 

How will decisions be made? 
Will all owners have equal voting 
powef? Certain issues, such as 
day-to-day operational decisions, 
may be within the scope of 
authority of one or more individuals, 
whereas other decisions may be 
subject to vote by all owners. 
Certain issues may be decided 
upon simple majori^ voting, 
whereas other decisions may 
require a "supenriajority" or 
unanimous vote. A list of issues 
should be considered to detemiine 
the appropriate decision-maker and 
the appropriate threshold for a 
decision. 

What events will trigger the 
temiinaiion of an owner's 
employment with or ownership 
interest in the business? Can an 
owner be fifed by the other owners? 
A valuation methodology and 
payment terns must be detemiined. 
Should a covenant not to compete 
apply? Tlie triggering events and 
buy-sell provisions may be different 
for different ownefs and for different 
triggering events. 

These and related questions 
should be considered at the outset 
of a business so a reasonable and 
fair organizational stnicture can be 
designed to deal wtth tiiese Issues 
as tiley arise. Ifa business is 
successful and tiiere are abundant 
piofits to share, ttie ownefs may 
never read their legal documents. If 
the business is not successful, 
however, of an owner falls to fulfill 
expectations, the ownefs will 
examine their legal documents 
carefully to determine tiieir rights, 
and they will be pleased if they 
discover that the documents 
provide a reasonable mechanism to 
pfomptlyiesohffi the issue.

Rather, l suggest that if paid v ia federal 
personal income ta.xes: l) 'Tlie entire cost 
could be saved ofthe bi l l ing, mai l ing, check

federal, state county and municipal and 
the accounting at all of these entities. 2) 
Payment v ia IRS would be at essentially no 
added cost to the IRS and probably even 
savings f rom el iminating administration 
of the wi thhold ing system and health care 
deductions. 3) Payment through the gradu­
ated income tax would tend to put cost 
in rough proport ion to ability to pay and 
avoid a discr iminatory surcharge for the 
wealthy.

A basic plan for the entire health care 
system could be the following: 1) Collect 
funding via IRS personal Income tax. 2) 
Fund insurance companies by competi­
tively bid contracts. 3) Fund providers as at 
present. (They bi l l insurance companies.) 4) 
Improve efficiency by standardizing forms 
and procedures. 5) Introduce an option of 
negotiating for fi.xed periodic payments 
instead of b i l l ing every fee for service. 6) 
Let patients choose their providers. 

A universal federal personal income tax 
funded system could save federal and state 
governments the expenses of separate sub­
sidy programs for the poor (Medicaid), ch i l ­
dren (SCRIPS) a s ' \ M l as health' insi i rai ice' 
expenses for its employees. That could help 
budgets and taxes.

reports a th i rd of the state's

These 
finding are based on 675 state 
kindergarten teachers who 
completed an onl ine survey 
about how wel l students are 
prepared for learning. 

State leaders know how to fix 
this problem. The question is 
— wil l they? 

Investing in high-quali ty 
preschool is one of the best 

investments 
we can make 
as a state and 
nation, says a 
Nobel Pr ize-
w inn ing econo­
mist. 

James 
Heckman, no 
bleeding heart 
educator or 

chi ld advocate, but a 2000 
Nobel Laureate in economics, 
predicts a g r im picture for the 
United States unless we begin 
investing in our youngest ch i l ­
dren. 

In his research paper, "The 
Productivi ty Argument for 
Investing i n Young Chi ldren," 
he argues: "Over 20 percent 
of U.S. workers are function­
al ly i l l i terate and enumerate, a 
much higher percentage than 
leading European countries: 

" O n productivity grounds, 
i t makes sound business sense 
to invest in young chi ldren.

especially from disadvantaged 
environments." 

Heckman's research demon­
strates that children who partici­
pate in high-quality preschool 
programs "experience increased 
achievement test scores and high 
school graduation and decreased 
grade retention, time in special 
education, or experience with 
crime and delinquency." 

Further, medical brain 
research has been clear for a 
number of years that nearly 85 
percent of the human brain's 
capacity is developed in the first 
five years of life. 

Seems to me we should be l is­
tening to brain researchers and 
Nobel Prize-winning economists 
that tell us to invest in our kids. 

As Michigan superintendent of 
schools, I proposed i n November 
2002 the following: 

"Every 4-year-old in Michigan 
shall be offered a high-quality 
prekindergarten learning oppor­
tunity by the 2006 school year. 
This voluntary early childhood 
development and educational 
program shall be established 
according to nationally recog­
nized, high-quality standards. It 
shall be provided at no additional 
charge to all Michigan 4-year-
olds without reducing funding 
for existing education, health and 
child deve1opment programs." 

