I'or the first t ime i n lIis 91 
years. Tigers bf-oadcasting 
legend Ernie Harwe l l is bat­
t l ing a serious health concern. 

Harwe l l spent most of last 
week lIospitalized wit l i an 
obstructed bile duct, accord­
ing to Gary Spicer, his friend 
and attorney. Spicer said 
Saturday the obstruction 
was dislodged, Harwel l was 
released I'riday, and he was 
resting at his home in Novi. 

Spicer said Harwe l l iieeded 
addit ional tests and, because 
of doctor's recommendations 
of rest, had canceled appear­
ances and appointITients 
for the next several weeks. 
Spicer declined to reveal 
more details aboiit Harwell's 

health. 
During his 55 years as a 

broadcaster in the major 
leagues and 42 years 
with the Tigers, Harwel l 
missed two games: for his 
brother's funeral in 1968 
and for his induction into 
the Hal l of Fame of (he 
National Sportscasters and 
Sportswriters Association in 
1989. 

Harwell canceled an 
appearance Wednesday in 
Lansing in his role as fit­
ness advocate for Blue Cross 
Blue Shield of Michigan. 
Spicer said it was the first 
time Harwel l had to cancel 
anything in 3l-plus years of 
working with h im . 

Since ret i r ing f rom broad­
casting in 2002 , Harwel l 
has hardly slowed down. He 
writes a weekly column for 
the Free Press, he does his 
work for Blue Cross, and he 
fields countless requests for 
h is time, energy and voice. 
(Spicer said Harwe l l insisted 
on wr i t ing his Free Press 
co lumn for this week and 
next before entering the hos­
pital.) 

Spicer said that v.'hile rest­
ing, Harwel l was looking 
forward to his 68 ih wedding 
anniversary wi th Lu lu on 
Aug .

"I'm scared at times to get 
my mai l , let alone back out 
onto this road," she said. 

Another longtime resident, 
D ick Ornekian, said Inany 
residents are cal l ing the road 
"Meadowbrook Highway," and 
Ornekian is thinking about 
circulating a petition to take to 
the Nov i City Counci l . 

About 50 homes face the 
road between Ten M i le and 
N ine M i le roads and Ornek ian 
said the change makes it 
dangerous for many families, 
especia11y those wi th k ids. 

"I just don't understand the 
reasoning to make traffic go 
faster," he said. "No one is going 
35 mph. Everyone is going 40 
mph and that is not right." 

But city officials involved in 
the decision to raise the speed 
l im i t said the change is indica-

, tive of the speed cars were 
already going. 

According to the Traffic 
Improvement Association, 
speed limits are set based on 
the number of drive openings 
or the 85th percentile speed. 
The 85th percentile speed, 
which was used to determine 
the speed l imit change on 
Meadowbrook, is "the speed 
at, or below which, 85 percent 
of the traffic is moving." 

Br ian Coburn, senior civil 
engineer for the city of Novi , 
said the city decided to con­

duct a study of the speed l im i t 
after being contacted by dr iv ­
ers who said the speed l imi t 
was "artif icial ly low." The 
results from the study showed 
that drivers were currently 
traveling 35 mph when the 
speed l imit was 30 mph, thus 
the increase. 

A follow-up study wi l l be 
completed by early September 
to determine i f the change was 
successful. 

A s far as the concern about 
the increased speed l imit mak­
ing people drive even faster, 
Coburn said that is not always 
the case. 

"People drive the speed they 
are comfortable at regardless 
of the posted l imit," he said.

a state and nation, so says a 
Nobel Prize-winning econo­
mist. 

D L James Heckman, no 
bleeding heart educator or ch i ld 
advocate, but a 2000 Nobel 
Laureate in economics, predicts 
a g r im picture for the U.S., 
unless begin investing i n our 
youngest d i i id ren. 

In his research paper, "The 
Productivity Argument for 
l i iVesting in Young Chi ldren," 
he argues: "Over 20 percent 
of U.S. workers are fVinction-
ally ill iterate and enumerate, a 
much higher percentage than 
leading European countries." 
"On productivity grounds, i t 
makes sound business sense to 
invest in young children, espe­
cial ly from disadvantaged env i -
ronments." 

Heckman's research dem­
onstrates that chi ldren who 
participate in high qual i ty 
preschool programs "experi­
ence increased achievement test 
scores and high school gradua­
t ion and decreased grade reten­
t ion, time in special education, 
or experience with cr i i i ie and 
delinquency." 

Further, medical b ra in 
research has been clear for a 
number of years that nearly 85 
percent of the human brain's 
capacity is developed i n the 
first five years of life. Seems to 
me, we should be Ustening to 
bra in researchers and Nobel 
Pr ize winning economist that 
tell us to invest in our k ids. 

