Novi's Celani offers Luna plan

Greeklown Casino credi-

The plans go ont to credi-
tors Sept. 8 with votes due
back Oct. 8. Interested
partics can object te either
plan by Qct. 13 and the
plan confirmation hear-
ings are to begin Nov. 3
according to the sched-
ule set Thursday by U.5.
Bankruptey Judge Walter
Shapero.

One plan -- offered by the
casino and secured credi-
tar Merrill Lyuch Capital
Corp,, which is {irst in line
for a distribution -- would
put the casino in the lend-
cr's hands.

The other plan, pul forth
by Tom Celani, a Novi busi-
nessman and forner share-
holder in MotorCity Casino,
and hedge fund Plainfield
Asset Management LLC of
Greenwich, Conn., would
preserve some local control,

Either plan weuld put
the current owner, the
Sault Ste. Marie Tribe of
Chippewa Indians, out
of the picture. The tribe
cpened the casino in 2000,

Greektown Casino (iled
for Chapter 11 protection in
May 2008 and owes move
than $777 million to vari-
ous entities.

“The Sault tribe continues
to explere all of its options
including being part of a
plan, and the final deci-

on the best interests of
tribal members given the
circumstances,” said Roger
Martin, the tribe's spokes-
man,

The reason the Lribe
won'L get a picee of the
action post-bankruptey is
that there is so much debt.
The debtors’ plan values
the casine at $5¢06 million,
but the secured lenders are
owed about $766 million.

That doesn't include
about $185 million owed
to bondholders, the 360
million owed to unsecured
creditor Ted Gatzares, a
minorily shareholder in the
casing, ar millions owed to
others, said Chuek Moore,
alurnzround expert for the
casine's estate.

The Luna/Plainficld
plan offers $485 milijon to
creditors, said Salvalore
Barbatano, the attorney for
Celani’s Luna Greektown
LLC. The bulk, or $275
million, would be used to
pay the debtor in posses-
sion financing and the rest
would ga to claims.

“We're canfident if we get
the opportunity to talk this
through with people, they
will recoguize the virtues of
out plan,” Barbatano said,

The casino also will
entertain purchase offers
up to two weeks before the
confirmation hearings. Bids
received carlier this year
were deemed too low to
accept.

boost for Michigan

Novi group says industry is ready to work

Qrie proponent of Michigan's
film-production incentives
snid the state has alarge erop
of trained professionals ceady
to go to work on filming com-
mercials — a §5 billion-a-year
business nationwide, but
which is ineligible to receive a
taxpayer-funded rebate in the
state.

While much of the staies
commereial-production indus-
try has gone by the wayside
with the decline of Detroit's
Big Three antomakers, many
of those whe worked on those
commercials and related
“videa newsletters” remain,
said Mark Adler, director of
the Novi-based Michigan
Production Alliance, a trade
organization for Michigan's
filmmaking industry.

In many cases, Michigan
residents are trained in com-
mercials but not feature films
— two areas that reguire very
different skill sets, Adler said.

Post-production work on
commercials could alsobe dene
in Michigan, he added, while
post-production for features is
normally taken out of state.

*They're there, willing and

alyle to step up to the plate.
They're ready to upgrade and
do mare work,” said Adler, who
warks in Glm himself.

Those in top production,
directing and other positions
on coinmercigls stark in lower
positions and work thezr\my
up to similartep positions oo
feature films, Adler said that
requires haurs on the job to
earn featnre-fitm endorse-
ments on union cards,

Some state legislators said
they were interested in at Jeast
learning imore about commer-
cial production as the debate
aboul whetlier to continue the
film incentive continues.

The incentive provides a
rebate for up to 42 percent of
expenditures spent in the state
by film companies, and is esti-
maled Lo have cost taxpayers
$58 million in its first year on
the books. Some are criticizing
the expenditure at a timewhen
the state faces n huge budget
deficit.

Adler said Michigan's com-
mercial produetion industry
would spike significantly and
create new jobs if commercials
that would ctherwise be shot
in other states are drawn here
through the film incentives.

Producing a commercial

normally takes between one
and five days, yet can be more
lucrative for workets, Adler
added. He said the incentive
program needs 4 combination
of feature films and commer-
cials o be successful.

“More local people would
work on them. It's bringing
more work to Michigan and
keeping it here,” he said. “It's
not just about feature films.”

State Rep, Pete Lund, R-
Shelby Township, recently
stirred the largest reaction in
the state’s filmmaking com-
munity when he proposed
dashing the jncentive program
completely.

Lund has been prepat-
ing bills that would either
eliminate the program or set a
timeline yet to be determined
to phase it out, but said he'd
like to learn more about com-
mercials,

State Rep. Bill Rogers, B-
Genoa Township, was also
interesied in learning more
about commercials, but said
only permanent film-produc-
tion facilities will keep the
film industry in Michigan.

Road budget hearing

The Road Commission for Dakland County
{RCOC) Board of Road Commissioners will
conduct a public hearing on its proposed fis-
cal year 2010 budget at 730 p.an. on Thorsday,
Aug, 27 at the Oakland County Board of
Commissioners Auditorivm, 1200 N. Telegraph
in Pontiac.

