Moi'e orange construction bar­
rels w i l l be l in ing the streets o f N o v i 
after the Novi City Counci l approved 
funding for three new road projects 
on Monday. 

The projects, which are being 
funded under an American Recovery 
and Reinvestment A c t grant and 
local cost share agreement wi th 
the Michigan Department of 
Transportation, call for the repaying 
of: 

* Meadowbrook Road from Eight 

Mi le to Nine M i l e Road, 
• Nine Mi le Road from Haggerty 

to Meadowbrook Road, and 
* Nine Mi le Road from Novi to 

Taft Road. 
Rob Hayes, director of public 

services and city engineer, said he 
understands people might be start­
ing to get frustrated wi th all the road 
work i n the area, but it's necessary. 

"There is a lot of short-terIn pain 
for long-term gain," he said. "It is just 
part of being in a city that sees a lot 
of traffic and has a lot going on. The 
corollary would be much worse (if we 
didIl't do the work)." 

These three sections of road were 
chosen based on a rating system the 
city has to evaluate the condition of 
the pavement on city roads. Hayes 
said the roads in question were rated 
in poor to fair condition. 

The city applied for the federal 
money in the spring and were award­
ed $1,008,000 i n graIits toward 
the project. The total cost for all 
the roads wi l l be $1,542,000 wi th 
the city kickiIlg i n the remaining 
$534,000 from its major road fund. 

Originally the project came i n at 
a budgeted cost of $1,156,250, but 
additional work was needed to meet 

select requireInents. 
Hayes said the city d id not have 

anythiIlg planned for federal aid-
fuIided roads for this year unti l the 
grant came through. 

TlIe Meadowbrook Road and 
Nine Mile Road from Haggerty to 
Meadowbrook Road projects are 
expected to be completed this fall 
before the Novi road wideniilg and 
bridge project begins in 2010. TlIe 
final segment of Nine Mi le Road 
needs additioiIal work and wi l l be fin­
ished beginning in the spring of 2010. 
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President Ron Watson 
k n e w the day would come 
when the Motorsports H a l l 
o f Fame of America and 
Museum would be forced to 
find a new location.

It may be the largest jury 
verdict award for a dental 
malpractice lawsuit, but 
Michigan's tort laws prevent 
the $15 million award from 
becoming a reality. 

Farmington Hills attorney 
Robert GittleInan said he is 
"thrilled" by the $15 million 
verdict reached Aug. 27 by an 
Oakland County Circuit Court 
jury because "it sends a strong 
message." 

But the tort laws, he says, 
are "ludicrous rmd unfair." 

Under Michigan's tort 
laws, his client will receive 
$500,000 instead oftheSlS 
million tliejury thought she 
deserves. 

"It's not tort reform, it's 
tort deform," he said. "It's an 
oppressive law that messes up 
the jury (process) because the 
jury speaks, then the judge has 
to (rule) something else." 

Gittleman represented 
Herta Hopton, 6l, of Novi, in 
the jury trial in Circuit Court 
Judge Steven Andrews' court­
room in August. 

Hopton, who was referred to 
board-certified oral surgeon 

Warren Vallerand, in Novi, 
had pain in her lower right jaw 
in 2005. She visited her gen­
eral dentist at that time, and 
again in February 2006 when 
three lower teeth became loose 
in the area of the jaw pain. She 
was referred to a periodontist, 
who recommeIIded the teeth 
be pulled and a bridge be 
inserted. A white lesion in her 
mouth at that time was con­
sidered to be "aspiriiI burn," 
according to court documents. 

The lesion cleared up, but 
another surfaced in May 2006. 
Hopton was then inferred to 
oral surgeon Vallerand for 
lesion evaluation and a pos­
sible biopsy. 

"His differential diag­
nosis was traumatic injury 
from temporary bridge or 
'tongue fussing,'" according to 
Giitleman's sIIInmary "Biopsy 
was not recommended." 

