2010 road budget

The Raad Commission for
Gakland County (RCOC)
Board of Road Commissionsrs
last week adopted the ageney’s
2010 hudget at its regularly
scheduted meeting. :

Among the road projects
ineluded in the 2010 budget
is the long-anticipated widen-
ing of Novi Road between 10
Mile and Grand River in Novi,
which includes building a
bridge over the raflroad tracks.

The 2010 budget, at 516515
mitlion, ineludes $31.1 mil-
lion worth of road improve-
ment projects or work toward
fiture roud improvement proj-
cets. This budget represents
an increase of $6.9 million
compared Lo the $958.2 mil-

Jion 2005 budget adopted in
September of last year.

RCOC's fiscal year runs Oct.
Ito Sept. 30,

The 2010 budget is greater
than the 2009 budget becanse

of un inercase in federally
funded road prejects planned
for 2010, including some proj-
ects paid for with American
Recovery and Reinvestment
Act (ARRA) or federal “stimu-
Tus™ dollars.

While project-specific fed-
eral funds coming to RCOC are
expected to increase in 2010,
this budget anticipates less
state revenue than any budget
since fiscal year 2000,

The state revenues, which

are the main funding source
far RCOC’s operations, consist
primarily of the agency’s share
of state-colleeted fuel tax and
vehicle-registration-fee dollars.
1112010, these revenues will
have been declining for four
years, after having been flat for
nearly 10 years.

RCOC Managing Director
Brent Bair noted that federal
Tunding, which is generally tied
to specidic road construction
projects and eannot be used for
routine maintenance cpera-
tiotis, tends to flnctuate con-
siderably from year to year.

“We're plensed we will
receive federal funding for
more road projects in 2010
than in 2008, but that will
not help us with routine rond
maintenance activities such
a5 patching potholes, plowing
snow or grading gravel roads,”
Bair snid. He udded RCOC eur-
renily has 72 fewer stalf mem-
bers than in 2007, a reduction
of nearly 13 percent.

“Many of those pusitions
are truck drivers, who won't
be available to plow snow and
sall the roads this winter,” he
observed, The staff reductions
put the RCOC workforce at
fewer employees than virtually
any time since the 1960s, when
the county had half the popula-
tiom it has today and when traf-
fic volumes were dramatically
less than they are today.

The Novi Special race car

The No. 9 car, whlch was
driven to & 19th place finish
at the Indianapolis Motor
Speedway by Bobby Unser in
1965, was lersed to the library
for free by the Novi Economie
Development Carporation.

“What I love about it is that
it’s very diverse in the fact
that any person of any age,
background or culture will be
driven to that arca and enjoy
seeing it," said Library director
Julie Farkas.

The race car was named in

RCOC, Levy Co. test new paving process

The Road Commission for
Gakland County is partnering
with the Edward C. Levy Co,
paving contractor to test an
experimental form of gravel
road paving on Napier Road
between 10 Mile and (1 Mile
roads along the Lyon-MNovi
border. Work will begin the
week of Oct, 12 on the project,

The cost of the effort is
being shared by Levy and
RCOC, The project is intend-
ed to help determine if a new,
potentially less expensive
form of gravel road paving
would be a vizble option for
other gravel road paving proj-
eets in the future.

The new form of gravei rond
paving involves the use of
slag — the by-product of steel
production — &s a base mate-
rial. 8ix inches of slag will be
mixed with the existing gravel
on the road to creale an
approximately 10-inch gravel/
slag base, This will Lhen be
covered with twe inches of
new asphalt.

The paving method has the
potentiat to be far less expen-
sive than traditional paving
methods, while also being
environmentally beneficial by
providing a usetul means of
disposing of slag. It Lypically
costs RCOC about §1.5 mil-
lion to pave a mile of primary
read,

For this test project, the
Levy Company is providing
the slag and most of the labor
for the project at no cost.
RCOC will puy approximately
§80,000 to $90,000 for the
cost of the asphalt.

The project is expected
to take approximately three
weeks to complete, with
compietion expected around
the first week in November.
During construction, traffie
will be reduced to one lane
with flaggers directing traf-
fic, Motorists should expect
delays.

