A lso notching election wins 
T\1esday for seats on city coun­
c i l were Terry Margol is, Just in 
Fischer and Andrew Mutch . 
Fischer is the lone new face on 
counci l ; he earned the second 
most votes at 2,670. 

Fischer ran unsuccessfully in 
2005, but said he corrected a 
lot of the mistakes he made and 
credits the relationships he built 
w i th in the city as to why he was 
successful Thesday. 

"It was a tough field and there 
were some great candidates, but 
I am t ru ly humbled at the oppor­
tunity and glad the message got 
out to voters about moving Novi 
forward," he said. 

Margol is , who returns for a 
second term, earned the most 
votes o f the counci l candidates 
(3,004).

Novi Mayor David Landry

to children, parents can select 
books that are well above their 
child's independent reiid-
ing level since children can 
comprehend language at least 
two grade levels above their 
reading level.

Parents and older children can 
read the same book separately 
and sliai'e passages aloud for 
several minutes followed by 
silent reading and discussion. 

To help parents emphasize 
(lie importance ofreadingat 
home luid help enstu-e that. 
children ;u'e reading well and 
reading oi'ten, Sylvan Learning 
Center of Novi oC/crs the fol­
lowing lijis: 

• Make reading a priority. 
Most busy families struggle 
to fit everything into the 
day.

I'lnd ways to encour­
age children to keep reading. 
Offer praise or I'ewards for 
how man)' pages or minutes 
children read. If asked, agree 
ibr older chi ldren to stay up lS 
miniites later - as long as they 
spend the t ime i'eading in bed! 

• Use reading strategies, 
leather than providiIlg ch i l -
d ien with the pronunciation 
of a woi'd they don't I'ecognize, 
piu'ents can use strategies to 
belli their chi ldren identify the 
word themselves. Ask ques­
tions, such as whethei' it looks 
like other words they know; 

if they can recognize another 
word in the longer word or i f 
lliey can use the woi'ds ai'ound 
it to figure out what the word 
means. By al lowing children 
to use their knowledge of 
woi'd p.u'ts, si icl i as pi'efi.xes 
and root words to figure out 
pronunciation and meanings, 
children are bu i ld ing their 
word recognit ion iind phonics 
skil ls. 

• Choose read-aloud books 
within their reading levels. 
I l 'children have trouble wi th 
more than five words on a 
liage, the book may be above 
their independent reading 
levels. Parents and chi ldren 
should select books together 
and can start by choosing 

- books by authors they have 
already read or by talking with 
their children's teachers.( For 
help selecting age-appropriate 
books, visit Book Adventure 
atwww.bookadventure.com.

The pi-oposal was bi'oiigjit 
before council after the Novi 
Knlergency Dispatch Center 
wanted verif ication of street 
names in tiie area. The streets 
in question are on the soiillI 
side of Grand River, west of 
Novi Road, but do not have 
direct access as their drive­
ways are on service roads that 
parallel Grand River on either 
side of the tracks. 

City offici.ils found that 
the service road on the west 
side of the tracks is called dif--
fereiil names depending on 
the map, and the Project and 
Street Naming Committee 
felt it caused a safety issue for 
residents and businesses in (lie 
area. 

"If .someone gets a 9 l l call 
and they don't know about (the 
service roads) it might be dif-

really on Grand River. So if we 
rename it and an emergency call 
comes in, there will not be any 
confusion.'

However, residents and a 
business owner in the area feel 
the name change wi l l be dis­
ruptive. 

Mike Harr is , owner of Novi 
Feed, one of the businesses off 
the service road, said his busi­

ness has been there over 100 
years, and changing would be 
costly, causing h im to update 
business cards, advertisii lg 
and more. 

"We have no problem wi th 
people finding our location," 
he said. "If you are doing 
this to help the blisinesses 
aloIig Grand River please say 
no. Having the Grand River 
address is a benefit. It's very 
easy for our people to find." 

Two other residents in the 
area also spoke about the 
negative impact it would have 
on them. 

City council chose to delay 
the decision at the Oct. 26 
board meeting after hear ing 
from the concerned parties. 
It was on the conseIit agenda 
because the city received no 
feedback from the people in 
the ai'ea after sending a letter 
out. 

City manager Clay Pearson 
said city staff is going to look 
at the issue further before 
br i i ig ing it back to council .

