Student-run recycling progran produces success

Novi High School Principal John Lawrence was undet-
slandably skeptical aboutt a student-run recycling program
after wratching one fail to get off the ground vears ago.

But when a pair of senjors approached him last fall with
adetailed plan, he was eager to give it another chance.

“] saw a very.determined group of students,” he suid.
“And they were able to put this whole thing together with
| virtually no monitoring by me”

When the original students graduated, they hand-picked
another group of four senjors to carry the torch, Sarah
_ Letsen, Jon Muncie, Jamie Crist and Jackie Liv were not
only charged with keeping the program intact, but also
taking it to another level.

In the first year the group only collected paper produtcts,
Trut this year it expauded the program to inchude plastics,
About 50 student volunteers help run the program, with
the paper taken oui biweekly and the plastics weekly.

Letson said plastic recycling was added this year
because “it needed to happen” and because the middle
schoal already had a program in place.

She said it hasu't been hard Lo get students involved
because there are paper boves and plastic bins everywhere,
Each classroom has a box for paper and the eafeteria fea-
tures 10 bins for plasties. -

“The key is accessibility," she said. "Peaple are mare apt
to use them if they don't have to go out of their way”

Lawrence, who has & paper box in his office, said he sees
students at lunch sorting their plastics at the table and
credits the teachers for renrinding the students to recyele.

“(Tha students) have recognized we have to do things
now to step up and take care of our planet,” he said.

Muneic satd the finpact the program is having is
expanding beyond the tlassroom.

“A couple people have said to me since they were intro-
dured to the program that they have now slarted using
their recycling bins at home,” he said, '

Several members of the group aso were part of the Michigan
Environment and Energy Epprentice held in October, Theidea
behind the program was to bring together industry leaders to
talk about environmenta) and energy issucs.

The students presented their recycling work to a group of
industry leaders, discussing how they cowld increase partici-
pation by using different media and social network ontlets.

Prentice sald he would
he excited to become more
hands-on with the alternative
energy field, especially consid-
ering the possible renewable
energy development coming Lo
the Ford Wixom Plant,

“It might be a nice, aatural
partnership there,” he said.

While the Extension pro-
gram funding has been
restored to the requested Jev-
els this year, the base fanding
from the state was reduced by
44 percent. The difference was
made p by federal stimulus
dollars that might not be avail-
able next year.

“From now on there will be
discussion about a .4 percent
reductivn that we will have
lolive with and the college
of agriculture and natural
resources will be doing some
fairly major restructuring
changes realizing that there
isn't as much money to go
around,” Prentice said,

Air Foree veteran, con-
nected the Yarnerafters with the

Military Moms of Michigan who
coordinate shipments of supplies to
U. §. troops. Cassabon provided the
pattern for the liners and instruc-
tions; for instance, the liners only can
be made with wool yarn in shades of
black, brown or khaid,

Aceording to Roman, it takes just
about one skein of wool yarn (and
several hours apiece) to make the
liners. The Yarnerafters supply their
owll yarn or purchase yarn using pro-
ceeds from the sale of their afghans,
scarves and other items, Fox Run
residents also donate woal from their
own supplies.

“There could be anywhere from
10-20 members working together at
one time,” Roman said, “We're & very
cohesive group and have « greal time.
visiting while making the helmet
liners.”

Hoppy, Gloria, Deloris and the oth-
ors wouid never cousider these proj-
ects ta be work.

Amid budget
fight, focusing
on films wrong

As she offieiadly approved a state bud-
el that she publicly disapproves of, Gov,
Jenniter Granholin put an exclamation point
on what must be the worst budget season in
Lhe state’s hisiory.

That's like
saving that the Detroit Lions had their worst
season in team listory.

1t will tuke the place of a tempo-
rarv, extended budget that was rushed into
action when the Legislature was unable Lo
meet ils Sept. 30 deadline. That's the first
time this bunch of clowns has failed to meet
a4 budget deadline since, well, the last time,
which was only
two years ago.

That's when
some said they
were 50 etnbar-
rassed by the
buffoonery
that lemporar-
ily shut down
the state gov-
ernnent that
they prom-
ised it would
never happen
again. It must
have been a

Michigan Promise.

The Michigan Promise, by the way, was
one of the causalities of the budget. After
swearing their allegiance to the importiance
of higher education and “promising” students
4,000 in college schelarships, the governor
and lawmakers broke thelr promise. Students
did their part and got good test scores in
high ‘school. “Phal didnt ctop the lsaders in
Lansing frem reneging on their end of the
deal.

Politically, tossing outi the Michigan
Promise was probably wise. Most of these
young men and women aren't going to be able
Lo vote in Michigan anvway because they will
liave to leave the state Lo find employment.

The assault on edueation didat end there.
The state slashed nearly $300 per student
off public sehool budgets. The cut comes four
months after the schools are legally required
lo submit a balanced budget.

The schocls across the state complied with
the law and submitted their budgets o time.
The lawmakers, who write the laws, could
ot be hothered to du likewise,

Remind us, again, why &ny of the state rop-
resentatives, state senators and the governor
draws u salary? Whal exactly do they do to
earn their pay?

Do they pass budgets in time? Nope, Do
they make higher education a priority? Nope.
Do they put a priotity on public safety? Not
sa much. Do they find favor with the film
industry? Why, yes they do.

State legislators whoe couldn't find the
meney Lo support slate troepers still found
$150 millien in taxpayer-funded gifts for
filmmakers.

According 1o an arlicle in The Detroit
Free Press, the {ilm debate only centered
on whether state-funded subsidy should be
redueed from 42 percent of production cosls
ta either 39 percent or 37 percent. If these
lawmakers were on the Titaric, they would
have heen arguing about whether deck chairs
should have been moved 3 feet to the left or 4
feet to the right.

If Michigan had a state ship, the Tilanic
would be an apt symbol. The unemployment
rate is generously listed at better than 15
percent, but is likely much higher.
