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Study shows Novi's roads in bad shape

City manager says recent improvements not mcluded in report

The city of Novi came in at number 60 out
of 1,665 municipalities on a list of the state's
worst roads released Nov. 9 by the Michigan
Infrastructure and Transportation Association.

According to the report, the city has 271 fed-
eral aid miles of roads, and of that number, 54
miles - 20 pereent - aze considered in poor con-
dition. Hederal aid roads are those eligible for
at least spme federal money in additien o state
morney.

City manager Clay Pearson said while that
number stands sut, it may not be completely
accurate because the city has made major road

improvemants to these roads since the inlorma-
tion was {nker from: 2 2008 Pavement Surface
Evaluation and Rating study,

“We have paid a lot of attention ta roads,” he
said. “It is one of our biggest pricvities as faras
making a differance to get residents around.”

Wayne and Oakland counties had the mest
miles of roads in poor conditicn, but their actual
percentage of bad roads was in the middle of the
pack at around 25 percent,

“Our legistative leaders need to stop ‘watch-
ing’ the funding problem evalve into a crisis and
take appropriate aclion to correct it,” said Mike
Nystrem, vice president of government and

Novi joins in protest regarding school fundmg cuts

Focus 1s on making
voices heard,
protecting students

Parents aad leaders in the Novi
Community Schools district headed
to the state Capitol last week to
express their frustration about fund-
ing cuts and put pressure on the faw-
makers to make it right.

About 12 people from Novi joined
nearly 1,000 other people from
districts all over the state as part
of a group dubbed 508 - Save our
Students, Schools and State.

The rally in Lansing was held in
response to recent funding cuts that
are erippling districts and forcing
them to cut staff, eliminate pro-
grams and look for other ways to
balance their thinning budgets.

In Novi, the State Schoel Aid bill
passed by legislators initially cut
$165 per student. Tt was then fol-
lowed by a line-item veto of the 20j
categotical funds by Gov. Jennifer
Granholm which amounted o $280
per student and an additional pro-
ration eliminated another $127. In
total, the district will see a budget
cut of $572 per student — $3.5 mil-
lion - this school year,

“These parents are frustrated by
the lack of cooperation between
the legislators and governor to fix &
problem that has been staring them
in the face for a number of years,”
said Superintendent Peter Dion, who
attended the rally. “Our backs are
against the wall and they are putting
onr kids in jeopardy as a result.”

press velease, “This isnt a case
of road agencies not doing
thelr jobs. Michigan's local
road systems are collapsing
because funding continues to
plummet.”

Pearson acknowledged that
Grand River Avenue remaing
at the top of the list for getting
improvements, but alack of
funding has slowed advance-
ments. The city must partner
with the county and the Road
Commission for Oakland
County on the project, and
a lack of money is the major
issue.

Ancther project that has
been halted is widening Novi
Road and pulting a bridge over
the CSX Railroad crossing.
The city has already spent $1.2
million on enginesring and
right-of-way acquisition, but
federal funding in the form of
roughly $13 million has been
retracted.

“Right now there is no fund-
ing for that and we cannot do

anything untii that gets rees-
tablished,” Pearson said.

Construction work on the
Novi Road between Twelve
Mile Road and Grand River
was completed last week,
however. The project cost $1.4
million, with $827,000 com-
ing from federal stimulus dol-
tars, and the remainder was
divided between the city and
the RCOC.

Phase two of the project,
which will include traffic sig-
nal and sidewalk work, will
take place next year.

“Novi Road is our namesake
roadway and is the backbone
of commerce and transit in
Novi," Pearson said.

Most
importantly, there is a bet-
1t way to restore funding to
the Michigan Department af’
Community Health (DCH})
than taxing physicians.

There are savings to be
achieved by reforming the
Medicaid prograt, but DCH
and the governer appear to
be veluctant to make those
changes. ‘The department
should investigate and pursue
Medicaid fraud imnediately.
Instead of reforming the sys-
tem and stopping fraud, the
governor, House Democrats
and DCH want to keep the
slatus quo. Theiranswer is to
throw miore taxpayer dollars at
a spending problem.

Taxing doctors would just
add insult to injury.

Safety on gravel roads

I vecently introduced bipar-
uisan legislation to protect
Michigan families living on
gravel roads by allowing local
officials to retain lower speed
limits on their streets.

