Quonset hwt. Last fall, Maler
purchased the property and
renovaled the 1946s virlage
Quonset hut, one of (wo still
existing in the eily. The build-
ing, whicli had been vacant for
Rratly years, is now the corpu-
rate headguarters for Maber's
company which specializes in
24-hour emergency disaster
response for fires, storm dam-
age, water damage and other
residential and commercial
catastraphic cvents.

Maher grow up in the cily
of Walled Lake, Unlike so
mauty residents who regarded
the odd bujiding on Pontiac
Trail just north of the railroad
tracks is sinply an cyesore,
Maher wis always intrigued by
its hulking presence,

Tmagine the Jolly Green Giant
taking a giant sized-can of peas,
eutting it in half lsugtiwise
and placing the open esd on the
ground. This s the architectzre
of the lightweight prefabricated
structure of corrugaled gal-
vanized iron called a Quonsel
hust. And Uhis is the structure
that stoed in a weed-chioked
field when Jim began formulat-
ing plans in early 2008 {ur the
building to be renovated as the
new home for his 5-year-old
eompany, Meher Restoration &
Construction,

During World Wazr 11,
between 150,000 and 170,000
of these structures were manu-
factured for military use. After
the war, the U.S. military sold
the surphys Quenset huts 1o
the public for §1,000 each. In
19446, over a 100 of these sur-
plus huts found their way onto
the campus of Michigan Stale
College (now Michigan State
University). Quonset Village,
as it was aptly named, housed
the infiux of sokdicrs relurning
from the war who were enzolled
in the university as part of the
newly established GI Bill.

Eventually, Quonset huts
dotted urban and rura} towns
throughout Michigan. Bt is not
known how Maher's building
and two other Quonset huts
eventually came to be located
within the city of Walled Lake,
bt researchers at the Oakland
County Records Division
uncovered that Maher's build-
ing, located at 861 North
Pontiac Trail, was placed at
that location in 1953, and
originally served as an agri-
cultural equipment sales and
service center, George Rink
purchased the building in 1967
and operated a Volkswagen
repair stop at the location.
Qver the years, Rink rented
the space to various tenants
with the most recent being a
retail formal wear business.

The timing of this renova-
tion may be as significant at
its facade improvements are
agsthetically pleasing. While
other area and southeastern
Michigar businesses are elimni-
nating expenditures for non-
essential purchases, Maher
choseto make an investment
inthefuture, an investmetit
in his comomunity. With a
fledgling remodeling and
insurance restoration business
which was founded in 2003,

Change will
save city money

The ity of Novi's uniwrit-
ten snowplowing poliey that
assured residents work crews
would attempt to achieve bare
pavement in all residential
areas within 24 hours is going
to change.

In an effort to save money,
protect the environment and
kerp workers safe, the City
Council approved a poliey
to nol use overtime to clear
neighborhood roads when
a snowfzll is less than tour
inches and there is no accu-
mulalion of ice. Major city and
county roads will be plowed
and salted on a continuous
Lasis as needed, and the neigh-
borhood roads will be cleared
during normal weekday wark-
ing hours.

During 1 snowfall of four

inches or more and any aceu-
mulalion of iee, it will be busi-

roads L keep them clear,

“As a resident 1 don't like
it and 1 don't think the vesi-

dents will like it,” said Mayor
Pro tem Beb Gatt. “They have
expected this service, and we
are taking this service away
frem them. Albeit we are not
going lo not plow; we are just

nat going to plow on overtime.”

Rob Hayes, city engineer,
said once it hits the four inch
threshold they will meve into
overtime, and that inciudes an
accumulation of four inches or
more if it happens on consecu-
(ive days.

A business owner may be wiling to
ini:st @ ceriain amount of money in
venture, but may be unilling 1o risk all
of his ar het personal assats, such as
his or her home. By conducling
business in the form of a corporation o
LLE. banks, landlords and others
dealing with the business understand
they are generally limited t the assets
of the busingss in trying te callect heir
detits, and may not pursue the owners.

If a comoration borraws monay
from a bank ar enters inta a lease, for
exzmple, and defaults under the loan
agreement or lease. the bank or

landford may not collect the debt from
the shareholders. That is whyit is not
unwsual for banks and landiords to
require personal grarantees from the
owners of a business.

The concept of limited liakility
generally applies fo taves. athough there
are exceptions.

It is widely accepted that the earth has,
for millennia, gone through swings in

" temperatures that are generaily cyclical

in nature. The planct has expetienced ice
ages and warmer periods in the past, and
will contirue te do so in the future, It is
also widely accepted that carbon dioxide,
or COZ, has been a naturally generated
portion of our atmosphere through these
cycles of temperature changes.

In the last 10 or so years, global tem-
perature data indicate the absence of
global warming. In spite of that, some
critics argue that recent and continuing
increases in CO2 concentrations repre-
sent a danger of massive proportions. [
submit it is unlikely there is an imminent
global erisis lovming because of man-
made generation of carbon dioxide. The
last 10 years demonstrate an absence of
any causal relationship.

Notwithstanding our different views on
global warming, I will continue to regu-
Tarly recycle waste o the extent it is pos-

Communities partner .........
on movie screen cost

Milford Township officials
have approved an agreement
to share the cost of an inflat-
able movie screen with South
Lyon, Novi, Nerthville and
Canton Tawnship.

