all over the metro Detroit area to do 
their shoppitig, Lindberg said people 

need to be cautious. He also suggests 
that women carry their cell phones 
ill a pocket In case someone snatches 
their purse. 

"People need to me lIlore alert and 
more concerned about making sure 
dooi's ai'e locked and valuables are 
not in plain sight," he said. 

Collins said he feels economic 
struggles are not an excuse, and 
those who steal do so because they 
have it inside them. Still, he encour­
ages people to not tempt fate. 

The two also said they make sure 
their officers are Inore visible this 
time of year and they pay Inore 
attention to neighborhoods, looking 
for such things as open garage doors 
and other concerning sights. 

Fire prevention also is key dur­
ing the liolidays, and people should 
make sure their tree is watered, they 
turn lights off when not in the room 
and check their smoke detectors. 

"It seems every year you hear of a 
fire tragedy," Collins said. "These are 

times to be careful, not just from the 
crime pei'spective but fire safety as 
well." 

Also the holidays can be a time 
wliei'c people lI;ivc too nIiicIi to drink 
and decide to get behind the wheel, 
a practice that is sure io ruin the 
season. 

Northville Township Firefighter 
Jason R:i.schke piwidcd soIne 
advice, telling people lo stay off the 
roads late at niglil, call 911 if they .see 
a person driviiig that appears to be 
under the influence and take steps lo 
h.ave a sober driver when deciding to 
go out and drink. 

There are several sers'ices that will 
give people rides home, even ones 
that make sure llieir car gets home 
safely too, so there is no excuse for 
driving drunk. 

"Unfortunately every year we have 
to take people to be our guests for 
the night," Collins said.

SoraetiiTies technology 
helps us and sometimes it 
hurts us. This is nowhere 

more apparent than in the pro­
liferation of video clip sharing 
sites like YoulXlbe. These sites 
show gUmpses of us at our best 
and at our worst. It seems that 
everyone has a video camera 
or a video phone that gets 
pulled out whenever some­
thing unusual happens. We are 
filmed at every major shopping 
mall and some entertainment 
venues. 

Recently a c1ip was put up 
on Youlbhe about some fans 
behaving badly at a local 
sporting event. The fans 
appeared to be intoxicated 
and argumentative. Someone, 
sitting near them at the event 
pulled out their camera and 
began filming once a distur­
bance broke out. Every bad 
word and gesture was caught 
on film and have now been 
viewed by thousands of people. 
The availability of cheap video 
cameras and ubiquitoiis cell 
phone caineras combined with 
the ubiquitous presence of 
security cameras means that 
we are being filmed much 
more than we think. Consider 

how fast tele-

being filmed. 
Perhaps the greatest increase 

in surveillance cameras has 
been the installation of trafific 
cameras at intersections. I work 
just over two miles from home 
but pass through four inter­
sections that are under video 
surveillance. Each of these 
intersections has at least four 
cameras mounted overhead. If 
I take the back way out of my 
subdivision I still get filmed at 
least times. I have been trying 
to (ind a route to get more three 
miles from home without being 
photographed and I cannot do 
it. The number of cameras is 
just incredible. 

The level of video surveil­
lance in malls, banks, res­
taurants, and entertainment 
venues is .ilso increasing, ln 
many cases, the businesses 

put a monitor in view of their 
customers to make them 
aware that they are being 
observed. Surveillance videos 
have been used to document 
crimes and perceived injustice. 
How many people watched 
the Rodney King video that 
framed a national debate. 
Hoiv many of us were moved 
by the video of a Chinese dis­
sident standing down a tank 
in Tiananmen Square? Video 
footage is changing our world 
whether we arc ready or not. 
Videos are changing how we 
teach college students. I use 
videos in some of my classes 
at Walsh. It is very simple to 
include a link to a clip in my 
PowerPoint slides and there is 
a quick transition from lecture 
to viewing. A succinct and 
humorous video clip can bring 
a lesson to life in ways that I 
cannot as a lecturer. 

