Police usher in
new technology.

Digital fingerprinting will
save time, bring in revenue

It appears that ink-stained fingers could be a thing
af the past at the Novi Police Department as it recently
received a digital fingerprinting system to obtain prints, .

The Live Scan fingerprinting system allows for
immediate tr4nsmission of an applicant’s fingerprints
to the state and federal system, thus increasing the pro-
cessing time and saving time for the department.

‘The systern was obtzined by the department through
the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant
Program, which funds projecis that will provide eco-
nemic benefits to communities. The grant the depart- -
ment received was worth $23,604, and since the system
cost less than that amount, the department did not have'
to provide additional funds.

“We felt like the Live Scan systern would bea good fit,” said
Deputy Palice Ciief Torn Lindberg, “Trwill allow us to gener-
ate revenue and also be a benefit to the residents of Novi"

The applicants that typically have to be fingerprinted
are health care workers, day care workers, school
employees and criminal justice employees to name a
few. Prior to installing the system, people had to go to
other communities for the service.

Police Chief David Molloy indicated the depattment
anticipates getting five applicants per week, and the
cost per person is $30, The estimated annual increase
in revenue is projected at $7,800.

Hosting the perfect party requires some knowhow

Tis the season for holiday
parties, and it’s only natural
for hosts and hostesses ta sue+
cumb to last-minute jitters. To
minimize yoar stress, which
your guests will detect, mak-
ing it harder for them to relax,
lere are a few tips that will
help ypu remain calm and host

a dinner parly your guests will -

remember:

+ Invite guests who are com-
patible and complement each
other, such as some who are
good listeners and some wha
are good talkers,

» Plan a menw that is not
only deficious and nutritious
but is alse colozful and appe-
tizing,

+ Set the dining table the
night before and cover it with
a hedsheet. It is too nerve-
wracking to do this an hour or
s0.before your guests arrive,

» Place a drop of cologne on
the tight bulbs an hour or se
before you turn on the lights.

» Make sure your home is
well-Jit, and the address is vis-
ible for those coming to your
home for the first time. Maps
or directions to where you live
can be included with your invi-
tations.

« As host or hosts, it is your
responsibility to greet guests
at the deor. Do not assume
other guests will perform this
duty for you, Greet each guest
with a smile and firm hand-
shake ora friendly hug,

+ I you havé yquag children -

who will be at home during the
party, take them to the door
with you so that they can learn
how to greet guest properly,

+ Help your guests remove
their coats. For a large party,
the coats and wraps can be
placed on abed in a guest
room. If children are present,
they can be assigned the car-
rying responsibilities, If it’s
snpwy and beots are required,
have a small rag or waterproof
mat near the front door.

« If a guest is unfamiliar at
the party, it is your respon-
sibility to introduce him or
her to the others.

+ Background musicshould
be soft and subtle and nota
deterrent to geod conversation,

+ Candles are used cn din-
ing tables only after dark,
They are Lit just before guests
are seated at the table and
remain lit thronghont dinner,
Use a snuffer to extinguish the
flame; blowing out a candle

. can send wax onio the tahle-

cloth.

» If there are more than
eight diners at a table, it isa
good idea for the host to deter-

mine ahead of time where
peoptle sheuld sit, This not only
saves time but last-minate
confusion and decision-mak-
ing as well. Place name cards
either handmade or store-
bought at each place setting.

+ After everyene is seated
but before dinner is served, it
adds a gracious touch for the
host te offer a weleome toast
to guests,

« It is the host’s responsibil-
ity to moniter the flow of con-
versation at the dining table.
1f a disagreement or argument
appears imminent, he or she
should steer the conversation
in another direction.

+ If games cr other enter-
tainment are planned after
dinner, wait a few minutes
after the meal to allow guests
to relay, stretch their Jegs and
havea few minutes of conver-
sation.

« if a guest indicates it is
time for him or her 1o leave, do
not try to persuade them to say
longer.

+ Walk a depariing guest to
the door; help him or her on
with their coat; shake their
hand and say something like,
“We're 5o glad you were able to
share this evening with us.”

* » Don't linger with long
goad-byes. You need to get
back to your other guests.

During the yeurs of
corporate benevolence,
millions of dollacs were
allocated to the pursuit of
knowledge enhancement,
skill nequisition and self~
improvement as part of
the employee benefit pack-
age. The corporation took
responsibility for making
the resources available, and
it was the cmployee’s option
whether or not to seize the
opportunity, As an unseen,
irtangible oceurrence, self-
development was a source
of ronversational awkward-
ness between managers and
employees that, oftentimes,
was relegated to the last
topic discussed after you
finished talking about the
other '‘impartant’ stuff.

The perceived softness of
self-development is what
triggered the hardened
resistance from so many
business sectors. When the
skills, bought and paid for
by the organization, rarely
resulted in any demonstra-
ble change in behavior or
outcome, what followed was
the collective perception
that it was a waste of time
and it ‘didn’t take’

One of the arguments
advanced by the ‘experien-
tialists’ is that experience
is the best teacher and
that the best development
oceurs when you actually

grab a tiger
by the tail

as opposed
to chasing

it through a
video game.
The flip

side of the
argument is
found in the
writings of
the reflec-
tionalists’
who believe
that reading, discussion
and eritical thinking are the
path to true sel~develop-
ment. Fax from thinking
aboul self-development

is the overworked, over-
stressed, 9 a.m.-to-midnight
cmployee, whose primary
cancerns are the hallueina-
Lions that come from lack
of sleep. Semewhere in the
niddle of the debate, the
pendulum swings between
self-seeking advancement
and reactive business neces-
sity. Is it better to immerse
oneself into a self-designed,
inner-driven broadening of
skills and knowledge? Or,

is it better to wait until the
organization identifics what
you need to (quickly) learn
and direct you toward that
activity?

At a time when external
venues streteh the once -
unshakeable foundations
of business, all roads lead
inward. The practical side
of business demands &
conerete, conngcted path
to survival and growth.
The monetary veward that
comes from puiting in long
honrs will stagnate when
left unbalanced by personal
attention to seli-develop-
ment. There is more than a
compelling netion that has
business leaders rethink-
ing how they approach
the design and delivery of
business oulcomes. When
practical nceessity dictates
adifferent mindset from
business leaders, it right-

fully follows that employees
are expecled to make the
same shift. The only differ-
ence is that the benevolence
of the crganfzation will nat
serve us the platferm for the
shift in mindset. The dem-
onstrated willingness of the
employee to broaden their
knewledge base and mas-
ter new skills will send a
clear message that they are
thinking beyond the long
hours and focusing on the
long run.

Self-development was
never a waste of time, as
il is sumelimes porirayed,
but was maligned by hun-
dveds of wasted activities
that never connected with
the business cyele. The
real path to self-develop-
ment is in identifying those
activitles that connect both
knowledge and skill to some |
kind of business prohlem.
Hypotheticals make for
great legal, philesophical
antl psychological debates,
but rarely lead to practical
business solutions. Active
engagement in individual
self-development is a mes-
sage to the organization
that you are paying atten-
tion. Keep in mind -- {rom
the organization's point
of view, insisting that you
learn something new is the
equivalent of being told to
wear abelt with your pants
so your underwear don’t
show. You're suppesed to
already know it.
