The Novi Community Schools 
District Board of Education is hope­
ful that its bargaining units will 
make some concessions to help offset 
a budget deficit estimated at $4.4 
million this year. 

In December, the district received 
concessions from the transportation 
group and privatized custodial ser­
vices to save the district an estimat­
ed $777,765. A t that same time, the 
board also asked the teachers union 
and administrative staff to open 
their books and look at ways to help. 

"It's a very serious situation, and 
though we have made some progress, 
we haven't made enough," board 
President A n n Glubzinski said. "We 
are looking for this to be a united 
team effort."

The board went into executive ses­
sion lasfThursday, and Glubzinski 
said it is close to getting concessions 
from the administration. She could 
not elaborate on what the conces­
sions would be, but said the two 
parties are pretty close on getting a 
definitive answer. 

From the teachers' standpoint, 
Tom Brenner, president of the Novi 
Education Association, said their 
presentation is ready for the board 
to see, but a date has not been set up 
to do so. 

Opening the contract requires the 
Michigan Education Association to 
have its financial team examine the 

district's finances and then make 
a recommendation to the N E A if it 
should open its contact. The teachers 
are in the second year of a three-year 
contract, and despite not having an 
obligation to look at opening their 
contract, are doing so as a "good 
faith effort." 

"Part of this presentation is not 
just for the board, but for our own 
members to get a sense of how bad 
of shape the district is really in," 
Brenner said. 

Brenner believes in the short term 
the district isn't in poor shape, and 
ultimately the teachers want to do 
what is best for the district. 

The current contract calls for a 1-
percent wage increase each year and 
for teachers to pay a portion of their 
health care. 

"Tliis district is in better position 
than others, but we haven't been rob­
bing them to get rich ourselves," he 
said. 

Glubzinski said she anticipates 
receiving a report from the teachers 
soon and is "looking for basically a 
thumbs up or thumbs down from the 
N E A on if they are willing to open 
(the contract)." 

Brenner said he has heard from his 
constituents that until the adminis­
tration takes a leadership role, they 
do not want to budge. 

"There are other options out there 
that do not mean opening up our 
contract," he said.

The Novi City Council will 
vote Monday on a proposal 
city officials say will improve 
Community Emergency Medical 
Services' response times and 
increase their coverage area.

A proposal to hire an assis­
tant principal <at Novi High 
School and executive secretary 
at the Educational Services 
Building, while also eliminat­
ing the dean of students posi­
tion at the high school, was 
met by mi.xed reviews from 
the board of education last 
Thursday. 

The two positions have been 
held vacant since October, but

teachers. With over 100 teach­
ers at the high school and 
many who are probationary, 
they need to be evaluated two 
different times. He also cited 
a need for an administrator to 
provide coverage at events.

Treasurer Dennis O'Connor 
said he believes these moves 
send a mixed message to the 
community and staff.

C lay Pearson , N o v i c i ty m a n ­
ager, sa id h i s office has g iven 
i n f o r m a t i o n to M i l f o r d o n 
"what the a r range inen t w o u l d 
be i n t e rms o f cost a n d a d d i ­
t iona l services." 

Based o n a s tudy N o v i c o n ­
duc ted a few years ago, the cost 
to absorb M i l f o r d ' s d i s p a t c h

M any computer-literate 
professionals and stu­
dents find themselves 

working on multiple comput­
ers. We have our home com­
puters, our laptops, our work 
computers, and computers at 
school. Sharing files across a 
number of computers is prob­
lematic. Using one of the Web-
based file storage solutions 
would work except I use some 
computers that do not always 
have Internet access. The solu­
tion that I like the most is to 
carry my "active" files around 
with me on a small flash drive 
that plugs into a USB port on 
any computer. 

I personally use a 16 G B 
drive that is waterproof and 
shockproof I paid a little extra 
for the increased durability but 
I have never regretted it. I have 
found that 16 G B is more than 
enough storage for my needs 
and I always have it hanging 
around my neck when I head 
off for work. M y wife thinks 
that it looks a little nerdy and 
calls my flash drive my neck­
lace or my "nerd bling." 

Flash drives come in a vari­
ety of blinged out versions. 
Mine is a simple rubber-cov­
ered striped design but it is 
possible to buy drives covered 
in rhinestones that so serve as 
true bling. Some people like to 
carry around decorative flash 
drives that are shaped l ike ani­
mals, keys, twigs, baked goods, 
or hamburgers. The choices 
are as wide as your imagina­
tion and personal interests.

