Rebuilding Together overwhelms two Novi families

Pat Skaja has spent a great deal of his life 
volunteering to help others. 

So when the favor was returned to h im last 
Saturday in the form of minor home repairs 
from Rebuilding Together Oakland County, 
the Novi resident didn't know how to react. 

Confined to yvheelchair after sustaining a 
spinal cord injury i n 2008, Skaja said he was 
"overwhelmed" by the generosity shown to 
h i m and his family and vowed to return the 
favor. 

"I am going to walk, there is no question 
about it," he said. "And this is encouragement 
to do that so I can get back to helping people 
again." 

His daughter, A m y Smith, said she was 
taught by her parents that "you reap what you 
sow," and that was what was happening to her 
family. 

"My dad volunteered quietly all his life and 
these people were coming back to bless h i m 
and give back to him," she said. 

The efforts were headed up by St. James 
Catholic Church in Novi through the non­
profit organization Rebuilding Together. 
Rebuilding Together helps low-income resi­
dents, senior citizens and those wi th disabili­
ties wi th home repairs the last Saturday i n 
A p r i l each year. 

Two houses i n Novi were chosen for proj­
ects. 

A t the Skaja's home, crews widened the 
bathroom doorway so Skaja's wheelchair 
could get through, painted walls, d id land­
scaping, fixed a squeaky floor and much more. 

Paul Albanell i , president of Albanel l i 
Cement Contractors, donated the concrete to 
make a sidewalk that would allow Skaja to go 
from the front of his house to the back patio, 
and Chris Heff from Tree M a n Tree Service 
had his workers take down a large tree i n the 
backyard. 

About 55 volunteers from St. James as well

the house from. 8 a.m. until after 5 p.m., and 
organizer Bob Harmer said more work w i l l be 
done to make the shower wheelchair acces­
sible. 

Pat's wife, Mary Anne, was brought to 
tears by what she called "a gift from God," 
and couldn't believe how many people, many 
whom the Skaja's didn't know, turned out to 
help.

Smoke-filled bars and restau­
rants w i l l be a thing of the past 
starting Saturday as Michigan's 
Smoke-Free A i r Law goes into 
effect. 

Many questions still surround 
enforcement and punishment 
issues, but business owners in Novi 
plan to accept the changes, even i f 
they don't agree wi th them. 

Darrel Krause, manager at the 
Post Bar, said he was surprised 
there has been little opposition to 
the ban outside of Oakland County 
Executive L . Brooks Patterson, 
who initially threatened to sue the

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whelming," site said. "It's 
beyond our wildest dreams." 

The other Novi home 
belonged to T im and Mona 
Fazzini. T im, like Put, is 
restricted to his wheelchair as 
lie battles multiple sclerosis, 
' l l ie work at tlie Fazzini home 
included installing a new 
water lieater, putting grout in 
the second floor bathroom, 
yard clean up, putting up a 
basketball hoop for their son 
and installing hardwood floors 
in the family room and living 
room. 

Mona called the help a 
"miracle" and a "blessing," and 
when the volunteers left for 
the day "it felt like family was 
leaving." 

"It touches us because we are 
not used to seeing strangers 
coming out and doing for us," 
slie said. "It was very encour­
aging." 

The hardwood floors are 
especially nice because the lift 
system used to move T i m from 
his wheelchair could not be 
moved on carpet. Now be wi l l 
be able to sit in a regular chair 
with his family. 

Kevin Carter, who lives 
across the street from the 
Fazzini's and was the orga­
nizer for the project, said the 
best part for h im was showing 
Mona that a lot of people care 
about her. 

"Sometimes she gets so 
overwhelmed, and I think the 
moral support is very impor­
tant for the family," lie said. 

Carter also said the group 
had a hard time finding fami-
Hes to help so he encourages 
people in the community to 
apply for help next year since 
it accepts applications year-
round.

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state before withdrawing those 
plans. 

