Cuts altering face of education in Novi

Superintendent calls situation ‘death by 1,000 paper cuts’

Change appears to be inevitable as
the Novi Community School District
faces $6.7 million in cuts next school
year,

Teachers and staff members will
lose their jobs, programs will be cut
and parents are going to be asked to
shell out money for extracurricular
activities.

Board President Ann Glubzinski
calls it the “new normal whether we

like it or not,” but stressed that the
board and administration is going
to “progress in a positive direction
going forward in ways that realisti-
cally still provide solid opportunities
for student achievement.”

More than 100 people showed up
at last Thursday’s regular meeting
hoping to find out more about the
“new normal” and voiced their con-
cerns about the impact many of the
cuts will have on the quality of edu-
cation in Novi.

ing, saying if “we all take a vol-
untary wage concession, this
would make a huge impact on
our programs. I just believe it
is something we all need to do
as employees.”

Tom Brenner, Novi
Education Association presi-
dent and high school teacher,
said he was “greatly disap-
pointed” at the recommenda-
tions made to the board.

“The proposed cuts will have
a harmful impact on the depth
and breadth of the world-class
educational experience that we
have come to know and love
and are very proud of in Novi,”
he said.

He said he has spoken with
several of his members and
told the board they are willing
to work with the district.

AREAS OF CONCERN

The meeting Thursday gave
the public more of an insight
into the proposed cuts, which
Dion said no one wants to do
but they need to happen.

Some of the major issues
revolved around eliminat-
ing full-day kindergarten,
cutting the life management
program at the high school,
turning the Novi Meadows
band and string programs into
fee-based, reducing literacy
specialists and counselors and

 raising pay-to-participate fees.

In regards to kindergarten,
the full-day option is being
considered but parents would
have to be willing to pay for it.

The life management pro-

~ gram had several supporters at -

the meeting including teacher
Heidi Pendergraff, who was
brought to the district to start
the program in 1996.

She said an average of 475
students enroll in one or more
courses each year, and the
courses included standards
from every Michigan merit
required course.

“Our department indeed has
merit,” she said. “By cutting
an entire department that not
only teaches academic skills
but life skills thus impacting
one-third of the student body, I
question the districts’ commit-
ment to excellence.”

Novi High School Principal
John Lawrence said it was dif-
ficult to decide what courses
to cut, but looking at the
requirements from the state
for students to graduate, the
life management program has
the fewest number of courses

counselors also drew the ire of
the gathered crowd. The three
counselors would be taken
from Meadows, the middle
school and the high school,
changing the student ratio
from 1-to-500 at Meadows to
1-t0-1,000, from 1-t0-335 at
the middle school to 1-to-500
and from 1-400 at the high
school to 1-500.

Donna Tinberg, director of
student services, said by cut-
ting the three counselors there
will be reduced support and
longer response times.

“Knowing our counselors,
they will shoulder a tremen-
dous amount of work in this
change,” she said.

Counselor Donna Roemer, a
teacher and counselor with the
district for 33 years, reiterated
Tinberg's sentiment.

“This would increase our
case load numbers dramatical-
ly which would greatly affect
our services,” she said.

Krista Cherniawsky, a
parent of two at Parkview
Elementary, said the “one-two
punch of increasing class size
and reducing literacy support
disproportionately affects our
elementary children.”

“It’s not elective, they don't
get to make a choice and we
don't get a second chance to
catch them up. Once it's done
it'’s done,” she said.

Not everything the district is
doing to make up for the short-
fall is coming from cuts either.
The district plans to increase
club fees from $30 to $55,
increase parking costs from

-$40 to $50 at the high school

and increase pay-to-partici-
pate fees at the high school to

$350 per student and $200 at

the middle school with fami-~
lies being capped at $700.

