A Novi man remains in Oakland 
County Jail on charges he killed his sis­
ter last week and dumped her body at 
Kensington Metropark. 

Marc Rosenthal, 59, 
was arraigned Dec. 11 on 
a charge of first degree 
premeditated mur­
der before Magistrate 
Cynthia Ai-vant in 
Southfield's 46th District 
Court. Southfield Police 
Lt. Nick Loussia alleged 
Rosenthal murdered 63-
year-old Ilene Moore of Southfield after 
an argument involving a financial matter 
between the two. 

According to the Oakland County 
Medical Examiner's office, cause of death 
was due to "blunt and sharp trauma." No 
fiirther details were being released by the 
medical examiner's office. 

According to Loussia, Moore had last 
been heard from on Dec. 3, and she was 
reported missing by friends and family 
on Dec. 7 Moore's body was found near

Possum Hollow in the northern section of 
Kensington Metropark. 

Metroparks Police Chief George Phifer 
said police ft-om Southfield and the 
Oakland County Sheriff's office contacted 
his department about 4 p.m. Dec. 9, fol­
lowing a lead on a missing person. 

"We began to assist them with search­
ing for the missing person," Phifer said. 
Moore's body was found within an hour, 
he added. U.S. Marshals assisted in the 
search, which was aided by tracking her 
cell phone. 

Rosenthal faces a preliminary exami­
nation at 1:30 p.m. Dec. 16 before Judge 
Susan M. Moiseev in 46th District Court. 

Wliile the case is beginning to make 
its way through the court system, Moore 
is already being missed, having served 
as a volunteer for the Michigan Humane 
Society and for the Detroit Zoo since 
2002. 

"Ilene had genuine love for animals 
and the Michigan Humane Society," said 
Marta Diffen, vice president of develop­
ment and volunteer services for the MHS. 
"Those of us who were privileged to know 
her were touched by her gracious and gen­
erous demeanor, her wit and her dedica­
tion to animals in need."

Concerns about the negative impact a 
Walmart Supercenter could have on an 
already bad traffic situation near the Novi 
Tbwn Center were not enough to deter the 
Novi Planning Commission from approving 
the plans last Wednesday. 

The nine-member board approved three 
motions — for a special land use permit, 
a preliminary site plan and a stormwater 
management plan — by 6-to-3 votes with 
certain stipulations that Walmart must meet 
and variances they must get from the zoning 
board of appeals. 

Walmart's proposal calls for demolishing 
the Mervyn's building and adjacent spaces 
to construct a 149,854-square-foot store on 
roughly 12;8 acres. The Walmart Supercenter 
is larger than a regular Walmart because it

Bul lard said he w i l l coor­

dinate wi th Johnson, but he 
expects she w i l l vacate the 
clerk's office Jan . 1 around 
noon, and he w i l l resign as 
commissioner and get sworn 
in as clerk shortly after. H i s 
f irst business day on the job 
w i l l be Jan . 3. 

Bul lard said he doesn't 
plan major changes but w i l l 
continue along Johnson's 
path. 

"Ruth is leaving a wel l - run 
operation. They're very pro­
fessional people," she said. 

Improvements in the office 
have come w i t h techno­
logical advances, he sa id , so 
residents can now get more 
in format ion onl ine instead 
of v is i t ing the office in 
Pont iac. 

"There w i l l be more, what 
I ca l l ' innovations,' in service 
to the people," he said. "I 
want to give better service at 
less cost to the cit izens."

Kimber Bishop-Yaiike calls 
bullying the "biggest problem 
kids are facing toda)'." 

It's bigger than smoking, 
drinking and drugs, she said, 
and her goal is lo make sure 
e\'eryone, not jusl the kids, are 
prepared to defend against it. 

As the founder of Girls 
Empowered, Boys Empowered 
and Kids Empowered, Bishop-
Yanke works with students, par­

ents and school staff to teach 
them similar skills, give the stu­
dents ways to handle bullying 
and provide parents and staff 
with ways to handle issues that 
cannot be managed by the kids. 

"This is information that 
kids can use their whole lives," 
she said. "Dealing with mean­
ness is something all kids will 
face so let's give our kids the 
tools to do it." 

Bishop-Yanke has been 
working with Novi schools in 
different ways for the last two 

years, and in January she will 
be running a pair of programs 
for parents and students in the 
area. 

The first program called 
Stop, Think, Go! is for kin-
dergartners and their parents, 
and using games and crafts, 
teaches kids how to treat oth­
ers as well as giving them deci-
sion-;making skills. 

