Long-awaited upgrades to Grand 
River Avenue could be coming sooner 
than e.Npected aFter the Novi City 
Council discussed plans Monday to 
possibly start tlie resurfacing work in 
the fall. 

Initial estimates called for the road 
work to start in 2012, but because an 
Oakland County community could not 
make their local contribution for their 
own project, money was freed up for 
2011. 

The only downfall of starting the 
project this fall is that i t will take 
place during the same time as the Novi 
Road Link project, which calls for the 
closure of Novi Road between 10 Mi le 
Road and Grand River Avenue, and 
the Meadowbrook Road project. 

However, Novi Mayor David Landry 
does not see that as an issue. 

"Personally I don't care," he said 
Monday night. "If we can get Grand 
River done sooner than later, blame 
me for tlie inconvenience. There is no 
inconvenience too big th.il we should 
not get this done." 

Resurfacing Grand River Avenue 
has been a top priority for the City 
Council the last several years, but 
funding issues at the county level have 
caused delays. 'I'lie road is owned by the 
county, and thus the city could not do 
anything about the decrepit surface. 

' l l ie project, which spans from Novi to 
Haggerty roads, calls for extensive reha­
bilitation and rcpaWng, improving shoul­
ders, select curb and gutter improve­
ments, select construction of right turn 
lanes and tapes at driveways and inter­
sections and the construction of A D A 
compliant pedestrian improvements. 

Novi's nnancial contribution to 
the project is estimated at .S374-,000, 
which wil l come from the municipal 
street fund. 

Council member Andrew Mulch , 
as wel l as llie other council members, 
echoed the mayor's sentiment. 

"It's better to gel Ihe pain out of the 
way all at once," he said. 'Th is is way 
beyond needed." 

Mutch also joked that the road is 
already down to gravel base, so maybe 
that would speed up the construction. 

Ci ty Manager Clay Pearson said he 
does not believe the work to require 
total closure of the road, and expects 
work to start in September. 

Wli i lc the city is optimistic the proj­
ect will be awarded, it still has to be 
approved by the Oakland County Federal 
Highway Aid Committee on Feb. 22.

• It has been more than nine 
months since Kr is Krstovski and 
his family spent the night in their 
Island Lake of Nov i home. 

And it looks like they wil l not be 
l iving there any time soon as the 
family has ancliored down to fight 
home builder Toll Brothers because 
of various issues wi th their new 
house. 

The most pressing issue the fam­
ily alleges is the presence of mold 
they found throughout the home. It 
was in the basement, bedrooms and 
the garage, and it forced them to 
evacuate because of various health-
related issues. 

Krstovski said his wife. Sherry, 
was pregnant with their third child 
when she started getting sick. 
Doctors had to induce labor a few 
months after they got out. His two 
other daughters also got sick, suf­
fering memory loss and asthma-
related issues, and one had to be 
rushed to the emergency room 
three times. 

He said his symptoms included 
cysts in his ears and bad headaches. 

"Right off the bat (in 2009) we 
had numerous problems that were 
left behind, but in early Apri l (2010) 
when we found mold on the ceiling 
in the nursery. And when I cleaned 
it off and it came back in four days.

we knew there was a problem," Kr is 
Krstovski said. "This turned into a 
serious situation for our family." 

The home on Terra Del Ma r Drive 
was built in 2004 and served as a 
model home until the Krstovski's 
purchased it in 2009. 

They lived there unt i l mid-Apri l 
2010 when an environmental con­
sultant informed them that the 
home had significant mold contami­
nation and "immediate evacuation 
and remediation" should take place. 

Krstovski informed Toll Brothers 
of the issues, and said he was told 
they would take care of it. But it 
never happened. 

He continued to have more tests 
done inside the home to identify 
the problem. Dur ing the process, 
the consultants found several 
issues including mold in many 
rooms, dried water marks on the 
wood floor in the attic space and a 
cardboard chute that was stapled 
to the wood in the att ic that was 
used to dra'in water.

"Tiicy made alterations 
while this was a model home 
that were not eaught during 
the inspection process." 

