State Rep. Hugl i Crawford may 
have not been a big fan of everytliing 
proposed in Gov. Ricl( Snyder's bud­
get Ia.st I'hursday. 

But the- Republican representative 
knov/s that if the state is going to 
turn around, major cuts are part o f 
the solution. 

"It's certainly a bold proposal but 
we need to do some bold things in 
this state," he said. "I'm not happy to 
t.ake money away from schools or ta.\ 
pensions but until we get our house in 
order and restructure, we arc doing to 
have to do some of those things." 

Crawford said what has been pro­
posed is "conceptually the right way 
to go," but expects a lot of changes 
before it passes through the House 
and Senate. 

"I don't think it's going to be as 

drastic as it appears," he said. 
Many of the calls Crawford has 

received from constitueiits thus far 
harped on tlie elimination of f i lm 
credits and taxing pensions. 

He wouldn't get into the specifics 
of what he liked or didn't like in the 
proposed budget, but agrees witii 
general concept. 

The cut to public education 
announced the proposed budget 
Thursd.ay was not surprising to Novi 
Community Schools district Supt. 
Pete Dion. 

But just because he wasn't sur­
prised doesn't mean he isn't con­
cerned. 

The budget calls for a S300 per 
student cut in addition to the S170 
per pupil cut that is already in place. 
For Novi, wii ich has more than 6,000 
students, that cut amounts to roughly 
S3 mil l ion. 

"I think (the governor) was right 

that it has been a long time coming 
and wc cannot operate on a credit 
card mentality anymore," Dion said. 
"But it's going to be diff icult for all of 
us." 

Dion noted that the district has cut 
$10 mil l ion out of its budget the last 
four years, and questions why educa­
tion keeps taking a hit.. 

"When wi l l they realize education 
needs to be the highest priority in 
Michigan," he said. "I know jobs are 
important but you are not going to 
bring jobs here unless you h.ave qual­
ity schools." 

The district is in the process of con­
tract negotiations with several ofits 
bargaining units and also wi l l h.ave lo 
deal with an increase in retirement 
and health care costs. 

"Our goal is lo figure out how we 
wil l continue to have an excellent 
school district here," he said. 

The Board of Education also s.aw a 
budget amendment at its meeting last 
Thursday that showed the district 
wi l l h.ave to make mill ions of dollars 

worth of cuts lo slay afloat. 
Board of Education Vice President 

Dennis O'Connor said "it doesn't lake 
a genius lo figure out our benefit sys­
tem is broke," and something needs 
to be done to get health care and 
retirement costs under control. 

"Clearly it's broken," he said. "We 
need a structural change here and 
everyone has to share the sacrifice." 

Snyder's budget proposal affects far 
more than just public school districts, 
.as the Sl .8 bil l ion in cuts wil l hit 
businesses, municipalities, residents 
and more. 

The plan calls for the elimination 
of the Michigan Business Tax, replac­
ing it w i lh a flat Corpor.ate Income 
Tax set at 6 percent, ,as well as elimi­
nation of tax credits for businesses 
and f i lms among sevcr.al changes in 
other areas. 

Novi C i l y Man.ager Clay Pearson 
said the most direct impact for cit­
ies is the statutory portion of slate 
shared revenue, which through a 
"unfair formula" Nov i doesn't receive 

anything. Ten years ago, the city was 
getting more than $1 million, and 
last year it received nearly $37,000 in 
st.alulory dollars. 

"We've already been through a 
lot of pain and cost reductions," 
Pearson said when asked how Nov i 
has prepared for the looming state 
cuts. "Anyone in public service has 
to recognize the state of Michigan is 
severely out of whack in their budget 
and the fact is most every thing has to 
be cut." 

As far as the elimination of the tax -
credits, Pearson said he doesn't feel 
the city wi l l be hurt. 

"Wliile it's a tool, most businesses 
come to Novi without such incen­
tives," he said. 

Crawford said the goal is lo get the 
budget done July 1, before deadline, 
so school districts can prepare their 
budgets. 

"If we put our nose to it I think we 
can do it," he said.

Unemployment rales in the 
county and city of Nov i have 
dropped, but Oakland County 
Commissioner Kathy Crawford 
doesn't want people lo gel loo 
excited. 

Tlie Novi resident and 
District 9 representative said 
Monday that while it looks like 
"we may have bottomed out" it 
doesn't mean the county is out 
of the woods just yet. 

