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Novi alum survived brush with cardiac arrest

Kuhn relives last November
in light of Leonard death

When Wes Leonard hil the |
Moor at Fennville (Mich.) High
School March 3 after making
the winning layup in overtime
of a basketball game, and died
soon after, it made national
headlines over the weekend.

The shack of such an upex-
pected moment and howit
accurred after Leonard’s
great on-courl moment truly
stunned that community.

The tragedy that hit
Fennville two weeks ago wasn't
an oceurrence unique to that
camntunity. Student-athletes
have run into similar troubles
throughout the nation in
increasing fashion during the
past decade, although many
bave survived such scares.

One such survivor is Brett
Kuhn, who graduated from
Novi High in 2010. While
hanging out with some friends
in Mouit Pleasant the night of
Now. 5, 2010, Kuhn suffered a
carciac arrest and nearly died.

“I didn't ever rememnber
going lo my (riend’s house,”
Kuhn said. 1 remember get-
ting up for practice that day.
My memory was real hazy
afterward.”

Kuhn, a member of Central
Michigan Unlversity's track
Ly, lad participated inn
condensed 45-minute training
session that day. The session
was a continuous alternative to
a planned $0-minute session so
the team could enjoy the rest of
their Friday night.

After practice, Kuhn joined
friends and family who had
made the trip up US-127 to
tailgate before the Chippewa
football team togk the field
against their rivals rom
Western Mickigan University.

Kuhn and some friends lefi
Lhe game at halftime and head-
ed back L his dorm room for a
bit before meeting up at 2009
Novi alum "Tyler Barnes' apart-
ment about 10 p.m. it wasn't
long before trouble oveurred,
but Kukin was in goud hands
with fellow 2010 alums Chris
Slack and Lauren Forche, as
well as Barnes, at his side,

“We were hanging out and
playing acouple games and
all. We weren't under the
influence or drunk or high or
anything like thal,” Slack said.
*Qut of the corner of my eye, |
saw Brett fall nnd hit a table.

I rolled kim over and he was
while as a ghost.”

The group immediately
began adniinistering CPR, as
they had learned how to do
during a reguired course at
Novi High School.

“We sort of knew what we
were doing, ‘The class actually
helped a loL 1 feel like everyone
should have to know how todo
it,” Forche satd. "Chris started
immediately giving him chest
campressions. We first thought
he was having an asthma
allack. Chris was giving chest
compressions and [ was hold-
ing his head because every time
he gasped for air he banged his
lead against the floor”

About five minutes inte
Lhe ordeal, police arrived, but
weren't much help.

“I'hey basically thought Brett
was really druank and just tried
to give everyone MIPs,” Slack
said. “There was only one cop
that was helpful, he drove us to
the hospital. The police were
100 person unhelpful and I
can't even express my frustra-
tion with that.”

Keith Kuhn, Brett's dad, said

il

he was astonnded to hear how
unhelpful the police were dur-

ing his son’s near-death experi-
ence,

“There’s n1.6 to 2.7 percent
chance of survival in thal situ-
ation,” Keith said, noting that
the chance of survival drops 8
to 10 pereent every minute a
person goes without CPR while
experiencing cardiac arrest.

After about 15 minutes
an the floor, the ambulance
arrived.

“A police officer found no
pulse, found no breathing
and told them there’s no rea-
son to keep doing what they
were doing because he wasn't
breathing. The operalor Lold
themn not to stop,” Keith said.
“CPR kept him from having
brain damage.”

Every second counted in
Bretl's race to find help,

“He actually died and they
brought him back with the
defibrillator 2nd chest comn-
pressions. He was legally pro-
nounced deal twice before he
zol Lo the hospital in Mount
Pleasant,” Slack said. "(The
CPR) was definilely a big
imporlant aspect of the whole
experience. With the help of
Tyler and Lauren, we did save
his life. If he had gone another
minute or two without air, he
would've been brain dead or
dead. I'n glad I was able to
save my best friend’s life”

In Mount Pleasant, emergen-

¢y services realized that Brett's
situation was much more seri-
ous than an asthma attack.

