Kim's focus for his week-long 
mission trip into Detroit was to 
feed into the E A C H (Everyone 
A Chance to Hear) initiative. 
E A C H is bringing together 
more than 400 churches to pmy 
for and help people in southeast 
Michigan, and the big event 
was a Prjiyer Walk on Apri l 16. 
(Look for a story on the Prayer 
Walk in next week's edition.) 

"(Detroit) is one of the most 
downtrodden places ever but I 
love it," K i m said. "There is so 
much potential." 

Wli i le in Detroit, K i m spent 
time at the Detroit Rescue 
Mission feeding the needy, 
Wiilked the city doing street 
evangelism and worlted with 
City Mission to pass out food. 

H e said the most rewarding 
time was actually sitting down 
with the people he met and get­
ting to know them. 

"I go there hoping to change 
people and I always am the one 
who comes back changed," he 
said. "Some of those people in 
Detroit are the most humble 
people I have ever met. I've 
learned a lot from them." 

One thing he learned dur ing 
the trip was how easy it is to 
help, and he wants to inspire 
others to give of their time and 
talents as well. 

"We are so blessed where we 
live," he said. "And living in this 
area we feel we are the major­
ity, but I hope people realize we 
aren't." 

He also said you don't have 
to be famous or rich to be a role 
model or change the world. 

"The opportunity is right in 
front of us and we should be 
taking advantage of it," he said. 
"It's about doing your part."

myself, I've

week in safety Jon Gunnells 
mode securing 
my computer and protecting 
myself on the web. 

By showing more precaution 
before the unauthorized access 
of my bank account I could 
have saved time, temporary loss 
of funds, and a few trips to my 
bank. 

There are a number of w.-iys 
you can protect yourself and 
your finances in the informa­
tion world before your accounts 
become hijacked — or in my 
case — so my accounts don't get 
hij.icked again. 

Create strong passwords. 
Make your passwords long. 
Passwords that are eight char­
acters or longer are the safest. 
It .also helps to insert numbers, 
capital letters, and special 
characters (if possible) — so 
even if a malicious virus com­
promises your computer it is 
still nearly impossible to crack 
your passwords. 

Don't trust yourself to create 
a safe enough password or even 
remember your passwords? 
Last Pass (www.lastpass.com) 
offers free password manage-
ment'Software that works with 

will create passwords that are 
virtually unbeatable and better 
yet, List Pass doesn't even itore 
your p.issword for its own site. 
So as long as you can remenilier 
your Liist Pass password, yoil 
should be safe. \ 

Secure your e-mail \ 
accounts. Your most important 
password isn't the ptissword 
you use to access your credit 
card statements or retirement 
account — it's your e-mail pass­
word. Wliy? Because if you for­
get a password or login infor-
niation for any other site (e.\; 
banking sites) the reininder, or 
new password is sent to your 
e-mail. Save e-mails with sen­
sitive information to a secure 
location on your computer, or 
print them off and keep them 
in a safe place and then delete 
them. 

Don't use your debit card 
online. I used my debit card for 
online purchases for the first 
time when I used it to purchase 
some posters for my cubicle at 
work. It is no coincidence that 
last week was also the first 
time my debit card account was 
compromised. And while I have 
a cool 6-foot-tall Barry Sanders 
poster hanging across from my 
office space, it would not have 
been cool if that 34 purchase 
led to iny bank account being 
liquidated by some bum in 
Colorado. 

Credit cards are safer to use 
online because they generally 
offer better fraud protection 
and have spending limits. 

P.iyPaI (paypal.com) is also 
a secure option to do business 
online. It is frequently used 
among Ebay buyers and sell­
ers and smFill businesses iind 

. tlie company is founded on the • 
principles of safety. Users aren't 

liable for fraudulent charges. 
I h.ive been a PayPal user for 
eight years, and li.ive had no 
issues with the free service. 

Use a firewall and lock 
down your wireless network. 
l\vo more wtiys to keep your 
computers and data safe from 
predators. A firewall can keep 
others on the internet from 
iccessing your computer. 
Similarly, others could .ilso 
access your computer through 
anunprotected wireless net­
work. If you have a wireless 
netvork at home, neighbors 
cou'd log on to your network 
andjn some cases access your 
data 

Run your antivirus and 
anti-\nalware software. 
Assuitiing you have antivirus 
softwtre and anti-malware/ 
spywarc software you should 
rua it weekly. If you don't have 
antivirus or anti-malware soft-
wabyou should put down this 
newipaper and get to work. 
Tliesi types of software can 
prevbt viruses that could steal 
passvords and deliver your 
imporant information to the 
same trpe of people that stole 
my dett card number.

