Where have the jobs gone? 
Within two and a half years, the unemploy­

ment rate went from 5.7 percent to 9.1 percent, 
a loss of six million jobs. 14 million people are 
officially unemployed, but unofficially. It's 25 
million. In the month of May, we added 54,000 '. 
new jobs. However, for the first week In May 
alone, we lost 43,000 jobs. 

Corporate taxation contributes to unemploy­
ment. The top U.S. corporate tax rate is 35 
percent while the global average is 25 percent. 
This compels corporations to Invest where rates 
are lower. 

Furthermore, when a U.S. corporation makes 

a profit in China, it pays China's 25 percent tax 
rate. Investing that profit into America, a U,S. 
corporation must pay an additional 10 percent 
to make up the 35 percent U,S, tax rate. Knowing 
this, U.S. corporations keep their investments 
out of America, keeping Chinese employment 
high and U,S, employment low. 

Monetary policy is another problem. To 
reduce Interest rates, the Federal Reserve 
purchased a substantial number of bonds in a 
program called Quantitative Easing, This was • 
supposed to create jobs by spurring spending 
and Investments in America, Instead, inves­
tors liprrowed atjhe Fed^sjow interesUate^^,,^^,, 

" and irivested qlobaliywhere pfoffl 
Quantitative Easing not only failed to create 
American jobs but It weakened the U.S. dollar 
and fueled worldwide inflation. The dollar fell by 
5.8 percent against major currencies this year, a 
record since 1995, and global inflation rose by 5 
percent In 2010, 

Congress belatedly passed the 2011 federal 
budget last April. To avert a shutdown, the 
deficit was reduced negligibly by S39 billion dol­
lars, resulting In a record deficit of Sl.6 trillion. 
Congress has yet to pass a 2012 budget for the 
fiscal year beginning In two months. 

U.S. debt is SI4 trillion. As new deficits add to 
the debt each year, our debt continues to grow 
unsustainably. Runaway spending and debt have 
real consequences. Standard 5 Poor's, Moody's 
Investors Service, and Fitch Ratings recently 
warned of U.S, security downgrades. The down­
grade would diminish U.S. creditworthiness, 
raise Interest rates, and devastate confidence 
in our economy. Already we are experiencing 
the specter of this reality Since April, the stock 
market plunged by 7 percent. No corporation or 
small business Is In any position to hire anyone. 

We can only create real jobs by reducing gov­
ernment spending and taxes. This maddening 
cycle of spending and taxation must stop.

knocked to the ground 45 
yards away from Troy's goal. 
Junior Katie Seelenbinder 
took the ensuing free kick 
from the center of the field. 

Wi th the Colt defenders 
bunched together to form 
a wal l 35 yards from the 
goal, junior Katie Rudzinsk i 
streaked up the right side 
from defense to receive a wide 
open pass. Rudzinski took 
the ball up the side until she 
was about 15 yards from the 
end l ine and crossed it low 
into the center, where several 
players from both teams were 
crashing the net and senior 
N i k k i Greenhaigh got a leg on 
the bal l enough to redirect it 
low into the back left corner 
of the goal for a 1-0 lead. 

"I was just t ry ing to get a 
foot on it," Greenhaigh said 
afterward. "I didn't know if it 
was where it was going to go. 
I couldn't really see. God just 
happened to be wi th me or 
something. It was just a lucky 
shot." 

Novi coach Br ian O'Leary, 
who improved to 205-23-18 
(.899) in 11 years with Novi 's 
girls program, said the play 
was one that had repeatedly 
failed the Wildcats through­
out the year. : I 

"That's a play that hasn't 
worked al l year. We've never 
scored a goal and we try 
every time and it usually gets 
messed up," O'Leary said. 
"But we stuck with it. It's a 
little play where we leave the 
outside defender hidden when 
we get a free kick and once 
that's settled, we sneak her up 
there. 

"We got the ball up to her 
and she did a great job of hit­
ting a low, hard ball in there; 
and it worked. A lot of t imes 
you see in these games where 
you have super close games, it 
comes down to set pieces." 

The Colts had several 
strong chances early, but 
Gauruder had a diving catch 
and two punches that broke 
up Troy's best scoring oppor­
tunities. 

"She made a couple dyna­
mite saves," O'Leary said. 
"She's the best goalie in this 
state as far as I'm concerned. 
A lot of people knock and 
they say anyone can get shut­
outs for Novi , but she's the 
k ind of player who plays bet­
ter on the big stage. 

"She only gets three, four 
shots some games, but they're 
always going in. They're going 
in on 80-90 percent of teams 
in Michigan. She's been 
golden for us the whole entire 
time." 

Once the Wildcats got on 
the board, Novi senior N i ck i 
Caruso was moved from 
forward to defense so she 
could cover Troy junior Irene 
Young. 

