A l l of the Novi Community School 
District's bargaining groups,'plus its 
non-union administrators, will be 
under new contracts when the school 
year starts in the fall. 

The board of education approved 
the Novi Educational Association's 
contract on June 23. The Novi 
Educational Support Personnel 
Association (secretaries and para-
professionals), Novi Food Service 
Employees Association, International 

Union of Operating Engineers (main­
tenance) and administrative contracts 
were approved last Thursday. 

Every group is under a two-year 
contract, and employees are required 
to pay 15 percent toward health care 
costs. 

Bob Schram, assistant superin­
tendent of human resources, said 
everyone is happy to have this process 

, completed. 
"People really did want to have a 

contract and come back to work with 
enthusiasm in August," he said. 

That enthusiasm showed at least 90 

percent of the respective union mem­
bers supported the contracts. 

A couple board members, however, 
were not supportive of the administra­
tive contract because it did not include. 
a wage concession that was at least 
equal to the 1-percent cut the teachers 
took. 

Jason Manar and Dennis O'Connor 
agreed that leadership starts at the 
top and expected the administrators 
to offer up some money. 

"The concept to me is very simple," 
O'Connor said. "Our teachers took a 
pay cut so I think our administrators ; 

should, especially given the fact we 
are facing a $6.5 million deficit next 
year. 

"I have trouble supporting this 
because our administrators should be 
setting the example and leadership 
given the finandial stakes we are (fac­
ing) in the state of Michigan." 

Schram noted the district saved 
money by hiring the seven new admin7 
istrators in at 3 percent less than their 
predecessors, and the group gave a 
1.5-percent wage concession last year.

a mental illness or develop­
mental disability. 

The purpose of the juried 
exhibit, which is on display 
at the Novi Civic Center and 
Novi Public Library until July 
18, is to help change the pub­
lic's perception of people with 
disabilities and showcase the 

creative energy they have to 
offer their communities. 

"Our goal is to provide a 
higher quality of life and 
equity for people with disabili­
ties, and we want people with 
disabilities to be less stigma- . 
tized and more included in the 
community and appreciated 
for the things they have to ^ 
offer," said Jacqueline Castine, 
community education" special­
ist at the Oakland County 
Community Mental Health 
Authority. "It's a wonderful 
show with a huge variety of 
different kinds of creative 
works." 

According to the organiza­
tion, it is estimated there are 
206,000 people in Qakland 
County living with disabilities. 
That is one of the reasons why 
Margi Karp-Opperer, assis­
tant director at the library, 
wanted to bring the exhibit to 
the city 

"I just think there are so 
many resources and so many 

of us are faced with unusual 
situations. And if there is some 
way we can inform our resi­
dents of what is available to 
them, we want to do that," she 
said. "It's also an awareness 
too that even though people 
might have mental health 
issues, they can be artistically 
accomplished and maybe it 
will open someone's eyes to see 
that there is more to someone 
with a mental illness than just 
that." 

Castine also encourages 
people who view the art to 
use the response cards to pick 
.their favorite piece, and said at 
the end of the year the art will 
be available for purchase at an 
auction.

A new era in the Novi 
Community School District 
will'begin this summer as 
three of the top four adminis-

• trators are retiring. 
Superintendent Pete Dion 

was the shortest tenured of 
the bunch, leading the dis­
trict for the last si.\ years, 

• while Gail Credit, assistant 
superintendent of business 
and finance, worked for Novi 
for 19 years and Bob Schram, 
assistant superintendent 
of human resources, for 16 
years; 
', The three carried the dis-

• trict through some of the 
toughest economic times in 
recent history, keeping the 
fund balance healthy while 
adding programs and making 
Novi one of the marquee dis­
tricts in the state. 

Steve Matthews has 
replaced Dion and he is 
joined by Steven Barr, 
Credit's replacement, and 
Bonnie Lobert, replacing 
Schram. RJ Webber, assis­
tant superintendent of cur­
riculum, is the lone returning 
cabinet member with one 
year of experience. 

"I don't have any concerns 
about the future of Novi 
schools because we are bring­
ing in top notch people," said 
Credit. 