However, due to other p r i ­
orities, and the economic w i i i i i -
pool the state has been facing, 
resources for early childhood 
programs have lieen anemic and. 

in many cases, disappeared. 

FEDS IN TOWN 
TlIe Obama administration 

proposed biidget has set aside 
$20 billion as a down payment 
for states to invest in our young­
est children. Michigan must be 
at the head of the hue for these 
resources. 

The feds were in town recently 
No, not the FBI, but .Arthur J . 
Rolnick, senior vice president and 
director of research of the Federal 
Reserve Bank of Minneapolis. 
Rolnick has also produced 
research that clearly shows the 
economic and societal return on 
investment in providing high-
quality early childhood education. 
"Investing in high-quality educa­
tion for 3- and 4-year-olds yields a 
higher return than any other pub­
lic investment," Rolnick said. 

Rolnick helped create an Eady 
Childhood Scholarship Program 
in Minneapolis and is hoping to 
bring the successful initiative to 
Michigan. The Eariy Childhood 
Scholarship Progrjtm consists of 
three basic elements; parental 
mentoring, scholarships for low-
income families to pay for high-
quahty early childhood education 
for 3 - and 4-year olds; and a qual-
ity-ratiIlg system to provide par­
ents with information on quality 
eaily childhood programs. 

Itohiick and his colleagues have 
helped mobilize the Michigan 
business community, United 
Way, Wayne State University, 
key legislatois, Visit ing Nursmg 

Association, Beaumont Hospital, 
the governor's office and 
Michigan foundation leaders to 
form the nucleus of a leadership 
team to tap federal and other 
resources for ouryoungest citi­
zens. 

BRAIN BANK 
If MichigaiI is going to com­

pete in the hypercompetitive, d is-
niptive, transforinational, global 
economy, we must invest in our 
human talent from tlie cradle to 
the grave. A child and society, 
without a solid educational foun­
dation on which to bui ld, is the 
equivalent of building a deck of 
cards on a pile of sand. A lack of 
public investment in our human 
capital is not a winning strategy 
for the 2lst century talent-driven 
knowledge economy. 

Our goal must be to make 
Michigan the talent bank of the 
world. Investing in our youngest 
children wil l get us closer to this 
goal and wil l have a po.sitive pay­
off for our collective future. 

Don't take my word for it — 
ask a brain researcher or a Nobel 
Prize-winning economist.

a person acting in a posi t ion of trust. 
A n attorney is the 
fiduciary to his or her 
client. Accountants 
are f iduciar ies to their 
clients. Th is concept 
of " trusted advisers" 
is, however, much 
broader than "pro­
fessionals" act i i lg as 
fiduciaries. 

In i ts rawest form, a 
fiduciary must adhere 

to the highest standards of honesty, 
integrity, ethics and, beyond a l l 
else, act ing in the best interests of 
the person for whom th is trustee is 
charged. As tempting as it may be, 
a f iduciary cannot act i n his or her 
interests — unfortunately you'd think 
this were the norm w i th the many 
Ponzi schemes dominat ing the news 
headlines recently. Th is is why whom 
you p ick as your trusted advisors is so 
cr i t ica l . 

M a n y fiduciaries we just don't have 
much ind iv idua l choice In selecting. 
For example. President O b a m a is 
the fiduciary of the Un i ted States of 
Amer i ca . Fr i tz Henderson Is the C E O 
of Genera l Motors. So many have a 
voice i n these matters that we may 
feel as i f our vote is irrelevant. The 
concept is s t i l l the same, these people 
are i n posit ions of trust and must 
act as the trusted adviser for their 
charges, e.g. the people o f the U.S., 
the shareholders of G . M . 

So who are the people that you 
surround yourself w i th i n your daily 
l iving? Your attorney, tax adviser, 
financial planner, insurance agent, 
banker your patient advocate, 
power o f attorney, trustee, personal 
representative or executor. A l l o f 
these folks are your t rusted advisers 
or fiduciaries. Are they the best peo­
ple for you? Where iid you f i nd these 
f iduciaries? O n the Internet? The 
phone book? A neighbor or f r iend 

Have you ever hired or nominated a 
fiduciary before? Believe me, there's 
never a magical answer as to who is 
a good trusted adviser. I say the only 
guaranteed person that will always act 
in your best interests - usually - is 
yourself. You are the only person that 
Imows what you want and how you 
would act. So you must try to find the 
person (or persons) that wil l act as 
closely or similarly to you. 

recommend them to you? 
Have you ever hired or nominated

Your attorney may understand the 
terms of your w i l l and t rust better 
than anyone on the planet, but does 
your attorney know you better than 
everyone else on the planet? Would 
your attorney know how to conduct 
h i m or herself wi th your chi ldren i f 
you were to die tomorrow? Is your 
accountant the best person to take 
over your business i f you were sud­
denly incapacitated? Or, would some­
one else — completely untrained in 
the law and estate p lann ing — be a in 
a better position? 