A s state superintendent of 
schools l proposed i n November 
2002 the following: 

"Every 4-year-old in 
Mich igan shall be offered a 
h igh quality pre-kindergarten 
learn ing opportunity by the 
2006 school year. Th is volun­
tary early childhood develop­
ment and educational program 
slial1 be established according 
to nationa11y recognized, l i i gh 
qua11ty standards. It shal l 
be provided at no addit ional 
charge to a11 Mich igan 4-year-
olds Without reducitig fund ing 
for exist ing education, health 
and d i i l d development p ro-
gratns." 

However, due to other pr ior i ­
ties, and the economic Whir l ­
pool the state has been facing, 
resources for early ch i ldhood 
have been ane111ic, and i n many 
cases disappeared. 

THEFEDSAREINTOVVN 
The Obama administration • 

proposed budget has set aside $20 
l)illion dollars as a down payment 
for states to invest in our young­
est children. MiclIigan must be 
at the head of the line for these 
resources. 

The feds were in town recendy, 
no, not die FBI , but Dr. Arthur J . 
Rolnick, senior vice president and 
director of research of the Federal 
Reserve Bank of Miniieapolis. 
Rolnick has also produced 
research that clearly shows the 
economic and societal return 
on investment in providmg li igh 
quality early childhood education. 

"Investing in high-quality 
education for 3- and 4-year-olds 
yields a higher return than any 
other public investment," Rolnick 
said. 

Rolnick helped create an Early 
Childhood Scholarship Program 
in Minneapohs and is hoping to 
bring the successfiIl initiative to 
Mic&gan. TTie Early Childhood 
Scholarship Program consists of 
three basic elements: parental 
mentoring, scholarships for low-
income fkni l ies to pay for high-
quality early childhood education 
for 3 - and 4-year olds, and a qual­
ity-rating system to pIovide par­
ents wi th information on quality 
eaily di i ldhood progiams. 

R o h i c k and Ids colleagues liave 
helped mobilize the Michigan 
business community. United 
Wiy , WajTie State Unwersity, 
key legislators. A c t i n g N u i d n g 
Association, Beaumont Hospital, 
the Governors Office and 
Mk fh^an foundation leadeis to 

form the nucleus o f a leadership 
team to tap federal and other 
resources for our youngest citi­
zens. 

MAKE MlCHlGAN THE BRAIN 
BANK OF THE WORLD 

If M i c h i g a n is go ing to com­
pete i n the hyper-competi t ive, 
d isrupt ive, t ransformat ional , 
g lobal economy, we must 
invest in our h u m a n talent 
f rom the cradle to the grave. 
A ch i l d and society, without 
a so l id educat ional founda­
t ion on wh ich to b u i l d is the 
equivalent of bu i l d i ng a deck 
of cards on a pi le o f sand.

Annuity Seeking A n n 

Dear A n n , 
The k ind o f annuityyou're 

asking about is a "f ixed imme­
diate annuity," which is a 
risk-free retirement tool that's 
become very popular among 
retirees in these financially 
ii i icertain times. Here's what 
you should know. 

GUARANTEED INCOME 
A fi.xcd immediate annu­

ity, also known as an income 
annuity, is l ike a do-it-yourself 
pension that can provide you 
witl i a guaranteed stream of 
income for its long as you live. 

B E L L E TIRE 

SAVVY SENIOR 

H o w it works is you pay an 
insurance company a lump­
sum payment, and the insur­
ance company provides you 
wi th a guaranteed monthly 
check (immediately) for the 
rest of your l i fe or for a spe­
cif ic period o f time, whatever 
you choose. But the bad news 
is that with nlost immediate 
annuities, once you hand over 
your payment to the insurance 
company, you're locked into 
the payment agreement and 
you lose access to your money. 

HOW MUCH 
TlIe amount of monthly 

income you'l l receive f rom 
an immediate annuity wi l l 
depend on your age (the older 
you are the more you'l l get), 
gender (women receive slightly 
less because they tend to live 
longer), the size of your invest­
ment, long-term interest 

D T E E n e r g y 
musfc tltefttre 

rates and any special features 
you choose. For example, 
in exchange for a $lOO,000 
lump-sum payment, a 70-
year-old woman could get 
around $700 every month for 
the rest of her life. 