The propused 2010 budget, a just over $106
million, includes plans fur approximately $38.9
million worth of read improvement projects er
wotk towird Tuture road improvement projects.
This budgel represents an increase of $6.9 mil-
lion compared 1o the $98.2 million 2004 bud-
get adopted in September of last vear.

The 2020 proposed budgel 1s Jarger than the
2005 hudgel primarily beennse of the $13 mil-
lion RCOC received in federal “stimuolus” funds
(being used for 13 resurlacing projects and one
gravel-road-paving project). RCOC expeels its
operating budgel, linded primazily through the
agency’s share of stale-collected fuel tax and
vehicle registration fee revenues, will decline
in 2010 compared 1o 2008 {(these are the unds
used to plow snow, fill potholes, grade gravel
ronds, ete.). This will be Lhe fourth striight year
ol declining operating revennes, following 10
years it which the revennes were essentizliy fat.

The RCOC fiscal year runs from Cel. 1
through Sept, 30, Finalapprov) of the 2010
budgel will 1ake place in Seplember.

RCOC Bourd Chairman Richard G. Skarritt
will preside over the budgel hearing. During
the hearing. RCOC Managing Director Brent
Bair will provide an analysis of the proposed
budget, the rgeney’s nancial situation and
reductions in slaff and services. Depuly
Managing Director/County Highway Engineer
Dennis Kelar will review (he proposed 2010
Read Improvement Program. The Buard of
Road Connmissioners will then receive ques-
tions or comnients from those in attendance.

Fair compensation issues therefore
tend ta erupt once the parents have
passed away o are nq langer imvalved
inthe business.

Without state
health revamp,
expect cuts at
students’ expense

‘The Michigan Education Asscciation and other
state unjons have banded together to oppose a
hold inftiative from House Speaker Andy Dillon,
D-Redford Township, 1o save money on health
care benefits for state employees,

It's understandable that urion leaders will
hold fast to what they see as their main mission:
Preserve at all costs the compensation packages
for those fortunate enough Lo keep a job on the
state payroll.

Bui what about other leadership in Lansing?
Will they see past the expected self-interest of
employee groups and think about state services
and managing a budget during a time when
the state is undergoing a continued exercise in
downsizing?

Don't count on it.

Dillon, the second-most-powerful Democrat
in state government, took a big risk when he pro-
posed that all slate employees — including public
school teachers — be included in a single insuc-
ance plan. Ostensibly, this would save meney
through streamlining and volume discounts. But
the real savings would ecme in pulling back on
the very generous benefits provided to some state
ciployee groups, particularly the MEA, which is
the state’s largest teachers’ union.

This is a much-needed step as Michigan
schools face draconian funding cuts. But there is
no hearl in the governor's office for such action.

There is nothing new about the idea that public
education is getting sirangled by the escalating
costs of teacher health care and retirement ben-

efits. :

lH'2Ud~£:ITg‘rﬁJWﬂJL¥I‘§,' wlo was then the
state’s superintendent of schools, wrote a posi-
tion paper that clearly warned that school fund-
ing was not sustainable without consclidating
the state’s 750 school distriets and reining in
benefit eosts. He estimated that two-thirds of
cvery new dollar for school funding would be
spent on health care and retirement henefits.

For his candor, he quickly lost his job. The
Michigan Education Association strongly
rebuked him, arguing plainly that the solution
was more funding, not restrained spending. Gov.
Jennifer Granholm jumped to the MEAs com-
mand and successfully foreed him out of his job.

Granholm had no direct power over Watkins,
but she strongly pressured the eight-member
state school board to cut ties with him. She also
issued a statement that said he should go, that
he was aot providing effective leadership for
Michigan students.

‘What’s odd about that is that just a week ear-
lier she had called him a “valued member” of her
leadership team. A scant few months earlier, she
kad given him a glowing evaluation. That was
part of a state board evaluation that graded him
A-minus.

What changed from all that adulation? it
scems clear that he upset the union ard he had
to go. The fzct that he was correct was irrelevant.

Granhelm tried to justify her position by
claiming that Watkins had failed to improve edu-
cation for Michigan youth. Watkins mounted a
pretty convincing argument that she was wrong.
Besides, he said, she never addressed those con-
cerns with him.

That's becaase it was a bogus issue. Since
Watkins left, the state's Jargest public school
system, in Detroit, has fallen into even deeper
chaos. In an interview with a Gannett newspa-
per two years ago, the governor conceded that
Detroits tragic dropout rate was “unacceptable.”
Yet there has been 1o pressure to dump the cur-
rent state superintendent. Of course, he knows
enough to steer clear of the union’s sacred cows.

Mickigan scheols are in a horrible finaneial
situation, and it will only get worse, You will see
the ramifications in vour local schools. Cutting
expenses isn't pretty. But when revenue disap-
pears, there is no choice. Unfortunately, those
cuts will all come at the expense of students,