Hopton returned si.x weeks 
later and Vallerand report­
edly found that the lesion was 
slowly healiIIg, but there was 
a new sore spot in the area. 
The visits continued, with 
no biopsy ordered, until the 
lesions became larger and 
more painful in November 
2006. 

The Nov. 27,2006, biopsy 
determined Hopton had stage 
IV cancer 

"He totally misdiagnosed it," 
Gittleman said. "It's absolute 
stiIpidity. It's called supervised 
neglect. She had all these 
appointments, without him 
doing a damn thing." 

Hopton, who is a retired 
Michigan State troopei-, 
underwent eight surgeries, 
chemotherapy, radiation and 
hyperbaric treatments. 

"Statistically, people with 
stage IV cancer liave a 30-
perccnt survival rate for 
five years," Gittleman said. 
"Hopefully, she will be in that 
30 percent." 

Hopton declined to com­
ment. 

Gittleman has specialized in 
dental malpi'actice lawsuits for 
more than 35 years. 

"I've never seen it so blatant, 
froiu a board-certified oral 
surgeon," he said. "He didn't 
just deflate the ball, he threw 
the ball into the sewer A 
simple biopsy would have pre­
vented all of this." 

Vallerand's attorney, Craig 
Neniier, who practices in 
Farmington Hills, said his cli­
ent was not negligent. 

"This was not outrageous," 
he said. "My client monitored 
the white spot four months, 
and it kept getting smaller and 
was totally resolved." 

He said the lesion that was 
eventually biopsied was not 
the original spot and it showed 
up more than two inontlis 
after her last visit to Vallerand. 
He noted that the lesion from 
Hopton's Sept. l l , 2006, visit 
was healed. The cancer diag­
nosis came Nov. 27, 2006. 

Neniier, who claims 
Gittleman is publicizing the 
jury's $15 million verdict 
for his own advancement, 
said the parties agreed on 
$500,000. He e.xplained 
that while the jury may 
have awarded $15 million, 
Michigan's tort reform of 
1996 puts a cap on medical 
malpractice pain and suffer­
ing awards. For 2009, that 
cap is $410,800. Nemiersaid 
they entered into a "high-low" 
agreement, with $500,000 
being the high. 

Gittleman calls the award "a 
reduced payment on the ver­
dict, pursuant to Michigan's 
malpractice caps."

M ichigan law requires 
that a vehicle overtak­
ing or meeting a school 

bus that has stopped and is 
displaying alternately flashing 
red lights shall stop not less 
than 20 feet from the school 
bus. The vehicle may not 
proceed until the school bus 
resumes motion or the visual 
signals are no longer activated. 

Vehicles that are overtaking 
or meeting a school bus that 
is displaying flashing yellow 
lights shall proceed with cau­
tion arou^^m,dr{v|ic.|ij5ijlj6of 
the school OTS.lleiiIeiiibier that 
children are sometimes inat­
tentive and may run into traf­
fic. Therefore, extreme caution 
should be taken when passing 
a school bus. 

Riders 

When approaching or exit­
ing a school bus, care should 
be taken to look both ways for 
traffic. If you must cross in 
front of the school bus to cross 
the road stop in front of the 
bus, look both ways, once traf­
fic is clear proceed across the 
road. 

It is extremely important 
that all of those riding the 
bus immediately obey the 
commands of the bus driver. 
Riders should sit in their seat 
quietly talking with those 
immediately around them.

With the beginning of 
school there is a tremendous 
increase in the number of 
young, inexperienced driv­
ers operating vehicles on the 
roa^Wa^. September is, his-
torica11y, one of the deadliest 
months for vehicle accidents 
involving these drivers. The 
time period in which most 
of these accidents occur is 
from 2-5 p.m. - the end of the 
school day. 

The most important thing 
that young drivers can do to 
decrease the likelihood of an 
accident is to slow down. By 
decreasing your speed you 
allow more reaction time 
which can often prevent an 
accident. 

Next, distractions should be 
severely limited. Passengers, 
radio and cell phones are the 
most common distractions for 
young drivers. The number of 
people in a vehicle should be 
kept to a minimum and the 
radio volume should be turned 
down. Finally, cell phones 

should not be used while the 
vehicle is in operation - this 
includes both talking and tex­
ting. 