"This is a great opportu-
hity,” stated RCOC Managing
Director Brent Bair, "We ate
able to test a promising new

means of gravel-road pav-

Performance targets can be a touchy
subject. They protect the company, but
the representative may feel at risk, as
there: are many reasons beyond its
control that a target may not be achieved
Ferigrmance targets may need to be
revised each year, which can raise
difficult issues such as haw they are set,
whether by the campany unilaterafly or by
the mutual agreement ef tha parties, an
what happans if the cempary sets
arbitrary, unreasorable largets, or the:
parties are unahle to agree.

A critical issue that is often
overlacked or not clearly addressed is

the commissfon formula following the
temmination of the agreement. In many
industries, once an account has been
seured it may tend ko continue for many
years, so the vatue of the initial safe may
extend beyond the termination of the
agreement I other industries, an
auenunt may not have the same
tendency to continue, Therefore, it is
appropriate in some cases for
comanissfans ko continue for a qumber
of years foflowing terminatian of the
sales representative relationship, either
at the full commission rate or a reduced
rate.

Like mast contracts, to function
propery., a sales representative
agreement must be fair and reasonable
to both parties. The agreement musl
provide sufficient incentive for the
representative to seli and penetrate the
market, or the company won't be able to
atiract the most effective sales
personngl, At the same time, the
company must not be locked into a
representative who fails to produce
results,

Who is responsible
for follow-up e-mail?

ave you ever sent a business
H colleague an e-mail that you

expected to receive a reply, or
even needed an apswer, only to get
no response?

: You may have

f wondered, was
there a technol-
ogy snafu? Did
Iy message go to
spam? Did the per-
son leave the coun-
try? Is the person
really that busy
and hasn't had a
chance to read the
message? Or, does
the person just not care?

Conversely, have you ever sent
an e-mail just for information that
didn’t necessitate any response,
only te be caught in almost a pro-
verbial bowing back and forth to
each other not wanting to be the
last one te end the conversation?
“Thanks.” “No problem.” “OK.”
“Anytime.” “Great.” “Sounds good.”

Who is responsible for the fol-
low-up in buginess e-mails that
are meant ta elicit feedback or
prompt an action from a col-
league? Is it the sender or the
recejver?

* Since there are no real rules,
just netiquette, the answer is both.
It is the sender’s respeusibility to
make it clear in the message thata
response is needed. And, it's pro-
fessional courtesy for the receiver
to respond in some way in a timely
manner.

When sending an e-mail, wheth-
er vertically or horizontally within
the organization or externally, the
writer needs to make it clear that
a response is needed and by when.
Some people have begun using the
“I” or “high impertance” signal to
indicate that the message necessi-
tates attention. However, overuse
of that is similar to the boy crying
walf one too many times or like
*breaking news" used by television
stations.

For infermation that warrants
or requires an answer, be sure to
flag that in the subject line and
the first line of the message. Some
recommended phrasing includes,

TAKIN' CARE OF BUSINESS

“Requesting your Feedback,”
“Expecting Reply,” “Response
needed by Friday,” oreven a
more straightforward, “Answer
required.” Business people who
read most of their e-mail via cell
phoue deviee will appreciate this
format.

Of course, the tone of the
request should depend on the
relationship the sender has with
the receiver, Sending an e-mail
with “answer required” would not
be appropriate for a note sent to s
SUpervisor

The responsibility for message
understanding and clarity is on
the sender who should think about
the audience and tailor the mes-
sage appropriately.

On the other side of the screen
though is where professional cour-
tesy comes in. For receivers, it is
unprofessional, disrespectful, and
even bad manuers, not to respond
to -mails from colleagues ina
timely manner. The reply could
be simply, “Yes" "WNope” “2MGR"
(texting for tomorrow) or “I'll get
back te you in & few days once T
have the apportunity to read your
propesal thoroughly.” If you really
are going to be out of the country,
set your “out of office” response.
Nevertheless, respond.

I no feedback comes, it is
appropriate for the sender to fol-
lov-up: “Just in case you didn't
see this, I am waiting for your
response.” If you need a response;
de not leave it to chance.