The Novi Professional Fire Fighters 
Union is urging the city admuiistration not 
to unplemeiit recent recommendations by 
the International City/County Management 
Association (ICMA) to close Fire Station 3 and 
eliminate 75 percent of the fire department's 
ambulance transport units. Firefighters are 
concemed that such drastic cuts in resources 
will put public safety at unnecessary risk. 

TTie closing of Fire Station 3 will result in lon­
ger response times to citizen emergencies. If the 
station is closed, citizens must tvait for response 
ftom one of the three remaining stations, all of 
wliich are located on tlie opposite side of the 
raihioad tracks, further impeduig response 
time if trains are present. 'The pubHc safety risk 
is higji when you consider a fire can double in 
size every minute and a heart attack patient can 
suffer permanent damage, even death, within 
six minutes. 

ICMA ieports called "Public Safety 
Operational Analysis" are spearing with 
increasing frequency across iie UIiited States. 
Using misleading data, the ICMA is making 
unsafe reconunendations to reduce or reconfig­
ure fire department operations. 

What is troubling is that many of these 
reports appear to I>e near replicas of other 
reports. In some cases, ICMA has M e d to 
change data fixjra city to dty. .And, in one case, 
it did not even change the name of the dty in 
sections of the report 

In Lake Havasu, Ariz., problems with ICMA 
reports were identified by concemed firefi^t-
ers. When Lalte Havasu Local 2974 pointed 
out to dty council why the proposed changes 
would cost more and plrt the public at greater 
risk, council members agreed that the propos­
als were short-si^ited and unsafe. The council 
also learned that tlK city 1Danager had awarded 
ICMA the contract for the public safety analy­
sis study withotJt putting the job iq) for bid to 
other consutting firms as required. This lack of 
bid was cited as 0116 of the reasons why cou1idl 
chose tofire the city manager lastweek. 

Here in Novi, tlie puUic safety analysis study 
was also granted without bid. The $65,000 

contract was awarded to ICMA, a firm tliat 
consistentiy produces misleading, unreli­
able and imsafe fmdings. For the safety of our 
citizens, we cannot afford to miplement the 
ICMAs recommendations.

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Last week I spoke to a class 
former U.S. Rep. Joe 
Schwarz teaches these days 

at the University of Michigan. 
And it was an eye-opening 
experience — at least if you 
care about the future of our 
state.

IVI's Gerald R. Ford Scllool of 
Public Policy. Few men know 
the subject better; he has been 
mayor of Battle Creek, served 
16 years in the state senate and 
a term in Congress and has 
been appointed to top-level 
commissions. 

Toward the end of my class, 
one young woman stood up 
and tlirew me a curve ball. "I'm 
going to graduate next year," 
she said. "And I wish you'd tell 
me why I shouldn't just leave 
Michigan. I live here and love 
it, but there's just nothing here 
forme." 

That student is far from 
alone. I can't count liow many 
people have said essentially the

The demog­
raphers say 
they are sure 
Michigan is 
losing gobs of 

people right novv'.

Inore, oIice they manage to get 
out from mortgages that keep 
them here. 

So... what did I say to her? 
"I know it's counterintuitive," 

I began. "But I believe the best 
time to stay in a place — even 
move in — is when it is in 
trouble. There are at least tliree 
reasons for that: 

"First, if everybody's moving 
out, the competition for good 
jobs and a career is less. In the 
kingdom of the blind, the one-
eyed man is king. You're smart, 
and you'll stand out when you 
apply for a job. 

"Second, in a state that's in 

trouble, tlie competition for 
good jobs and a career is less. 
Wliat the economists call 'bar­
riers to entry' — the things that 
make it hard to get started, 
whether in a business or a 
career — are lower here than 
elsewhere. You have a dispro­
portionate chance to make it 
big here in Michigan, if only 
because there is so much room 
to manuever. 

"Third, it seems to me there 
are two kinds of people, The 
first — the majority by far, I 
fear — are risk-averse, willing 
to follow tlie crowd and prepare 
for an ordinary, humdrum life. 
The second are the risk-takers, 
tlie would-be entrepreneurs. If 
you are young and ambitious, 
there's no better place to make 
a mark than a state in crisis."

When he was struggling to 
open, neighboring restaurants 
went out of the way to help. The 
owner of Slew's, a popular rib 
joint, helped Charlie get the 
needed permits. Tile owner of 
the nearby Caft con Leche cof­
fee shop hooked him up with 
his coffee supplier. 