Bisliop, R-Rochester, and Seu.
Deborah Cherry, D-Burton,
co-sponsoring SB 477, L am
encauraged that this year we
will have more success in get-
ting a solution to the governor.

The increased speeds on
gravel roads are a very seri-
ons issue for many parts of
the state, including Oakland
County. Many Qakland
County residents have
expressed their concerns to me
that the new higher speed lim-
its have created a dangerous
environment for their families
~ especially their children.

Gravel rgads are used not
only for driving, but wlsg as
schwol bus stops for children
and for walking amd riding
horses.

5B 977 would allow a gravel
read speed limil posted prior
to Nov. 9, 2006 to remain
in effect until a city, village
council or township buard
requests that the County Road
Commission change it.

We must ensure Lhe safely
of everyone living on gravel
roads. It is u mistake for
the state to assume thal all
gravel reads can handle faster
speeds, Thalis why { have
introduced this legislation to

It's time for Lansing leaders to quit saying ‘no’

I have a vivid memory ¢f my

“No," she said. “Ne, ne, no,
no."

Then, “no, ne, o, ne, no.”

“Just practicing for the ter-
rible twas," said my wife,

She was right, of course. I’
there’s something 2-year-alds
are really good at, it's saying
*No" over and aver and over
again.

All this came to mind
when I reflected on the
continuing quarrel betweer,
Gov, Jennifer Granholm and
Senate Majority Leader Mike
Bishop over schoel funding,
Alert readers will remem-
ber that in order to plug the
state budget deficlt - which
was almost $3 hillion -- the
Legislature first cut school
spending, Then {le gevernor
cut it some more, saying the
money just wisn't there.

The result was cuts
amounling o between $292
aud $600 per child in every
school district in Michigan.

Sen. Bishop claimed the
governor was just teying Le
scare Lthe Legislature into
inereasing laxes. The school
people went ballistic,

They beld rallies on the
Capitol steps, complain-
ing that unforeseen cuts of
this size (especially coming
so late in their fiscal year)
would devastate the schools.
Gov. Granholn has been
urging people to beat on the
Republican-controlled state
senate to adopt “nartowly
targeted” revenne increases.

And Sen.
Bishop has
been busily
saying "No,
ng, no, ho."
Until now,
{'ve been con-
tent to wateh
as this spat
played cul.
But when I
was over in Utica the other
day, local sehool people bent
my ear about how you simply
cannot manage a business
- ar 4 school distriet - wher,
nearly balf way into the fiscal
year, you have no idea how
mwich money you're going ta
have {o work with.

They pointed out that if
Michigan is going to compete
in a global econemy, Lhe Tast
plice to balance the budget
is.on the backs of our young
peopie, who teed all the
knowledge and skills they
can gel.

Now, there are two dimen-
stons to Lhis quarrel, the
long- and the short-lerm.
The long-term issue is that
wur schools, like most ather
clements of state and local
governmenl, are in dire need
of a stit! dose of struetural
referni. Gur leachers pay is
near the lop of the national
charts, but our students rauk
in the middle, And teach-
<us still get vich health and
pension benefits that chew
up nearly half of any fund-
ing increases for our schools,
And there are all kinds
of ways to share services
between school districts that
would save millions.

But vobedy - includ-
ing Sen. Bishup, notably

- appears prepared Lo talk
seriously about long-term
steuctueal reforims.

The short-term issue
involves the curcent, sudden
big cuts to schools that every-
body agrees woukl be chaotic
and, maybe, iuflict long-germ
damage on our kids and our
state.

The governor has offered
a bunch of ways to overcome
the shortfill in school fund-
ing, burt Bishap isnt buying
any of them ... because he
claims they ave “tax inereas-
es.”

Well, I'm not so sure.

One praposal would put ol
scheduled reductions in the
persenal exemption on the
stale income tax, This would
cosl the average Michigan
resident $4.35a year, bul
it would add up to 385 mil-
lion for schaols. Isu delay
in a scheduled iiny reduc-
tion of an existing levy a tay
inerease? [ doubt it.

Another idea is 1o expand
the sales tax on cigaretles
10 snufTand Hitle vigars.
That would yield an extra
$21 million, according to
the Michigan Department of
Treasury. Sure, that's atax
inerease for people who use
tiwse products, but wly did
we exempt stuff and little
cigars {rom tobaceco tases in
the first place?