Northille and Novi officials
have OK'd the plan as wel,
while the two remaining com-
munities are expected te vote
an it by the end of the year,

The agreement calls for the
five communities together pur-
chasing the sereen and trailer
for o more than $33,000
in total, or $6,600 each. The
screen would be used accord-
ing to a pre-arranged schedule
for special events such as the
“movie in the park” program
that Milford presents in the
spring and fail,

Each community will be
able to use the sereen at laast
three times a vear. It can’t be

loaned or leased to any other
people or groups.

The screen chosen for purchase
is 24 feet wide and 13.5 feet tall,
and can play DVDs ar other
video, Additional inputs arcavail-
able for gaming or PC use. Audio
can be transmitted through the
speakers or FM radio.

MNorthville Parks and
Recreation officials repoit that
they spend bout $3,100 for
each time a movie screen sys-
tem is rented.

“T want the residents to

kngw that we're trying to

find creative ways to develop
partnierships with other comn-
munities,” said Traci Sincock,
director of Northville Parks
and Recreation, “[ think this
collaborative program will
benefil all of the participating
commiinities,”

Milford Tawnship trustee Dale
Wiltse questioned the expen-
diture, He had voted against it
carlier this year,

“It seems like a lot of money
for this use,” Wiltse said.

However, fellow trustee Bill

Mazzara noted the joint pur-
chase will “pay for itself” in
less than two years, since the
tawnship spends about $1,500
each time a portable movie
screen is rented,

“This is an opportunity for
residents to get something
additional for their tax dol-
lars,” he said.

‘Township Supervisor Do
Green said the agreement is
based on the participation of five
comrmunities. Once the purchase
ismade, there will be no refind
if ane of the commmunities wants
todrop out of the program, Any
other cominunities interested in
participating will have to wail for
someone o drop out fn order te
come on board.

“And they will have to pay
what we paid up front. {Thase
atditional funds) can go to the
municipalities or n mainte-
nance pot,” he said.

ITC receives hahitat
award

ITC Holdings Corp. -
announced it received inter-
national recognition for the
commpany’s contetbutions to
wildlife habitat conserva-
tion at the Wildlife Habitat
Council’s (WHC) 21st Annual
Symposium, Evergreen: A
Celebration of Conservation
in a Changing Werld, ITC
demonstrated its commitment
to enviranmental stewardship
and increasing native biodi-
versity by achieving Wildlife
at WorkSM certification at
the ITC transmission corridor
at Stany Creek Metropark in
Shelby Township, Mich.

“The Wildlife Habitat
Council believes that collabe-
ration among all stakeholder
groups is eritical to address-
ing the complex issues fac-
ing the sustainability of the
planet,” said Robert Johnson,

. WHC president. “WHC mem-

bers take a leading role in
connecting community stake-
holders thraugh wildlife habi-
tat enhancement, community
outteach and canservation
education, Congratulations
to TTC for its commitment to
a healthy natural world and
connected communities.”

Stony Creek Metropark,
located in the Metro Detroit
ares, oceupies more than
4,000 acres and serves as
a multi-use recreation park
with a nature center and more
thar 30 miles of trails. FTCs
high-voltage transmission line
carTidor occupies 25 acres
acrass the northern portion
of the park, of which 20 acres
are actively managed for
wildlife.

A prominent feature of
the wildlife program is the
removal of invasive woody
and herbaceous species, A
pumibet of tall trees growing
under the electric conduc-
tors that could have intet-
rupted electrical service were
removed along with several
species of invasive brush and

- shrubs. Trees selected for

girdling were retained as
shizgs, and woody debris col-
lected from plant removal was
placed along the transmission
corridor to provide cover for
wildlife. Prescribed burning
was conducted by Metropark
staff to maintain low-grow-
ing prairie vegetation within
and arcund the corridor. To
support its educational goals,
native trees and shrubs were
planted near the nature cen-

‘ter to'créate a demomstiation '

arbaretum, and interpretive
signs were designed fo edu-
cate visitors about the ecosys-

tem and its management.

Michael MeNulty, environ-
mental manager for ITC, said
the updates are both estheti-
cally pleasing and environ-
mentally friendly.

“The project is a win-win
situation for the commu-
nity and the lacal habitat,”
McNulty said. “Qur partsec-
ship with the Metroparks and
WHC resulted in a safer envi-
ronment that is also benefi-

. clal tb riativewildlife. Ifi fact;
a professional botanist who
examined the site determined
that more than 40 species

of plants native t¢ Michigan
have naturally germinated as

-a result of this project, pro-

viding food and cover for vari-
ous mammals, birds, turtles
and pollinator species.”

The ITC transmission
corrider at Stony Creek
Metropark was cne of 238
sites recognized at the 2009
Sympasium for creating a
Wildlife at Work program.

In addition, 47 Corporate
Lands for LearningSM (CLL)
Pprograms were recognized,
reaching thousands of Jearn-
ers from schoaols and scout
groups to master gardeners
and university researchers.
Since 1990, WHC has certi-
fied 560 Wildlife at Work and
113 CLL programs worldwide.
The certification prograrns rec-
ognizes outstanding wildlife
hahitat management and envi-
rottmental education efforts
at corporate sites, and offers
third-party validation of the
henefits of suck programs.