Videos clips have many posi­
tive uses in our society. IVlany 
artists use YouTlibe to promote 
their work. I have browsed clips 
to determine if a song or CD is 
worth the moIiey before I pur­
chase it. WIlen I was younger 
you had to be in front of your 
television at the specified time 

catch your favorite show. Now 
you can watch almost any show 
at any time over the Internet. 
Tlie same rule applies to watch­
ing videos that people submit 
to sites like YouT\Ibe. You1\ibe 
video clips can help keep fami­
lies together. My niece posted 
a clip of my grand-nephew 
singing the "Wheels on the Bus 
go round and round" which 
helped our geographically dis­
persed family to connect. It 
was a great clip and a moment 
captured forever by a cell phone 
camera and shared. Constantly 
being on camera is changing 
our politicaJ landscape and our 
sense of privacy Cameras used 
to raise a sense of outrage but 
now very few of us even notice 
the addition of new caineras 
into our world. We are being 
watched more and more and 
might as well smile for the 
camera.

Antil llas IIoticed over the 
years that Inore people are apt 
to participate when tliey doil't 
ilave to do so live, and the social 
media sites provide a good 
venue for two-way communica­
tion in a different manner. 

The city started actively 
looking into tlie social media 
sites in July, forming a Web 
2.0 team and seeing how they 
could best use the new media.

But Nixie is a program the 
department has signed off on 
because "it's a tremendous 
benefit to the coInmunity." 

Nixie is a free service oifering 
public safety alerls to people 
via text, e-mail or Twitter, and 
people can sign up for the type 
of alerts they wish to receive, 
ranging frotn news, weather, 
traffic and public safety. 

Signing up is free by visifing 
www.nixle.coni, and can be can­
celed at any tiiiie. Communities 
sucli as Northville Township, 
SoiIth Lyon and Farmington 
currently use the site. 

"It is yet to be seen how it 
will be received by the com­
munity, but I think for those 
who lire interested ~ and for 
us to be transparent and get 
the messages out there quickly 
- it will be a great tool and a 
benefit for us," Lindberg said. 

.Antif said the city is continu­
ing to look at how to best use 

. the new technology and plans 
on adding polls, Youlhbe videos 
and more to the pages as they 
continue to grow in popularity. 

"It's a very exciting time 
because there are so many pos- ' 
sibilities," she said.

The following is how 
partygoers across the globe celebrate in select countries 
each New Year's Eve. 

Germany 
Germans celebrate "The Holy Sylvester" in honor of 

Pope Sylvester I. Communities host a local party known 
as a "Sylvester Bail." Though Germany's celebrations 
are not as grandiose as those in the United States or 
Scotland, many German celebrators do light off fire­
works of their own come the stroke of midnight. 

Australia 
New York City's Times Square is the pilgrimage of 

choice for American revelers each New Year's Eve. For 
Australians, the pilgrimage has a decidedly more laid 
back feel, as many typically head to the beach to ring in 
the New Year. Since the month of December marks the 
beginning of summer in Australia, many Australians, 
who, thanks to time zones, are the first to ring In the 
New Year, party hard as the clock approaches midnight 
on December 31 (enjoying a fireworks display set off 
from the Sydney Harbour Bridge) and continue doing 
so until dawn. 'Then on New Year's Day, a public holiday 
throughout the country, many Australians enjoy picnics 
or camping out at the beach. 

Brazil ' ' 
The place to be in Brazil is Rio de Janeiro, which 

recently won the right to host the 2016 Olympic Games. 
Rio de Janeiro's New Year's preparations begin early 
in the morning for a massive party on the beach come 
nightfall. Fireworks are eventually a part of the celebra­
tion, going off at midnight and lasting for roughly 30 
minutes thereafter Though originally more of a reli­
gious celebration. New Year's in Rio de Janeiro is similar 
to Times Square in New York City, annually attracting 
millions of tourists for the festivities. 

England 
England's New Year's celebration is perhaps the most 

similar to the celebration in New York City. Londoners 
traditionally visit Trafalgar Square and Piccadilly 
Circus, waiting for the sound of Big Ben's famous chime 
at the stroke of midnight before breaking into a rendi­
tion of "Auld Lang Syne." Fireworks are also set off 
near the famous London Eye, a massive ferris wheel­
like device located just along the Thames River in the 
Lambeth section of London. 