The cost of 
these unique 
styles is a bit 
higher but still 
relatively low 
for a signature 
drive that 
everyone wi l l 
recognize as 

yours. 
Many compa­

nies now give out flash drives 
as promotional items. The 
company's name or logo can 
be engraved on the side of the 
drive and the company's cata­
log loaded as a Word file on the 
drive. Some business confer­
ences distribute their proceed­
ings on flash drives to reduce 
printing costs and to make 
it easier for the conference 
attendees to carry them home. 

The technology behind nerd 
bling is constantly improv­
ing. M y first flash drive was 
relatively small at 64 K B . That 
is less than one percent of the 
capacity of my current flash 
drive. One of my colleagues 
uses a 200 G B pocket-sized 
flash drive that contains all of 
her course materials. 

There are some problems 
associated with using flash 
drives. The lost and found box 
i n the Walsh computer labs is 
often full of flash drives that 
students leave behind. These 
drives almost always contain 
school assignments and occa­
sionally sensitive files from 
employers that the students 
are working on. The portabil­
ity of flash drives also makes 

them vulnerable to being left 
behind when their owners f in­
ish their work at a computer. If 
you find yourself "losing" a lot 
of flash drives it might make 
sense to encrypt all of the files 
on your flash drive. This wi l l 
lower the portability of the 
drive as you need to be at a 
computer that can handle the 
decryption. 

Flash drives have a lifes­
pan. I have heard that some 
flash drives may give out after 
10,000 read-write cycles. That 
is a lot of use and I am not sure 
that I have ever approached 
that number on any of the 
flash drives that I have owned. 
I have only had one flash drive 
fail on me and that is because 
I dropped it off my desk and 
rolled my chair over it before 
I realized it was on the floor. 
Fortunately I had backed the 
drive up a day or two before 
and did not lose much work. I 
back my flash drive up every 
Sunday evening to prevent 
accidental data loss. I hope 
that you find using a flash 
drive as useful, secure, and 
convenient as I have.

past 10 years. 
N e v e r m i n d 
whe the r the b ig ­
gest cu lp r i t was 
n a r r o w - m i n d e d 
a n d poor m a n ­
agement, b a d 
p roduc t dec i -
s ions, or k o w ­
t o w i n g to the 
un ions . T h e fact 

is t h a t the i ndus t ry shr ive led , 
a n d over the decade, M i c h i g a n 
lost nea r ly a m i l l i o n jobs . 

N o w , o u r state is b e g i n n i n g to 
lose p o p u l a t i o n as w e l l . 

N a t i o n a l l y , the wors t eco­
n o m i c d o w n t u r n s ince the 1930s 
was c lear ly p rovoked b y a c o m ­
b i n a t i o n o f a s tound ing greed, 
t e r r ib le r i s k managemen t a n d 
as leep-a t - the-swi tch govern­
ment r egu l a t i on o f the financial 
indus t ry .

projected defici t for next year's 
G e n e r a l F u n d is m o r e t h a n $ 2 
b i l l ion . ) Fa i lu re s roos t e q u a l l y 
o n the r ight a n d o n the left, 
w i t h R e p u b l i c a n s s h o u t i n g for 
more a n d m o r e tax cuts a n d 
D e m o c r a t s t r y i n g to figure out 
h o w to d isguise t ax increases. 
N e i t h e r par fy has a n y t h i n g close 
to a p l a n to get o u r financial 
house i n order, a n d b o t h are 
d o i n g eve ry th ing they c a n to 
d u c k the f a r - r each ing re forms 
that are necessary. 

I n W a s h i n g t o n , the n a t i o n a l 
debt is n o w es t ima ted b y the 
TVeasury at $12,1 t r i l l i o n a n d 
c l i m b i n g fast, w h i l e the def ic i t 
for the cu r ren t fiscal year is 
e s t imated by B l o o m b e r g N e w s 
Serv ice at $1.4 t r i l l i o n — near ly 
three t imes the p rev ious record . 

R i s i n g defici ts are the p r o d u c t 
o f h i g h s p e n d i n g for wars i n I r a q 
a n d A f g h a n i s t a n , gove rnmen t 
i n t e rven t ion t o u n d o the reces­
s ion a n d tax cuts enac ted over 
the years by the B u s h a d m i n ­
i s t ra t ion .

Wit l i the Plymouth Ice 
Festivalscheduled for down­
town Plymouth Jan. 22-24, here 
are a few thhigs to know about 
the popular festival: 

• It was all by chance the 
quaint Western Wayne County 
community of Plymouth 
became the perfect winter set­
ting for an ice-carving festival. 
The town square centers on 
Kellogg Park, and over 1 0 0 
shops and restaurants enhance 
the visitors' overall experience, 
creating the foundation for 
the oldest running and larg­
est ice carving event in North 
America. 