"I think as long as the play­
ing field is level it should be 
fine," Krause said. "It wil l 
probably have a negative 
impact at first, but I don't 
think it wi l l be something long 
term." 

Brian Burke, owner of the 
Grapevine, made his business 
smoke-free inside when he 
opened in January 2008. He 
allowed smoking on his out­
door patio, and that wi l l have 
to stop. 

He said it is a change he 
w i l l have deal with and, like 
Krause, he expects patrons to 
fight the ban at first. 

"I think what w i l l happen is 
they wi l l give up for a little bit 
and try to find somewhere that 
lets people smoke," he said. 

Some of the stipulations 
wi th the new law require the 
businesses to post "no smok­
ing" signs throughout the 
building and remove ashtrays 
and other smoking parapher­
nalia. People are allowed to 
leave the building to smoke 
and there are no distance 
requirements. 

Business owners also are in 
charge of initial enforcement, 
asking people in violation of 
the law to stop, refusing ser­
vice i f they do not stop and 
eventually asking them to 
leave the establishment. 

The county health depart­
ment is the uhimate enforcer,

but information on how people 
can file a complaint has yet to 
be released. Health inspectors 
w i l l be looking for violations 
during routine inspections, 
and a first violation could 
bring a $100 civi l fine, and 
up to $500 could be fined for 
numerous violations. 

Novi Director of Public 
Safety/Chief of Police David 
Molloy said the police depart­
ment w i l l not issue citations, 
but wi l l show up at a business 
i f a patron is "unruly." 

"Really it is the responsibil­
ity of the owner to police their 
own area," he said. 

The only places exempt from 
the ban are Detroit's three 
casinos, tobacco specialty 
shops and cigar bars. Hookah 
bars cannot serve food or 
drinks in the same areas 
where smoking occurs. 

Krysten Leight, a bartender 
at the Post Bar, is a non-
smoker but still thinks the ban 
should give owners a choice, 
especially when there is out­

door seating. 
"But I am going to be 

happy that I can come home 
from work and not smell like 
smoke," she said. 

Her co-worker Al l i son 
Debiasi is a smoker, but is not 
against prohibiting smoking 
indoors and does not think it 
w i l l slow business. 

"Hopefully, it w i l l have an 
efTect on me and stop me from 
smoking," she said.

A n a l y s i s s h o w s f i l m c r e d i t s f a i l t o c r e a t e j o b s 

A recent study by the 
Mackinac Center for 
Public Policy illustrated 

that, in the two years since 
Michigan's f i lm credits were 
signed into law, the state has 
lost nearly 10 percent of its 
movie industry jobs. The anal­
ysis once again raises serious 
questions about the effective­
ness of the film credits to cre­
ate jobs and adds to the body 
of evidence that the refundable 
f i lm credits are not an eco-

. nomic generator. 
W i t h this data in mind, 

despite giving away $117 mi l ­
l ion of taxpayer money in film 
credits, Michigan's movie 
industry has lost a higher per­
centage of jobs than the state 
as a whole. W i t h the budget 
problems we face, we cannot 
afford such an ineffective and 
costly subsidy. 

The Mackinac Center report 
studied Bureau of Labor 
Statistics data and found 
that between the month that 
the film credits were signed 
(April 2008) and September 
2009 (the most recent month 
available) the number of 
people employed in Michigan's 
"motion picture and sound 
recording industries" fell from 
5 ,867 to5 ,290-a9 .8pe rcen t 
decline. 

The author and analyst of 
the report, James Hohman, 
noted that the estimated $155 
mill ion cost of the f i lm credits 
in Fiscal Year 2011 is equal to 
7 percent of what the Michigan 
Business Tax extracts from 
other state businesses. 

These refundable credits are 
being subsidized by taxpayers 
and small businesses in the 
form of higher taxes. That is 
unfair, and I w i l l continue my 
efforts to help job providers 
who are struggling to pay the 
bills and feed their families. 