An updated special assess-
ment roll was completed on
May 5, and the board will
review it at its May 20 public
hearing. The proposed assess-
ment calls for single family
homes with up to 96 feet of
lake frontage to receive one

Novi, four others
reach agreement
on movie screen

City plans to show six movies this summer

BY NATHAN MUELLER
STAFF WRITER

The city of Novi will no
longer have to rent a portable
movie screen for outdoor
shows thanks to an agreement
with four other nearby com-
munities,

Milford Township was the
final community to approve
the plan and guidelines for
using the 24-foot-wide out-
door screen throughout the
year, and Novi will show its
first movie on the screen on
June 16. Canton Township,
Northville and South Lyon
also will share the screen.

Each community is paying
about $5,700, which covers
the screen, generator, trailer to
tow it and insurance.

Nancy Cowan, superinten-
dent of recreation for the city
of Novi, said the city already
has six dates planned out to
use the screen, three more
than last year.

The cost last year was
roughly $4,000 for three mov-
ies, and Cowan said by playing
six movies this summer "we
would have already paid for
our screen this year.”

“It’s a small thing but in the
end it has big results because a
lot of community members get
to benefit from it," she said. “The
payoft is not just monetary.”

Milford officials had agreed
to a plan several months ago,
but prior to signing it some of
the stipulations were chaiged
by another participating com-
munity. There was also a
question of possibly spending
more than what was approved
— which called for further dis-
cussion.

The plan is “a work in
progress,” Milford Townslip
Supervisor Green added,

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Novi will show its six movies on
Wednesdays and Fridays, with
Friday being family movies and
Wednesday being classics. The
June 16 movie is "Singin’ in the
Rain," June 25 is “Cloudy with a
Chance of Meatballs,” July 21is
“Breakfast at Tiffany's,” July 23
is "Monsters vs. Aliens,” Aug. 18
is "Rear Window" and Aug. 20 is
viewer's choice. All movies are

which means it can be adjust-
ed and changed if the partici-
pating communities agree that
is necessary.

As it stands now, the agree-
ment stipulates that each of
the communities can use the
equipment at least three limes
per year. It can’t be loaned or
leased to anyone who is not
part of the inter-governmental
agreement,

There are also provisions
for maintenance and repairs,
as well as for other parties
to enter into the agreement.
Currently, it’s limited to six
parties.

Green said one item that
he'd like to see re-examined
next year states all participat-
ing communities will share in
repair costs if the equipment is
damaged. He questions divid-
ing that amount equally if only
one community is responsible
for the damage.

“But we will meet on an
annual basis to go over the
agreement,” Green said.

More
than that, he was the sound of
summer for fathers and sons
- and daughters in Michigan.
He touched us by making
the game come alive over the
radio. After a foul ball, he was
made famous for saying that
quote, “A man from Saginaw
will be taking that one home.”
Or “alady from Kalamazoo
caught that one.” It was almost
like he knew us -~ literally --
and that intimacy brought us
closer to the game and to him.
Ernie Harwell was born in
1918 and raised in Georgia. He
was broadcasting games for
the Atlanta Crackers when he
got his big break in 1948, The
Brooklyn Dodgers needed an
announcer and the Crackers
needed a catcher. So, Ernie

became the only announcer ever
acquired in a trade for a player.

You know, I was bornin
Brooklyn, New York. My father
is almost 99 years old. He
was always an avid Dodgers
fan and, of course, so was I.
Ernie's time with the Dodgers
began a 55-year career broad-
casting Major League Baseball
games. In 1960, Ernie came
to Michigan and started a
42-year run as the voice of the
Detroit Tigers.

While we know that Ernie
received more awards and hon-
ars than can possibly be listed,
some include: induction into
nine halls of fame and enshrine-
ment in the broadcasters’ wing
of the Baseball Hall of Fame in
Cooperstown, New York.

The passing of Ernie Harwell
has left an unfillable void for
all Tigers fans, and also to the
Novi community that he called
home in his last days.

We extend our condolences
to those who are suffering from
his loss, especially his family,
colleagues, fans, and friends.

We can all benefit from
the example of the marriage

between Ernie and his beloved
wife Lulu—a romance that
lasted 68 years. Lulu was
always his treasure. So to Lulu,
sons Bill and Gray, and twin
daughters Carolyn and Julie,
we celebrate today your pride
in Ernie’s contributions. May
they know of our deepest con-
dolences and respect for Ernie’s
spirit and contributions on
behalf of all Michiganians.