"It's a way for them to look 
at what are friendly behaviors 
and what are mean behaviors 
and what do I do when I get in 

a sticky situation," she said. 
The other progi'am is 

Asscrtiveiiess Boot Camp, and 
that is open lo all students in 
lust through sixth grades and 
their parents. 

One of the reasons Bishop-
Yanke got into running anti-
bullying programs was because 
she heard the main message 
being taught to kids was to 
walk away and ignore it, and 
that is not the solution. 

"I can't believe we are telling 
kids it's OK to be mistreated," 
she said. "Teaching kids how 
to be assertive is a skill you 
need to be able to stand up to 
somebody. The message is you 

don't have the right to treat me 
like that and kids need to know 
how to send that message in a 
way that is not mean, not pas­
sive and does not engage the 
person being mean." 

Deerfield Elementary par­
ent Shelley Trainor was heax'ily 
involved in bringing the pro­
grams to Novi after taking part 
in some of the training at her 
kid's school. 

She said she talks to a lot of 
parents who are facing differ­
ent issues and wants to make a 
bigger impact. 

"It's definitely starting 
younger and growing in inten­
sity," she said. 

Another concern she said is 
the role technology is playing, 

"You used to be able to go 
home and get away from the 
bullying and now you can't," 
she said. 

The two programs will 
take place twice in January 
at Providence Park Hospital. 
The first date is Jan. 5 and the 
second date is Jan. 20. Cost is

Tliere will be a pletliora of 
new faces in leadersliip posi­
tions in tlie Novi Community 
School District next year as a 
.result of retirements. 

The top vacancy is the 
superintendent spot, which 
the board of education is in 
the process of filling. But there 
also are openings for assistant 
superintendent for human 
resources, assistant superin­

tendent for business and opera­
tions, two elementary principal 
positions and the middle school 
principal. 

Current Superintendent Pete 
Dion presented his succession 
plan to the board of education 
in mid-November and a revised 
plan again in early December 
after some board members 
were concerned about the hir­
ing process. 

The main concern was that 
the new superintendent would 
not have a big role in hiring 

their own people. 
"We get to hire one per­

son in this district truly (the 
superintendent)," said trustee 
George Kortlandt at the Nov. 
18 board meeting. "Our job is 
to hold that person account­
able for their decisions and 
the performance of the people 
under them. How can you hold 
the incoming superintendent 
accountable if they didn't hire 
the person themselves?" 

Dion said he has internal 
candidates interested in the 

positions being vacated by 
Deerfield Principal Richard 
Njus, Orchard Hills Principal 
Paul LePlae and Novi Middle 
School Principal Milan 
Obrenovich. 

The current plans call for 
interviewing the internal 
candidates and confirming 
assignments if appropriate in 
February. If not, the positions 
will be posted externally in 
March. 

The board of education 
would like to have its new 

superintendent in place by 
March 7. 

"After the new superintendent 
is identified I'm going to have 
them sit down with me and go 
over that process," Dion said. 
"Wlien they are hired they will 
have input into the new hires." 

The plans also call for an 
external posting for the direc­
tor of maintenance, if needed;

It's the most magical time of 
the year. Winter, that is. 

The Detroit Zoo, especially 
after a snowfall, glistens with 
wonder as polar bears swim in 
the pool and lie on their bel­
lies in tlie tundra enjoying the 
Michigan weather. As always 
the Arctic Ring of Life is an 
extraordinary experience as the 
big white bears and seals glide 
overhead and around visitors 
walking through the 70-foot 
tunnel. 

"Tlie animals that thrive here 
live in dil'fereiit climates and 
seasons," said the zoo director, 
Ron Kagan. 

"The zoo is all about the natu­
ral e.vperience as opposed to 
cages so we liave so many spe­
cies particularly active and quite 
entertaining to see in winter." 

The Siberian tiger is in his 
element and looks spectacular 
against the snow in his stripes. 
Wolverines gallop through their 
habitat waiting for lunch. Tliese 
bear-like creatures can be found 
from North Europe to North 

America all the way to Siberia 
so they're naturally active. 

WOLVERINES AT THE ZOO 
"Wolverines are not found in 

most zoos," said Kagan. "They're 
particularly plujful, love playing 
ill snow. You see them bound­
ing around, vei^ energetic. 
Watching animals like wolver­
ines do snow angels is nothing 
less than amazing." 