Since the family moved 
out of (heir Iiome, they have 
moved four times. They 
started living in a hotel and ' 
then an apartment before Toll 
Brothers offered to put them 
up in a place. 'I'hat st.ay didn't 
last long, Krstovski said, as 
the company indicated to the 
family tliat they must sign a 

• release to remediate the dam-
• age or they would no longer be 

paying for their housing. 
Krstovski refused to sign the 

release because he wasn't con­
vinced their plan would solve 
the problem. The family had 
to move once again, back into 
the other lioine they owned but 
were renting to another family, 
and are currently l iving there 
while their Island Lake o f Novi 
home sits vacant. 

Larry liennett, the attorney 
for the family, said the compa­
ny's recommendation for reme­
diation W.1S "inadequate," and 
he filed suit with the Oakland 
County Circuit Court in mid-
July. 

"Just getting rid of the mold 
doesn't do anything," he said. 
"They have to get rid of the 
problem." 

Recently the building 
inspector for the city visited 
the home and noted several 
code violations including the 
bucket in the attic, weep holes 
missing over some windows 
and door openings and mois­
ture penetrating the home 
at the sun room door among 
other violations. 

Also a signed affidavit from 
Michelle Trainor, who now 
lives in the subdivision, was 
submitted to Oakland County 
Circuit Court regarding the 
alleged problems wit i i the 
home. 

\Vl i i le her own home was 
being built, Trainor says she 
visited the model home, now 
Krstovski's home, multiple 
times in 2007 and observed 
water in the basement and fans 
in the stairwell leading from

She also said sales represen­

tatives were aware of water 
coining into the basement 
from outside. 

TOLL'S RESPONSE 
Wliei i Toll Brothers was con­

tacted for comment regarding 
the allegations, they indicated 
in a statement that because of 
pending litigation they "can­
not comment as to any of the 
specifics being alleged by both 
parties." 

"Toll Brothers would cer­
tainly have preferred that 
the matter be resolved to our 
homeowners' satisfaction," 
the statement said. "Towards 
that end, when Toll Brothers 
was advised that a leak had 
occurred at the Krstovski's 
home. Toll agreed to repair 
the leak and any damage 
caused by the leak, remedi­
ate any mold to the satisfac­
tion of an agreed-upon, third 
party expert and pay for the 
Krstovski's out-of pocket 
expenses while the repairs 
were being made." 

Krstovski said he has spent 
nearly 5100,000 on fighting 
the company and plans to 
continue that fight until he 
gets a favorable resolution and 
mainly because he wants to 
"show the public how they treat 
people." 

"Although we are living in 
a home right now, we are sti l l 
living a nightmare we cannot 
wake up from," he said.

•file Novi Fire Department 
was dispatched to Emerald 
Forest and Frcemont, near 
'Faft and Ten Mi le roads, 
aroviiid 11:16 a.m. and fire 
fighters were able to extin­
guish the fire shortly after 
arriving. 

-Novi Director o f Public 
Safety/Chief of Police David 
Mol loysaid investigators 
believe the vehicle was stuck 
on a patch of ice and the pro­
cess of trying to get unstuck 
could have caused the fire. 

The female mail carrier 
abandoned the vehicle after 
seeing flames underneath and 
was not hurt. 

According to Mike Bulbuk, 
supervisor at the postal store 
in Nov i , the carrier was only 12 
deliveries into her route that 
contains 340 deliveries. A l l 
of the mail inside the vehicle, 
as well as the driver's purse, 
burned in the fire. 

Bulbuk said Monday he 
drafted a letter that was sup­
posed to be delivered to the 
residents affected on Tuesd.iy 
addressing how they should 
proceed. l ie said the only mail 
the post'office would have 
knowledge of are those items 
that had tracking information 
on them, and the rest cannot 
be salvaged. 

Residents are encouraged.to 

contact companies and people 
they were expecting mail from 
to make sure they eventually 
get the necessary items. 

Shannon LaBruyere, com­
munications specialist for the 
USPS, said anything they do 
find with identification on it 
they will make every attempt 
to deliver. 