"Everyone is cautiously opti­
mistic, that is the way we are 
looking at it," she said. "It feels 
a little different and there are 
some places starting to hire, 
but it's hard lo say this early." 

The Burc.au of Labor 
Statistics released its unem­
ployment statistics for 
December 2010 in early 
February, and the numbers 

show the jobless rate in 
Oakland County fell from 10.6 
percent in December 2009 to 
9.6 percent last year. 

Tlie city of Novi s.aw a 2.5 
percent drop from 8.6 percent 
to 6.1 percent. 

Novi 's unemployment rate is 
the third lowest in the county 
for communities wi lh a mini­
mum population of 25,000 
residents. The only commu­
nities wi th lower rales are 
Rochester Hi l ls (S.6 percent) 
and Royal Oak (6 pfrcenl). 

Ara Topouzian, economic 
development director for the cily 
of Novi, s.aid the uptick in die

of llie reason behind job creation.

W e watched it coming . lil^e a n asteroid on a coll ision 
course approach ing the earth knowing it wou ld be dev­
astat ing but not being able to do anything about it. 

O n l y th is l i m e , the a p o c a l y p s e was g e n e r a t e d in 
L a n s i n g a n d it came in tlie f o r m of a new budget p r o ­
posed by Gov . Rick Snyder. 

A n d l ike that hypothetical asteroid, we knew its arr iv­
al was inevitable. 

In the wake of the budget's arr iva l , seemingly every­
one was weighing its impact a n d what it would mean to 
them personally. Novi and Northvi l le are go ing to be hit 
w i t h revenue shar ing cuts a n d o u r school distr icts are 
facing S 3 0 0 per pupil cuts on top of a previously s c h e d ­
uled $170 per pupil cut. 

Michigan's f inancial mess has been a story in the mak ­
ing for years. The near collapse o f the auto industry a n d 
the state's overall industrial base coupled with the c r u m ­
bl ing nat ional economy and r i s ing unemployment have 
plunged the state into a near depression. 

T o tlieir eternal discredit , the previous governor a n d 
state Ivegislattire have pushed o f f addressing the p r o b ­
lem for years. 

But there was no avoiding the day of reckoning. T h e r e 
is simply no more money to cont inue the state's s p e n d i n g 
ways. A n d fac ing a S1.4 b i l l ion budget def ici t , the^well 
h.as run dry. ' " ' • ' ' 

Snyder, who has portrayed h i m s e l f as a bus inessman , 
a Lans ing outsider, has del ivered a budget o f h istor ical 
proport ions. A n d it has m a n a g e d to offend jus t about 
everyone ~ not qui te everyone , as no cuts are b e i n g 
sought in M e d i c a i d — but just about everyone. 

A c r o s s - t h e - b o a r d spend ing cuts have been proposed 
a long witli generating new f u n d i n g sources, s u c h as tax­
ing pension incomes. 

A l m o s t immediately , cries went up that the cuts go to 
deep. Perhaps they do, a l least in certain areas, like the 
e l i m i n a t i o n o f the E a r n e d I n c o m e Tax C r e d i t , w h i c h 
would h u r l the poorest residents. 

In any case, it wil l take some t ime for everyone to sort 
out all the ramif icat ions o f what this budget w i l l m e a n . 
A n d what we see now is not probably what we wil l get 
wl ien all is said and done. Hear ings must still be held in 
Lans ing , lobbyists wi l l weigh in ;ind changes arc likely 
to come. 

But it is c lear , there are g rea t cha l l enges a h e a d . 
Revenue s h a r i n g is g o i n g to i m p a c t our t o w n s to a 
degree. A n d the schools, in part icular, are g o i n g lo face 
an enormous diff iculty keeping the cuts away f rom the 
classrooms. 

A n d as for Gov. Snyder, whether you approve o f his 
budget or not, he at least deserves credit for p roduc ing a 
budget that includes specifics that can be dealt w i th . 

But the asteroid has struck. N o w we have to survey the 
damage a n d figure out how to survive it.

Recently President Obama and Gov. 
Snyder, with Iheir advisers, released bud­
gets. One wonders if and/or how much these 
fads were considered: The poverty level in 
the U.S. is the highest since the 1940s. The 
middle class Is collapsing. Sixteen percent of 
citizens are unemployed or underemployed. 
The gap between rich and poor is wider than 
ever before. And yet tax rates lor millionaires 
are lower. 