“He was struggling for every
breath that he took, He was
not conscious,” Keith said.
“The doctor immediately said
he didn't have the facilities to
care for him and it was heart
related, not asthma.”

ON THE EDGE

By midnight, Brett had
been taken by helicopter
to University Hospital on
University of Michigan's cam-
pus in Ann Atbor. During the
trip there, he was hooked up to
a machine thal cooled his body
temperature.

“He remained on the
machine basically in a coma
until Monday morning when
they wake him up,” Keith said.

Brett said he was in coma for
63 hours, which his father said
brought more than 200 visitors
ta the hospital.

“Its impressive that that
many peaple would be touched
by nn 18-year-old kid,” Keith
saicl. *It was & pretly tragic
event, but we were very lucky to
have a positive outcome.”

Keith said the initial situ-

ation was very hard for the
Kuhn family.

“The doctors told us theres
no evidence to support a black-
age and there wis no swelling
of his heart,” Keith said. “The
bottomn of the heart was not
gjecting the blood and the top
was working harder. It was
pomping it {at a rate of 400-
300 beats per minute}, but it
wasn't ejecting it from the bot-
tom of the heart,

“When we left the hospital,

[ didn't believe we'd see him
alive again and he was alive the
next morning.”

Brett doesn’t recall much of
his hospital stay or the next
menth afterward.

“Ithinktheyput meina
cama to protect my brain,”
Brett said, “After T woke up, [
was in the hospital for six oe
scven'dnys. I rernember wak-
ing up sometimes and walking
around and having the warst
balance.”

‘That’s the extent of his mem-
ories, Any diseussions he had
with friends and family were
completely forgotten until six
weeks later when they would
sporadically tell him what was
said. .

*I told my mom [ could take

on a f-foot-3, 283-pound doc-
tor,” Brett said with a laugh.

After a week in the hospital,
an implantable cardioverter-
defibrillator {ICD) was placed
in Brett's left pectoral muscle
belaw his collarbone on Nov, 12
and he was reieased the next
day, Keith said the [CD is about
two inches hig.

“The eardio defibrillator

‘has a computer in it and, every

time he walks into his reom,

it tells him il there was any
cornplications or irregular
heartbeats throughout the day,”
Keith said,

MOVING ON

Four months latez, 1ife is
nearly back to normal for Brew,
but the cause of the cardiac
arrest is still not clear.

“For myself, | just want to
use it as an expericnce and
learn from it and put it behind
me,” Brett said. [ don't want
it1o be my life. 1 want td live
the life of the average college
student.”

With an [CD in his chest,
there are a few minor changes
Brett has Lad to make.

“I can't take any stimulants.
Adderall was a big part of my
life in high school,” Brett said.
“Nothing really changed with
what ['ve been cating”

Brett has atiention defi-
cit hyperactivity disorder
{ADH D). Combined with
short-term memnory loss, get-
ting back into the grind of
schoolwork without Adderall
has been a challenge.

However, the absence of
Adderall may help Brett. With
one of two forntulas banned in
Canada since 2003, the FDA-
approved drug releases a psy-
chostimulant dose used to treat
ADHD.

“We belicve Adderal] was the
cause of the whole thing,” Keith
said. *Its taken off the markel
in Canada”

Keith said nothing is con-
clusive, but some other young
athletes sho experienced car-
diac arvests had been taking
Addetall.

He said Leonard’s death two
weeks ago had some of the sarme
symptoms as Brett's near-fatal
incident, such asan enlarged
heast, although Brett’s result is

scare during a gaune against

“We don't know how big
the heart was hefore, so how
dawe knowifit’s bigger now;”
Keith said, *It was not exercise
induced. Jiri Fischer had basi-
cally the same thing.”

Althougl the lack of Adderall
has made focusing on school-

work tougher for Dirett, gelting
back into his track workouts
after Lwo months of recovery
wasn't much different, except
that he cannot do upper-|
workouts that would stretch the
muscles around the ICD. Asa
long jumper, triple jumper and
sometimes sprinter, the lower-
body werkouts are more impor-
tant for Brett anyway.