C's every diiy, through multi-age 
learning, morning meetings for 
academic teams, and a focus on 
volunteerism. 

"Our culture is summarized 
by the Deerficld pledge," he said 
before reciting the pledge for the 
audience: "Deerfield Explorers 
are caring, responsible com­
munity members, who respect 
themselves, others and their 
environment." 

George Kacan, the project's 
architect and a member of the 
design firm Fanning Howey, fol­
lowed Njus by explaining how 
the building's design is meant to 
support these acti\ities. 

"We used a nature theme to 
connect with the surrounding 
landscape and create a very-
unique and exciting experience," 
he said. "As a result, students at 
Deerficld identify- very strongly 
with their learning en\-ironment." 

In a surprising turn, the audi­
ence also heard from Kacan's 
children, Ke\'in and Kelly, who 
both attended Deerficld. Kevin 
and Kelly .addressed how the 
planning and design of Deerficld 
created a special .atmosphere 
that enhanced their learning 
experience. 

"One thing I can never forgot 
.about Deerficld was the school 

itself," shared Kevin. "Tlie media 
center Wiis beautiful. Being 
inside the media center almost 
felt like I w;is physically in a 
story myself." 

According to Kevin, there was 
no typical school day During 
some lessons he would be col­
laborating with his small group; 
for others, he would be working 
in an expanded cl.ass of 60 kids 
or even 100 kids. He especially 
enjoyed the relationships that 
this apprrach allowed him to 
develop with different teachers. 

Kelly joined her brother in 
praising Deerfield's personalized 
instructional .approach. 

"We were always encour­
aged to learn at our own pace, 
and older students in the house 
would teach the younger stu­
dents," she said. "I seemed to 
remember more and understand 
more by doing that. It was verj-
much like a family." 

She .also praised the school's 
focus on building each child's 
self-esteem, .along w-ith their 
knowledge base. 

"I pkayed a pilgrim in the 
school play called Christmas in 
July," she said. "This was a great 
opportunity to learn how- to 
present in front of a large audi­
ence to help build your confi­
dence. ICind of like standing here 
today, presenting loyou!"

he moved on. 

He also ow-ned several pieces of 
propert}' throughout the cit>- and 
was known for alwaj-s greeting 
people with a smile. 

Novi Major Da\-id Landry 
s.aid he met Muscat through the 
Michigan 50s Festi\'al about 10 
years ago. He remembered when 
Muscat shut down the camiv-aJ 
games at the festival one j-ear 
because they were games of 
ch.ance rather th,-m games of skill. 

"We didn't need die cops," 
Landr>-said. '̂ Ve had Vic." 

Landr\- also said there was a 
time a couple rears ago when 
Muscat bought a tiny lot in No%-i 
that had nothing more than a 
small garage on it and told him 

that he purchased it so Landr>' 
could put his campaign signs on 
it. 

"Vic wus one of my fa\orite peo­
ple," Landrj-said. 'He w,as such a 
great guy." 

Cindy Kopczj-nski, who worked 
for many >-ears on the festi\-al 
OTlh Muscat, said he was crushed 
when the festi\-al was canceled 
last \-ear because he loved e\-er>'-
thing about the e\ent. 

"He was just a fiin-lov-ing man,"

On Dec. 26, 2004, a. massive earlliqual<e occurred 

under the Indian Ocean just off tlie coast of Indonesia. 
The 9.0 magnitude quake created a series of tsunamis 
that devastated Indonesia and Sri Lanka. The death toll 
was measured in hundreds of thousands. 

I'or those of us living on the other side of the world, 
details of the death and destruction caused by the quake-
iiuluced tsunamis was slow in coming. Much of what we 
saw ill the days tli.at followed was videos taken by tour­
ists who videotaped the event as it unfolded. 

Such was not the case March 11 .as the world watched 
in real time as a 23-foot wall of water swept across the 
.lapanese coast, destroying buildings and claiming the 
lives of an untold number of people who had little time 
to escape. 

The power of Mother Nature is something to behold, 
bul so it the response of mankind to such disasters. 
Governments, including our own, have committed 
resources to help the living and find those trapped in the 
wreckage. But we as people can also help the Japanese 
people and we must. 

For two and a half hours this past Sunday, the JSD 
Women's Club and the Japan America Society of Detroit 
and Windsor hosted a baked goods and crafts char­
ily sale at the Novi Civic Center in support of Japanese 

•earthquake and tsunami relief efforts. More than 80 vol­
unteers sold cakes, cookies and various handmade craft 
items with 100% of the proceeds going to the Japanese 
disaster relief fund through the JBSD Foundation, a 
501(c)3 nonprofit organization. 