"We've done it previously in 
a couple other games, so I'm 
used to it," Caruso said of her 
defensive role. "But (Young) 
is a good player, so it was 
k ind of harder. Just shut her 
down and we won. M y coach 
said jiist say stay wi th her. We 
knew they were going to come 
out rough and hard, so we 
were prepared for that." 

O'Leary said the switch 
made all the difference as the 
game progressed. 

"(Young) is a fantastic 
player and we knew that com­
ing into the game. She was 
hurting us all game," O'Leary 
said. "The second we scored

that goal, I put N i ck i Caruso 
back there on her and we 
didn't hear from (Young) the 
rest of the game. That's how 
good N ick i Caruso is. She's 
a forward, but I can put her 
on your best player and that's 
it for your best player. She 
probably had three, four dan­
gerous opportunities in the 
first 15 minutes ofthe game 
and, once I put N i c k i on her, 
none the rest of the game. 
That's a big difference in the 
game that N i ck i Caruso has 
the abil i ty to play different 
positions and shut their best 
player down." 

A n ini t ial concern at the 
beginning of the season with 
only one'returningstarter/ / 
the defensive l ine held strong 
through the Wildcats ' playoff 
run , al lowing just one goal 
through seven games. 

"We're kind of a rag tag 
group. Sometimes we don't 
do things pretty, but they 
understand," O'Leary said. 
"They've gotten so much bet­
ter this year. If you look at my 
defense, the first four games 
we gave up six or seven goals. 

At the end ofthe season, 
we've only given up 12 the 
whole year. They got a lot bet­
ter as a group. 

"They threw at us two for­
wards, three forwards and 
four forwards today, and my 
defenders really never missed 
a beat. They just reassigned 
tlieir j ob and stayed witl i 
their marks and they knew 
they were one versus one wi th 
that one helper back there. 
And the few times they did 
get beat, the helper came and 
helped them out perfectly. It 
wasn't one person doing their 
job so much as it was all of 
them executing that defense 
perfectly." 

For a l l the work Novi's 
defense had to do, especially 
in the final 15 minutes, the 
offense had several strong 
moments as wel l , spearhead­
ed by senior M o l l i Krick's 
speedy and aggressive play in 
the midf ie ld . 

The Col ts kicked their game 
into another gear after nearly 
falling behind 2-0 on a rip 
by Greenhaigh with 24:20 
remaining, but were saved by 

a non-call by the l inesman 20 
yards up the line. 

Seelenbinder fed 
Greenhaigh a low pass about 
25 yards from the goal and 
Greenhaigh turned around

Caruso said this title was a 
little sweeter for her than last 
year's championship finish. 

"I was so much happier 
because we were undefeated, 
we had an undefeated season. 
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That's huge for us," Caruso 
said. "And having it be my 
senior year, that's cooler. And 
w inn ing twice in a row, that's 

, just exciting and fun. Even to 
be here is just a great oppor­
tunity for us. 

"I th ink everyone on my 
team played really good 
today. They all stepped up 
and d id their job and got the 
job done. They're just great 
teammates and came in the 
game and stuck to it and got 
the victory." 

As the 'Cats bid for a second 
three-peat since their 2005-
07 run , they'll have to do so 
without Gauruder, Caruso, 
Greenhaigh and Krick, as 
well as senior defenders 
Naomi Kiura and Mar issa 
Nussio. 

"I've got a lot coming back, 
but the ones I lose are high 
quality," O'Leary said. "I 
graduate six. Four of them 
are Div is ion I. And you're not 
just ta lk ing small Division 
I players. 1 lose three first-
team Al l -State players. 

"I lose a gir l to Michigan 
State [Gauruder], Michigan 
State [Caruso], Wisconsin 
[Greenhaigh], E.istern 
Mich igan [Kr ick] . I've got 
four gir ls that wil l be v i r tu­
ally impossible to replace. I 
say every year is start over 
for me, so I'll just start over 
next year. I won't even think 
about it, I'll just start over 
next year." 

Greenhaigh said she's look­
ing forward to playing at the 
next level. 

"I've very, very excited to. ^ 
play Division 1," Greenhaigh 
said. "I get to play against 
some of my high school team­
mates because they're going 
to Mich igan State.

11 is no secret that a great 
I deal of corporate success 
B hinges on the nature of 

the relationship between 
managers and employees. 
Managers serve a p r imary 
role of coordinat ing the 
f low of work and d i rec t ing 
employee act iv i t ies toward 
measurable outcomes. 
In that capacity, they are 
authorized through the i r 
organizat ional posi t ion to 
achieve goals us ing the best 
resources at their d isposa l . 
But, there is an even greater 
responsibi l i ty for the appro­
priate use of that authority. 