PETE DION 
It has never been about 

leaving a legacy for Pete 
Dion. 

Novi was his third stop 
as a superintendent, which 
included stints in Birch 
Run and Grosse lie, and he 
already has started in his new 
role as the superintendent

of Bay Shore Schools in New 
York. 

He doesn't e.vpect to be 
remembered for his accom­
plishments, but they speak 
for themselves. 

During his time in Novi, 
Chinese was added to the 
curriculum; an International 
Baccalaureate program was 
created; the Japanese School 
of Detroit chose to relocate to 
the city; and the 2007 bond 
issue tliat helped equalize the 
schools passed along with 
many other accolades. 

"I always felt my job was to 
facilitate what the communi­
ty wanted," he said. "I always 
thought how can we be better. 

It was never about me." 
Dion said when he came 

to the district in 2005 he 
didn't e.vpect to endure the 
many hardships he and his 
staff had to overcome, but 
is pleased that he is leaving 
Novi in better shape. 

He noted the fund equity 
during his time never dipped 
below 12 percent, and "we 
didn't run the district into 
the ground, and we didn't cut 
programs, and, in fact, we 
made programs better," he 
said. 

The ch.illenge for the 
future, he said, is to hold on 
to the programs the district 
has and find a way to educate 

students for a world economy 
in the 21st century. 

And if that is going to hap­
pen anywhere, it would be in 
Novi. 

' "My wish is that every kid 
in Michigan could have the 
same education they have 
here in Novi," he said. 

GAIL CREDIT 
The last five years of Gail 

Credit's tenure in Novi were 
the worst ever for school bud­
gets in the state of Michigan. 

And yet Credit calls that 
time one of the "highlights" of 
her career. 

'I can walkout of here • 
knowing we are going to be at 

least 10 percent fund equity 
for the 2011-12 school year," 
she said, noting that the fund 
balance never dipped into the 
single digits and was as high 
as 18 percent. 

Credit had various titles in 
her 19 years, starting in pur­
chasing before being promot­
ed to controller, director of 
finance and finally assistant 
superintendent of business 
and finance. 

She said the loss of local 
control as a result of Proposal 
A was not in the best inter­
est of Novi, and predicted 
another year or two of major 
struggles remains. 

Credit was often under the 
microscope at budget time as 
she had to find a way to pro­
duce a balanced budget when 
the money wasn't there. 

Changes had to be made 
to keep Novi afloat, and she 
said her anchor during those 
tough times was "keeping the 
focus on the kids." 

"It's not the students' and 
the desks' fault the economy 
is in difficult times," she said. 

Credit took the retirement 
incentive from the state two 
years ago, renewing it to fin­
ish the 2010-11 school year. 
She said she might take a 
break for a little while but 
has plans to move out of ̂ tate 
and continue working. 

"I'm not ready to quit," she 
said. "I believe in education . 
very strongly because it's the 
great equalizer." 

BOB SCHRAM 
Bob Schram's impact on 

the school district extends 
far beyond his 16 years as an 
employee. 

Two years after Schram and 
his wife moved to the city in 
1976 he was elected to the 

school board, serving in vari­
ous roles for four terms. 

That unique perspective 
of being a board member, as 
well as working in the private 
sector managing residential 
real estate, was what made 
the current superintendent at 
the time Emmett Lippe hire 
him. 

"Emmett had faith in my 
abilities that I'm not sure I 
had at that point," Schram 
said. 

During his time on the 
board, Schram was embroiled 
in the longest teacher strike 
in the state. Schram said two 
teachers tried to burn down 
the administrative building, 
and eventually the matter 
went to court. 

"It divided the community 
and it took us a couple years 
to recover," he said. 

But what he learned from 
that experience helped him 
successfully negotiate con­
tracts for the district without 
major issues for his entire 
career. 

Schram, like Credit and 
Dion, took the retirement 
incentive from the state, but 
he will be staying on until 
Aug. 1. But unlike those two, 
he plans on staying retired 
and spending more time with 
his 95-year-oId dad, his 91-
year-old mom and his grand­
children. 