Those may sound l ike t r ick ques­
t ions, they're really not. A completely 
inexperienced person that you trust 
is a much better fiduciary for you 
than a highly experienced, trained 
professional that you real ly don't 
know. If you designate your best 
f r iend as your trusted advisor to take 
control of your trust or your busi­
ness, your best fr iend may hire other 
advisers to assist h im or Iler. Most

fiduciaries are needed to do noth­
ing but make " d e c i s i o n s " . . . . and you 
want your fiduciaries to make the 
right decision. 

One tr ick that you may want to 
consider i f you are in the process 
of h i r i ng soIneone is to have some 
checks and balances in the selection 
process. For your estate p lan , name 
two or more people as your decision 
makers (although medica l decisions 
may only be made by one person). O r , 
consider a committee of f iduciaries. 
Maybe designate an independent per ­
son to handle speci f ic decisions only. 

So what happens when your trust­
ed adviser betrays your trust? What 
can you do? If there are f inancia l 
consequences, you could sue h im or 
her for "breaching" their f iduciary 
duties. Maybe the breach was so bad 
that a suit for f raud or misrepresen­
tation is appropriate (e.g. Bernard 
Madof f ) . If the betrayal is relatively 
harmless, f i r ing or replacing your 
f iduciary is always something you 
can do. 

What I try to emphasize to stu­
dents is simple. I f a t rusted adviser 
cannot be completely trusted, then 
they should never be appointed in the 
f irst place. Or that person should be 
immediately replaced. The hal lmark 
of any relationship is trust; without 
trust, the relationship is not true. 
F ind those qualit ies in your fiducia­
ries and you should be off to a good 
start.

Where has the sumIner gone? 
Fal l (yes, fall) sports practices have 
begun and along with them, the nag­
ging injuries that can drag on for the 
entire season. Most of these injuries 
are avoidable by sticking to smart 
training and conditioning regimens. 

We are already seeiiIg the stress frac-
tiIres roll into tlie office as cross couiitry 
ramps up. Nowhere is the impoitance 
of gI-adual progression in conditioning 
more piianoiinccd tlian the stress frac­
ture. "TlIese injuries, as the name implies, 
are the response of normal bone to 
greater than nomial stress—brcakdowm 
of the hone occurs which results in pain 
unless llIe stress is removed. 

TlIe key in prevention is to redefine 
what the body considers to be normal 

stress—essentially slowly buildiIIg up 
the duration and distance of running. 
Imagine your out-of-town relative 
who caiI't believe how big your kids 
are getting while to you, die changes 
in your children are imperceptible. 
The same applies to the body with 
exerc ise- i f you gradually increase 
the intensity, the body does Ilot 
perceive much change in intensity 
whereas i f the intensity is quickly 
increased, the body is shocked and 
the result is often IIijury. The key to 
prevention is to start low and prog­
ress slow. Footwear is also important, 
but not in the way you may think. The 
only footwear factor that has been 
proven to prevent stress fractures is 
age of the shoe—newer shoes are bet­
ter than old shoes. Price and features 
of footwear had no bearing in a study 

done by the U.S. Mi l i tary, coinci-
dentally where most iIIforInation on 
stress fractures has been acquired. 

Volleyball is notoriously hard on 
the knees and the most common early 
season injury involves knee tendonitis. 
Th is is where the benefits of flexibil ity 
and balanced strength are seen. A 
stif f tendon absorbs shock poorly and 
wi th the repetitive jumping and, Inore 
importantly, landing of volleyball, 
the teIIdons of the knee can quickly 
become irr i tated which can produce 
a chronic, season-loIIg inf lammation. 
Once again, footwear is important to 
aid in tlIe shock absorption but focus­
ing on the flexibil ity of the tendons 
and building strength of the muscles 
around the knee in the preseason is 
the primary way of diminishing stress 
on tlIe tendons. WlIile tendonitis is 

treatable, it often requires a period of 
rest of at least several weeks, the last 
thing any athlete wants during the 
heart of the season. 