ANNUITY CHOICES 
Immediate annuities also 

come with a variety payout 
options to meet your specific 
needs and lifestyle. Your choic­
es include the; 

• Single-life annuity; This 
is the most basic option that 
provides fi.xed monthly pay­
ments for the rest of your life, 
but payments stop when you 
die, whether it's tomorrow or 
50 years later. Or, i f this seems 
too risky, you can opt for a 
single-life annuity rider that 
provides payouts or refunds 
to your heirs i f you die early. 
These security options, how­
ever, wil l lower your monthly 
payout. 

• Joint-life annuity: 

Generally purchased by mar­
ried couples, this type of annu­
ity makes payments as long as 
one spouse is alive. In some 
cases this option w i l l pay less 
money afler the death of one 
spouse. A n d because two lives 
are covered instead of one 
(which makes life expectancy 
higher), the monthly payment 
is smaller than a single-life 
annui ty 

* Fi.Ned-period annuity: 
Th is option pays income for a 
specific length of t ime, usu­
ally ranging between 5 and 30 
years. If you d ie early before 
your fixed per iod expires, 
your beneficiary w i l l receive 
your payments unt i l the term 
expires. 

In addition to these basic 
payout options, many insur­
ance companies may offer a 
variety o f other features to 
entice you, but keep in mind 
that more features usually 
means a lower payout. 

INFLATION PROTECTION 
Another concern wi t l i fixed 

annuities is in f la t ion, which 
erodes the value of your pay­
ment over t ime. To protect 
against this you can get an 
annuity with an inf lat ion-
adjusted rider wh ich offers a 
smaller payout in i t ia l ly but 
increases each year. 
' Or, another way to fight 
inflation is to " ladder" annui­
ties by buying addit ional 
fixed-rate annuit ies eVery 
few years. Th is allows you to 
capture higher payments as 
you age, and the interest rates, 
which are low r ight now, may 
rise in future years also giving 
you a higher payout.

To get personalized annu­

i ty quotes visit wwW.imihe- 
diateannuities.com. .Also be 
sure the insurance companies 
you're considering have high 
financial strength ratings. 
Look for a rating of A-i- or 

better by A - M . Best at www.

439-2200. A n d as far as how 
much to invest, most experts 
recommend investing only a 
portion (25 to 50 percent) of 
your retirement savings in an 
immediate annuity, or just 
enough to help cover your 
monthly expenses. 

Savvy T i p : I f you buy an 
immediate annui ty w i th 
an insurance company that 
goes out of business, you can 
count on some protection 
(usually between $100,000 
and $300 ,000 worth of cov­
erage) f rom your state guar­
anty association. See www.

The Uni ted States Patent 
Office is the formally 
recognized institution i n 

which there is a structured 
piocess for protecting an 
individual idea. It Is a legally 
defensible process that is not 
concerned wi th who was the 
first one wi th the idea, but 
who was the first one to fin­
ish filling out the paperwork. 
Every year thousands of ideas 
are wrapped i n this transpar­
ent veil of protection, l t is a 
testament to those individuals 
who have taken the time to 
move an idea out of their head 
and into a formal structure. 
While many o f these ideas 
never see the light of day, there 
is some satisfaction that comes 
from knowing that there is, at 
least, one instance in which 
you have achieved a certain 
level of iIIdividual recognition. 

W CARE OF BUSINESS 

It's the equivalent of sending 
a personally signed 'Job Wel l 
Done' greeting card to your 
home address. Stil l, for many 
others, the process for achiev­
ing individual recognition Is a 
litt le more complicated and far 
more elusive. 

Ideas are In abundance and 
wander the back corridors of 
most organizational settings 
w i th the hope that someone 
w i l l ask them to come for­
ward. What keeps most of 
these ideas in the back shad­
ows is the perception that 
appropriate credit wi l l not be 
given and individual recogni­
t ion wi l l not be forth coming. 
Thus, meaningful, produc­
tive and profitable ideas are 
moved out of the work sett ing 

and stored i n a file labeled 
'This is mine! ' The need for 
indiv idual recognition is not 
a human frailty, but it is the 
point of balance between per­
sonal humi l i ty and egomania 
on the attitude continuum. 
Wl i i le most individuals love 
to share a good idea, and i f 
the idea is implemented, they 
want to share in receiving 
the recognition. How Inany 
times has the creative faucet 
turned off upon finding out 
that an idea you shared has 
been ackIIowledged as hav-
iIIg come from someone else? 
How many opportunities 
have disappeared in front of 
you because you were denied 
credit for something you did? 
There is a time-honored b lur 
between individual recog­
nit ion for 'doing your job ' 
("Wliy would I recognize 
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you for doing something for 
which you are receiving a 
paycheck?") and indiv idual 
recognition for 'making a dif­
ference' ("What else do you 
suggest we do?"). I f al l that 
you do is consistently labeled 
'doing your job', then you have 
to adopt a U.S Patent Off ice 
mindset for protecting your 
ideas and ensuring that, both 
credit and recognit ion, is 
r ightfully acknowledged. 