All occupants of the vehicle 
should wear seatbelts. The 
driver of the vehicle is respon­
sible for insuring that this is 
done. 

Wall(ing or Riding a Bike 

to School 

where available, side­
walks should always be used. 
Whether walking or riding, 
trafficsignalsandsigns should 
be obeyed. iStreets should be 
crossed at designated areas 
and should be done only after 
it has been checked visually to 
insure there is not traffic. 

The danger does not end 
upon arrival on school prop­
erty. Many times the school 
parking lot is the biggest traf­
fic area encountered. Avoid , 
entering any part of the drive­
way from between vehicles and 
use walkways and sidewalks. 

It is always safer to travel in 
groups. When walking or rid­
ing a bike to school, do so with 
a friend or friends.

Legislation to give more 
schools the tools they need to 
prevent early learning failure 
was approved Sept. 10 by the 
Senate Education Committee. 

Senate Bill 634:, sponsored 
by state Sen. Nancy Cassis, 
would require the Michigan 
Department of Education to 
develop or adopt a model early 
intervention program for chil­
dren in kindergarten through 
third grade. 

The bill also requires that 
the department make the 
program available to school 
districts, intermediate school 
districts (ISDs), and public 
school academies. 

SB 634 builds upon innova­
tive SAVE the Children legis­
lation signed last year. That 
Cassis bill, now Public Act 
582 of 2008, allowed ISDs to 
develop model early interven­
tion programs for their local 
school districts. 

"TlIe SAVE program is docu­
mented to foster early learning 
success, which, in turn leads 
to overall academic excel­
lence," said Cassis, Il-Novi. 

"It is vitally important that 
we impleInent this inodel on 
a statewide level by placing it 
in the school code. My legisla­
tion will ensure the state has 
a model re.idiiy available for 
all schools to utilize. This pro­
gram works, and that is why 
state superintendent Michael 
Flanagan is supportive of it." 

TlIe SAVE program is mod­
eled after the Early Learning 
Success Initiative, a pilot proj­
ect in a Northville elementary 
school that has proven to be 
very effective in preventing 
early learning failure. TlIe pro­
gram also results in significant 
savings to the school districts. 

Early Learning Foundation 
founder, Dr. Bob Sornson, 
testified before the committee 
in support of incorporating 
Cassis' SAVE the Children leg­
islation into the DepartInent 
of Education. Sornson was the 
special education director of 
Northville Public Schools dur­
ing the pilot project. 

"Any serious plan for 
improving student achieve-
IneIlt has to come out of a 

plan to help every student. 
Graduation rates are more 
likely to impIove if you develop 
skills of K-3 students," said 
Sornson. "The Michigan 
Department of Education is 
being asked to develop a com­
prehensive strategy and share 
it with schools. This program 
is not just focused on behavior 
or chronologic skills, but Inaiiy 
skills and behaviors. The alter­
native to working toward this 
goal is to continue where we 
are now." 

Cassis added: "SB 634 will 
give all Michigan teachers the 
tools to identify and address 
the learning needs of their 
students earlier in order avoid 
unnecessary and expensive 
services later Districts can 
keep these savings at the local 
level where they can be direct­
ed baick into the classroom." 

SB 634 now heads to the full 
Senate for consideration.

CityofNovi.org is the city's 
official Web site. It was 
launched lO years ago, and has 
since evolved into a technolog­
ical library full of information 
about every aspect of the city 
- population 53,000. 

Clay Pearson, city manager, 
says Novi invests a lot of time 
and attention on the site to 
ensure it stays functional, easy 
to get around In, and holds 
significant iiiformation. 

"It has a real depth and 
breadth to it," he said. "If 
someone is interested in our 
monthly council meetings they 
can watch them live, and have 
access to meeting agendas. 
Archives of council meetings 
are available too, including 
access to all the materials dis­
cussed." 