"They want their neighbor 
to make it. It's different from 
anywhere I've been," Charlie 
marveled. "Here, your success 
is their success." The Times 
writer concludes, "Maybe it's 
"the adage that nothing brings a 
community closer than having 
a common enemy. 

"For the restaurateurs, the 
residents, the urban farmers 
and the community activists 
now working to reshape the 
city, the enemy is Detroit's own 
reputation. I'hey luiow they will 
succeed only if they are a part 
of a larger, co11ective success.' 

That made Ine feel pretty 
good... 

Until I opened an e-mail 
from a guy with three gradu­
ate degrees and a certificate in 
computer systems technology. 
He has a quarter of a century 
experience in developing and 
discovering pharmaceuticals 
... and feels he has to leave the 
state. 

"So here we are in 2009," he 
wrote, "unable to find a decent 
paying job, with a inortgage 
and a 2l-year-old child who 
cannot find a job anywhere in 
Michigan." 

But the real reason he feels 
he has to leave: Lansing. 

"The state of the state is the 
equivalent of a train wreck. 
Never have I seen more incom­
petence and lack of cooperation 
at all levels of government. 
Never have I seen so many 
Band-aids applied to prob­
lems where major surgery is 
required. In addition, special 
interests, many controlled by 
trade unions, are destroying 
this state. 

"We plan to go where intel-
iigence, education and experi­
ence are valued, the govern­
ment is not being strangled by 
special interests, and at least 
some employment opportuni­
ties exist. 

"Good luck resurrecting a 
dead horse." 

So much depends on where 
you stand. The guy trying to 
scrape by, with a mortgage and 
no job, does not have the time 
to wait for things to get bet­
ter. The young woman in Joe 
Schwarz's class can wait a bit 
to make up her mind and see if 
reforms catch hold. 

Both are desperate for just a 
bit of informed hope that things 
can and will get better, and 
hope that when they do, a rising 
tide will lift everyone's boats. 

So are you listening, 
Lansing?

One thing is clear about 
hea1tli care reform legisla-
tioII being haslIed out in our 
nation's capital — special 
interest groups are spending 
top dollar to try to get what 
they want. 

"ITIere are six lobbyists for 
every House and Senate mem­
ber," according to Dr. Herbert 
Smitherman of President 
Barack Obama's National 
Health Care Committee. He 
said health insurance provid­
ers are spending about $300 
million on lobbying efforts, 
with the pharmaceutical 
industry spending about $l50 
million. 

This was just one aspect 
of health care reform dis­
cussed at an Oct. 2fi Town 
Hall Meeting, "Health Care 
Reform: Which Plan Is Right 
For America?" presented by 
the Northville Democratic 
Club. 

About 75 people attended 
the event at Hillside Middle 
School. 

"I don't think there's any 
issue that's on the front burner 
with the American public 
more than health care reform," 
said Scott Craig, club presi­
dent. "And, I'm getting a really 
good feeling about what's 
going on in Washington right 
now." 

Speakers included 
Smitherman; State 
Representative Marc 
Corriveau, chair, Health Policy 
Committee; and DL Matthew 
Davis, associate professor of 
public policy at University of 
Michigan. 

Corriveau said he's been 
looking at what can be done at 
the state level to make sure as 
many people can be insured as 
possible. 

FIVE BILLS ON THE TABLE 
Davis said the debate in 

Washington is mostly about 
health insurance coverage. 

"That's What's on the table 
right now," he said. He added 
that there are five health cAre 
reform bi11s being reviewed.

Obama wants a bill on his 
desk by December. 

The 47 million uninsured 
Americans are what's driv­
ing the cost of health care up, 
Davis said. 

"That's what's pushed us to 
this point," he said. "Congress 
recognized there was a need. 
Tile government acts when 
the market doesn't work right. 
Public policy works best when 
it steps in to help people in • 
need." 

Davis said maiiy Americans 
say they're against socialized 
medicine, but, "We already 
have some tremendously 
successful forms of social­
ized medicine iii America 
— Medicare, Medicaid and the 
VA (Veterans Administration) 
system." 

"The roots of anti-socialized 
medicine were set a long tiIne 
ago because the health care 
providers didn't think it was a 
good idea in America," he said. 
"In recent years they've been 
more on board." 