And there are the fameus

"Lax expendilures,” pr(.iﬂ]
state tax luopholes given to
ane parlictlar industry or
other, These are complicated
malters, ranging from sever-

ance taxes on wil produced
from “stripper wells," to sub-
jecling international phone
calls to the sales tax. But they
cautld add up to many mil-
lions,

But toall of that, Sen.
Bishop keeps repeating, "No,
1o, 19.”

Now 1 admire steadfast
adherence to prineiple as
much as the next guy, But
this is the Legislatuire, for
heaven's sake, where trade-
offs and compromiseare the
stuffof political life!

"There are also legiti-
mate questions about Sen.
Bishop's motives, which no
doubt inciude ks desire to
gel the GOP nomination for
stale attorney general next
vear. That's a prize mwarded
by party activists al their
convention, not the voters
in a primary. He may be
calenlating that winning
it requires him to bend his
knee {o the hard-line no-
taxers [n the Republican
Party.

As Lucy, now 4, s
learned over the past conple
of years, growing up ina
family reguives learning how
to get lrom endlless "No” lo
the occasional, negotiated
“Yes."

Maybeils time for Sen.
Bishop - and everybudy else
involved in this conflicl -- to
look inte their own personal
mirrars.

Do earth a favor,
recycle waste

We have 1o ask: What did you do on Sunday?

If you're 2 hunter, your answer is simple: You
joined the army of orange in the woods for the
opening day of rifle deer season. Many of you
probably went Lo chureh, read the Sunday paper
and watched the Detroit Lions ca TV.

But how many of you did something for the
envirgnment?

It is surprising that with all the talk abeut
global warming, there was little comment about
Sunday being America Recycles Day, the only
nalionally recognized day dedicated lo encour-
aging Americans te recyele and to buy recyeled
prodicts.

For 12 years, Keep Ameriea Beautiiul Tne.
(KAB) and the National Recycling Coalition
have used America Recycles Day 1o raises aware-
ress by educating people aboul the benefits of
recyeling. And it appears the message is getting
across to people, There’s been an vptick in recy-
cling over the past decade.

1 have been using the same
Medicare prescription drug
plan for four years now but
my pharmacist told me 1
needed to switch to a diffior-
ent plan that fits my needs
petter. What's the best way
te do this?

Swapping Senior

Dear Swapping,

Because Medicare’s ‘Parl
D" prescription drug plans
can change dramatically
from year-ta-year, during
the open envallment period
{Nov. 15 to Dec. 313, all
senfors with a Part D plan
should do some comparison
shopping to ensure they're
getting the best drug cover-
age at the lowest cost, Here's
how to doit.

DO-IT-YOURSELF

If you have Internet
access, sizing up and com-
paring your Medicare drug
plan with the many other
plans that are available to
you is relatively easy. Start
by making a list of the drugs
you currently take along
with their dosages. Then go
to Medicare's Prescriptian
Drug Plan Finder tool (www.
medicare.gov/mpdpf) and
click ot "Find and Compare
Plags." From there you sim-
ply plug in your personal
information, zip cade, along
with the prescription drugs
and dosages you carrently
take and you'll get a cost
comparison breakdown for
each plan available in your
area. This tool also provides
a five-star rating system that
evaluates each plan based
on past customier serviee
records, and suggests gener-
ics or older brand name
drugs that can reduce your
costs,

If you find a better deal,
before switching plans,

SAYVY SENIOR

you need to double-chack
lo ensure good caverage,
ineluding:

* Total costs: Don't judge
a plm strictly by its monthly
premium cost. Low-premium
plans are often associated
with higher prescription
co-paymenits and may prove
to be the costliest plans, So
take a look at the whole pric-
ing prekage, including pre-
utiums, deductibles, co-pays
and coverage gaps that may
PPlY.

* Pharmacy network: Make
sure the pharmacles You reg-
ularly use are in the plans’
network.

* Drug restrictions, Some
plans may require you to get
permission or try o number
of chieaper drugs before they
will cover particular pre-
seriptions. Call the provider
to find eut!

» Coverage gap: Find out
if your plan will cover any
drugs in the coverage gap
known as the doughnut hele.
Next year, Part D will cover
most drug bills up te $2,830,
and then you're on your own
until your out-of-pockel cost
tatal $4,550. Some plans
affer seme gap coverage, but
they’re usually limited to
generics drugs.

If you need some help or
if you don't have Internet
aceess to compare drug
plans, or don't feel confi-
dent in working through
the information on your
own, ask one of your kids or
a close friend to help you,