Scotland 
Arguably one of the biggest New Year's celebrations 

in the world. Scotland's celebration is known as the 
Hogmanay. A four-day festival in the nation's capital of 
Edinburgh, the celebration offers live music, parades 
and fireworks, with the culmination of the festivities 
coming on New Year's Eve, when a massive street party 
is held on Princes Street In the heart of the city. When 
the clock strikes twelve, fireworks burst out into the air 
from Edinburgh Castle.

Dear Savvy Senior 
My parents have lived in tile same 

house for IIlore than 40 years and plan 
on living there the rest of their lives. 
TlIe problem is, their house is two-sto­
ries and isn't very practical for seniors. 
Wllat resources can yon recommend 
that can help Illy elderly parents .stay 
safe and stay put, on a limited budget. 

Safety-Conscious Sue 
Dear Sue, 
Your parents are like most seniors in 

this country. They want to stay living in 
their own home as long as they're phys­
ically capable. But for IIIany seniors in 
their 70's and beyond, staying put can 
present some real safety challenges, 
liere's what you should know. 

Every year in the U.S. about 7,000 
elderly people die in Ilonie-related 

-s»mrsES«<,-̂ --i 1- -5- v i e 

accidents, and millions are seriously 
injured. Falls are the leading cause 
of injuries, but the elderly are also at 
risk for being burned by the stove or 
scalded by hot w.iteI-. To help make 
your parent's home a safer, more age-
friendly place to live, here are some 
tips and resources that can help. 

GET INFORMED 
Your first step is to le.arn where the 

potential hazards lie in your parent's 
house and what you can do to reduce 
dlenl. A good place to do this is at the 
Home Safety Council's Web site (www. 
mysafehome.net) where you can take a 
house tour that points out the possible 
dangers room-by-room. Many of the 
changes the site suggests are simple and 
iIIe.\pensive, like removing clutter and 

throw rugs to avoid tripping, installing 
brighter bulbs in existing light fL\tuies 
to improve vision and addiIlg grab bars 
to the bathroom for support. 

GETANASSESSI^ENT 
If your parents have medical 

issues like chronic arthritis or poof 
vision, ask their doctor to prescribe a 
home evaluation by an occupational 
therapist who specializes in honie 
modifications. They can analyze the 
potential challenges and shortcom­
ings of your pareilt's home to coiIlc up 
with a plan that you, a handyman or 
a contractor can easily follow. Many 
health insurance providers, including 
Medicare, will pay for a home assess­
ment. However, they wiil not cover 
the physical upgrades to the home. 

WAYS TO PAY 

If >'oiir parents need or want to make 
substantial changes to tlieir hoIne, but 
don't have tile cash to pay for tliem, tlley 
should consider taking out a home equity 
loan. Allother passibility is a reveî e mort­
gage. Available to people over 62, a revel-se 
mortgage will let your paiwt's convei-t tile 
equity in tlleir hoIiie into cash tllat doesIl't 
have to be paid back as long as eitlier one 
of diem ju-e li\ing tllere. But the fees can 
be substantial, so be sure to speak widl a 
financial plailIIer befoI-e taking out diis 
type of mortgage. For infoi-mation on 
ways you can tap mto your home equity, 
go to wmlorIgtermcare.gov, a site run by 
die DepartmeIlt of Healdl and HuIiian 
Sei-vices.

Agcnq' on Aging (call 800-677-lll6 or 
visit wmeldercare.gov to find your local 
office) near your parents, aIld inquire 
about home lnodifiaition loaIIs and scr-
iices available to senioi's. Many state aIId 
ipaii comirlunitieshave low or lIo-inter-
est loans, ta.\ credits or otlIer programs 
to those with low or moderate incomes. 

In addition, get in touch with 
Rebuilding Together (www.i-ebuildiIlg- 
togetller.org, 800-473-4229), a national 
nonprofit of-ganization that repairs and 
modifies homes of older, low-incoiIle 
hoineowTCIs to help them age in place.

School budget problems cannot 
be fixed locally

Schools lakes the privatization of our cus­
todial staff lightly, Wc ui idcis t i i iul that 
this was not a decision ihii t vv.is made 
easily by the Board of Edi ical ion, and one 
thai understandably was made to help 
resolve the budget catastrophe that has 
been created by a lack of revenue at (he 
stale level. 