The event is presented by 
the Plymouth International 
Ice Carving Spectacular, a 5 0 1 
(c) 3 non-profit Michigan cor­
poration, and is produced by 
first-year organizer Signature 
Professional Group of Wixom. 
The organizers raise all funds 
necessary to present the festival 
from the sale of sponsorships, 
donations, and the sale of ice 
sculptures. 

• Carving teams from Russia, 
Canada, Norway, Switzerland 
and Japan (where this art form 
originated) have participated in 
past festivals, though this year's 
festival was downsized and 
renamed without the interna­
tional flavor. 

In addition, past Plymouth 
champions Ted Wakar and 
J i m Bur of Frozen Images, and 
Tajana Raukar of Ice Dreams 
have won international com­
petitions including: The World 
Championships in Asahikawa, 
Japan (Wakar and Bur), the 
World Ice A r t Championship 
in Alaska (Tajana Raukar, Bur 
and Wakar), and they have 
also competed in the Winter 
Olympics where ice carving is a 
demonstration sport. 

• Each block of ice used for 
the festival weighs some 3 3 0 
pounds, and carvings are made 
from a single block to as many 
as 1 0 0 blocks. Tlie ice is spe­
cially made to ensure its claiuty. 
Between 2 0 0 , 0 0 0 and 3 0 0 , 0 0 0 

pounds of ice are carved annu­
ally at the festival. The multi-
block carvings require much 
physical prowess by each carver, 
and the assistance of forklifts 
and skilled drivers to stack the 
blocks ice into a proper and 
safe configuration to start the 
desired statue. 

• Carving techniques were 
developed by a French chef, 
prior to the invention of refrig­
eration, who created carved 
serving bowls of ice to keep 
perishable foods from spoiling 
and to decorate the table of the 
king. The art form became a 
mainstay in the culinary field 
as a way to offer dishes in an 
unusuaJ fashion, and to deco­
rate banquet tables. 

Carvers use specially made 
and finely sharpened chisels, 
handsaws, files, power tools, 
and blow torches to create their 
works of art. One of the special 
aspects of the Plymouth Ice 
Spectacular is that the artists 
are making the art as the spec­
tators view them. 

Ice carving is still closely 
tied to the culinary arts, and 
students from Schoolcraft, 
Macomb, Oakland, Washtenaw, 
Grand Rapids, and Henry Ford 
community colleges, as well 
as students from University 
of Michigan, and Eastern 
Michigan University, all have 
participated at the festival. 

• W h y is this event spec­
tacular? Because it has placed a 
small, quiet bedroom commu­
nity i n southeastern Michigan 
on the national and world 
main stage for one week a year. 
People all over the world access 
the Web site, associate ice carv­
ing wi th Plymouth, and plan 
trips to the area just to view the 
dazzling works of ice art. 

The event has become one 
of the most popular events in 
the area over the last quarter 
century. People who came with 
their parents or grandparents as 
children are now bringing their 
own families, giving it the dis­
tinction as the best free winter 
family event around. 

For years, couples have made 
the Ice Spectacular a date des­
tination; some have fallen in 
love here, got engaged here, and 
even married here as the event 
takes on a romantic ambience 
in the evening when colored 
lights bathe the sculptures.

Paul Zajac, general manager of Station 
8 8 5 Restaurant, is working on a special 
recipe for Plymouth Ice Festival weekend. It 
goes something like this: 

BLUE R A S P B E R R Y , O R A N G E A N D C H E R R Y 

STRIPED SHOW C O N E  

5,000 pounds of shaved ice 
90 gallons (900 pounds) of syrup 
I cardboard cone, 9 feet tall and 6 feet wide at its 

opening 

1 metal exoskeleton to support the cardboard cone 
Three industrial-sized ice shaving machines 
Scaffolding 

Place cone in metal support next to scaf­
folding. Shave ice. Using a bucket brigade, fill 
cone with shaved ice and add syrup. Serves 
1 0 , 0 0 0 . 

"The only th ing I 'd ask is that I 'd l ike 
the first snow cone," said Zajac, who 
plans to scoop out samples of the mon­
ster-sized frozen treat for onlookers 
when it's completed Saturday, J an . 2 3 , i n 
the restaurant park ing lot i n Plymouth's 
His tor ic O l d Vi l lage . 