While the state is trying to 
balance a $1.7 bil l ion budget 
deficit, we must use our l i m ­
ited tax dollars wisely and 
effectively. It is irresponsible 
to cut funding to key priorities, 
like our schools, while hand­
ing out subsidies to millionaire 
Hollywood producers. 

The nonpartisan Senate 
Fiscal Agency says the state 
only gets 17 cents back for

every dollar it 
gives away in 
film credits 
and that the 
average wage

That is 
not sustainable 
or effective. 

As the chair of the Senate 
Finance Committee, I recently 
introduced legislation to 
reduce the business tax burden 
for thousands of job providers 
and stabilize the state budget 
by eliminating the refund-
ability of certain business tax 
credits going forward. 

We would still give produc­
ers a credit to eliminate their 
total tax liability, but would 
end the practice of cutting 
them a check. It would make 
the film incentive program 
affordable and fiscally respon­
sible. 

Bil l to help students 

succeed introduced in 

Michigan Senate 

I recently introduced leg­
islation designed to improve 
academic achievement of 
struggling students in low-
performing schools by giving 
teachers the necessary tools to 
help them succeed. 

Many Michigan schools 
currently lack the evaluation, 
intervention and review pro­
grams that are critical to help­
ing students at risk of failure. 
W i t h the state's drop-out age 
expanding from 16 to 18, it is 
more important than ever to 
establish these programs to 
help students gain skills to 
graduate. To simply force kids 
to stay in school until age 18 
without assisting struggling 
students is irresponsible and 
counterproductive. 

M y bil l gives schools and 
teachers the means to identify 
a student's learning problems, 
address his needs and measure 
his progress. Early interven­
tion programs have proven 
successful in helping improve 
student academic success 

while saving schools money. 
Senate B i l l 1284 would 

require a school district or 
public school academy that 
operates a school among the 
state's lowest-performing 5 
percent of public schools to 
implement a plan for providing 
enhanced instructional ser­
vices, periodic screenings and 
early intervention services. 

My measure requires 
interventions to ensure that 
students at all grade levels 
are achieving at least a level 
2 proficiency on the M E A P 
language arts and math 
assessments. Laying out this 
specific benchmark for gaug­
ing achievement addresses a 
key area that was lacking in 
the state's first Race to the Top 
application, 

So, this reform accomplishes 
three tasks at once. It wi l l 
ensure kids can read and do 
math at grade level to improve 
academic performance, give 
students the ability to succeed 
in school and in life and boost 
the chances of Michigan win ­
ning additional federal fund­
ing. 

Under my proposal, evalu­
ation and intervention would 
be required in the fai l ing 
schools throughout grades K 
to 3. It would also mandate 
reviews after grades 4 and 
7 and, i f determined neces­
sary, intervention in grades 
5 and 8. 

Improving student achieve­
ment begins wi th intervention 
before fourth grade and con­
tinued review though middle 
school. To be most effective, 
this holistic approach includes 
parent involvement early on 
and adult advocates or men­
tors in later grades. Evidence 
supports our efforts.

SMALL CHANGES 
To avoid hygiene hardships as you gci older, 

let's start with some simple tips and a few low-
cost add-ons that can make a big difference 
in making your bathroom safer and easier l o 
maneuver. 

• Floor: To avoid slipping and tripping, get 
non-skid bath rugs for the floors or secure 
existing floor mats or rugs wi th dotible-sidcd 
rug tape. 

• Lights: The older we get the more light 
we need, so install the highest wattage bulbs 
allowed for your fi.\tures, and get a plug in

i i ighll ighl that automatically turns on when 
the room gets dark. 

• Entrance: If the doorway into the bath­
room is not wide enough to accommodate a 
wheelchair or walker, you can easily widen 
your doorways (two inches) w i l h ine.Npensive 
offset door hinges. 