May his loved ones know
and allow us to share in their
sorrow and also their joy as we
commend with honor his last-
ing memory.

DWSD's system uses water
drawn from the Detcoit River and Lake Huron. There are two intakes in the Detrait River; one at the north near the mouth of Lake
St Clair and one 1o the south near Lake Erie. This water is directed to four (4) large water treatment plants for treatment. The City
receives the majority of ils water from DWSD's fifth plant, the Lake Huron Water Treatment Plant located in St. Clair County near
Port Huron. DWSD treatment facilities operate 24 hours a day, seven days a week. Chlorine is used for disintecting the source

Employee pay

cuts represent
logical solution
to school woes

There was a repeated plea heard at last
Thursday’s Novi school board meeting, and it
usually began with, “Why are you eliminating
(fill in the blank)? It's important!”

After unveiling a long list of proposed cuts,
district officials knew the meeting would draw a
large audience and switched it to a larger room.
It helped accommodate the crowd, but it didn’t
quell their anger.

Education is probably only second to health/
safety when it comes to a parent’s priorities for
their child. And many parents come to Novi
because the education offered here is one of the
best you'll find in Michigan’s public school sys-
tem.

But even with years of building a solid rainy
day fund, Novi finds itself far from immune from
the financial crisis that grips this state. If the
district wants to keep that fund at 10 percent of
the $65 million budget for the 2010-11 school
year, officials have to find a way to slash $6.8
million. ‘

When 85 percent of the budget is devoted to
employees’ salaries and benefits, it’s the logical
area to look for savings. But if the unions will not
agree to concessions, administrators must look
elsewhere for savings.

Every student who is in clubs, sports, music,
full-day kindergarten; uses busing; relies on a
counselor; uses textbooks/supplies/materials;
takes life management classes; etc., etc. (basical-
ly, every student in the district), is going to feel
the effects of the budget reduction recommen-
dations. To paraphrase a 1980s movie, “Nobody
gets out of here without singing the blues.”

Ablend of increased fees to bring in extra reve-
nue along with staff and nonstaff reductions will
hit this district hard. Many people will lose their
jobs; parents will be shelling out extra money;
and the overall quality of this fine district will
diminish.

And guess what? Next year, it's estimated that
the district will have to cut another $4.5 million.

Schools are facing the same dilemma that busi-
nesses and individuals all over this country are
facing: How to make do with less money.

Our local district is like every other one in this
state — a balanced budget must be approved
by June 30. Those who must make these deci-
sions do not do so lightly. They're parents. This
community is their home. They understand the
impact these cuts will have, and they too know
“It's important!”

The real solution is in Lansing where the purse
strings are controlled and where our representa-
tives need to face the fact that Proposal A is not
working.

Until that is addressed, the logical place for
cuts must be visited. Every employee across the
board has to be willing to get paid less — or be
ready to lose their job. It’s the ugly reality of this
recession. But ask somebody who's without a job
if they’d rather be working.

Keep music programs

Pete Dion, the superintendent of the
Novi Community Schools, recently
informed me by e-mail in response to
a question that I posed that a decision
to eliminate 5/6 instrumental music at
Novi Meadows has been made and will
be presented to the Board of Education
for approval on May 20. It is my sincere
hope that the board does not approve this
administrative recommendation and does
what is right for the children involved in
instrumental music at Novi Meadows and
the Novi Community School district as a
whole.

I understand the challenges of the cur-
rent economic climate; however, a cut
of this nature is cruel and unwarranted.
The damage done to the reputation of the
district and its music program will far
outweigh the cost savings realized by the
elimination of the program. There are

many children in tears over the potential
loss of the 5/6 music program since this
news has been communicated to them by
their teachers. Elimination of this pro-
gram will be a major step toward making
the Novi Community School district a
second-rate district and a far less desirable
place to send children to receive an educa-
tion.

Neighboring districts that have been
even harder hit than Novi have been
able to balance their budgets for next
year without cutting elementary music.
Elimination of this program would be a
major blow to Novi's reputation as a lead-
ing school district in Oakland County and
will greatly reduce the desirability of liv-
ing within the NCSD attendance area.