.Japanese Macaques or snow 
monkeys climb up and down 
trees near their hot tub. A keep­
er arrives with treats and they 
Hock into the steaming water in 
search of the Craisins providing 
plenty of antics us they fish for 
the treats. 

For those looking for respite 
from the cold, the Wildlife 
Interpretive Gallery's free flight 
aviary offers the warmth of 
a tropical jungle as it bustles 
with sights and sounds. Scarlet 
ibis perch overhead, iridescent 
emerald starlings on a branch as 
keeper Leslie Keys tosses mealy 
worms on the ground for spur-
winged plovers who snatch up 
the snacks inches from visitors' 
feet.

Inside the giraffe habitat, 
KivuU, 2, is curious about visi­
tors. 

"She's looking to see what 
kind of treat you're going to 
give her," said Dennis Maue, 
a decent who volunteers his 
knowledge about animals once 
or twice a week since retiring 
from the Sterling Heights Police 
Department. 

One of the benefits of visiting 
the zoo in winter is asking ques­
tions and listening to docents 
talk about the animals. Just look 
for their red coats. 

Did you know snakes, like the 

Forest cobra are

ever watched one unhitch its jaw 
to swallow a dead white mouse? 

Laura Gogola does all of the 
time as a decent in the Holden 
Museum of Living Reptiles. The 
Berkley woman has volunteered 
twice a week for the last five-
years. 

ANIMALS ARE OUT 
"The animals are out all 

winter," said Gogola who had 
to pass a 13-week course about 
animals to become a decent. 
"There's always something 
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gomg on. 
Outside the indoor exhibits 

it is cold. Visitors could take 
a few tips from the volunteer 
docents who use hand warm­
ers to stop their fingers from 
freezing and insulated boots to 
warm toes. Be sure to bundle up 
with scarves, hats and gloves. 
Watching the prairie dogs 
scurry in and out of the holes 
is well worth it as is the North 
American elk lying majestically 
near the white-lipped deer. 

Warm up by visiting the barn 
to see farm animals like pigs, 
goats, and owls perched high 
or try the soup, pizza and hot 
chocolate available at the Arctic 
Food Court. 

Not far away it's feeding time 
at the penguinarium. 

"Winter at the zoo is the 
best time," said decent Gini 
Sutherland of Birmingham as 
she stood alongside docent-in-
training Roberta Russ of West 
Bloomfield. "We are open in 
winter." 

Sutherland is in her 34th 
year as a decent. She knows a 
lot about penguins. She men­
tions the zoo's three species 
— Rock Hopper, Macaroni, and 
King made famous by the film, 
Happy Feet. 

"The keeper keeps track of 
how many fish they eat so they 
know how much each eats. The 
first fish is filled with vitamins." 

Outside in the Arctic Ring of 
Life two white arctic fox snuggle 
in the cold and falling snow.

Tlie holiday party was 
organized by the Northville-
based nonprol'il organiza­
tion Bridgepointe, which has 
partnered with Neinas the 
last 15 years and also helps 
si.v other Detroit schools. 

Nearly 250 students from 
Novi and Northville made 
the trek to Neinas, and many 
were shocked when they 
walked inside. 

"It was sad to see we have 
so much and they have so lit­
tle," said Novi Middle School 
eighth-grader Amanda 
Minissale. "It reminds me of 
how fortunate I am." 

However, for the four hours 
on Thursday there was no 
difference between the stu­
dents at Neinas and their 
visitors as they sung songs 
together, exchanged hugs and 
shared stories. 

Carol Halpin, who retired 
after 11 years as a counselor 
at Neinas, said the children 
at the school need a lot of 
support and are struggling 
with basic needs, but on 
Thursday they felt "uplifted." 

"This is a bright light that 
flashes in the darkness and 
adds sparkle to their lives," 
she said. 

The day also was special for 
Novi resident Jim Gregory, 
who was making his first trip 

back to what was his junior 
high school since he left in 
1965. 

Gregory, who volunteered 
to help along with his wife 
and daughter, lived across 
the street from the school 
as a kid and was filled with 
memories as he walked the 
halls. 

"It's absolutely great to 
be back," he said. "To watch 
some of these kids and their 
faces when they get excited 
about things like soap and 
shampoo it makes you think 
we are all a little bit spoiled. 

"I hope I get the chance 
to come back and help next 
year." 

Two other eighth-graders 
from Novi, Joshua Stotler 
and Hannah Latham, said 
the event made a big impact 
on their lives, and they plan 
to share their experiences 
with their classmates when 
they return to school. 