"It's really one of those bad 
things we don't like to have 
happen," she said. "It's a rare 
thing to have everything in the 
vehicle destroyed." 

Bulbuk said this is the third 
vehicle in the district to get ^; 
stuck in the snow and catch 
fire since 2005, and encour- . 
ages residents to do their part 
to help by clearing the area in 
front of their mailboxes.

It appears water rates in the city 
of Novi wi l l be going down this year 
thanks to the efforts of the residents 
to curtail their water usage during 
peak hours. 

The residents are reaping the bene­
fits of following the city's lawn water­
ing ordinance as rales are expected 
to decrease 3.1 percent in the city, 
while most surrounding coninuinilics 
expect lo see increases of more than 
eight percent. Northvil le Township 

is looking at a hike of 11 percent, 
while the City of Northville's rates are 
expected to increase 9.6 percent and 
Wixoni's 8.3 percent. 

Novi had an increase of more than> 
10 percent last year. 

T ina Glenn, water and sewer 
financial services manager for 
the city of Nov i , said there was a 
reopener clause in the contract with 
the Detroit Water and Sewerage 
Department that after two years — if 
the city could show a decrease in 
peak hour usage — the rales could go 
down. 

"There is only one element of the 
rates we can have some influence 
over and that is in the peak hour 
usage," she said. "People were aware 
of it and obviously wanted to see 
lower rates." 

The DWSD's rate structure is a 
two-part rate structure that includes 
a fixed component for capital replace­
ment and a consumption charge. 
Also, the city changed its rate struc­
ture to include a minimum waler rate 
but not a min imum consumption to 
better align wit l i DWSD's rate struc­
ture. 

Detroit determines 
the rate using a for­
mula that factors 
in how far the city 
is from a collection 
point, how high the 
elevation is and the 
city's usage. A city can 
control its usage, and 
that is where the lawn 

watering ordinance comes into play. 
The ordinance calls for alternate 

day watering that takes place during 
the nonpeak hours of 11 p.m. through 
5 a.m. 

City Manager Clay Pearson said he 
is "\ery pleased" with the results, and 
cited the reason most communities 

Glenn 

are seeing increases is because while 
overall consumption is down, there are 
fixed costs that still have to be covered. 

"Obviously this sure beats the 
increases we have seen," Pearson said 
of Novi's decrease. 

Glenn said while getting a lower 
rate is nice, it might not always be the 
case and the work is not done. 

"Now that we have negotiated this 
new flow rate we have to maintain it," 
she said. 

The rates wi l l not be finalized 
until they are approved by the Board 
of Water Commissioners and the 
Detroit City Counci l .

Tlie Briar Pointe Pla-za 
owner's plea to tlie Novi City 
Council to modify a consent 
judgement and allow restau­
rants in the shopping center 
fell on deaf ears Monday night. 

After si.\ residents who live in 
the area of Ten Mi le and Beck 
roads voiced their concerns, 
the council unanimously voted 
to deny amending the consent 
judgment and encouraged the 
owner to rethink how they plan 
on filling the vacancies. 

"The applicant has not 
proven their case to me," said 
Mayor Pio-tem Bob Gatt. "1 
think the residents were right 
when they said the pla-za needs 
a lot of work. I don't know why 
a restaurant is seen as a savior 
of that particular location." 

This is the second time since 
the consent judgement was put 
in place in 1990 that the owner 
has been denied by council lo 
modify i l . The last time was in 
2003. 

The consent judgement in 

place limits commercial uses 
in the shopping center to only 
B-1 uses, local business dis­
trict, and not U-2 or B-3 uses, 
which permit sit-down restau­
rants, fast food sit-down res­
taurants and fast food carry-
out restaurants. 

Attorney Gray Kravitz, who 
spoke on behalf of the plaza 
owners, said they were in 
favor of the planning staff's 
i-econimendatioii to only add 
sit-down and carry-out res­
taurants, and felt the modif i ­
cation would be beneficial in 
many ways. 

Kravitz said it would bel­
ter serve the neighborhood 
because the nearest restaurant 
is two miles away, add to the 
city's tax base and improve the 
overall look of tire area. 