To deal with huge deficits (caused mainly 
by Wall Street) both budgets are similar in 
two respects, One, Ihey contain pro-business 
policies. On the federal level, large corpora­
tions pay no income tax. Gov. Snyder sug­
gests a huge reduction in business taxes. 

Two, neither deficit reduction plan men­
tions Social Security I heard some slartling 
news when a well-known senator stated 
there is a surplus in Social Security lor the 
next 27 years. However, it is believed some 
Republicans want lo privatize the system. 

A main difference between the federal 
and state budget is found in Ihe area of 
social services lor society's most vulnerable 
people. The president would not agree with 
our governor's plan lor low-income workers 
to lose tax refunds. A second difference is 
in the area of education. President Obama 
stresses the importance of education and 
does not advocate cuts lo K-12 or universi­
ties, as proposed by Gov Snyder. 

Republicans 
control several slate governorships plus

the House ol Representatives. Many stress 
ideology and hold extreme views. Goy 
Walker in Wisconsin uses budget deficits as 
a ploy to dismantle unions.

T h e Road Commission for 
O a k l a n d County ( R C O C ) 
Board on Feb. 17 accepted 
the agency's 31st annual 
Three-Year Financial 
P lan which includes bal­
anced budgets for the Koad 
Commiss ion for ihe fiscal 
years 2012 through 201+. 

" R C O C has been prepar­
ing three-year budgets since 
1980," observed Man.aging 
Director Brent Bair. "In 
fact, I was the staff person 
assigned to compile the first 
one back in 1980." 

R C O C Chairman Eric 
Wi lson attributed the 
agency's ability to maintain 
a balanced budget in part to 
the three-year budgeting pro­
cess. "One of the reasons we 
have been able to continue 
to operate with a balanced 
budget year after year," he 
said, "is that we have, for 
more than 30 years, operated 
with a three-year budgeting 
cycle. This has allowed us to 
anticipate budgetarv' changes 
ahead of time, so we can be 
prepared when revenues or 
expenses change." 

Board Vice Chai rman 
Greg Jamian noted it is fair­
ly unusual for a governmen­
tal agency to operate with 
a three-year budget cycle. 
"It's even more unique," he 
added, "because we've been 
doing it so long." 

Commissioner Ron 
Fowkes pointed out that 
R C O C has operated with a 
balanced budget for a l l of 
its nearly 100 years o f exis­
tence. "We take our role as 
stewards of public money 
very seriously," he sa id . "And 
this three-year budget cycle 
allows us to anticipate and 
respond to changes before 
they are on top of us." 

Ba i r explained that the 
process o f preparing the 
three-year budgets has been 
very useful in p lanning 
future road improvements 
as well as such things as 

building improvements, 
equipment replacement 
timetables, etc. That's 
because the process is con­
ducted not just by the agen­
cy's Finance Department 
or managing director, but 
by the Financial Planning 
Group. Over the years, this 
group has been expanded 
lo include all R C O C depart­
ment directors, who are also 
permitted lo br ing some of 
their supervisory staff 

"By opening the p ro ­
cess, we have made sure 
the financial situation of 
the agency is known to 
all departments. This has 
eliminated the percep­
tion of secrecy," Bair said. 
"The departments basically 
explain their needs, and 
the group divides up the 
avaiTable funds. Knowing 
the needs of all depart­
ments, the group must col­
lectively prioritize funding 
within the agency. It's a very 
healthy and open process." 

'I'he first year o f each 
three-year financial plan 
becomes the baseline for pre­
paring the next year's R C O C 
ljudget. Agency department 
directors are required to 
compare their budget sub­
missions each year lo the 
previous year's financial plan 
and reconcile any differences. 

"Of course, having a great 
budgeting process does not 
change the reality o f declin­
ing revenues," Bair added, 
noting that R C O C ' s two 
main sources of operating 
revenue, the state-collected 
gas tax and vehicle registra­
tion fees are projected to 
continue decl ining in the 
current financial plan. 

I-'ollowing the .August pub­
lic hearing, the final Budget 
is approved by the three road 
commissioners at the second 
regularly scheduled Board 
meeting in September of 
each year. RCOC's fiscal year 
runs from Oct. 1 to Sept. 30.

common question that 
L comes up in employment 
llaw is the status of the 

workers; employees or inde­
pendent contractors? Wliat is 
the difference between the two 
and why does it niiitter? Well, 
it is because the law imposes 
different levels of responsibil­
ity on employers depending 
upon the stjitus of their work­
ers. 