“It wasn't that hard 1o get back
intait,” Brett said. "It felt like
T was just Laking a break over
the summer and coming back
for fall, I was just a little out of
shape.”

Since the incident, Brett has
set a 60-meter dash personal
best of 7.2 seconds and tied his
career-best in the long jump at
21 leet, 9.5 inches, so he has't
lost astep.

Brett started his spring break
this week by working out in the
weight room Monday at his alma
mater.

HITTING HOME

When Brett first heard about
Leonard’s death two weeks ago,
he, like most of the nation, was
stunned.

"I was so saddened by it,” Brett
said. " was out snowbearding
with my parents and my dad
showed me some newspaper
articles, 1 was reading them on
the ride up and [ was tearing up.”

Keith said Leonard's death
caused Brett togo back and look
at Facebook tessages friends
and family left Brett the week-
eni of Nov. 5, something Brett
hadnt completely gone through
before.

Leanard's death inspired Brett
to make the most of his similar
experience, although he has et
to decide exactly how.

“I want to do somezhing, but
[ just dont know who to call,”
Brett said, noting he has been
reading up on The Kimberly
Ann Gillary Foundation,

The foundation was created
after Gillary, a 15-vear-old Troy
Athens student, suftered a car-
diac arrest during a 2000 water
polo match and died at the scene
because the school did rot have
an automated external defibril-
lator (AED).

“That’s something § want to
dn. Hupel'ull'_v 1 can use my
experience,” Brett said. "L want-.
to make stre everyone knows
how to use AEDs and do CPR."

Keith said that everyone
should know CPR because no
ane knows when such a tragedy
will strike.

“Don't stop doing CPR on
somehody and dont be afraid
to learn &, Keith said.

When vacationing, plan to reduce break-in chances

Sgt. Mark Gajeski of the Canton
Tolice Department says most vaca-
tioners in his community are pretty
good about planning ahead ta make a
Lreak-in less likely while they're away.

Somelimes, ehildren of vacalioners
Jet word slip parents are out of town
ani there’s a break-in, he said. “It's nat
just a random stranger that happened
upon Ltheir house.”

Common-sense advice can go a long
way to making it less fikely you'll be
a break-in vietim as you head out on
vacation. Puiting lights on timers,
available at hardware stores, is a good
place to start.

“That's a good ohie, timers on the
lights,” Gajeski said, “And vary them.”
You don't want lights in different
rooms all going on and off at the same
time.

“Make sure all your doors and win-
dows are lacked,” he said. You'll need
to have mail held and newspaper
delivery stopped, ar have mail/papers
picked up regulatly by a trustworthy
neighbor.

“Ifyou're leaving this time of year,
make arrangements to have your snow
repgved,” Gajeski said. Some residents
Tike to leave a radio or TV on to make
the home appear cccupied.

“Make sure that someone knaws
you're gone and has an emergency
contact in case something happens to
your residence,” Gajeski said, You'll
want to choose someone trustworthy
and be sure he or she can get in touch
with you.

Some more generic hame safety
adviee, like not having shrubs obscur-
ing windows, applies as well: “That's
more regular day-to-day as opposed to
going on vacation, but yeah,” the police
sergeant said.

If traveling for a long time, he rec-
ommends you consider using a safety
deposit box at a bank far valuables. At
the least, don't leave them in an abvi-
ous spot like a jewelry box in 2 master
bedroom.

The Michigan Statg Polige website
offers these Lips for: vacutioncrs to heed
before leaving:

*Make your home appear occupied
when you go out.

«Leave lights on and the radio play-
ing.

sKeep your garage door closed and
locked,

*Use timing dcwccs te turn inside
lights on and off.

«If you will be gone several days,
arrange to have the mail and papers

" stopped or picked up. Hall of all home

burglaries seeur during the day when
alert neighbors could spot and repart
the thieves,

Outside your home, whether you're
there or on vacation, state palice Urge
you:

=Trim back shrubbery hiding doors

or windows, Cut back tree limbs that
could help a thief climb to second
story windows.

=Make sure all porches, entrances,
and yards are well lighted.

»Maintairm the neighborhood. Dack
alteys, litter, and rundown areas
attract criminals.