Eiji tCato, foundation president, said the organi'/ation -
has received more than $330,000 in generous contri­
butions from businesses and individuals to support the 
disiister relief efforts in Japan.

drastic and harmful cuts to our Novi school 
district - and all public schools across the 
state. 

Not only is the governor proposing this 
gigantic shift of money away from our schools 
to state higher education, he's also cutting 
funding from the general fund that normally 
funds higher education. He's doing that to 
finance a cut in business taxes ol $1.7 billion. (I 
could sympathize if Michigan weren't already 
ranked 17lh in "best business lax climate" in 
the U.S. by Ihe Tax Foundation. And Michigan is 
below the national average for state and local 
tax burdens.) 

Our public schools are critical to preparing 
our children for the future. These aren't do-
over years for our l<ids' education. They won't 
get a chance lo re-do chemistry labs that have 
been canceled. They won't gel to re-lake arl 
class or band or orchestra because they've 
been cul from the curriculum. They won't have 
the inlluence of a particular fantastic litera­
ture (or history or calculus or biology) teacher 
if he/she is laid off They'll miss the strong 
start of all-day kindergarten. 

We pay for the schools. We own them. It's 
; OUR money silling in llie School Aid Fund. We 

are resp'onsible for the curriculum. It's easy 
to dismantle good schools - it's very hard to 
establish Ihem. While it's our battle to light 
and not the superintendent's, I recommend 
you go to the Novi Schools' website and read 
Superintendent Dion's explanation of our dire 
(bul unnecessary) situation. I recommend 
you then contact Gov. Snyder and Novi's two 
Michigan legislators, Hugh Crawford and Mike 
Kowall. Their contact information is included 
in Mr. Dion's message. Please tell them you 
strongly oppose de-funding our schools. Ask 
your neighbors to do the same. 

These aren't years we can get back for our 
kids. II harms ALL of us when we de-lund edu­
cation and cut away crucial learning opportu­
nities and experiences.

Pamelama gave me an education on the word 'tough'

R used to think that I was pretty 
I tough. Not in the sense that I could 
B kick somebody's butt, but rather 
that I could handle a lot physically 
and mentally. 

From eye surgery as a baby through 
a severely broken wrist, two fractured 
ankles, surgerj'on both knees, teeth 
knocked out by a baseball and more 
stitches than a sewing 
convention, my body 
has had its share of 
abuse. 

'Ilien there was 
cancer followed by a 
divorce, bankruptcy 
and only seeing my 
Uireekidsafewdaj's 
a month —more 
than enough mental 
anguish .as weU. 

So, j-eali, I tliouglit I was tougli. Tliat 
w<as until I got to see a now-llO-pound 
woman Irom Indiana show me what that 
\TOid (and courage .and strengUi) really 
mean. 

Wlien I met Piun Fleming .about a 
dozen yems ago, she was a robust, red­
headed, rosy-dieeked Irish wom,-m witli 
a sliglil, but diamiing, Soutliem accent 
She's still got that drawl, bul her body has 
dianged. 

Tlie first t i m e ™ met, I was interview­
ing her for awritingposition at abusiness 
pubUcation where I was tJie editor. She 
came higlily recommended by another , 
st.TlFmember — and he was riglit

She w,as prolific; a godsend for any 
editor. II didn't matter what story I 
Uirew ill her, she gobbled it up. And her 
copy Wiis what we call "clean" — nearly 
perfect; error-free. I rarely had to ask 
her to follow up with more detail. She 
thought like a reader. What more could 
I.ask for? 

Wlicn the publication closed in 
January 2002, tlurnks in part to the 
after-effects of 9/11,1 was out of work 
for a few months until I got a call to edit 
the Novi News. When a staff writing 
position became open, I called Pam, 

' who was juggling a couple of part-time 
retail gigs to make ends meet. • 

A few years later, I bounced over to 
ihe Nortliville Record und asked Pam 
to join me on staff. My Novi successor 
asked if I'd swap her witli his writer, 
who was pretty dam good too. "No 
way," I told him. "I might have been 
bom yesterday, but I stayed up all night. 
Pamelama (my nickname for her) is 
going where I go." 