Last week, I spent some 
time l istening to a colleague 
as she worked through the 
shock of being on the receiv­
ing end of the we l l - known 
and often-practiced ' i t is 
four o'clock on Fr iday and 
do you know who we're let­
t ing go?' Between tlie anger, 
tears and vile threats, what 
was part icular ly interest ing 
was the context in which 
it occurred. She had spent 
exactly 88 days work ing in 
a company recognized as 
one of the best to work for 
in Mich igan, l iav ing brought 
excellent credentials and a 
good work history to what 
should have been a match 
made in heaven. There were 
a number of questions I 
asked as a way of help ing 
her deeply probe what went 
wrong, but i t 'a lso tr iggered 
a series of observations I'd 
made in recent months that 
had to do with a repor t ing

gone awry and 
the mishaps 
brought on 
by a slanted 
understand­
ing of author­
ity. 

Yel l ing at 
and berating 
an employee 

i n front of others violates 
the most basic of human 
d igni ty and a common 
form of abuse. It is increas­
ingly d i f f i cu l t to find closed 
space given our cubed work 
environments, but a com­
petent manager strives to 
keep the ups and downs of 
a work relat ionship by seek­
ing places where privacy 
can be main ta ined. The 
issue is between you and 
your employee and not the 
rest o f the cubicle. The l ine 
that separates a demanding 
manager f rom an abusive 
one is as c lear as the voice 
being heard down the hal l . 

Unstated expectations are 
a catalyst for confusion and 
wasted t ime on activit ies 
that may provide comfort 
to the employee, but br ing 
l i t t le value to the organiza­
t ion. Managers are expected 
to be clear about what they 
want and how it ties into 
what the organizat ion is try­
ing to accompl ish . Many an 
employee has been left to 
wander the organizat ional 
corr idors w i t h l i t t le direc­
t ion as to what is important. 
The result is typical ly high 
turnover w i t h i n the 30-90 
day time f rame. 

Insecur i ty brought on by a 

comparison of sk i l l s , know l ­
edge, credentials and work 
haljits is often the fuel that 
ignites an unheal thy work­
ing relationship. Managers 
are expected to draw out 
and build upon the talents 
that individuals b r ing to 
their posit ions. We go to 
work wi t l i the hope o f using 
our ski l ls and w i th the . 
belief that we can lielp and 
be helped by an ins ight­
ful manager. Professional 
advancement has more to 
do wi th who you l i f t up as 
opposed to who you push 
down. 

Personal agendas aren't 
al l bad as long as they don't 
move you to treat employ­
ees in ways that you would 
personally find demeaning. 
Constant c r i t i c i sm does 
l i t t le faci l i tate a good work­
ing relationship, especial ly 
i f the attacks are petty. 
Feedback is supposed to 
el iminate incompetence and 
bui ld competence. 

Given the amount of 
restructur ing and the over-

. f low plates of responsibi l i ty, 
the l ike l ihood of choosing 
your boss decreases to some­
thing just short o f impos­
sible. We can on ly hope that 
the person in that key posi ­
tion understands the basics 
of 'development', 'coaching ' 
and 'stretch targets' enough 
to help you bu i ld the foun­
dation for an active career.

k ondo living has remained a prac­
tical housing choice for seniors for 

^ many years. It affords the owner 
the opportunity to live without the 
worry of lawn care, snow removal, or 
hir ing hands to take care of the exter­
nal needs of the structure such as roof, 

walls, basement, and 
siding. Owners are 
also free to pack up, 
leave, and travel with­
out worry ing about 
home. 

There are many 
choices in condo liv­
ing. A n individual 
may choose a "regular" 
condo complex where 
age doesn't matter, 

but the complex will have first floor 
l iving. Anotiier condo might be above 
the ground floor unit: These are called 
stacked condos, much like an apart­
ment arrangement. There can also be 
ranch condos with no one above or 
below. 

Detached condos are just that. They 
are separated at every point. There 
are no common walls with another 
unit. These structures have become 
more desirable in recent years and 
construction of this type is on the 
rise. Detached condos provide more 
privacy than attached units as well as 
no worry about noise coming through

walls. There is plenty of room to plant 
flowers for those who enjoy gardening. 
The cautionary note here is that if you 
plant, you must care i f what you plant. 
Underground sprinklers are almost 
always included. You may or may not 
be paying for water in your asso­
ciation dues, depending on by-laws 
provisions. In one condo comple.v;^ ^ 
Bradbury in Plymouth, many individ­
ual owners have installed sprinkler 
systems as they were not installed at 
the time the comple.x was built. Some 
Bradbury condos, therefore have 
underground sprinklers and some do 
not. 