His advice for Lobert was 
something Lippe told him 
when he was first hired ~ 
"Listen, listen, listen." 

"It's important to be a good 
listener, be a caring person 
and be a problem-solver and 
not a problem-creator," he 
said.

Tech Savvy

i t used to be that if you had a 
problem about a product or 
service you would call and 

complain, write a n.isty letter, 
or if you were really annoy­
ing — contact 
a government 
represent<ative. 

Not 
anymore. 
Consumers 
now use social 
media to com­
municate 
directly with 
businesses and 
if a customer 
has a bad 
experience, 
they can air the dirty laundry 
online for the entire world to 
see. 

Negative feedback is bad for 
business, so as you could imag­
ine, companies react quicker 
than they used to. 

This however, isn't .ibout 
how companies can leverage 
social media to have better 
customer service and hap­
pier clients. Tliis is about how 
consumers can build an online 
reputation to help themselves 
through customer service 
issues. 

There are a liandful of web­
sites that track activities and 
rate your reputation on the 
Internet, but the site th.it has 
its biggest share of fans (and 
detractors) is Klout.com 

Users who link their 
Facebook, Twitter or LinkedIn 
accounts with Kloul will 
receive a ranking b.ised on 
how well they interact on the 
internet. Think of it as a digi­
tal score about how well you 
play with others within social 
space. 

Scores are on a 100 point 

scale with the higher numbers 
being better. On Klout, users 
won't necessarily increase 
their score by having as many 
friends and followers as Justin 
Bielicr, but tlrcy can increase 
their numbers by starting con­
versations, sharing informa­
tion, and responding to others. 

Some say tlic algorithm used 
to determine Klout scores is 
arbitrary, because there is no 
perfect way to do social media. 
•IXveeling for example isn't like 
throwing a baseball or grow­
ing a vegetable garden. There's 
no completely right or wrong 
way 

Still, Klout makes a compel­
ling argument about why you 
should try and interact on your 
social networks — because 
businesses are watching. 

It's nothing new for busi­
nesses tO'Offer freebies or dis­
counts to online influencers. 
Klout just makes scores easier 
to understand and makes the 
online infiuencers easier to 
identify. Online influencers 
are essential to service provid­
ers because they are key to 
cheap online advertising. 

Take Tlie Palms hotel in Las 
Vegas for instance. In the fall, 
The Palms began creating the 
Klout Club that would allow 
certain perks for hotel guests 
with higher Klout scores. 

The w.iy it works is, a high, 
profile celebrity, or say, a social 
media guru with a high Klout 
score could get an upgrade for 
having a strong online pres­
ence. It's the hotel's hope that 
the aforementioned power . 
user would share their great 
experiences with their highly 
engaged fan base and create 
some buzz for much cheaper 
than a commercial or bill­
board. 

In the past year, other com­
panies have reached out Klout 

users who are infiuential in 
certain areas to help promote 
their cause. A snack manufac­
turer, for instance, may send 
free samples to users who are 
influential about junk food in 
the hopes that they will rally 
their fans to go buy a new 
product. 

But it's a two-way street and 
while companies can use peo­
ple witii high online rankings 
to improve their web visibility 
and sentiment, users can also 
use their high online rankings 
to improve the way they are 
treated by companies. • 

If you have a high Klout 
score, or are simply have an 
engaged readership that will 
allow you to broadcast a mes­
sage, companies that are ser.i-
ous about customer service 
will t.ike notice. 

Wliether they are a Las 
Vegas hotel, a potato chip 
manufacturer, or any other 
service provider — companies 
cannot afford negative feed­
back — especially in social 
media where comments could 
spread like a virus. 

Next time you're online, 
think about quickly register­
ing for Klout.com or another. 
online measurement site to 
see how strong your presence 
is and what you arc influential 
about. Wlio knows, the next 
time you luive car trouble, 
or get a fly in your soup at 
a national restaurant chain 
— your online presence may 
help you get solutions.

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State lawmakers took a gamble last year that 
looks like it might be paying off for Michigan's 
struggling state parks. 