Hamst r ing and quad injuries are 
as much a sign of football preseason 
to physicians as 5- l l preseason pre­
dictions are to Lions fans. Both o f f 
season and pre-practice stretching 
is vital to preventiIIg these injuries 
in those sports requiring explosive 
running. Just as important as muscle 
conditioniI ig thougli is proper hydra­
t ion. A fu l l , hydrated inuscle can 
better withstand sudden forces than 
a dry, tense muscle can. Hydrat ion is 
probably the most important factor 
in prevention of these muscle strains 
part icularly in the heat and humid ­
ity of a Mich igan August. The key 
to hydration is the obvious—drink 

water, and the not so obv ious-no 
caffeine, no energy dr inks which dra­
matical ly dehydrate muscles. 

Conditioning for fall spoI-ts ide­
ally doesn't begin the second week in 
August — it should begin in some form 
in early summer. Flexibility and gradu­
al stI-engthening should be emphasized 
along with good hydration habits. 
Proper conditioning can make the d i f 
ference between a w inn ing season and, 
literally, a painfiil one.

No mailer what level of golfer you 
are, chances arc you've made a bad 
shot al some point during a recent 
round — the errant drive, the chip 
(hat falls short of your target, or the 
planned layup shot that goes 
"kciplunk" righl in the middle of the 
water hazard. 

There is no reason that a bad shot -
or even a bad hole - should spoil a 
good round of golf. The trick is 
learning to mentally shake off the 
negative and focus on the positive. 
Keep in mind the bad shot is over, 
done, finished. Now it is time to step 
up lo your ball and make a great shot. 

"1 know that a lot of times, I've 
been able to beat people in the long 
run not because 1 was more talented 
than my opponent but because i had a 

positive attitude," said Randy 
Erekinc, PGA Professional at Great 
0.iks Country Ciub in Rochester. 
"My attitude was better even though 
niy talent was not better. There arc a 
lot of people with less talent who 
produce because of their attitude 
toward golf And that goes right to 
other things in life too." 

Erskine'.s dad taught him from a 
young age to always think of the 
glass half fuli. Growing up, he read 
several books about positive thinking 
and over the years he has applied 
what he learned to his golf game. 

Recently, Great Oaks CC hosted 
the 93rd Michigan Women's Amateur 
and the champion, Britney Hamilton 
(Lake Orion), came from behind to 
get the win. During the final round of 
match play, she was down three holes 
to her opponent at the turn. Hamilton. 

who is also a positive thinker, told 
herself tojust relax and play her 
game on the back nine. 

Her strategy worked well and by 
the lime she got to the 17th tee, she 
only trailed by one. Despite hitting 
her ball in the water, she won the hole 
and then sunk a long putt on 18 to 
win the tournament. 

"After I hit into the water, i thought 
I stiii had a chance," Hamilton said, "i 
thought if i couid hit my next shot 
weil, I had a good chance lo win the 
hole." 

That's the kind of thinking that 
wins championships - and makes golf 
a whole lot more enjoyable. 

Most golfers, Erskine said, have 
expectations that arc much too high. 
No one is ever going to win every 
single tournament that they enter. And 
no one is going to have a great score 

every time they tec oil". So stop being 
so hard on yourselP 

"People have to have realistic 
goals," said Erskine. "Goals are only 
accomplished 25 percent of the lime. 
So you should shoot your handicap 
only 25 percent of the lime. Once you 
realize thai, it helps you to forget 
about the bad shot or the bad hole or 
even the bad round." 

Another thing Erskine often 
reminds his students; you can only 
control your own game and what you 
are doing. No one can control how 
their opponent is going to play. 

"If you play your best and you still 
lose - which has happened to mc 
many, many times - you jusi have to 
shake your opponent's hand and feel 
good about your own game that you 
went out and played as well as you 
could on that day," Erskine said. "If 

you beat yourself up, that is very bad 
for your golf" 

In fact, Erskine will not tolerate 
negative talk from his students. There 
is to be no self-bashing during the 
golf lesson. 

"When iny students start talking in 
a negative fashion, I hold my hand up 
because 1 just don't allow that," 
Erskine said. "It helps them to stay 
positive and it helps me. You get a 
whole lot more accomplished when 
you come into a lesson with a 
positive auitudc." 

"Now sure, you are going to have 
bad times. Everyone does. Ifyou 
know they are coming, it is not as 
hard to accept when it does."

Practice in football must 
begin on August io for al l 
scliools wishing to begin regu­
lar season games the weekend 
of August 27-30. Schools must 
luive l2 days of lii'eseason 
liractice at all levels before 
their Inst game, which may 
not occur before Ki calendar 
d.iys. A l l football schools must 
also conduct at least three 
condit ioning days of practice 
before beginning contact, and 
the conditioning sessions may 
not include any pads. 

In golf and tennis, competi­
tion may comnieiice no earlier 
than after three separate days 
of team pi-actice, and not 
before seven ciilcndar days.