TIIere have been a number 
of successful individuals who 
have stated that they have 
always kept a dai ly journal 
that highl ighted their work­
day. In the midst of several 
mundane activities, there was 
always an idea that was worth 
capturing and saving for a 
later t ime. This k ind of per­
sonal record made it easier to 
track an idea back to its source 

and the conte.\t in which i t 
was stated. M a n y others have 
found that carry ing a pocket 
recorder has kept many an 
idea from disappearing into 
a wasteland of tasks. Wri t ten 
summaries, sent by einail , 
to individuals involved in an 
idea-generation discussion 
are t ime-dated and formally 
recorded wi th in the memory 
ofthe organization and m in i ­
mize the 'I said, he said, she 
said, we said' conversations 
that can shred ideas into use­
less pieces. 

Ideas are the lungs that 
breathe life into an organiza­
t ion. A t a t ime when economic 
recovery is dependent on the 
f low of good ideas, committed 
individuals and purposeful 
organizations, there can be no 
hoarding of contribution due 
to lack of recognition. Global 

competition demands that we 
broaden our approach to rec­
ognizing contr ibut ion. Rely ing 
on the distr ibution of a pay­
check, while important i n the 
current environment, does l it­
tle more than get the job done. 
The next level o f success comes 
from creating a n environment 
in which indiv idual recogni­
tion is highly valued, rewarded 
and given its proper credit.

The Road Commiss ion for 

Oak land County ( R C O C ) 
Board of Ro.id Commissioners 
w i l l conduct a public hear­
i n g on its proposed fiscal 
year 20lO budget at 7:30 p .m. 
on Thursday, A u g . 27 at the 
Oak land County Board of 
Commissioners A u d i t o r i u m , 
1200 N . Telegraph in Pontiac. 

The proposed 2010 bud­
get, at just over $105 mi l l ion , 
includes plans for approxi­
mately .$38.9 mi l l i on worth 
o f road improvement projects 
or work toward future road 
improvement projects. This 
budget represents an increase 
o f $6.9 mi l l ion coinpared to 
the $98.2 mi l l i on 2009 bud­
get adopted in SepteIIIber o f 
last year. 

The 2010 proposed b i I d g e t 
i s larger than the 2 0 0 9 bud­
get p r imar i ly because of the 
$13 mi l l i on R C O C received 
i n federal "s t imulus" funds 
(being used for 13 resurfac­
i n g projects and one gravel-
road-paving project). R C O C 
expects its opera t ing budget, 
funded p r i m a r i l y through 
the agency's share o f state-
col lected fuel tax and vehicle. 

registrat ion fee revenues, 
w i l l decline i n 2010 com­
pared to 2 0 0 9 (these are the 
funds used to p low snow, f i l l 
potholes, grade gravel roads, 
etc.).

"My drives are good but my 
putting is ien-iblc," admits Shaull, 
who just learned lo golf 15 years 
ago through a community education 
class. 

Shaull piaycd Softball for most of 
her life and didn't think about 
picking up golf until a couple of 
women on her Softball team took her 
out on the links. 

"I was a pitcher for a slow-pitch 
team and a woman who was part of 
the Lady Birds golf league kept 
saying 'You could play golf! I know 
you could play!'" said Shaull. "She 
and another player took me out a 
couple of times and 1 was just 
terrible." 

But that didn't stop Shaull from 

joining the Lady Birds four years 
ago. When she started, she was 
bringing up the rear of the C flight 
and now this season she rests in first 
place of Ihe B ftight. She is proof 
that it is never too late to learn 
something new. 

"I love golfbecause when you arc 
on the course that's all that matters," 
she said. "It takes you away from 
stress and things you would rather 
not think about Plus ii gets mc out 
of the house .ind gets me out with 
younger women. Even though some 
of the women I play with have been 
golfing for decades, we can still play 
together and enjoy the round." 

While Chandler laments his loss of 
distance over the years, he believes 
some things do gel better as you 
mature. 

" l watch some of the high school 

girls who play at Sycamore and a 
little girl who weighs about 112 
pounds hits a 9-iron 130 yards and 1 
can tell you 1 couldn't do that on my 
best day!" Chandler said. "Bui 
definitely my course management is 
a lot better tlian it was when I was 
younger." 

Chandler and Schaull both usually 
play twice a week and plan to 
continue playing and perfecting 
their games for a long time to come. 

"Without golf 1 would be lost," 
Chandler said. "I work a couple of 
days a week at Sycamore and i play 
two days a week.