Anyone wanting to see how 
Novi is organized can find the 
city's organizational chart at 
the site - click on any depart­

ment to read about what they 
do, and also whom the contact 
person is. 

Pearson says the city utilizes 
the site as one way of remain­
ing transparent and open to 
residents and visitors. 

A second city Website, 
InvestNovi.org, focuses on the 
business community. For resi­
dents, or tliose outside the city, 
comprehensive information is 
available answering the ques­
tion -VnlyNovi? 

Potential businesses caii 
read city ordinances, poli­
cies, ta.x codes, construction 
and zoning requirements, and 
where available property is 
located. 

JnvestNovi.org also features 
Corporate Review, an inter­
view program, and starting 
this October, a spotiight pro­
gram called Business Avenue. 

When city offices are closed, 
the Web site is always acces­
sible; which Pearson calls 
another linique aspect of the 
24/7 sites. Municipal Web 
sites are growing in popular­
ity as they continue providing 
quicker access to needed infor­
mation. 

"It's a time-saver for the city 
to not have as many phone 
calls, even though they are 
always welcomed. Both sites 
provide reliable and current 
information. For instance, 
those used to doing their owii 
research can go find just about 
everything they need to know 
for their specific needs," he 
Said. 

Nova's general budget pays 
for the two Web sites, their 
commiinication fund. 

Pearson said, in order to 
help make the city site more 
interactive, the next frontier 
would include, sometime in 
the next few years, an online 
link to pay property taxes, 
permit applications, water and 
sewer bills. 

Sheryl Walsh, director of 
the city's communication 
department, said tlie city site 
receives over 25,000 visits per 
month. 

The site is updated daily and 
offers a variety of benefits. 
Walsh calls it a very valuable 
communication tool in this 
electronic age. 

"You can order theatre 
tickets from the site, regis­

ter for Parks and Recreation 
activities, find how to receive 
a police report, check local 
traffic, weather, construction 
areas, road closings, commu­
nity events and happenings, 
along with school information 
and sporting events," Walsh 
said 

By clicking on a site button 
called Babblefish, either site 
can be traiislated into another 
language, indudiiig German, 
Chinese, and Japanese to 
name a few. 

The Website conveniently 
provides tax information, zon­
ing maps, city cable T V times, 
and the history of a specific 
property - as well as how much 
the taxes are. 

"The municipal Website 
belongs to the people, not the 
city," Walsh said. "If they're 
lookiIig, or want to become 
involved - this is the place 
to find sonIething, and they 
can even sign lip for elec­
tronic newsletters. We look to 
Improve aiId enhance the site 
as much as possible."

Nothing on this scale 
has been done anywhere in the 
nation."

Teams of runners and bicy­
clists wil1 be racing through­
out the city, stopping at a 
predetermined number of 
businesses.

Eadi team must raise 
a minimiun of $300, and if 
they go beyond $l,000, they'11 
receive a 'fest forward cani' 
allowing them to avoid a pit 
stop.

We will always want our technology toys. It is 
important ui these tough economic times to be able 
to distinguish betweeiis tools iuid toys. We all Iieed to 
make sure tllat we spend oiu' i-esouIx:es buying neces-
saiy tools instead of the sliiiiy toys tlIat catdi our eye.

Most people in positions o f 
power have in m i n d a light ra i l 
system like DeIwer's, which 
features electric trains run­
ning quietly aloilgside freeways 
with ecoIIomic developIneiIt 
clustering ai'oiind the stops. 
That's fine, but it's expensive 
to build light rail , and takes 
a long, long time. Some are 
arguing it ivould be far cheaper 
and quicker to build a "Rol l ing 
Rapid Ti-ansit" (RRT) system 
based on modern, articulated 
buses that look a lot like high­
speed electric trains. 

Advocates for the R R T ver­
sion argue that it provides 
almost exactly the same rel i­
ability, speed and convenience 
as liglIt rail . A n d they say a 
blis-based system would cost 
less than .$1 bil l ion, around 
one quarter the cost of light 
rail. A n d they say it would 
take 6-7 years to build a bus-
based mass traIIsit system, as 
compared with 20-25 years 
for rail. They also argue that a 
bus-based system would also 
produce transit-oriented eco­
nomic developInent around the 
stations. 