Davis said the concept of 
socialized medicine strikes 
fear in some because they 
think it means a lack of choice, 
a lack of access and too much 
government involvement. 

"But, without socialized 
medicine, there would be over 

60 million people without 
health insurance coverage 
today," Davis said. 

He said one Way to help 
our health care system is to 
encourage more physicians to 
become primary care doctors. 

"We are discouraging people 
. from going into primary care 
because it's seen as something 
that's not Valued," he said. 

AT THE STATE LEVEL 
Corriveau said there are 1.2 

million people without health 
insurance in Michigan. And, 
a person can be rejected from 
receiving insurance if they 
have a pre-existing condition. 
"We tried to spread some of 
the risk (among insurance 
companies), but we didn't get 
done what we wanted," he 
said. 

Corriveau said another ugly 
practice in Michigan is where 
someone's health care insur­
ance goes up once they're sick 
and their plan comes up for 
renewal. He said there's a lot 
of cost shifting going on in the 
health insurance industry aiid 
that doctors, hospitals, insur­
ance carriers, patients and 
pharmaceutic^ companies are 
ail part of the mix. Another 
practice hurting the system is 
wliat he termed "cherry pick­

ing," where private insurance 
companies select only healthy 
people to insure, leaving com­
panies like Blue Cross/Blue 
Shield to provide coverage for 
sicker people. 

"The states are going to have 
a hilge role in health insurance 
reform," Corriveau said. "We 
have to make some changes. 
We need to get rid of the re-
underwriting and rejecting of 
people." He does believe that 
the U.S. is getting close to hav­
ing some nationjd health care 
reform. 

DR. SMITHERMAN SPEAKS 
DL Smitherman said he 

works on buiiding heaith care 
for underserved popuiations in 
Michigan. 

"This is a very exciting 
time for me," he said. "What 
we're doing in Detroit has 
nationai implications." He 
has also written a book about 
health care reform. He said 
Americans need to realize how 
deep a hole we have actually 
dug. 

"From 2001-2008, we had 
increases of 34 percent in 
unemployment, I3 percent 
in poverty, II percent in the 
uninsured, a 500 percent 
increase in the deficit and a 
100 percent increase in debt," 
Smitherman said. "The pub­
lic sector helped pay for the 
private sector, and there was 
deregulation within the pri­
vate sector." 

He sees the major problem 
in the U.S. as deficit spending. 

"Health care raises the defi­
cit. We've got to fix that." 

Smitherman said the U.S. 
also has a chronic disease epi­
demic, and we don't know how 
to change it. 

"In 2009, $2.5 trillion was 
spent on health care," he said, 
representing 17.6 percent of 
the Gross Domestic Product. 
Yet, about 47 million people 
don't have health insurance. 

ISSUE IS AFFORDABILITY 
To insure those 47 million, 

however, the issue is afford-
ability, Smitherman said. "If 

we add 47 million people to 
the system, we don't have the 
infrastructure or the doctors 
to see them." Annually, health 
care insurance is rising by 14' 
percent, earnings by 3 percent 
and inflation by 2 percent on 
tlie average, he said. 

"Companies are not giving 
raises and laying people off 
because of health care costs," 
he said. "I don't know what 
could have more effect on the 
economy.". 

It's estimated that 61 
Americans wi11 be u11insured 
by2020, and in Michigan the 
number douWes every 20 years, 
nle problem is that those who 
are uninsured often end up in 
emergency rooms, the most 
expensive way to receive health 
care. Smitherman said half of 
ER visits are non-urgent, with 
only I2 percent resulting in 
admission. 

Smitherman said recent 
polls have shown that 61 per­
cent of Americans want the 
public insurance plan, and 
four of the five bills have one.

real estate businesses into sep­
arate entities. The definit ive 
agreement between Er ickson 
and Redwood Capital 
Investments provides for the 
continuation of Er ickson ser­
vices and programs, working 
capital to f und communi ty 
obligations, and the resump­
tion of construction when 
the economy improves and 
demand warrants. 

Residents at Fox R u n w i l l 
not be affected by the restruc­
tur ing and reorganization 
at Er ickson, inc luding their 
rights to a refund of their 
entrance deposits (as defined

.The Fox R u n manage-
1nent contract w i th Er ickson 
allows the community 's board 
o f directors to part icipate 
i n the selection o f the b11yer 
of Erickson's business.