Our Bo;ir(t of Education luus done every­
thing in their power to remain fisc.illy 
respon.sible and live up to the mission o f 
the district. However, this financial si tu­
ation cjiiinot be fi.xed locally. Wc continue 
to discuss making cuts to programs and 
services within the distr ict , cuts that 
w i l l undoiibledly change the perception 
that other cninmunities around the slate 
have of Novi , as well as the reality of 
what Novi really is. Th is is a perception 
of greatness, leadership, and tremendous 
student achievement that has been earned 
over time by al l ofthe h a i d work o f each 
employee ofthe N o v i Community Schools, 
l am sure that each ofthe leaders w i t h i n 
our school district would like to maintain 
this reputation ihey have, one that is built 
upon a Commitment to l-^xcellence. 

Cutting programs and staff w i l l ultimate­
ly have a negative impact on our students 
and turn us into a district that is mediocre 
al best. No one would dare think that this 
should be our new mission, to develop a 
culture of mediocrity, wi th 'J'l-iO students 
in a classroom, shared textbooks, l imited 
or no exlracurriciilars and no unique assets 
that set us apart from other districts within 
this State. 

Based on what has been reported froln 
tlIe slate Legislature, iis well as our district 
leadership, this budget crisis is not going to 
go away anytime soon. The problem does 
not lie within the amouIIt of money our 
staff makes or the type of insurance they 
have. The prciblcm lies wi th in the current 
method used by the state to determiiIe the 
amount of fundiiIg each district receives. 
The problem cannot be fixed locally. 

I f all district employees were to take a 
.5-percent pay cm this would save less than 
$2.5 mil l ion. By the end of the 20 iO- I l 
school yciir the Novi Community Schools 
would still be facing deficit close to .$l mi l ­
l ion . Then what? Another pay cut of 5 per­
cent or l o percent? This problem w i l l not 
be fixed locally 

The only wny our school district w i l l be 
able lo slay financially solvent, i f the finan­
cial structure remains the same, would be 
lo basically cut all services and programs 
tliat are not essential lo the core academic 
classes. Such a decision would take N o v i 
beyond the realm oiniediocr i ly and put us 
on a fast track to the bottom ofthe educa­
tion community This problem wi l l not be 
solved locally. 

Our stale legislators must hear from you 
to demand a revision to the school funding 
formula. Unt i l they hear from each of us, 
they wi l l continue to believe we can solve 
their problems, and we know the only way 
to do that is to eliminate the things that 
make Novi great. Docs anyone really want 
that?

W e were exposed to the worst and the 
near best recently in metro Detroit. 
What a difference a few miles make. 

Detroit schools sink to a new low while 
West Bloonifleld's Jnternalioniil Academy 

soars. 
Parents, teachers, po l i ­

ticians and educational 
officials from Detroit to 
Lansing were rattled to 
the hone as It was revealed 
that fourth- and eighth-
graders i n Detroit Publ ic 
Schools scored the worst 
i n the nation i n math 
according to national test 
scores. The Detroit scores 

on the National Assessment of Education 
Progress, a rigorous national assessment, 
were the lowest i n the test's 40-year h i s ­
tory. Among fourth-graders, 69 percent 
scored below basic levels, as (lid 77 percent 
of eighth-graders. Results show 77 percent 
o f eighth-graders and 69 percent o f fourth-
graders lack basic math sltiUs. 

Yet, a few miles down the road i n the 
upscale suburban Bloomfield H i l l s school 
district , the International Academy, w h i c h 
e1npl1a5izes a global baccalaureate cur ­
riculum, was named the second best public 

. hig}1 school i n the nation, accortlitig to the 

annual Best High Schools list by U.S. New 
& World Report The magazine looked at 
more than 2 l ,000 public high schools in 
48 states and Washington, D.C. Thomas 
Jefferson High School for Science and 
Technology in Alexandria , Va., a suburb o f 
the nation's capital, was named No. l . 