"I can't wait to f i l l this thing. It w i l l be 

a sight. The joke around here is that the 
standard l ine is 'I don't know. I've never 
done it before.' That's one of the things 
that makes this fun. To accomplish the 
feat is secondary. It's just a fun th ing for 
families to watch." 

That feat is breaking the wor ld record 
for the biggest snow cone. Zajac hopes 
to create a 2 . 5 ton ( 5 , 0 0 0 pounds) icy 
confection that w i l l beat out the cur­
rent record o f 2 . 1 0 4 tons ( 4 , 6 4 0 pounds) 
held by M a m m o t h M o u n t a i n S k i A r e a i n 
M a m m o t h Lakes, Cal i f . 

He figures it w i l l take the restaurant's 
owners, staff and volunteers about four 
hours, s tar t ing at 1 1 a.m., to create the 
shaved ice and f i l l the cone. 

MAKING IT BIG 
Three ice shaving machines from C. 

Cretors & Co., i n Chicago w i l l turn out 
a total o f approximately 2 , 5 0 0 pounds 
of ice an hour. A bucket brigade w i l l 
dump the ma in ingredient into a "green" 
cardboard cone bui l t by A T S Packaging, 
wi th help from PianoCrafters, both of 
Plymouth. Then they ' l l add the flavored 
syrup and weigh the cone on equipment 
from Met ro Scale. 

"The company's automotive scale 
weighs up to 1 6 , 0 0 0 pounds. W e ' l l have 

a scoreboard read-out. We' l l know (its 
weight) when we reach the top," Zajac 
said. "Because we're dealing wi th such 
weight, we ' l l move at a safe pace." 

GETTING INVOLVED 
Zajac cooked up the snow cone idea 

last June while searching for ways to par­
ticipate i n Plymouth's downtown events. 

"Arguably the biggest event Plymouth 
has is the ice festival. I thought about 
world records and ice. We wanted some­
thing family-oriented, of course, and I 
also wanted something fun. A l l signs 
pointed to the snow cone." 

He didn't f ind out unt i l August , after 
Guinness Wor ld Records approved the 
attempt, just how big the last record-
setting cone was. Unfazed, he figured 
Station 8 8 5 could buil t it "better and b ig­
ger." 

A n d also edible. Zajac said Guinness 
requires the giant-sized snow cone to 
function l ike its smaller versions. The 
ice-handling equipment is s ter i l ized and 
food grade ice is used. 

"We're going to scoop from the top," he 
said, explaining plans for d i s t r ibu t ing 
the treat. "It w i l l be something special to 
eat...to eat apiece of history."

Tlie U.S. Figure Skating 
Championships are going on tliis 
week in Spokane, Wash., but local 
skaters are also taking to the ice in 
Farmington Hills as Novi's figure 
skating team competed Monday 
in its second of three team meets 
tliis season. 

Since the winter of2000-01, 
tlie Novi program has blos­
somed and even helped produce 
an Olympic hopeftil in Emily 
Samuelson, who ranks among tlie 
best U.S. dance pairings with her 
partner, Evan Bates of A n n Arbor. 

"It was a pretty small group 
when we fust started," said man­
ager Nancy Harbin, whose daugh­
ter, Jessica, was part of the origi­
nal team before going on to skate 
at the University of Michigan. 

Novi's program has never been 
large - starting with four skaters 
and cun'ently consisting of nine 
skaters - but it has been pretty 
successful during its nine seasons 
in District Three, despite die larg­
er programs at other larger school 
districts, such as Farmington and 
Plymouth-Canton, who botli have 
unified programs. 

"As a, whole, we're very fortu­
nate because we have a very hard­
working group of skaters. "They're 
all good skaters. Everyone works 
together, help each other out," on-
ice coach Tracie Nussbaum said. 
"Every year we pretty much have a 
great group. We've generally been 
successful. If you have too many 
skaters, they're not all going to get 
an element. Its been working out 
really well." 

Novi competes against nine 
other District Three teams in the 
two highest difficulty levels of 
events. Although only three skat­
ers consistently compete in Level 
A , the rest of the team is talented 
enough to compete at Level B. 
Novi is the only school m the dis­
trict that doesn't compete at Level 
C, which consists ofthe most basic 
difficulty. 

"We feel our skaters are capable 
of skating at B level. Most of those 
people have been skating since 
they were 4-5. This sport is where 
you have to skate four or five 
times a week to be any good at it," 
Harbin said. "Most of them are on 
the ice anywhere from five to 12

Skaters 
are only allowed to compete i n a 
m a x i m u m o f six elements each, 
altliough they are allowed to 
cross-compete between Level A 
and Level B.