• Bath/shower: To make bathing safer, buy 
a non-slip rubber mat or put down self-slick 
strips on the tub/shower floor, and install grab 
bars for support. If you use the shower, it's a 
good idea to put in a shower curtain rod thai 
screws or bolts into the wall (versus a tension-
mounted rod), so that i f you lose your balance 
and grab the shower curtain, the rod won't 
spring loose. Another safety precaution is to 
put in a water-resistant, wall-mounted phone 
in or near the bath/shower i n case of a fall . 
A n d many seniors with mobili ty or balance 
problems need to shower sit t ing down. If this 
applies to you, install a hand-held, adjustable-
height shower head, and buy a portable bath/ 
shower chair. 

• Toilet: Install grab bars next to the toilet 

loo i f possible, or purchase a toilet seat riser. 
This adds two-to-four inches of height nuiking 
it easier to sit and rise.

Also be aware that it takes only 
130-degree water to scald you, so turn your 
hot water heater down to 120 degrees or get 
anti-scald devices for your faucets.

on the market that can make your bathroom 
more age-friendly. 

For bathing, prefabricated "curblcss show­
ers" and "walk-in bathtubs" are two popular 
options today. Curbless showers have no 
threshold to step over so access is a breeze and 
ideal for wheelchair users. Theses showers also 
typically come with a bui l t - in seal, grab bars, 
an adjustable hand-held shower head, and a 
slip resistant textured floor. Or, i f you like to 
take baths, a walk-in bathtub wi th a front door 

luay be the way to go. Vou can find these prod­
uct's at sites l ike Accessible-Showers.com and 
Premier-Bathroonis.com. 

If you're interested in getting a new toilet, go 
with an A D A compliant "comfort height" toilet 
that's 17 inches high, versus a standard toilet 
that's only 15 inches.

A n d 
i f you get a new faucet, the single lever handle 
style is great for those with arthritis.

SMALL CHANGES 
To avoid hygiene hardships as you gel older, 

let s start wi th some simple lips and a few low-
cost add-ons that can make a big difference 
in making your bathroom safer and easier (o 
maneuver. 

• Floor: To avoid slipping and tripping, got 
non-skid bath rugs for the floors or secure 
existing floor mats or rugs wi th double-sided 
rug tape. 

• Lights: The older we get the more light 
we need, so install the highest wattage bulbs 
allowed for your fixtures, and gel a plug in 
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aightlight that autoinatically l i i r i is on when 
the room gets dark. 

• Entrance: If (he doorway into the bath­
room is not wide enough to accommodate a 
wheelchair or walker, you can easily widen 
your doorways (two inches) wi th inexpensive 
offset door hinges. 

• Bath/shower: To make bathing safer, bviy 
a non-slip rubber mat or put down self-slick 
strips on the lub/shower floor, and install grab 
bars for support. If you use the shower, it's a 
good ideti to put in a shower curtain rod that 
screws or bolts into the wall (versus a tension-
mounted rod), so that i f you lose your balance 
and grab the shower curtain, the rod won't 
spring loose. Another safely precaution is lo 
put in a water-resistant, wall-mounted phone 
in or near the bath/shower in case of a fall. 
A n d many seniors with mobili ty or balance 
problems need lo shower s i l t ing down. If this 
applies lo you, install a hand-held, adjustable-
height shower head, and buy a portable bath/ 
shower chair. 

• Toilet: Install grab bars next to the toilet 

too i f possible, or purchase a toilet seat riser. 
This adds two-to-four inches of height making 
it easier to sit and rise. 

• Faucets: If you have twist handles on the 
sink, bathtub or shower faucets, replace them 
with lever handles. They're easier to turn, 
especially for seniors with arthrit is or l imited 
hand strength. Also be aware that i l takes only 
130-degree water lo scald you, so turn your 
hot water healer down to 120 degrees or gel 
anti-scald devices for your faucets.

If you're th inking about remodeling, there 

are a variety of practical and stylish products 
on the market that can make your bathroom 
more age-friendly. 