Novi Community Schools has a long and
proud reputation for excellence in academ-
ics, sports and the arts. I am afraid that
this reputation may be quickly eroding
by chasing high standardized test scores
and forsaking other vitally important pro-
grams such as elementary music. There is
more to education than high MEAP and
ACT scores. If neighboring students can
continue to do what is best for children,
there is no reason why any less should be
expected of the Novi Schools.

quently among families and other places.
He also wrongly makes the accusation
that the cover-up included Pope Benedict
XVI. This accusation was first written in
The New York Times. Subsequent public
records reveal that The New York Times
made no effort to corroborate their story,
and much of the information was false
documentation.

First and foremost, I agree with Mr.
Watkins that any act of sexual abuse is
wrong and criminal and should be treated
as such. Second, sexual abuse cases are
found in all churches and places of wor-
ship. Most are not heard of since there is
no lawsuit associated with them, Third,
sexual abuse is very prevalent in public
schools: since 2007, no fewer than 2,200
separate cases of sexual abuse have been
filed against U.S. public school employees.
Fourth, most sexual abuse cases (over 85
percent) take place in the family, with a
baby-sitter, neighbors or friends, accord-
ing to various studies. Many of these are
covered due to family embarrassment.

Sexual abuse is not a religious, family or
school problem. Sexual abuse is a cultural
problem. We have destroyed our societal
and religious values that hold the human
person to the highest state of dignity
and respect. We teach our children how
to use the condom and fertility control
tools assuming they have no capability
of personal discipline in sexual matters.
Our media holds up sex as the source of
all happiness, our laws allow public and
blatant pornography under the guise of
freedom of speech, and we are told that
we must be open to and accept every per-
sonal opinion as truth and every immoral
behavior as good or we are accused of
being bigoted and close-minded.

Mr. Watkins uses the analogy of the
barn door being open too long. He is cor-
rect, but we must take it much farther.
The Catholic church is doing something
about it and we are much more aggres-
sive than any other sector of society with
“Safe Environment” education and more
detailed scrutiny and reporting at all lev-
els.

Union suggestions
for school board

Speaking on behalf of the members of
the Novi Education Association, I am
gravely disappointed at the administra-
tion’s budget recommendation made to
the Board of Education at last Thursday’s
school board workshop meeting. The cuts
proposed will have a harmful impact on
the depth and breadth of the world class
educational experience that we are proud
of in Novi.

Even though we know the economic
times are tough in our state, we are con-
cerned with the manner in which this
plan was developed. The employees were
asked to attend a one-day meeting, which
was a great start but fell very short as the
process should have started in September.
Secondly, the board’s insistence on main-
taining a 10-percent plus fund equity is
laudable, especially in good times. But the
stark reality is that these conditions are
unprecedented. Borrowing money from
the state at under 1-percent interest would
not be the worst thing that could happen.

Finally, and most concerning of all, is
the wedge that the district has been driv-
ing to divide employees. It started with
the privatization movement and continues
with the threat of massive layoffs in the
hopes of forcing the teachers into conces-
sions. Public outbursts by individual board
members certainly have not been helpful.

We would like the Novi school board
members to:

1. Publicly call out all state leaders to
fairly, adequately, and permanently fund
public education in this state;

2. Investigate all avenues of revenue
enhancements, including the possibility of
selling all properties that have little future
potential for our educational community;

3. When calling for concessions, work
with union leadership behind closed doors
and set examples at the top where school
leaders take a bigger cut;

4. Communicate openly and honestly
with employees;

5. Base your decisions on vision and
leadership, not simply a knee jerk reaction
to a survey in which less than 5-percent of
the population participated.

The bottom line is, do every single thing
in your power to maintain the best place
to learn and teach in this country. Our
kids deserve that kind of commitment.

That game ~ between the defending
state champion Trojans and soon-to-be
crowned CC — had to be stopped with
five minutes remaining in the third

Both teams kneit in a circle that
night to pray for LaTarte’s recovery
and amazingly, he pulled through.