"We take a lot of things for 
granted," Stotler said. "Doing 
something like this makes 
you feel good about yourself 
and next time I am going to 
give even more." 

That type of reaction is 
exactly what Diane Powers 
and Sue Simcox envi­
sioned when they founded 
Bridgepointe. 

"The kids start to see them­
selves as active members 
of society and that Detroit 
and the suburbs can come 
together to make a stronger 
Michigan," Powers said.

China is exporting more than 
cheap "stufP to America. The 
Chinese are sending us their 

most prized possession: their chil­
dren. 

According to a study by the 
Institute for International 

Education, China 
recently became the 
largest source of for­
eign students in U.S. 
universities. 

This is the fourth 
wave of Chinese 
immigration, which 
began in the 19th 
century with Chinese 
laborers in search 
of the "Golden 
Mountain" during 

the California gold rush. 
Through the years, Chinese labor 

and intellect have helped build our 
country. 

In the words of Deng Xiaoping, 
the paramount leader following 
Mao, China was to "bide its time 
and hide its capabilities." Clearly, 
the Chinese are no longer hiding 
their capabilities by sending some of 
their best and brigiitest to the West 
to be educated. 

With creative and innovative 
thinking from our state leaders,

the continual wave of Chinese 
students (and other international 
students) to our shores can become 
another building block to revitalize 
Michigan's economy. 

It is reported that a record high 
690,923 international students 
came to the United States last year. 
More than 18 percent, or nearly 
130,000, are from China. 

Michigan can become an angel 
state for Chinese immigrants. And 
like millions of immigrants before 
them, they will add value and rich­
ness to our great state. 

We should work hard to make sure 
we don't repeat unwelcoming poli­
cies like those that began in 1862 
with the forbidding of American 
ships from transporting Chinese 
immigrants to this country. Later, 
Congress passed the blatantly dis­
criminatory Chinese Exclusion Act 
of 1882, which prohibited the immi­
gration of laborers for 10 years. 

The negative, anti-China rhetoric 
during the past two governors' elec­
tions, and exported this fall to other 
states' campaigns, needs to cease. 

We do not want to become Angel 
Island, the western U.S. entry point 
for 175,000 early Chinese immi­
grants. Due to blatant discrimina­
tion against the Chinese, many were 

detained and mistreated for years 
on Angel Island and left to languish 
in limbo. 

Michigan needs to be a welcom­
ing peninsula, not an inhospitable 
island. 

Chinese students coming to 
America are, to a great extent, from 
a pampered class of "little princes 
and princesses," products of the "one 
child" policy and raised to excel by 
the 1-2-4 formula: one child, two 
parents and four doting grandpar­
ents. 

The Chinese view a quality 
Western education as the passage to 
economic security, English-speaking 
skills and a good life. 

An entire family's energies and 
resources are usually dedicated 
to the single cause of obtaining a 
quality education for their Chinese 
offspring. These students, in turn, 
channel all their energies to being 
successful academically. 

These students are not only 
bright, ambitious, and driven, they 
typically come from the connected 
— including politically connected 
— and wealthy famiiies of Chitia. 

The Chinese economy has been on 
steroids, growing at an annual rate 
of 10 percent the past two decades. 
With its 267 million children under 

the age of 14 (approaching the size of 
America's entire population), China 
has a near-endless supply of stu­
dents to educate, as well as limited 
educational slots at home to accom­
modate them, 

Michigan should ride the China 
wave by marketing our state as the 
"brain bank" of the world, aggres­
sively recruiting the best students to 
our state and helping them stay to 
build a new life and new opportuni­
ties. 

Chinese high school seniors 
spend two grueling days taking the 
Chinese university entrance exam. 
This exam is the ultimate sorter, 
rather like a national game of musi­
cal chairs. There are more students 
seeking that ticket to success — a 
coveted seat at a prestigious univer­
sity — than there are seats available. 
The top test-takers go to the top 
universities until seats are filled, 
and then students tumble down to 
the lesser institutions until all the 
slots are filled. This process leaves 
many qualified students without a 
seat. 

Historically, immigrants and 
students put down roots where they 
first land. Michigan must develop 
a thoughtful, deliberate strategic 
plan that nurtures and encourages 

Chinese students (and all interna­
tional students), along with their 
families, to establish roots in the 
land of opportunity: Michigan. 