"As you may not be aware, 
this shopping center has cer­
tain vacancies that have exist­
ed for one-and-a-half going on 
two years," he said. "(We) look 
to have some rcslaurants in 
the shopping center to avoid 
blight in the area and provide 
a vibrant shopping center and 

a vibrant community." 
Most of the residents who 

spoke out against allowing 
restaurants cited current trasli 
issues, concerns about smell 
and the fact that when they 
moved into their homes they 
were under the impression 
that restaurants could not 
locate in the plaza. 

"(As Kravitz said), the near­
est restaurant is two miles 
away — and I would be more 
than happy to get my four chil­
dren in the car and drive two 
miles to the nearest restaurant 
rather than have the smell and 
the further trash issues that 
would come with a restau­
rant," said resident Jennifer 
Logan. 

Novi Mayor David Landry 
said he had mixed feelings 
about the issue prior to the 
meeting, but the resident com­
plaints made it easier. 

"Wliat struck me is the cur­
rent developer's unwillingness 
or inability to maintain what is 
there," he said.

The basic premise o f declar ing a snow emergency is 
twofold. First, off icials want residents to get their cars 
off the streets as soon as possible so workers can start 
plowing local roads. Second, they want to remind resi­
dents and business owners of their responsibi l i ty to clear 
sidewalks of snow. 

Nor thv i l l e and N o v i , to some extent, are wa lkab lc 
communit ies and should remain that way despite snow­
storms. It does l itt le good for ha l f of the residents to 
c lear their sidewalks i f the other hal f don ' t make the 
effort. A n d no one wants to shop in a store i f they have 
to trudge through heavy snow just to make it to the front 
door. So take proper precautions, but do you r best to get 
the car of f the street and into your dr iveway soon after 
a snowstorm. And clear the sidewalks so ch i ld ren can 
once again wailk to school and your neighbor can get to 
the corner; store, pharmacy or bakery w i th ease. 

Whenever a major s to rm str ikes, it i s impor tan t to 
remember that the communi ty has many seniors who 
are unable to shovel snow. Tl iat is where the true helping 
sp i r i t of Nor thv i l le /Nov i comes i n . If every able-bodied 
homeowner w i th a snowblower helped a senior or two 
c lean up after a s torm, the entire townsh ip wou ld be 
back in business in short order. 

Anyone who knows a shut- in should check on them 
after a major storm too. There is a good chance they may 
need basic necessities l ike mi lk and bread, so an offer to 
pick them up a few i tems would be greatly appreciated. 

Being a responsible cit izen and k ind neighbor is espe­
c ia l ly important after a major storm. So take a minute 
to go outside and assess your neighborhood. Pay special 
attention to that neighbor who rarely gets out. I f his or 
her property is sti l l snowed in and there aren't any foot­
pr in ts leading to the front door, pay a v is i t and offer to 
l ie lp. A f te r al l , that type of kindness is exact ly what sets 
the Nor thv i l le /Nov i area apart.

sewage disposal? 

Wtio is able or is willing to justify a flat 
sewer rale tfiat is often higher than rates 
charged for water and sewer combined virhen 
all meaningful factors are equal? 

It is incredible that my combined water and 
sewer bills are almost equal to the individual 
;Sewer bills of our neighbors who depend on 
well water and use no city water. 

In 2010, one of our neighbors paid as much 
for sewer as we paid for water and sewer, and 
the house had been empty for the year! 

Many of our neighbors, who have wells, 
paid $420.00 for sewer in the last 12 months. 
In that period we paid $140.32 for sewer. Our 
water bill for that period was $270.23 lor a 
total of $412.33. 

Either the water fairy is providing us with 
48,000 gallons of water at no charge or my 
neighbors are being penalized for maintain­
ing a well and not buying water from the city. 
Very often, financial circumstances determine 
one's choice to tap or not tap into city water. 
Do not infer that 1 am seeking an increase in 
my water bill. But 1 do insist that an injustice 
is being committed against my neighbors and 
anyone else who prefers the independence a 
well provides, or, perhaps, they can't afford 
the cost of a city water tap-in. Is this a not so 
sutitle effort to coerce these homeowners to 
cap their wells and buy city water? 