Under state law, an employer 
can be held liable for any negli­
gent or intentional acts of their 
employees if the employee is 
acting within the scope of their 
employment at the time their 
wrongful act occurred. The 
scope of employment can be 
something as simple as oper­
ating a photocopier at work 
or driving a company car, to 
eating lunch during company 
time or wearing a uniform off 
premises. For any wrongful act 
or injurj' that occurs during 
this "scope of employment", 
the employer can be held 
responsible under the theory of 
vicarious liability. 

The actions of an "indepen­
dent contractor", however, are 
not imputed to the employer. 
Tlie theory being that there is 
limited control over both the 
contractor and the work the 
contractor h.-is been hired to 
complete. This does not mean 
that the employer is never 
responsible, however imputing 
the independent contractor's 
wrongful action to the employ­
er is much more difficult to 
prove in a Lawsuit. 

As you can im.igine, a lot of 
money could be .it stake for 
an employer if an employee's 
mistake or wrongful conduct 
is imputed to the employer. l"or 
example, if an employee stock­
ing slielves in a grocery store 
intentionally punches someone 
she believes is shoplifting from 
the store, the victim may sue 
the grocery store for battery; 
even though the store neither 
threw the punch nor autho­
rized the employee to do so. 

So how do you determine 
whether someone is an 
employee or an independent 
contractor? In some instances, 
it is as easy as looking at the 
particular job. A person hired 
to paint a house is most likely 
an independent contractor. 
Why? Well how much control 
do you have over the task?

You and the 
painter agree 
on the price 
and color of the 
paint, maybe 
a completion 
date.

Do you pay for the piiinter to 
take a break, vacation or foi-
lunch? No. For the most part, 
the house painter is an inde­
pendent contractor and any 
wrongful acts th.it occur dur­
ing th,at job should not be the 
responsibility of the employer. 

Compare the house painter 
to an administrative assistant 
in an office. Does the employer 
provide a desk, telephone and 
computer for this person? Are 
particular assignments given 
to the worker? Lunch break 
and hours established for the 
.assistant? In this scenario, it 
would seem that the employer 
would have a lot of control over 
the job and the assistant would 
be considered an employee. 

Now, if the administrative 
assistant stole the identifi­
cation ofa customer of the 
employer, should Uie employer 
be liable to that customer for 
any damages that resulted? 
Sure. Should the homeowner 
be responsible if the house 
painter broke into a neighbor's 
liouse and stole a lawnmower? 
No. 

Clearly, most employers 
want to limit any liiibility for 
the wrongful actions of their 
workers; this is basic dollars 
and cents. Tlie law gets a little 
grayer when employers try to 
limit the amount of control over 
their workers jobs to make tlie 
workers .appear to be indepen­
dent contractors rather than 
employees. Many business 
owners think that if they have a 
contract with their workers that 
specifically provides "you are an 
independent contractor" tliat 
the individual is an independent 
contractor; this is an absolute 
fallacy. Tlie common law \vi\\ 
determine the individual's sta­
tus for purposes of state law. 

Now, the trickier part: taxes. 
Employers are responsible 
for withholding and paying 

a portion of social security 
and Medicaid taxes for their 
employees. If the worker is not 
classified as an "employee", 
but an independent contrac­
tor, the employer is responsible 
for this additional tax. As a 
result, many employers would 
rather categorize their work­
ers as independent contractors 
than have to pay an additional 
amount of tax. And this leads 
to employers finding them­
selves in hot water with the . . . . 
Internal Revenue Service for 
incorrectly categorizing their 
employees as independent con­
tractors. 

The standard for someone 
being an independent con­
tractor or employee under 
state law is not as strict as the 
standard under federal law, 
which is what the Internal 
Revenue Code is and what 
the IRS enforces. Penalties 
for incorrectly categorizing 
an employee can be severe, 
including unpaid withhold­
ing taxes for all subject years, 
interest and penalties based 
on the taxes not properly with­
held. If you have .any questions 
iis to whether a worker should 
be considered an employee or 
an independent contractor, 
you should search www.irs.gov 
and review Publications 15 and 
15-A. 

As if employers do not have 
enough to worry about when 
it comes to running their busi­
ness. Any time the decision 
is made to hire workforce, 
this baby step carries with it 
enormous responsibility on the 
person requesting the assis­
tance. Tliese decisions should 
carefully considered; screening 
potential candidates of their 
character and background is 
just as important as knowing 
their past work experience.