She was stellar in Novi, and she 
equally embraced Northville and all its 
beats — city, township, cops, business, 
features and education. If you've been 
reading these papers for tlie last eight 
years, >ou know. She IS die face of the 
Record in Northville, not me. People 
called her with story ideas. Tliey told 
her all die juicy "off the record" info. 
And diat was just fine by me. Wliat 
more could I ask for? 

The recession wliittled our staff down 
to tliree — Pam, me and our trusty 
photographer, John Heider — ive rolled 
with it You do what you gotta do, right? 

Pam Fleming sii;ns the back of the old 
wooden Northville Record sign, which 
used to hang above the newspaper's front 
door on Main Street. It was donated to the 
Northville Historical Society in March 2010. 

I look on bolh the Novi and Nortliville 
p.apers; John shot more photos and 
became our company's leader in videos. 
And P.amelama... she just kept on writ­
ing — even when she learned in January 
2009 that she had pancreatic caricer. 
Prettj' h.arsli news when you're just 54, 
eh? 

Like I said, I riiought I was tough. 
Paul was about to give me and every­
body else a serious lesson about life. 

She didn't quit her job and travel the 
world (even though all of us kept telling 
her to take that dream trip to Ireland), 
bul she did continue to enjoy her biggest 
dirill, golf, as much as she could (and

trust me, you wanled to be teamed up 
with her when it came time to hit the 
links). She bought a cool condo .and a 
new Ford. And, of course, she kept writ­
ing. Wial more could I .ask for? 

Pam has spent the last two years 
battling this rile disease that I must 
ask God about when 1 meet him. Two 
years plus is a long time, my friends. 
Very long when you're undergoing che­
motherapy, medication, a\periiiieiit.al 
drugs, in and out of Uie ER, continuous 
trips to a variety of medical facilities, 
and... writing for a weekly community 
newspaper. 

Yes, Pam kept it up far longer than 
any of us thought she would. I e-mailed 
her on a Monday in Februarj* to see how 
things were going, and her reply w.as 
one I tnillifully had expected many, 
many months prior. "I can't do it any­
more." 

I knew then that it was bad if she 
was going to quit writing. Tlie weeks 
before, she had been writing from her 
bed, making calls to sources for stories 
and doing everything she could to keep 
it going. 

Although I don't hear from her every 
d.ay anymore, we keep in contact via e-
mail, te.\t messages or phone calls. I e-
niailed her lo see if it was OK to stop by 
Last Wednesday after Nortliville's State 
of the Community luncheon (where 
'I'ownsliip Supervisor Mark Abho 
asked cvcrjonc during his present.a-
tion to keep Pam in their thoughts and 
prayers. Tliat w,as cLassy). 

"Sure," she texled. "Stop on by after­
wards il̂ you have time.:)" 

If I li.ave time. Yes, I believe I have 
. time, Pamelama. In fact, I wish I had 

given her more time and support these 
last two ye.ars, but I get wrapped up in 
my own little world and think that my 
woes arc actually serious. In compari­
son, they're not. 

A few weeks ago. Hospice started 
helping out, and her friend Chris has 
been the friend that we all hope we 
have if we're ever in this position. I 
won't mince words with you: Pam is 
frail. She has an o.xygen tank and was 
barely able to sit up on the couch when 
I visited. We small-talked for a half 
hour before I had to leave and write a 
story .about the luncheon that, al that 
moment, seemed like the most trivi.al 
piece of journalism ever. 

I hugged her, careful not to squeeze 
too hard. I then went to my car and 
wept. I was sure that I was friends 
with the toughest wom,an in the world. 
What more could I ask for?

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Two men find body near

Two men out for a walk

Tony Schippa of Plymouth likes his 
neighbors. 

Schippa lives in downtown 
Plymouth in a home that his wife's a 
third-generation owner of: "We pretty 
much know everybody on the street," 
said Schippa, a Realtor with Coldwell 
Banker Preferredin Plymouth. 

He hasn't heard in his 10 years in 
real estate a lot of questions from 
prospective buyers on neighbors. 
"I don't know if I've ever encoun­
tered anybody telling me that," said 
Schippa, president of the Western 
Wayne Oakland County Association 
of Realtors. WWOCAR is merging 
with the Metropolitan Consolidated 
Association of Realtors and Scliippa 
will be jiresident-elect of the newly 
formed group. 

His home dates back roughly to the . 
World War I era, although he hasn't 
researched its history extensively. His 
father-in-law says the basement was 

dug out by his uncles. 
"I think more people hang out 

in their back yards," said Schippa, 
although his family likes the front 
porch just as previous generations did 
for visiting. 

"I think communication, talking," 
he said of what it takes to be a good 
neighbor. Schippa grew up in rural 
Milford. 