Over-55 condo complexes for inde­
pendent l iv ing don't proliferate in our 
area, but there are a few that deserve 
mention. In Plymouth, Bradbury and 
Crestwood condos are designated 
for the 50+ age group. Bradbury is a 
vil lage-like setting of ground-floor 
l iv ing with basements and carports. 
There is a recently renovated club­
house and a pool. Clubhouses are 
helpful, as this is where many activi­
ties are held. Owners can also rent 
them for a very smal l fee, enabling 
residents to have baby showers, 
retirement parties, and other such 
events. Activit ies such as card clubs, 
bingo, etc. are held in the clubhouse. 
Crestwood condos are apartment-
style condos on pleasant grounds. 

O f course, cost is significantly lower 
than other condos because they are 
apartment style but if you have a pet, 
Crestwood would not work for you. 

• You must check the bylaws for each 
complex regarding restrictions such 
as pets. 

Canton's first (excluding subsidized 
housing) 55+ condo community is 
under construction at Geddes and 
Beck. The Villas at Maple Creek have 
open floor plans and can include a 
fabulous sun room. There are attached 
garages, but no basements. The build­
er, Robertson Brothers, wi l l make 
changes to the plan to accommodate 
aging-in-place devices and/or other 
needs. For more information, visit 
The Vil las at Maple Creek and talk to 
salesman Chuck McPIenry. 

Farmington Hills's Botsford 
Commons is worth a visit due to its 
uniqueness. Condos are built in a 
circle r imming a complex of buildings 
which house other l iving arrangements 
such as apartments, assisted living 
and an Alzheimer's unit. A l l occupants 
from any of the l iving arrangements 
can avail themselves of the amenities 
in the main building (just across the 
driveway) which include a swimming 
pool, dining room, movie theater, 
craft room, library and bus service. 
There's even a little gift shop in the 
main building. Each condo has safety 
devices, such as strategically placed 
pull cords, large-number thermostats, 
walk- in showers, built-in tub benches, 

barrier-free entrances and extra-wide 
arches and bathrooms to accom­
modate wheelchairs. Monthly dues 
include a live security patrol around 
the clock. I am not aware of any other 
condo complex in the metro area simi­
lar to Botsford Commons. There are 
several different floor plans, which 
include two and three bedroom units 
wi th or without basements. A l l have 
attached garages. 

Emerald Pointe is a neat, detached 
condo community tucked into the 
northwest corner of Westland. The 
condos do not have basements but 
have attached garages. The two bed­
room two bath units are generous in 
size. Vaulted ceilings, private entry 
and location are a few of the pluses 
for Emerald Pointe. A l l are on a small 
lot, but o f sufficient size to make you 
th ink you aren't in a condo at al l .

Generally speakinq, 
the association collects the 
transfer fee, but I have seen 
situations where the developer 
does so. Is that legal? 
The board recently passed an 
amendment to the bylaws which 
basically states that board 
members, because of their 
Involvement, will be receiving 
relief from their annual dues. 
Can board members receive 
such pecuniary benefits simply 
by acting as a board member 
without casting a shadow on 
their volunteer status? Would 
this action notmake the board 
members employees? 

A ; They wi l l , no doubt, 
lose their voluntary status 
and the protections under 
the Mich igan Non-Profit 
Corporation Act . However, 
i f the bylaws have allowed 
for board members to 
receive compensation, and 
it was properly approved, 
that would be a legal basis 
to provide compensation 
to them. Is it a good idea? I 

do not th ink 
so, but I 
also do not 
necessarily 
think that 
they become 
"employees 
ofthe 

Association." 
They 
still hold 
fiduciary 

duties to the association. 

Q: My condominium 
association wants to fund 
a July 4th party using 
condominium funds. I 
have reviewed the bylaws, 
disclosure document, an 
Information document, and 
have done a little research 
on the web. Everywhere I 
have looked, the description 
of uses of the monthly 
assessment Is for repair, 
replacement, upkeep and 
maintenance. There Is no 
mention that the funds 
can be used for any other 
purpose, especially a July 4th 
pig roast. How can I convince 
the rest of the Board not to 
use these funds for a party, 
especially when we are on 
the verge of needing a new 
roof and other expensive 
maintenance Items? • 

A : The B o a r d of 
Directors has wide 
discret ion in terms 
of how to u t i l i ze its 
funds. A key element 
of the operat ion of a 
Condomin ium Assoc ia t ion 
is a social aspect of 
the condomin ium. I 
do not bel ieve that it is 
necessari ly unreasonable 
for the board to 
appropriate funds for 
a Ju ly 4 th par ty for the 
benefit o f the entire 

• Assoc ia t ion . However, the 
judgment of the boarij in 
using these funds when 
there are other necessary 
repairs, cou ld be cal led 
into quest ion. However, • 
the best recourse is to 
f ind new di rectors who 
may better make use of 
the funds avai lable to the 
associat ion.