Beginning in October, the state offered residents 
the opportunity to pay an additional $10 with their 
annual vehicle registration that would allow them 
free entry into Michigan's 98 state parks, recre­
ation areas and boat-launch sites. The so-called 
"recreation passports" represent a substantial sav­
ings for regular park patrons who had been paying 

$24 for an annual park pass. 
More iiiiportantly, how­

ever, the extra fee provided 
Michiganders with an easy 
opportunity to help raise money 
to properly maintain the state 
park system. 

Recently, Secretary of State 
Ruth Johnson and Department 
of Natural Resources Director 
Rodney Stokes announced that 
more than one million recre­
ation passports have been sold 
in the first eight months they 
were available. That puts the 
program well on pace to sur-

sustain funding. As of now, that rate is 20.5 per­
cent and appears to be climbing, according to DNR 
officials. 

As we said in endorsing the new program, we 
think enough Michigan residents recognize the 
importance of maintaining a strong state park sys­
tem that they will be willing to pay an extra $10 a 
year for free access to those attractions. 

The funds definitely are needed. The park sys­
tem stopped receiving money from the state's gen­
eral fund in -2004 and since then has been largely 
dependent on revenue from entry and camping fees 
for operations, leaving little money for mainte­
nance and updates. The DNR estimates the parks 
need about $38 million for proper maintenance 
and replacement of facilities, yet in recent years 
the department could devote only about $2 million 
a year to such purposes. 

Michigan's state parks are a treasure worth pro­
tecting and maintaining. We hope that the initial 
success of the recreation passport program contin­
ues and grows so that the parks get the care and 
attention that they need.

He also said while the 
teachers agreed to a 1-percent 
wage concession, many still 
saw an increase because of 
their change in steps. 

Despite the lacl( of conces­
sion from the administrators, 
the district was still able to 
save nearly $1.5 million with 
the new contracts. 

TheNESPA, NFSEAand 
administrative contracts 
included 1.5 furlough days, 
and NESPA also included a 
second tier pay scale where 
everyone hired after July 1, 
2011, will be paid at a rate 
5 percent less than the cur­

rent rate. The contracts also 
included various other savings 
and language changes. 

The lUOE contract did 
not include furlough days, 
because they work to clear 
snow and that is when the 

• furlough djiys will be used, 
and also the board is look­
ing into possibly privatizing 
their jobs. Schram said th<it 
discussion will not likely 
happen until August, but the 
seven employees that would 
be affected want to keep their 
jobs. 

"They are very much in 
favor of reopening the con­
tract and doing whatever they 
can to maintain tlieir jobs," 
he said. 

The board also .approved 
the 2011-2012 budget on 

Thursdiiy, and for the sixth 
time in the last seven years 
will be dipping into fund 
equity to balance it. The bud­
get calls for $66,691,333 in 
revenue and $70,588,308 in 
e.̂ cpenses for 2011-12, with 
the district using nearly $3.9 
million in fund equity to bal­
ance. Ne.\t year officials are . 
projecting a negative fund 
equity and larger budget 
deficit. 

"It is indeed an issue we 
need to look at seriously," said 
secretary George Kortlandt. 
"The second year with the 
wage re-opener is going to be 
a critical year for the financial 
stability of this district."

Merit Exam and ACT scores 
for the graduating class of 
2012 last week, and in Novi, 
the ACT score went up two-
tenths of a point from 23.1 
in 2010, while the percent­
age deemed college-ready 
remained at 41 percent. 

M M E scores for the district 
were well above.the state aver­

age, but still dipped slightly 
in math, reading, science 
and social studies. Writing 
improved by 2 percent. 

"My first thoiight is that 
Novi does very well and 
has very high scores on the 
M M E , but once you dig in 
and analyze it there are 
clearly ways we can improve" 
said Supt. Steve Matthews. 
"We were certainly strong 
in some areas but in others 
we were not as strong as you 
would expect us to be, so it 

gives me some things to talk 
about with our administra­
tive team." 