Yet supporters of light rai l 
fear that going wi th a bus-
based system now wil l crush 
any possibility of rail in the 
futui-e. 

Tliey may be right, but that 
sounds a lot l ike letting the 
perfect be the enemy of the 
good - which could mean 

nothing would be built. 
Those arguInents may 

seem to be splitting hairs, but 
they're important to a region 
that is suffering. According to 
Hertel, the economic impact 
of mass transit through the 
region would be between $1.5 
and $3 billion. A n d Detroit Is 
the only major metro area i n 
the country lacking a function­
ing mass transit system. 

I f anyone has the back­
ground to know what might 
work, Hertel's the IIian. He has 
an extraordinary resume of 
varied successes over a 40-year 
career. He's been chairInan of„. 
tvvd'different"^aIity boards??-"" 
( Including Macomb) a state -; 
senator, boss ofthe Mich igan 
State Fair and a professor. A n d 
he's a noted breeder of fine 
Percheron draft horses. 

It w i l l take a guy wi th as 
IiIaiIy varied talents as Her te l 
to finally sort out the poli­
tics, economics ;ind clashing 
egos that go iiIto Inaking uo a 
regional mass transit systeIiI.

A n d it is relevant today as it was the day it was 
drafted. It deals with fundamental rights and 
issues so skillfully that it is stil l is fresh and mean­
ingful. 

Few, i f any, other national constitutions in the 
world are as effective as the Constitution of the 
Uni ted States. It is a key reason that our nation has 
survived for so long and still maintained its funda­
mental principles basically intact. 

It has remained true to its objective "to form 
a more perfect Union, establish Justice, insure 
domestic Tranquility, provide for the common 
defence, promote the general We1fare, and secure 
the Blessings of Liberty to ourselves and our 
Posterity.."

TlIe shelf-life of a marked 
patrol car is 32 months, and 
according to the police officer's 
contract have a mileage l imit 
of 80,000 iniles. 

"(The Inarked cars) are . 
being driven 24 hours a day 
seven days a week and that is 
why they wear out so quickly," 
Mol loy said. 

A l l seven marked cars w i l l 
be 20 l0 Ford Crown Vic tor ia 
Police Interceptor's. The 
department chose to by the 
Crown Victor ia because Ford 
Motor Co. has indicated it w i l l 

be in production unt i l at least 
2011 and Molloy said he could 
not get those same assurances 
from other dealers "because o f 
the uncertainty in the automo­
tive world." 

The three unInarked cars 
wi l l be a 2010 Dodge Charger 
SE , 2010 Taurus S E L and 2010 
Chevrolet Impala L S . They w i l l 
be replacing two 1996 Ford 
Taurus' with 94,507 miles 
and 100,258 miles on each 
respectively and a 1998 Chevy 
M a l i b u with 93,885 miles. 

Molloy said safety of the 
officer is the number one rea­
son behind the new vehicle 
purchases. 

When the new vehicles 
are brought in, the three 
unmarked cars w i l l be put up 
for bid on the Internet while 
the seven marked vehicles w i l l 
likely be used in other depart­
ments in the city. 

The total cost for a l l ten 
vehicles is $199,343.80 wi th 
the money coming from fed­
eral drug forfeiture funds.

Fii-st of .111, lIiusciilaI- hypeilrophy is tlIe 

teclIIiical name that describes UIe growUI 
of Iiiuscle tissiIe ultimately resulting in 
increased muscle size. The musde tissue 
is made of a gixiup of muscle fihevs. Eiach 
musde fiber is able to increase their vol-
imie tlius incI'easing tlie musde volume. 

Resistance training is tlie most effecdw 
melliod for gains in muscle size but lhose 
gains will be limited by Inany factors sudi 
as: age, gender, natural hormones Icwl, 
training protocol, nutrition, life style hab­
its and overall genetics. 