Tl ie International Academy's No . 2 
designation was based on the College 
Readiness Index, which included scores 
on Advanced 9 through l 2 from several 
Oakland County districts. Enrollment i n 
the affluent district includes 60.4 percent 
white students, 36.4 percent Asian , 1.9 
percent black and l.3 percent Hispanic. 
The D P S system is predominantly Af r i can 
Amer ican and poor Separate and unequal 
was supposed to end decades ago. 

Clearly, the overwhelming majority of 
the students at the International Academy 
have had a better start in life than the 
majority of the children that attend 
Detroit schools. 

The man in charge o f DPS, Robert Bobb, 
understands that teaching and learning 
trumps and must drive the financial deci­
sions i n any high quali ty school. H e also 
realizes that the academic deficit for the 
children in DPS is far greater than the 
fiscal deficit that he inheri ted and w h i c h 
soars into the hundreds ofjniUions. 

Bobb is unearthing the lIgly t ruth that 
D P S has been about: power, control, 
politics, jobs and adults and N O T about 
teaching, learning, children and qual i ty 
education. 

Let's be clear, everyone, regardless o f 
where you live and work, should be very 
worr ied about adults fai l ing the ch i ldren 
o f Detroit. A child without a solid edu--
cation today wi l l be an adult without a 
future tomorrow. Our state prisons are 
j ammed wi th functionally illiterate, edu­
cational failures of the past. Uneducated 
chi ldren w i l l reappear as illiterate adults 
i n your neighborhood or place of business 
unless nothing short of a crusade is under­
taken to beat illiteracy a n d school failure 
i n Detroit. 

What is happening i n Detroit is nothing 
short o f educational genocide. Hopefully, 
the atrocity exposed w i l l force bold action 
that puts our children's needs above adults. 

Ttvo spotUghts were on Mich igan — one 
that we should aspire to for more of our 
students and one that should make every­
one stand up and say, "No more!"

When there's an emergency 
or other immediate public 
safety concern, people typical­
ly depend on media broadcasts 
for notification. 

But if you aren't watching 
TV, listening to the radio or 
on a news media Web site, you 
just might miss it. 

That's all changing, thanks 
to a new service from Oakland 
County and its sheriff's office. 

Recently, a Community 
Alerts program was begun, 
which sends E-mail and cell 
phone text messages lo regis­
tered users, prompting them to 
check the county's Web site for 
street closures, crime sprees, 
hazardous situations or other 
emergencies posted by the 
OCSO. 

"It's available and it's free. 

The only cost to consumers 
would be the text message 
fee if their cell phone carrier 
charges it," said Lt. David 
Pement, commander of the 
OCSO Highland substation. 

Available to anyone who 
signs up, the Community 
Alerts program is part of the 
county's E-mail subscriber 
service which was launched 
in June 2008 and features 
dozens of county departments 
and municipalities offering 
information and alerts. The 
alert categories with the more 
pressing information are wire­
less enabled as well so they can 
be sent as text messages to cell 
phones. 

The sheriffs office got on 
board with the program a few 
weeks ago and already is attract­
ing a steady number of subscrib­
ers, said Sandy Jurek, program 
manager for the project. 

"Public safety alerts ai-e 
hugely popular," Jurek said, 
"There's general information 
as well as emergency notifica­
tion where people can hear 
about road closures, Inissing 
persons, chemical hazards 
and that kind of thing. It's 
improved communication with 
the community." 

Pement agreed that 
Community Alerts is a conve­
nient and effective way to get 
information to residents right 
away 

"I think it's a great idea," he 
said. "The main thing is get­
ting the word out to as Inany 
people as we can."

M ichigan is in the midst of 
a foreclosure crisis. We 
should be doing all we 

can to help struggling families 
hold on to their home. Tlley 
deserve easier access to key 
information that often repre­
sents their last chance to keep 
their house. 

I am pleased that my leg­
islation to allow the register 
of deeds of Oakland and 
Macomb counties to deter­
mine and release the dollar 
amount needed for a hom­
eowner to redeem a home from 
foreclosure was unanimously 
approved recently by the 
Senate Banking and Financial 
Institutions Committee. 

After a residence has been 
"sold" al a foreclosure sale, 
homeowners have a si.\-month 
redemptioi) period to secure 
the money to redeem their 
home after the sale. County 
registers were allowed to cal­
culate the redemption amount 
until tile law was changed in 
2005. 