For bathing, prefabricated "curbless show­
ers" and "walk-in bathtubs" are two popular 
options today. Curbless showers have no 
threshold to step over so access is a breeze and 
ideal for wheelchair users. Theses showers also 
typically come with a buil t- in seat, grab bars, 
an adjustable hand-held shower head, and a 
slip resistant textured floor. Or, i f you like to 
take baths, a walk- in bathtub wi th a front door 

may be the way to go. You can i'ind these prod­
ucts at sites l ike Accessible-Showers.com and 
Premier-Balhrooms.tom.

J e n n i f e r 
G r a n h o l m sa id she was o rde r ing more exten­
sive b a c k g r o u n d c h e c k s as a r e q u i r e m e n t 
before further tax credits are granted. 

That 's a s t a r t . But the governor is m i s s i n g 
the point i f the new rules only rearrange titles 
and focus only on prevent ing future grants to 
convicts. 

W h i l e a n n o y i n g , the app l i can t ' s c r i m i n a l 
b a c k g r o u n d is g e t t i n g way too m u c h a t t en­
t i o n . T h e M i c h i g a n E c o n o m i c Deve lopmen t 
C o r p . s h o u l d have u n c o v e r e d R i c h a r d A . 
Short's c r i m i n a l background had it done even 
a cursory background check. But the fol low-up 
emphasis s h o u l d be on the d e c i s i o n - m a k i n g 
process that l ed the state to decide that h is 
R A S C O f i r m had the wherewi tha l to car ry out 
its business p l an . 

The fa i lu re to uncover h i s c r i m i n a l back­
ground could be explained away as sloppy pro­
cedure. But the fai lure to adequately vet the 
company could also reveal an environment that 
favors p r o m o t i o n over subs tance , or a good 
publ ic relations story over c r i t i c a l analysis. 

In other words, when the M E D C glossed over 
Short 's app l i ca t ion , it cou ld have been d o i n g 
exact ly what i t was expec ted to do. Indeed , 
G r a n h o l m s a i d t h a t the R A S C O case was 
embedded i n M E D C procedures dat ing back to 
the admin i s t r a t ion of former Gov. J o h n Engler . 

W h i l e tha t m a y have been an a t t empt to 
deflect b lame b a c k on her R e p u b l i c a n prede­
cessor, it also suggests that the p rog ram has 
been poor ly a d m i n i s t e r e d d u r i n g her seven-
)lus years i n o f f i c e . I n o the r words , i t was 
)roken when she got here and she hasn't done 

any th ing to f ix it . 
In refusing the fa l l -on-h is -sword resignation 

o f Greg M a i n , G r a n h o l m said the M E D C ' s top 
off ic ia l is "an incred ib ly ethical , stand-up guy." 
W h i l e those are n i c e - s o u n d i n g w o r d s , they 
came eight days after she sa id that Short was 
"doing phenomenal work" i n renewable energy. 

N o one, other than the governor, has brought 
up the i n t e g r i t y o r e th ics o f M a i n a n d the 
M E D C . The issue is competency. 

O n e assumes tha t the "phenomena l w o r k " 
l i n e came c o u r t e s y o f the M E D C , w h i c h 
w o r k e d more t h a n a year w i t h Shor t w i thou t 
d i s c o v e r i n g h i s ques t ionable b a c k g r o u n d . A 
few weeks ago, a process server f rom F l i n t sa id 
such informat ion was available v i a a 15-minute 
Internet search. 

So what exactly was M E D C doing? A clue to 
that answer is offered by M E D C ' s recent vow 
to check previous tax-break recipients to see 
whether they h a d questionable backgrounds or 
whether they produced the jobs they promised . 

Tha t ' s a t r o u b l i n g s ta tement as i t i m p l i e s 
that once the tax breaks are granted , no one 
checks to see i f they are ef fec t ive . T h a t , i n 
fact, was the c o n c l u s i o n reached a year ago 
by a study funded by the M i c h i g a n Educa t ion 
Assoc ia t ion , the statewide teachers' union that 
is one of Granholm's biggest supporters. 