Our state has a head start with 
our reputation for a quality higher 
education. We also benefit from 
leaders at our top universities 
who are committed to developing 
the "guanxi," or special relation­
ships, with their Chinese counter­
parts, especially through the four 
Confucius Institutes established 
at the University of Michigan, 
Michigan State University, Wayne 
State University and Western 
Michigan University. 

Forward-looking community col­
leges and K-12 school districts also 
are tapping this rich vein and devel­
oping student and teacher exchang­
es with China. 

As the great Chinese philosopher 
Lao Tsu once said, "A journey of a 
thousand miles begins with a single 
step." The Chinese students and the 
opportunities they represent for 
Michigan are coming — we need to 
step it up and be ready.

fic situation." 
Cassis also said he under­

stands the city cannot force 
Walmart to make any road 
improvements, but believes 
it would be a good faith 
gesture. 

"I believe that Walmart 
coming into this fine city 
and this community would 
want to help Novi and 
would want to help their 
customers and say 'We wel­
come you customers, you 
are going to be safe coming 
into our development,'" he 
said. 

Rod Arroyo, traffic con­
sultant for the city, said 
he offered some solutions 
to the problems in his rec­
ommendation letter but 
acknowledged that there 
still will be issues. 

"There are certainly areas 
that are now experiencing 
congestion and some will 
experience it at a level more 
severe than today," he said.

The active ingredient in 
the brine is calcium chlo­
ride, which works at lower 
temperatures than the 
sodium chloride which is 
the active ingredient in rock 
salt.

The Road Commission for 
Oakland County (RCOC) 
is spreading less salt on 
Oakland County road's this 
year. But, the reduced salt 
usage does not mean the 
roads are less safe. 

In fact, because the salt is 
now mixed with liquid brine 
(salt water) as it comes 
through the salt spreader on 
the back of the trucks, the 
reduced amount of salt is 
actually more effective than 
the larger amount of dry 
salt used in the past. 

"This is both a cost 
savings and an improve­
ment in efficiency," stated 
RCOC Board Member Greg 
Jamian. We can use less salt 
than we used in past years, 
and yet that salt, when 
mixed with the liquid brine, 
is actually better at melting 
snow and ice than the dry 
salt was." 

RCOC Vice Chairman Eric 
Wilson noted that the cost 
of salt increased 10 percent 
in the last year alone and 

ing it gels the material al 
very little cost. The brine 
is also used for "anti-
icing" which is the process 
of spraying the material 
directly onto some road.s 
before the snow begins to 
fall. Creating a brine coat­
ing on the roads delays the 
formation of ice once the 
snow starts to fall. 

The brine is also used in 
the summer to control dust 
on gravel roads.

In an effort to assist the 
Novi business community 
and promote holiday season 
sales, the City of Novi is pro­
viding a one-time, addition­
al business sign allowance 
through Dec. 26. The Novi 
City Council passed a resolu­
tion giving businesses the 
opportunity to take advan­
tage of "temporary promo­
tional event" signage. 

Rules for the sign allow­
ance 

To provide fairness and to 
maintain safe and attractive 
business areas, the following 

rules apply: 
• No City permit or fees 

are required for the addi­
tional sign, but interested 
businesses must complete 
the registration form 
inside this newsletter and 
return it to the Community 
Development Department 
prior to sign placement to 
participate in the one-time 
offering. 

• Each sign meeting the 
criteria below will be per­
mitted from Friday, Nov. 
26-Sunday, Dec. 26. Each 
sign shall be removed imme­
diately upon the expiration 
of this approval. 

• One additional sign per 
business registered with the 
City of Novi is permitted. 

• The sign must be a por­
table sign meaning a free­
standing sign not perma­
nently anchored or secured 
to either a building or the 
ground, such as A-frame 
poles temporarily driven 
into the ground and T-
shaped signs in the nature of 
a traditional "for sale" sign. 

• The sign can be up to 
24 square feet in area and 
not in excess of six feet in 
height. 

• The sign must not be 
placed on public property or 
in the public road right-of-
way or any road easement. 
To determine public prop­
erty, behind the sidewalk is 
generally a good indicator of 
right-of-way lines. Tenants 
will need to coordinate and 
receive permission from 
property owners. 

The City will not become 
involved in any leasee-leasor 
discussions. The signs must 
be placed on the same pri­
vate property as the business 
being promoted. Be aware 
to not block sight lines for 
drivers entering and exiting 
the business area. The City 
reserves the right to direct 
changes to sign placement as 
required to maintain safety. 

Before any sign is placed, 
a registration form must be 
completed and returned to 
the City of Novi, 45175 W.

48375.