The irony of the situation is that but a few 
years ago we were pommeled with pleas to 
cut down on water usage. Our conservation 
bacldired. 

The ensuing drop in consumption now 
necessitates higher rates to compensate for 
lost revenues. 

I'm mad as hell, and I'm but a minor casu­
alty of the perennial water war. It's surprising 
that well water users throughout the county 
haven't taken to the streets with pitchforks in 
hand. Ahhh, another era, another place...

On Dec. 17, Congress 
passed and President 
Obama signed tlie 

Tax Relief, Unemployment 
Insurance Reauthorization 
and Job Creation Act of 2010 
(2010 Tax Relief Acl). Ti l ls law 
provides some relief and cer­
tainty for Americans; at least 

. until the end of2012. Far from 
a complete overhaul of the 
Internal Revenue Code, many 
of the items in 2010 Ta.v Relief 
Act are merely "extensions" or 
"renewals" of various tax provi­
sions that were set to expire 
on 12/31/2010. In other words, 
Congress and Obama essen­
tially punted any real tax relief 
until the 2012 Presidential 
Election. 

Tl ie increase in the estate 
tax credit amount to 35 m i l ­
lion is a very significant change 
to the tax code. Considering 
the greatest .amount excluded 
under any previous estate tax 
was $3.5 million, $5 mi l l ion 
is a nice relief under the 2010 
Tax Relief Act. Without this 
revision to the estate tax, only 
$1 mi l l ion in assets would be 
sheltered for persons who died 
after 1/1/2011. 

The problem with the estate 
tax relief under 20IOTax Relief 
Act is th,-it it is very short­
sighted. Although married 
individuals wi l l be allowed to 
shelter up to $10 million in 
estate tax, taking advantage 
of this tax windfall would 
require both spouses lo die 
before 12/31/2012.1 do expect 
an extension of the estate tax 
relief enacted (maybe even 
an increase to the sheltered 
amount), but estate planners 
and clients wi l l need to moni ­
tor congressional action unti l 
such time as any longer-term 
relief is approved. 

The reduction in the employ­
ee portion of social security 
withholding (from 6.2 percent 
to 4.2 percent) for the year 
2011 wi l l provide immediate 
savings for all employees. A n 
equivalent portion of the self-
employment tax is also reduced 
in 2011 (10.4 percent). This is a 
welcome relief, as these savings 
wil l be immediately fell i n a l l 
employee paychecks. 

For example, i f an employee 
earns $100,000 in taxable 
wages i n 2011, without this

reduction, the 
amount of 
social security 
taxes withheld 
would be 
$6,200. Wi th 
the relief under 
the 2010 Tax 
Relief Act, the 
social security 

ta.xes withheld is $4,200. The 
$2,000 savings w i l l be seen 
incrementally in every pay­
check the employee receives. 

The individual tax rates are 
also temporarily frozen at the 
graduated rates that are cur­
rently in place (10 percent-35 
percent). Without the 2010 
Tax Relief Act, the rates would 
have increased to 15 percent-
39.6 percent. The capital gains 
rates were also expected to 
increase from 0-15 percent to 
10-20 percent, fortunately the 
lower rates wil l remain in place 
through 12/31/2012. 

More importantly is that the 
reduced capital gains rale wi l l 
continue lo be applied against 
"qualified dividends". For 
many individual sharehold- ' 
ers, dividends are the income 
that they expect to receive 
throughout the year, paying 
a reduced rate of tax on that 
income is appealing. If this 
"type of income" were taxed 
at the iiigher ordinary income 
tax rates, they could have been 
more inclined to make drastic 
investment decisions before the 
end of 2010. In other words, 
individuals may have taken 
an immedi.ate capital gain 
on shares of dividend-pay­
ing stock and replaced those 
shares with investments that 
would not generate additional • 
ordinary income tax, such as 
tax-free bonds. 