Tlie Road Commission for Oakland County 
(RCOC) w.as scheduled to apply seasonal spring 
weight restrictions to its non-all-weather ro.ads 
on Feb. 23. Tlic restrictions limit the amount 
of weight trucks can carry on the roads and 
are intended to minimize damage to the roads 
while the ground under the roads is tluiwing. 

Anyone wanting an update on the status of 
the weight restrictions can call RCOC's weight 
restrictions hotline at (248) 858-4765. 

Each spring, in accordance with state law, 
RCOC reduces the weight limits on its non-
all-weather roads as temperatures begin to 
rise and the ground begins to th.aw. "As the 
road subsurface th.aws, the road's ability to 
carry weight is reduced," said RCOC Managing 
Director Brent Bair. "That means that a weight 
that wouldn't affect the road under normal 
conditions, might nowdani.ige the road. 'These 
restrictions help to ensure that our roads last 
as long .as possible, with .as few potholes as 
possible." 

Tlie restrictions do not affect p,issenger vehi­
cles, but apply to commercial trucks. 

Weight restrictions are enforced by wcigli-
masters employed by the Road Commission, 
the state, local communities or the Sheriffs 
Department. Violation of the weight restric­
tions can result in a citation and fine. 

Dave Czerni.akowski, director of RCOC's 
Customer Services Department, said the timing 
of this year's weight restrictions is typical. "It 
is usually in February or March that the frost 
is coming out of tlie ground and we must apply 
the restrictions," he noted. 

Czcrniakowski will recommend that the 
restrictions be removed when he determines 
that the soil is no longer saturated and the 
frost has thawed. He noted that the weight 
restrictions have an impact on several indus­
tries including building construction, because 
it restricts companies' .ability to move lieav^ 
equipment. 

"Weight restrictions do not prevent trucks

Cutting back unnecessary energy use is an easy 
w.ay to keep your hard-earned money in your pocket. 
Here are some suggestions you can do at home, 
at .absolutely no cost to you. Tliese tips are from a 
recent Newsline publication of the Western Wayne 
Oakland County Association of Realtors. 

• Let the sunshine in. Open drapes and let the sun 
heat your home for free (get them closed again at 
sundown so they help insulate). 

• Rearrange your rooms. Move your furniture 
around so you are sitting near interior walls — exte­
rior walls and older windows are likely to be drafty. 
Don't sit in the draft. 

• Keep it shut. Traditional fireplaces arc an energy 
loser — it's best not to use them because they pull 
heated air out of the house and up the chimney. 
When not in use, make absolutely sure the damper 
is closed. Before closing the damper, m.akesure that 
you don't have any smoldering embers. 

• Ifyou decide not to use a fireplace, then block off 
the chimney with a piece of rigid insulation from the 
hardware store that fits snugly into the space (damp­
ers don't shut fully without some leaking). 

• Elimin.ate wasted energy. Tarn off lights in unoc­
cupied rooms. LJnplug that spare refrigerator in the 
garage ifyou don't truly need it — this seemingly 
convenient way to keep extra drinks cold adds 10-25 
percent to your electric bill. 'Ttirn off kitchen and 
bath-ventilating 

fans after they've done their job — these fans can 
blow out a house-full of heated air if inadvertently 
left on. 

• Keep your fireplace damper closed unless a fire 
is burning to prevent 

up to 8 percent of your furnace-healed air from 
going up the chimney. 

• Shorten showers. Simply reducing that linger­
ing time by a few minutes can save hundreds of 
gallons of hot water per month for a family of four. 
Sliowers account for.two-thirds of your water Jx̂ at-
ingcosts. Cutting your showers in half will reduce 
your water heating costs by 33 percent. 

• Use appliances efficiently. Do 
only full loads when using your 
dishwasher and clothes washer. Use 
the cold water setting on your clothes 
washer when you can. Using cold water 
reduces your washer's energy use by 75 
percent. 

• Be sure to clean your clothes dryer's lint 
trap after each use. Use the moisture-sens­
ing automatic drying setting on your dryer if 
you have one. 

• Put your computer and monitor to sleep. 
Most computers come with the power man-
[igement features turned off On computers 
using Windows, open your power management 
software and set it so your computer goes to 
sleep if you're away from your machine for five 
to 15 minutes. 