"Back at that time, our nearest 
friend was four miles away," although 
neighbors were closer. He recalls 
neighbors chipping in with food dur­
ing births, deaths and illnesses. 

These days, Schippa will get out his 
snowblower to be a good neighbor, 
helping with sidewalks and driveways 
when possible. His neighbors return 
the favor. 

"It's being a good person," he con­
cluded of a good neighbor. 

Renters aren't necessarily bad 
neighbors." Scliippa'h'as a li'6m'e in 
the neighborhood he doesn't own but 

• which has had good tenants. One set 
became good friends. 

"I'll say 'hi' and introduce myself," 
said Schippa, adding some people 
think greetings and "Have a nice day" 
are odd for strangers. 

He agreed calling police should be 
a last resort for neighborhood trouble. 
"I think it should be very specific to 
a certain need," Schippa said. "You 
should try lo work it out among your­
selves." 

Sgt. Mark Gajeski of the Canton 
Police said it's fine to call police if you 
feel unsafe. "Anytime you don't feel 
safe, obviously, contact the police. You 
can remain anonymous. We never tell 
anyone who the complainant is on an 
anonymous complaint." 

Those are often loud parties, and 
the revelers may ask responding 
police, "Who called?" The name isn't 
given to them, Gajeski said. 

Sometimes problems can be worked 
out through cordial conversation.'"If 
you want to remain good neighbors, 
you should always approach them 
first and work it out," Gajeski said. 

"Follow-through is very important," 

he noted. Sometimes people complain 
to police about an ordinance violation 
but aren't willing to pursue it or go to 
court. You'll need to make your iden­
tity public in court. 

Gajeski and colleagues will hear 
people say, "Oh, no, I don't want lo do 
that." He recommends you check with 
your township or city to see who owns 
the property and try contacting the 
landlord. 

"The ordinance people are really 
good about that," Gajeski said of 
Canton Township. 

If you're moving into an area, it's 
worth your while to check with local 
police on any crime/neighbor prob­
lems. Canton, along with Livonia, 
Inkster and Detroit, participates in 
an Internet crime mapping program. 
For Canton, it's www.crimemapping. 
com/map/mi/canton.

A: A place of public 
accommodation is a facility 
whose operations affect 
commerce and fall mthin at 
least 12 categories, including the 
following: 

1. Places of lodging; 
2. Establishments serving food 

or drink; 
3. Places of 

e.xhibition or 
entertainment; 

4. Places of . 
public gathering; 

5. Sales 
or rental 
establishments; 

6. Service 
establishments; 

7. Public 
' transportation terminals; 

8. Places of pubUc display or 
collection; 

9. Places of recreation; 
10. Places of education; 
11. Social service center 

establishments; and, 
12. Places of exercise or 

recreation. 
However these examples could, 

on occasion, cover a community 
building if it rents rooms to 
local businesses, community 
organizations such as a meeting 

. place for educational seminars 
xor.perhaps; places of exercise or 

recreation if a fee is charged. In 
any event, you are best advised to 
get an opinion from legal counsel 
regarding the utilization of your 
clubhouse area.

0: We are thinking about buying a 
co-op and I am wondering if we can 
get any financing from any of the big 
banks, and, what type of security the 
lending Institution will regulre? 

A: I can only tell >'0u by way 
of example that in New York 
City where half of the co-ops 
in the world are located, there 
are hundreds, if not thousands, 
of co-op loans made every day. 
Banks that lend on individual 
co-ops include Citibank, Chase, 
Wells Fargo, HSBC, Bank of 
America, Capital One, etc., 
although,.! am not necessarily 
recommending any particular 
lender. Typically, the loans 
are secured by a pledge of the 
shareholders proprietary lease 
and stock certificate and a UCC-
1 Financing Statement filed 
with the County Clerk and/or 
Department of State. Obviously, 
no mortgage is recorded as the 
loan does not create an interest 
in real estate. There is also 
something called a Recognition 
Agreement which is a three 
part agreement between the 
borrower (shareholder of the 
co-op), co-op corporation and 
bank pursuant to which the co­
op corporation recognizes the 
bank's interest in the collateral 
and agrees to give it notice and 
time to cure before enforcing 
its rights under the proprietary 
lease to terminate a tenancy 
and evict the shareholder. In 
some respects, it is actually far 
more useftJ then mortgages 
for condominium clients as the 
banks that hold co-op loans 
often cure when they are sent 
a copy of the default notice in 
order to preserve their collateral 
while'typically mortgagees never 
do.