Statewide the average 
composite ACT score went 
up slightly from nearly 19.3 
(out of a possible 36) in 2010 
to 19.33 for 2011. The per­
centage of students deemed 
college-ready is up from 16

Dur ing the job interview, your 
primary concern is what the hiring 
manager wi l l think o f your 
qualifications. But don ' l forgcl the 
interview is also an oppoilunily for 
you to evaluate a poteiuial 
employer. In fact, it 's (he best 
chance you have to dclcrmine i f the 
company and its prevailing culture 
are right for you. 

Consider the situation i f the roles 
were reversed. What would you 
want to know i f you were 
interviewing the hiring manager? 
What would convince you that this 
is the perfect workplace for you? 

A s k yourself the following 
questions during the interview to 
turn the tables on the hiring 
manager and gel a true sense of 
what working for the company 
would be like: 

H o w does the c o m p a n y ' s 
resume stack up? 

The hiring manager w i l l be paying 
close attention to your resume, so it 
only makes sense that you 
scrutinize the firm's, too. 

The company's annual report can 
give you a good idea about the 
financial health o f the organization, 
its stability and its future prospects. 
Press releases and marketing 
materials can provide insight into 

liow the company differentiates itself 
from competitors and what is unique 
about the pioiliicts or scn'iccs it 
oflbrs. These documents are typically 
available on the fimi's website. 

Also search the Web to get a more 
complete sense o f the potential 
employer's reputation. Social media , 
in particular, can be revealing. What 
are people saying about the fimi on 
Facebook, Twitter 
and similar services? 
A r c the comments 
mostly positive or 
negative? 

A n d don't forget to 
speak lo those in 
your professional 
netwoi'k, especially 
individuals who have 
worked for the 
company or might be 
able to put you in 
touch with someone who has. 

H o w prepared is the h i r i n g 
m a n a g e r ? 

You arrived on time to the interview, 
brought extra copies o f your resume, 
and spent hours going over potential 
questions and answers. D i d the hiring 
manager prepare as thoroughly as 
you? 

If the interviewer keeps you waiting 
past the scheduled time, hasn't read 
your resume, or simply seems lo be 
winging it, think about what it would 

be like to work for that person. Would 
he or she leave you waiting during 
meetings or provide only limited 
infomiation on important projects? 

Y o u don't want to read loo inuch into 
the actions o f a hiring inanager who 
may be busy or stressed. But several 
small slights could reveal a pallem. 

H o w does the w o r k envi ronment 
align w i th m y needs? 

A hiring manager is 
trying lo determine 
your personality and 
how you would fit in 
with other employees. 
You should do the 
same. 

When visiting the 
company, try to get a 
sense o f how people in 

the office operate. A r e people rushing 
around, looking stressed, or is the 
atmosphere relaxed? Do people talk 
with each other in the hallways or 
keep their heads down? How 
employees work and interact with 
each other can be indicative o f what 
the corporate culture is like. 

H o w does the h i r i n g manager 
answer my questions? 

Before the interview concludes, make 
sure you have an opportunity to ask 
your own questions. A s k about any 
concerns you have. For example, you 

may want inlonnalion about the 
professional dcvclopmcnl resources 
provided lo employees or more 
specifics about the open position. 
You might also ask about the hiring 
manager's personal experiences with 
the finn. How long has he or she 
been employed there? Why does the 
interviewer like working for the 
company? 

Pay attention not only to the 
interviewer's answers but also to the 
way he or she responds to your 
queries. When talking about the 
company, for instance, do you sense 
true passion and engagement? Or 
does the person seem to be rehashing 
standard marketing points? 

Interviewing the interviewer doesn't 
involve actually switching roles with 
the hiring manager. But it does 
require you to think about the 
qualities you seek in an employer. 
By asking yourself — and the 
potential employer.- the right 
questions, you can gain get a deeper 
understanding of the firm and be 
confident in your decision i f you're 
extended a job offer.

Ford IS attempting to build on its 
early lead in on-board connectivity and 

. also add to its safety chops as it 
continues to navigate the increasingly 
strategic and high-profile world of 
automotive infotainment. Innovations 

. such as Sync have gained Ford some 
leadership in this area in the eyes of 
American consumers, and recently 
Ford announced incremental advances, 
such as expansion of its Sync voice-
control software to more vehicles. 