Many people are afraid to engage in 
any serious resistaIice ti-aining because 
they are afraid tobecometoobigiiIsize, 
wliidI they consider luiattractive.

T E E I T I M E 
T h e G A M M a r k e r : W h a t d o e s i t m e a n t o a g o l f e r ? 

By Jim Evanoff 

A Golf Association of Michigan 
(GAIVI) Marker signifies llial a course 
has ofTicial United States Goif 
Association (USGA) course ratings and 
slopes and has been measured 
accurately, all completed by your slate 
golf association. For many goii'crs, tlie 
tcnns, "course raling," and "siopc," 
shown on golf course scorecards arc 
mysteries. 

Golfers want lo know wiiat the icnns 
mean and wiiy they are important lo ihc 
golfing experience, in order to answer 
these questions, the objectives of tlie 
USGA, the developer of the rating 
system, and of GAM, licensed by the 
USGA to dclcnninc the ratings of 
Michigan courses, must be understood. 

in a nutshell, the rating and slope 
values result in a USGA handicap 
system intended to make goif more 
enjoyable by enabiing piayers of 
differing abilities lo compete on an 
equitable basis. Tlie system provides a 
fair, course-handicap for players, 
regardless of ability and can be adjusted 

as a player's skill level changes. Goif 
course rating is a compiex process 
based upon data gathered by ihc USGA 
while observing real golfers on real 
courses and is periodicaiiy revised as 
new data is obiained. More than 100 
authorized goif associations and 
several-thousand golf clubs utilize ihe 
system. Courses must be re-rated at 
least every 10 years, or after significant 
course changes, to maintain a certified 
USGA rating. 

The two basic premises that underline 
ihc system arc that players will try (o 
make the best scores at every hole in 
accordance with USGA's Joules of Golf 
and will post every acceptable round 
score on all courses that have been rated 
in accordance with USGA's procedures. 

The goal is for the golfer to obtain a 
USGA Handicap index, which 
compares any golfer's scoring ability to 
that of a scratch golfer on a course of 
standard difliculty, defined by the 
USGA as having a Slope Rating of 113. 
The index is portable from course to 
course. The golfer can convert ihis 
index to a specific course handicap 

based on the USGA Slope Rating Chart. 
The USGA course raling represents the 
course's playing difficulty for a scratch 
player under normal playing conditions 
and is based on iiole yardage and course 
obstacles that aflecl scoring ability. The 
Slope Rating is an indicator of the 
relative dilTiculty of a course Ibr players 
who arc not scratch golfers. Courses arc 
rated from each set of tecs for both 
scratch and bogey golfers <ind the 
nunibcr of handicap strokes received in 
a match is dclcnnined from the slope 
rating. 

At this point, a few more USGA 
definitions are required before briefly 
describing the rating procedure. 
A ".scratch" golfer can play lo a course 
handicap of zero on any USGA rated 
course. A male scratch golfer, for rating 
purposes, can hit tec shots 250 yards 
and reach 470-yard holes in two shots. 
A female scratch golfer hits tec shots an 
average of 210 yards and can reach 4fl0-
yard holes in two shots. 
A male "bogey" golfer has a course 
handicap of approximately 20 on a 
course of standard difficulty (Slope of 

113), can hit tee shots an average of 200 
yards and reach a 370-yard hole in two 
shots at sea level. A female bogey 
golfer has a handicap of approximately 
24, can hit tee shots on average of 150 
yards and reach a 280-yard hole in two 
shots. 

These scratch and bogey yardage 
capabilities arc important since the 
GAM rating teams evaluate the effects 
of goif course obstacles in proximity to 
llie shot landing areas. The obstacles 
include landing area topography, 
fairway widths, green target size and 
surface, recoverabilily and rough, 
bunkers, out of bounds/extreme rough, 
water hazards, trees and psychological 
shot eficcts. Factors such as roll on soft 
or hard fairways, tec pad elevation, 
doglegs and prevailing winds can also 
aficct the actual course playing length. 
When (he rating process has been 
completed, the obstacle values, which 
are on a 0 to 10 scale of dilTiculty, are 
totaled and multiplied by relative 
weight factors and converted to strokes 
that affect the final USGA Course 
Rating and.Slope. 