However, current law does 
not allow the register of deeds 
to provide tiiis information 
to the homeowner. My bill, 
Sen.ite Bill 350, would restore 
the ability of Oakland and 
MacoInb County registers to 
perform this valuable service. 
Although I believe that all 
country registers should lielp 
homeowners with this infor­
mation, Iny bill is limited to 
the only two counties specifi­
cally askiIlg for this ability to 
be restored. 

Bruce and Rebecca Wolford 
of Waterford testified in sup­
port of SB 350 and told the 
committee of their hardship in 
obtaining the critical redemp­
tion information. 

Tlie Wolfords said, "We had 
to fight to get the information 
we needed to save our home. 
We were persistent. We didn't 
give up. But there are so many 
people that could be clIeated 
out of the very last opportunity 
they have to save their home." 

I have been working with 
Oakland County Clerk aiid 
Register of Deeds Ruth 
Johnson on this legislation for 
more than a year. She strongly 
supports the measure and told 
the panel that she believes a 
neutral third party, such as 
the register of deeds offices in 
Macomb and Oakland coun­
ties, could assist Michigan 
families and ensure they have 
every opportunity to save their 
home. 

SB 350 is similar to my 
previous legislation that was 
approved by the Senate in 

Nancy Cassis 

2008, but did 
not get taken 
up in the 
House due to 
being late in 
the year and 
session end­
ing. I hope that 
as lawmakers 
hear the real-

life stories, like the Wolfords, 
we will be able to finally give 
Michigan families this vital 
tool. 

National Window 

Covering Safety 

resolution approved by 

the Senate 

The MichigaIl Senate 
.ipproved my resolution to recog­
nize National Window Covering 
Siifety Month in an effort to raise 
awareness of the hidden danger 
of window blind cords. 

It is estimated th.at strangu­
lation by corded window treat­
ments kills one child every 
two weeks. Window blinds are 
also the third-leading cause of 
death in children daycare set­
tings. Tliat is why it is ilnpor-
tant to educate pareilts and 
childcare workers of the haz­
ards associated with window 
blind cords. 

.Senate Resolution 92 stated 
that "since 1990, Inore than 
200 infants and young chil­
dren have died from accidental 
strangling in window cords in 
the United States." 

TlIe resolution was in mem­
ory of Isabela Grace Nagara, 
who was unfortunately and so 
sadly strangled by a window 
blind cord in June 2009 while 
taking a nap. She had just 
turned two years old. With 
great sympathy I share her 
family's grief While remem­
bering Isabela, I brought 
attention to this overlooked 
source of harin to help protect 
Michigan children from suf­
fering a similar tragedy. ' 

Isahela's parents, Wes and 
Beth Nagara of Commerce 
Township, and her uncle, Ron 
Nagara, were in the Senate 
gallery when SR 92 was 
approved. 

Earlier this month. Sen. 
Gilda Jacobs introduced leg SB 
990 to implement regulation 
of window blinds with looping 
cords at licensed day care cen­
ters. Also, my staff and I cur­
rently are investigating other 
legal means that Michigan leg­
islation could address regard­
ing this safety issue.

The holidays are the time 
of year when traditions from 
all over the world take center 
stage. 

And in a diverse city like 
Novi, each family is likely cel­
ebrating in their own unique 
way Some families are contiIIu-
ing customs learned in their 
home land, while others are 
starting new ones from scratch, 
but all revolve around similar 
values - family aiid faith. 

Vera Viehweber, a German 
student who just moved to 
America a little more than a year 
ago, said everything her family 
did in Germany they continue to 
do in their Novi home. 

"For my family, the holidays 
are a lot about family and spend­
ing time together," slle said, 

Viehweber has already had a 
visit from Nikolaus, a holiday tra­
dition on Dec, 6 where children 
leave their boots out over night 
and he comes and flUs them with 
items such as walnuts, oranges, 
cllocolate, toys and more. 

The boots also must be dean, 
as a dirty boot could lead to a 
lack of gifts. 

Viehweber's family also cel­
ebrates Christmas, but they 
do so right at midnight. Santa 
does not come to their home, 
rather a religious character 
called Christkind brings gifts. 
She said her family eats and 
goes to church at midnight, 
and when they come home they 
must wait to hear a bell before 
they can go get their presents. 