D i d anyone act on that repor t? Appa ren t ly 
not. 

W i t h o u t a t h o r o u g h inves t iga t ion in to the 
practices of the M E D C , the pub l i c is left w i t h 
the suspicion that the agency's goal was less to 
effectively admin i s t e r a p rogram than to pro­
duce publ ic relations events. 

A s it is, there are two major questions involv­
i n g M E D C and tax breaks. F i rs t , is there effec­
t ive oversight to make sure that tax breaks are 
w e l l a d m i n i s t e r e d ? Second , is there ser ious 
analysis to de te rmine that the tax breaks are 
effective, as opposed to just hand ing out tax­
payer money to those fortunate enough — or 
connected enough, o r devious enough — to w i n 
the tax break lot tery? 

I f G r a n h o l m is mere ly app ly ing makeup to 
the problem, neither o f those questions w i l l be 
addressed, much less answered.

This is unacceptable in a day and 
age when ideas and jobs can and do 
move across the globe etfordessly 

It is clear that w^en it comes to 
China, Michigan is like the pro­
verbial nine blind men holding an 
elephant. Each individual describes 
die animal quite diflerendy

dependingon the part he is holding. 
There is no shared vision, no overall 
direction, no common agenda. 

It's high time Michigan's leaders 
stopped using China for division 
and subtraction and started devel­
oping a plan to assure that China's 
rise results in addition and multipli­
cation of jobs in Michigan. 

The Asian behemoth is under­
writing U.S. debt to the tune of 
$1 trillion and growing, has die 
fastest-growing large economy in 
die worid, is producing more autos 
tlian America, and is intent on win­
ning the race for dean, alternative 
eneigy technology. 

Since the opening of China to the 
worid by Deng Xiaoping, the leader 
who followed Mao Zedoi^g, China is 
a rising economic superpower. The 
Cliinese economy grown by 
double digits for the past 20years 
and the auto market remains in its 
infancy with an enormous growth 
potential. 

It all adds up to countiess busi­
ness opportunities in China for 
Michigan companies willing to be 
creative and iiuiovative. Further, 
the Cliinese will continue to seek 
places to invest throughout the 
world we should be braiding over 

backwards to make Michigan a 
hospitable place for such invest­
ment. 

State government has an impor­
tant role to play, once it stops look­
ing at China through a rearview 
mirror and recognizes the reality 
of the situation and the enormity of * 
the opportunities. 

The Chinese maritet, with 1,3 
billion people and a rising middle 
class, is the mother lode of 21st 
century global commerce. The 
county executives fiom Wayne 
and Oakland, Robert Ficano 
and L . Brooks Patterson, along 
with Paul Gieleghem, chairman 
of the Macomb ([bunty Board of 
Commissioners, together with 
Commissioner E d Bruley, Ken 
Lampar and state Rep. Fred 
Miller are doing their part to build 
bridges. The have organized mul­
tiple trade missions, set up offices 
in China and encouraged their 
local community schools to begin 
to offer Mandarin Chinese to dieu' 
students. 

Here are some steps that could 
be taken to enable Michigan to t ^ 
die rich China vein: 

1. First, drop the China ihetoric 
that is not conducive to building 
positive relationships (what the 
Chinese call "guanxi"), conclude 
China is not going away and ask 

how to make its rise woA for our 
state. 

2. Seek advice from knowledge­
able individuals inside and outside 
Midiigan on v\iiat odier states and 
nations are doing that we should 
emulate and what is uniquely 
Michigan that the Chinese want or 
need. 

3. Convene across section of 
Chinese American community 
leaders from such groups as the 
Chinese Association of Greater 
Detroit, Chinese American 
Association, Asian and Pacific 
Islanders Chamber of Commerce, 
and Detroit Chinese Business 
Association and ad< how die state 
can leverage their existing China 
relationships. 