The 2010 Tax Rel ief Act also 
provides some extensions of 
various tax benefits to individ­
ual taxpayers for another two 
years. Tlie limitation or reduc­
tion for itemized deductions 
and the personal exemption for 
individuals with adjusted gross 
income in excess of $169,500 
will not be in place on 1/1/2011. 
In addition, the "marriage pen­
alty" wi l l not effect the stan­
dard deduction for married 
filers for the next two years. 

The new tax bi l l also contin­
ues various credits to benefit

taxpayers with children. Tl ie 
Chi ld Tax Credit, Earned 
Income Tax Credit, Adoption 
Credit, Dependent Care Credit 
and Employer-Provided Ch i ld 
Care Credits are all extended 
tlirough 12/31/2012. 

Education costs were .also 
given a priority (or protected) 
under the 2010 Tax Relief 
Act with several provisions 
being extended. Employees 
wi l l be allowed to exclude up 
to $5,250 from their income 
and payroll taxes for employer-
provided tuition and educa­
tion expenses. Students with 
"qualified higher education" 
expenses may continue to take 
advantage of the American 
Opportunity Tax Credit (pre­
viously known as the "Hope 
Credit") for two more years. 
The itemized deduction for 
student loan interest is also 
extended through 12/31/2012, 
as is the Coverdell Education 
Savings Accounts, the Armed 
Forces Scholarship and 
National Health Service Corps 
scholarship programs. 

Whi le I am unhappy that 
a long-term "f ix" was not be 
approved by Congress, we 
are left to play with the cards 
that have been dealt. The best 
advice I can give clients is to 
remain patient and not panic 
about anything they may per­
ceive in the short-term; some­
times surprising results can 
occur when you remain cool. 
That was my advice before 
passage of the 2010 Tax Relief 
Act and that w i l l remain my 
advice for the next two years; 
the short-term.

A substantial majority ofboth hom­
eowners and current renters agree 
that owning a home is a smart decision 
over the long term. That's according to 
the results o f a Rational Association 
of Realtors survey of3,793 adults con­
ducted online by Harr is Interactive. 

The American Attitudes About 
Homeownership survey found that in 
today's challenging economy, 95 per­
cent of owners and 72 percent of rent­
ers believe that over a period of several 
years, it makes more sense to own a 
home. In addition, an overwhelming 
majority of homeowners are happy 
with their decision to own a home — 
93 percent of owners surveyed would 
buy again. 

"Of course it's true locally. Nothing 
takes the place of home ownership," 
said Gary J . Reggish, broker/owner 
of Konierica United Realty of Novi 
and immediate past president of the 
Western Wayne Oakland County 
Association of Realtors. Interest rates 
are low, said Livonia resident Reggish, 
and many renters want to buy. 

"You can buy houses tod.ay, nice 
houses, and have your payments 
lower than renters are paying in rent," 
Reggish said. Homeowners also enjoy 
the mortgage interest deduction, and 
can deduct property t.a.\cs as well. 

"1'here are incredible bargains," he 
said of current housing inventory in 
the metro area, " in al l price ranges." 
"Interest rates have dropped dramati­
cally." A loan can be obtained for 30 -
ycar fixed in the 4 percent range, with 
significant s.avings over the life of the 
loan, he said. 

Both professionally and personally, 
Reggish sees less tangible benefits to 
owning. 

"Once thing that renting can never 
take the place of is the sense of com­
munity," he said. You don't get that in 
an apartment complex, he said, where 
residents arc more transient. "You just 
don't have the sense of camaraderie." 

There's less community input, he 
said, without homeowners associa­
tions and involvement even at the state 
level. 

"There's nothing better than being 
able to go home and say 'This is mine.' 
You h.ave choices," Reggish said. 

"Homeowners and renters agree 
that home ownership benefits ind i ­
viduals and families, strengthens 
our communities, and is integral to 
our nation's economy," said National 
Association of Realtors President Ron . 
Phipps, broker-president of Phipps 
Realty in Warwick, R. l , "The results of 
this survey illustrate just how impor­
tant issues related to home ownership 
are to people in this country." 