Those who use Macintosh computers look for 
the setting in your Control Panels called "Energy 
Saver" and set it accordingly. When you're done 
using your computer, turn it off (see next tip). Do 
not leave it in sleep mode overnight as it is still 
drawing a small amount of power. 

• Plug "leaking energy" in electronics. Many 
new TVs, VCRs, chargers, computer peripherals 
and other electronics use electricity even when 
they are switched "off." Although tliese "standby 
losses" are only a few watts each, they add up to 
more than 50 watts in a typical home that is con­
sumed all the time. If possible, unplug electronic 
devices and chargers that have a block-shaped 
transformer on the plug when they are not in use. 
For computer scanners, printers and other devices 
that are plugged into a power strip, simply switch 
off the power strip after shutting down your com­
puter. 'The best way to minimize these losses of 
electricity is to purchase ENERGY STAR* prod­
ucts. 

Eyery;home'is different. With a quick trip to 
your local hardware store, you have even more 
choices at hand. 

• Replace 
incandescent 
light bulbs 

with compact 
fluorescent light 
bulbs, espe­
cially in high-use 
light fi.\tures. 
Compact fluo­

rescent lights 
use 75 percent 
less energy than 

incandescent 
lights. 
• Plug your 

home's leaks. Install 
weather-stripping or 

caulk leaky doors and 
windows and install gaskets 

behind outlet covers. Savings up to 10 percent on 
energj- costs can result. 

• Install low fiow showerhcads. Ifyou do not 
already have them, low-fiowshowerheads and fau­
cets can drastically cut your hot water expenses. 
Savings of 10-16 percent of water heating costs. 

• Wrap the hot water tank with jacket insulation. 
This is especially valuable for older water heaters 
w-tth little internal insulation. Be sure to leave the 
air intake vent uncovered when insulating a gas 
water heater. Savings up to 10 percent on water 
heating costs can result.

closing costs, prepaid expens­
es and a home inspection. The 
.assistance from MSHDA is a 
zero-interest, payment free 
loan which you pay back only 
when the first mortgage is 
paid in full. 

When using the MSHDA 
program, homebuyers often 
receive a below market 
fixed interest rate on their 
first mortgage. In addition, 
MSHDA only requires a con­
tribution of 1 percent of the 
sales price from the home 
buyer. For example, on a 
S15O,0O0 home, a honiebuyer 
using the MSHDA program 
can purchiise a home with .as 
little as Sl,500 out of pocket. 

So who qualifies for this 
program? Well for starters. 

• homebuyers wishing to use 
the MSHDA program will 
have to meet certain require­
ments pertaining to house­
hold income, .assets and hom­
eownership. The ma-ximum 
home sales price is $224,500 
and applicants must have 
less than $5,000 in the bank, 
excluding retirement funds. 

In all of Oakland County 
(except Royal Oak and 
Pontiac), the program is only 
available to applicants who 
h.ave not owned a home with­
in the p.ast 36 months. The 
maximum household income 
is $69,800 for a household of 
one-two people and S80,270 
for a household of tliree or 
more. In Royal Oak and 
Pontiac, there is no restric­
tion on prior homeownership 
and the income limits are 
more generous, at $83,760 for 

a one-two-person household 
and $97,720 for a household 
of three or more. 

In all of Wayne County 
(except Detroit, Ecorse, 
Hanitramck, Highland 
Park and River Rouge), the 
program is only available 
to applicants who h.ave not 
owned a home within the past 
36 months. The maximum 
household income is $69,800 
for a household of one-two 
people and $80,270 for a 
household of three or more. In 
Detroit, Ecorse, Hamtramck, 
Highland Park and River 
Rouge there is no restriction 
on prior homeownership and 
the incdme limits are more 
generous, .at $83,760 for a 
one-two-person liousehold 
and $97,720 for a household 
of three or more. 

In all of Washtenaw County, 

there is no restriction on 
prior homeownership and the 
maximum household income 
is $101,040 for a household of 
one-two people and $108,000 
for a household of three or 
more.

Additionally, 
the association retaliated 
against one resident 
who lodged a complaint 
with the Department 
of Housing and Urban 
Development over 
the excessive fines by 
charging her 81,000 to 
pay for the association's 
costs to defend .against 
her complaint. In effect, 
the association was 
sanctioned to the tune of 
$150,000. If that doesn't 
shake them up, I don't 
know what can other 
than a lawsuit.