"Being 'green' and 'smart' are Ford's 
most important differentiators in the 
marketplace," Mark Fields, Ford's 
president of the Americas, told 
journalists assembled at the company's 
design center in Dearborn, Mich., for a 
safety and technology show-and-tell 

; last month. Consumer appreciation of 
the "smart pillar" of Ford's long-term 
positioning - which also includes "safe" 
and "quality" values as well as "green" 
- rose 62 percent by the end of the first 
quarter compared with 2008 when the 
concepts were embodied formally, 
Fields said. 

Doug VanDagens, director of Ford 
Connected Sei-vices Solutions, asserted 
that when it comes to infotainment, the 
company is "thinking like and 
innovating at the pace of a consumer-
electronics company." 

Specifically, Ford said that it plans to 
make Sync AppLink available on an 

additional nine vehicles for 2012 
beyond the previously announced 2012 
Ford Mustang, expanding customer 
access to AppLink's "intuitive" voice 
control and to smart-phone apps on the 
go. Ford plans to add more than 100 
jobs over the next four years in this 
expanding area and announced that 
2,500 independent developers have 
signaled their interest in creating more 
apps for Ford by signing onto a web 
site. The company also disclosed a new 
partnership with Nuance 
Communications, based i n Burlington, 
Mass., which develops voice-control 
technologies. 

As competitors scurry to catch up to 
Ford in infotainment, executives want 
to keep their feet on the gas. More than 
84 percent of Ford Fusions now are 
sold equipped with Sync as well as 
more than 76 percent of F-150s. A total 
of three million Ford-built vehicles now 
include Sync, and Fields said that more 
than 50 percent of customers say that 
the system was a key factor in their 
purchase considerations. 

About 55 percent of smart-phone 
users prefer voice commands over 
other types of interfaces i n the car, 
VanDagens said, and more than 25 
percent admit to using apps i n the 
vehicle. Small wonder: Smart-phone 
owners spend an average of 7.4 hours a 
week in their vehicles, he said.

Ford'sreputation in the infotainment 
area slipped a bit recently after 
Consumer Reports identified 
difficulties in operating both Sjmc and 
MyFord Touch, a complementary 
infotainment platform. But Fields said 
that Ford is "fixing issues" with 
MyFord Touch, not only with the 
software per se but also in helping 
customers understand the systems. 

"Early this year, dealers began 
offering personalized sessions just like 
at the Apple store, and even going to 
customers' homes" to conduct the 
training, Fields said. Ford also has 
added an owner-supported web site for 
Sync. Partly as a result, 73 percent of 
customers surveyed by Ford indicated 
satisfaction with the first generation of 
MyFord Touch versus 65 percent who 
had given the thumb's up to the first 
generation of Sync a few years ago, he 
said. 

Because vehicles now have become so 
digitally integrated internally as well 
as with the outside world, safety 
improvements - as well as 
entertainment and communication 
functions in the vehicle - increasingly 
run through computer interfaces. The 

most crucial frontier in that regard is 
how to help drivers safely use smart-
phone apps in the car that they're 
simply insisting they want to use. 

Sue Cischke, Ford's vice president of 
environmental and safety engineering, 
said that the most important 
determinant of safety is for drivers to 
keep their eyes on the road and both 
hands on the steering wheel. This 
remains the case, she insisted, even in 
the wake of conflicting research that 
suggests distressing cell-phone 
conversations, for example, can 
significantly promote the possibility of 
an accident even i f the driver is 
watching the road and has both hands 
in place. 

Ford is researching more ways for the 
vehicle to automatically suggest 
accident-avoidance action-avoidance 
actions by the driver and maybe even 
curb them. "We're looking at disrupting 
communications, for instance, when 
you're coming around a curve," Cischke 
said. And Sync already offers a "Do Not 
Disturb" feature that drivers can 
activate i f they don't want incoming 
cell-phone calls to interrupt their 
driving.