Obtaining accurate USGA course 
yardages is the first and key step in the 
above process. Each liolc must be 
measured from all tee positions as 
defined by USGA procedures. 
Measurements are made from 
permanently placed GAM markers to 
the center of the green, utilizing 
electronic measuring devices. 
Measurements arc made along the male 
scratch golfer's line of play as intended 
and designed by the course architect. 

Hopefully this description of the 
raling process clears up some of 
mystery and results in increased 
enjoyment of the game for golfers of all 
abilities. 
Full details on Course Rating are 
contained in the "USGA Course Rating 
System Guide" and "The USGA Course 
Rating Syslem," available only to 
authorized golf associations, such as the 
Golf A.ssocialion of Michigan.

Forrest 
aiid Charlotte Lucas, whose Lucas 
Oil Co. supports nearly every form of 
motorsports, were on hand. 

At this year's Induction Ceremony, 
the list of presenters were nearly as 
impressive as the list of those being 
honored. Speed Channel's Bob Varsha 
introduced Hobbs. Harley-Davidson's 
Willie G. Davidson presented Parker. 
Roger Penske inducted Richter. 
Hall of Fame stock car legend Ned 
Jarrett presented and accepted on 
behalf of Weatherly Long-time racing 
broadcaster Ken Squier introduced 
Wheeler. NHRA President Tom 
Compton presented Bernstein. And 
four-time Indy 500 champ Al Unser 
inducted his son. 

Each year, those in atteiIdance are 
treated to stirring video presentations 
that document the accomplishments 
of the hoIIored Heroes of Horsepower. 
This year was no exception. 

Bernstein's video detailed how he 
became the King of Speed in l992 
when he Was the first NHRA driver . 
to break the 300 mph barrier. He is a 
four-time Winston Funily Car cham­
pion and an IHRA Winston World 
Funiiy Car chaInp. Bernstein also is a 
two-time NHRA Top-Fuel champion. 
He is still actively involved in drag 
racing as an owner. 

The Hobbs presentation followed 
his exploits froin three decades driv­
ing sports cars to his current role as 
a television broadcaster on Speed 
Channel. His driving career saw him 
win the SCCA Trans Am champion­
ship and close to 40 major race victo­
ries. Hobbs also fared wellin his four . 
Indy 500 t.>J!JMlLjiljliii'ITJ«a^^ 
debut in 1 9 6 ^ 1 ^ ^ ^ 

•* Parker rode l5arlcy-Davidsons 
for 2l years amassing 94 wins and 
a record nine dirt track champion-
sliips. He is the only rider to have 
been named American Motorcyclist 
Athlete of the Year three times. 

Richter was a former eight-time 
Pro Bowl football player with the 
Los Angeles Rams before becoming 
one of the co-owners of Riverside 
International Raceway and helped 
turn that track into one of the finest 
in the world. He also co-founded the 
International Race of Champions, 
became a vice president of NASCAR 
and played a dominant role in the 
development of California Speedway. 

Unser, Jr. is known in racing circles 
as "Little Al" but his accomplish­
ments are as big as his family name. 
Unser visited the winner circle at 
Indianapolis twice and also captured 
the CART crown and the IROC title 
two times. 

For nearly three decades. Wheeler 
was the innovative president and 
general manager of Lowe's Motor 
Speedway in Charlotte and helped 
make It one of the premiere racing 
facilities in the world, being the first 
to offer extensive VIP suites and con­
dominiums. 

Weatherly began his racing career 
and Won tluee championships on 
motorcycles before switching to 
NASCAR, winning the l953 Modified 
championship. Then, he went on to 
win the Grand National (now Sprint 
Cup> championship in 1962 and I963. 
He ranks 19thin all-time Cup wins 
with 24. He died in a l964 accident at 
Riverside Raceway in California.