She said the only change in 
her family's traditions is deco­
rating their home with lights 
because that was not a com­
mon practice in Germany 

In Mariana Madrigal's home, 
the countdown to Christmas 
began on Dec. 16, the begin­
ning of the Mexican tradition 
Las Posadas. Las Posadas is a 
nine-(i5iy^cel?bration base(l oil 
the nine months that Maria 
carried Jesus in her womb. 

lYaditionally, a party is held 
every night iii a fainily's home, 
culminating on Christmas 
day at midnight. At that time, 
Madrigal said they eat, cele­
brate and put Jesus in his man­
ger in their nativity scenes. 

She also said New Year's is 
special in her culture. 

"We have really nice glasses 
that have l2 grapes in them 
to signify the l2 months of 
the new year," she said. "At 
midnight we start eating the 
grapes and making wishes for 
every month of the year." 

Madrigal, who moved to the 
United States 10 years ago, said 
her family hasn't altered their 
traditions much since moving. 

"I think we are more tradition­
al now because we want to keep 
intact with our roots," she said. 

Teena Antony, a junior at 
Novi High Schooi from Kera1a, 
India, ended her fasting at 
midnight after mass with fam­
ily. In India, fasting is a coni-
mon tradition, and Antony 
added chocolate to the foods 
she gave up during that time. 

As far as gift giving, "pres­
ents are really not a big deal," 
she said. They put their names 
in a box and tile name a person 
picks out is the person they buy 
a present for. 

In the United States, Santa 
Claus is the fictionai cliar-
acter who brings gifts to the 
good children. And at Emily 
Patterson's house, cookies 
always wiii be put out for him, 
and the holidays will be spent 
with family and old friends. 

"To us it means seeing fam­
ily you never get to see, and for 
me it's about giving," the junior 
said. "I save all my money for 
this time of year because I love 
giving presents." 

And whatever the traditions 
maybe, regardless of back­
grounds, the holidays are always 
filled with memories, old and new.

Keliepourey was preceded by John Osborne, 
who coached Novi for 33 years and also 
served as special teams coach this past fall. 

"I'm really excited and humbled to be even 
considered for the head coaching job," said 
Pennycuff, who turns 41 in two weeks. "Its 
exciting, its humbling to be the third head 
coach. I'm aware of all the great things John 
Osborne has done in the past, as well as 
Tab." 

Pennycuff has Worked with both 
Keliepourey (two years at Hartland) and 
Osborne (during his final season at Novi) 
in the past He expects to bring the lessons 
learned from Novi's first two coaches and 
the other coaches he has served with all 
together to create a strong program. 

'Our 1ong-term goal is that every young 
man that conies through our program 
becomes better businessmen, fathers, famiiy 
guys. Short term is to get a coaching staff in 
place and get in the weight rooin," Pennycuff 
said. "We want to deVe1op a cu1tt1re and 
environlnent where the Itids know its OK to 
malce mistakes, but estab1ish a cdture of 
doing business. Its a11hoWyou respond."

Pennycuff wi11 look at a mixture of assis­
tants and coordinators, from Novi, South 
Lyon East and elsewhere, before putting his 
coaching staff in place.

Including South Lyon, Novi, 
Berldey, Livonia ClarenceviUe and a second 
stint at South Lyon during a regional-cham­
pionship season, before landing his first 
head coaching job at Dearborn Heights 
Crestwood in 2006.

ITC provides updated 

outlook 

ITC Holdings Corp. (NYSE: 
ITC) announced an updated 
outlook for both 2009 and 
2010, largely driven by its con­
tinued success in implement­
ing its business plan and the 
favorable recent debt financ­
ings for ITC Holdings and ITC 
Midwest. For 2009, ITC now 
expects diluted earnings per 
share in the range of $2.55 to 
$2.60. The 2009 guidance 
includes $0.11 associated with 
the recognition of regulatory 
assets at ITC Great Plains as 
previously disclosed. 

The increase from the prior 
guidance of $2.47 to $2.52 is 
primarily due to the expecta­
tion that capital expenditures 
will be at the high end of the 
existing guidance range of