4. Brainstorm widi all the vari­
ous China experts and pull togeth­
er an action plan that can position 
Michigan to take M advantage cf 
the continuing rise of China, with 
emphasis on economic, cultural, 
a^cultural, tourism and education 
initiatives. 

The China wave VITII continue to 
come, we can do nothing and be 
swamped — or learn to surf and 
ride the wave.

ago, 16 percent 
of Michigan 4-
year-olds were in 
federally ftmded 
HeadStai-tpre-
schools. State-
funded pre-K 
programs served 
another 18 per-
cent. 

But that leaves 
out nearly two-thirds of the rest. 
How do we do in comparison with 
other states? Currently, Michigan 
ranks 19th as a proportion of pop­
ulation served, while we rank 16th 
in support per child enrolled. 

The Michigan Legislature con­
sidered diminating all state-fund­
ed pre-K last year! Tliey finally 
allocated $100 million per year,

Around 35,000 4-year-olds are 
eligible but not currentiy enrolled 
in eitiier Head Start or the Great 
Start Readiness Program. If all 
legally eligible children law were 
to enroll i n publicly funded pre-
K programs, it would cost $236 
million per year, according to 
the NationaJ Institute for Early 
Education Research. 

A l l told, spending for Michigan 
schools from state and federal 
sources together is about $11 bi l ­
lion annually. 

These facts led to the forma­
tion of the Early Childhood 
Leadership Council (ECLC), a 
group of 15 influential citizens 
formed to argue for pre-K in 
Michigan, even during times of 
budget crisis. (Full disdosure: 
I'm a member, and The Center 
for Michigan is helping adminis­
ter a foundation grant for ECLC.) 

A t the council's meeting in 

Lansing last week, talk centered 
around the hard fact that the 
capitol is preoccupied with the 
budget crisis, and that most 
lawmakers regard advocates for 
pre-K as another special interest 
group. ,; 

There are 83 organizations »n 
Michigan dealing with child*' 
hood and education, accdirding 
to Judy Samudson, C E O of the 
Early Childhood Investment 
Corporation. These organiza­
tions — one of which is our state 
itself — are the fiinding vehicles 
for $2.5 billion going to early 
childhood progi-ams, 

This reminded me of the 
days in the early 1980s when I 
was picked by then-Gov, J i m 
Blanchard to chair the Michigan 
Job TYaining Coordinating 
Council. Back then, the state 
was in the middle of a big reces­
sion (what else!), and most of the 
job training folks were whining 
about not having enough money. 

It turned out that there were a 

total of 72 job training programs 
in Michigan being administered 
by nine separate departments of 
state government. 

The problem wasn't financial. 
It was maniagerial. It didn't take 
the folks at the Early Childhood 
Leadenihip Council long to see 
that consolidating pro-ams into 
one place would reduce waate 
and increase accountability. 
Those are two key policies for the 
state worst-hit by the recession. 

What's needed, then is a focal 
point for overseeing and coordi­
nating all the separate fimcUng 
streams around this f idd - s a ^ 
a Governor's Office for Early 
Childhood Education. 

This is something that might 
easily be done by executive oider. 
Are you listening, governor?

Novi's girls swim and dive team led the successftil trio of 
Wildcat squads, receiving No. 1 Academic All-State honors from 
tlie MISCAfor the second straight yeai\ The team's combined 
3.83 grade point average was the higliest score of not only the girls 
swim squads in Division I, but of all three divisions for bodi gen­
ders. 

"It's a heck of a legacy to establish," Novi swim coach Scott 
Teeters said. "These Novi swimmers budget or manage dieir time 
as good as any high school kid in the United States. The elemen­
tary scliool teachers and middle school teachers gave tiiem the 
foundation to do it." 

Other K L A A swim teams tliat earned mentions were 
Northville at seventh in Division I with a 3.58 GPA, wliile 
Hartland -was ninth with 3.51 and Westiand John Glenn was lOtli 
with 3.47.