The survey uncovered some dif­
ferences between homeowners and 
renters, as well. Whi le more than half 
of owners are "very" or "extremely" sat­
isfied with the overall quality of their 
family life, only one-third of renters 
report the same levels of s.atisfaction. 
Similarly, 43 percent of homeowners 
are very/extremely satisfied wi lh their 
community life, compared with 30 
percent of renters. 

A majority of renters — 63 percent 
— said that it was at least somewhat 
likely that they would purchase a home 
at some point in the future. Among 
this group, young adults (18-29 years 
old) h.ave the strongest aspirations for 
home ownership; only 8 percent of 

young adults said that it was "not at 
al l l ikely" that they would purchase a 
home at some point in the future. 

In today's market, many .aspiring 
homeowners are faced with worries 
about job security and creditworthi­
ness. Among renters who are very or 
extremely likely to buy a home in the 
future, three out of five consider con­
fidence in job security and creditwor­
thiness to be .an obstacle. 

One point of agreement between 
renters and homeowners was support 
of the mortg.age interest deduction 
(MID) . Seventy-four percent of own­
ers and 62 percent of renters say it's 
"extremely" or "very" important that 
the M I D remain in place. 

"At a lime when the middle class is 
under increasing economic pressures, 
both homeowners and renters agree 
that the mortgage interest deduction 
should not be targeted for change," 
said Phipps. "Given strong public sup­
port o f and aspirations toward own­
ing a home, we need lo keep policies 
in place that support and encourage 
responsible, sustainable home owner­
ship for our future." 

This survey was conducted online 
within the U.S. and fielded Oct. 6-20, 
2010. A total of3,793 adults, 18 and 
older were surveyed, including 1,880 
homeowners, 1,115 renters, and 798 
young adults. A l l samples came from 
the Harr is Pol! online database and 
were weighted for age, sex, race/eth­
nicity, education, region and house­
hold income to be representative of the 
U.S. gener.al population of adults 18 
and older. 

Propensity score weighting was 
also used to adjust for respondents' 
propensity to be online. Results are 
available online at \v*\vw.rcaltor.org/ 
statsanddata/homeownership/atli-
tudes_homeown.

andefIicientiy,of those 
associations. Ifynu are not 
gettmg the service firom jour 
attorney that you deserve, look 
for someone else.

Thoiigli job scams are prevalent al any time, 
today's tough economic limes iinvc increased 
the amounl of .seammers looking lo take 
advantage of people desperate lo make money 
and find a job. 

•'Willi the economy sliding, people who miglil 
otherwise be skeptical want to find a silver 
lining and loo often mislake the glilz-and-
glamour promises of a scammer'sad for their 
path 10 financial security," says Christine Durst, 
eo-foundcrand CEO of StafTceiitrix. a training 
and development company that focuses on 
home-based work. 

Durst says StafTcenlrix researchers screen aboul 
5,000 home job leads every week, and there is a 
"56-1 scam ratio" among work-at-home <hltp;// 
msn.careerbuilder.com/jobs/kcyu'ord/work-at-
home> job ads. Any opportunity where you can 
"make money fast," "no experience is 
necessar>'." or "work in your pajamas" is 
appealing to people, so they get thrown into the 
scam mix. 

Mindy A . Bockstcin, chairwoman and executive 
director <h[lp://w\vw.carcerbuilder.com/jobs/ 
keyword/direcIor> of the New York State 
Consumer Protection Board, agrees lhat people 
arc trying to capitalize on the strong desire for 
work and income in different populations and 
communities. 

"Don't fall for get-rich-quick schemes, work-at-
liome scams, pyramid schemes and numerous 
other approaches promising employment and 
wealth but being used to separate job seekers 
from their inoney." she says. 

Who's the taryt'l of job scams? 
Anyone seeking a better job oppommity or 
looking to earn some inoney - even smart 
people -- can gel sucked into scams, says Robin 
Giroir, regional vice president of Sphcrion 
Staffing Services. Wiih the wide scope of the 

Inlemel. evcr>' bogus "job" can reach hundreds of 
thousands of people, she say.s. 

Dursl says victims of work-ai-homc scams are 
typically -- and unfortunately - those who can 
least afford lo part with their money. One 
particular scam reviewed by StalTccntrix targeted 
women who were between tlic ages of 18-49, had 
children, were less amueni and did nol have a 
college education. 

"We are also seeing a 
rise in (he number of 
seniors and retirees 
falling prey to these 
cons, as many of 
them are now looking 
for ways to 
supplement llieir 
income due to the 
declining stock 
market." Durst says. 

Spotting a scam 
While identifying a 
scam seems like as if 
would be easy, you 
must remember that 
the people who create 
ihcm are practiced 
con artists. Many 
scams are linked to 
what seem like-
legitimate Web sites thai have professional 
photos, testimonials, audio and video -- all the 
things that can convince someone that il must be 
real. Durst says. 

Here arc some things to keep in mind when 
spotting a job scam: 

I. Hold tight to your cash 
"No legitimate employer asks you for money. 
This is a foolproof tip off that something'.s not 
right," Giroir says. "There are a number of scams 
that work ihis way. "I'ou deposit your money in an 
oflshore account and wait for your investment to 
make you wealthy, or you purchase a list of high-
paying jobs you can do from home. Whatever the 
scam is. don't fall for it." 

2. jMakc money while you sleep 
"Beware of ads that make outrageous claims, 

don't specify job duties and don't require that you 
send a resume. Legitimate cinpfoycrs arc seeking 
candidates with specific skills, knowledge and 
education. Watch for ads, even for entry-level < 
hltp://\vww.carccrbuildcr.eoni/jobs/kcyword/ 
cntry-lcvcl> jobs, that use the phrase 'no 
experience necessary,' especially when there is a 
promise of big money," Giroir says. 

3. 'Work at home' appears in the header 
'"Work from home' is not a job title," Durst 

warns. "If il appears in 
the ad header, there's 
a good chance it's a 
comc-on. Seammers 
can rarely resist 
including it in the 
header - it's the bait 
of their'hook' as they 
fish for desperate 
people to reel in." 

4. Miracles arrive in 
your Inbox 
"How could this man 
from Romania have 
known you were 
looking for home-
based work? Miracles 
do happen, but not via 
spam," Durst says. 
"Move [the e-mail] to 
your trash file without 

using the 'remove me from this list' link you're 
likely to find at the bottoin of the page. These 
links are ofien used to confinn that your e-mail 
address is active, and using them can result in 
even more spam." 

5. Palm trees, mansions, beaches and bikinis 
"Successful seammers often bag Iheir 
prey by dangl ing enticing things in front 
o f them ~ much l i ke kidriappcrs do , " 
Durs l says. ' " I f y o u get into my car I'll 
g ive you this candy bar... '" 

6. Pu t on y o u r detect ive hat 
There are essential ly two ways to get 
l isted with the Better Business Bureau: 
B u y a membership or get reported for 
bad business pract ices. Durst says. 

" W h i l e Ihe absence of a company 's name 
in Iheir listings is not unusual - not every 
business is a paying member o f the B B B 
- a C , D or F rating and multiple 
complaints are a flashing warning 
s ignal . " 

Durst adds that you musl be careful about 
ads that look Icgitimalc and thai contain 
the name and Web sile o f w c l l - k n o w n 
companies but carry a " f ree" e-mai l 
address for a reply. 

"Reputable companies have been 
vict imized by seammers using their 
company names and reputations to scam 
unwitting job seekers. A lways take the 
time to stop by the company Web site 
before responding lo a job ad , " she 
suggests. " Y o u may find a notice warning 
you o f the scam. What you won' t f ind, is 
a job listing for someone lo accept checks 
and wire funds to someone." 

Too l itt le, too late 
Unfortunately, many job seekers sti l l fall 
v ic t im to job scams. So what happens 
when you realize that you' re invo lved in 
something you probably shouldn't be? 

Consequences include identity theft, loss 
o f savings, unauthorized cliarges lo your 
credit card and, at worst, a run-in w i th the 
law. A t min imum, you lose some money 
and a little pride, but consider it a lesson 
learned. Durst says.
