Commuters using 
Meadowbrook Road as a 
detour route for the Novi 
Road Link Project might 
want to find another route for 
at least the next three weeks. 

The road widening 
and resurfacing work on 
Meadowbrook Road — from 
10 Mile to Cherry Hill Road 
— was originally scheduled 
for 2012, but federal stimu­
lus funding was moved up, 
requiring the work to be done 

this year. 
"If we don't do it, we lose 

the money," said Rob Hayes, 
director of public services for 
the city of Novi, noting that 

"80 percent of the funding for 
the project is federal money. 

Road work, which also 
includes the installation of 
concrete curbs and gutters, 
sidewalks, ramps and pedes­
trian signal upgrades, began 
last Monday. 

Hayes said they worked 
with tlie contractor to "mini­
mize the impact on rush hour 
traffic" by making hours of 

operation from 9 a.m.-3 p.m. 
Monday-Friday. 

The road will remain open 
to two-way traffic, using 
alternating flag control. 

Hayes said he is hopeful the 
project will be done by Aug. 8. 

BECK ROAD REHAB 
The orange barrels also will 

be out on Beck Road between 
Nine Mile and Cheltenham 
Drive this coming Monday as 
rehabilitation work is set to 
begin.

J.ison M.-mgiim, director of 
parks, recreation and cultural 
services, said all activilies for 
little kids this week are being 
moved indoors, and said the 
attendanccat Lakeshore beach 
is up 20 percent since the end 
of last week. 

Meteorologist Mltlt 
Mosteiko of the National 

Weather Service office in 
White Lake said the streak of 
high temperatures could be 
considered a Ileal wave since 
it expected to last longer than 
live dtays. 

"In 130 years we have only 
had 39 heal waves," he said, 
adding that the lasl heat w.we 
was last summer. 

His advice to cope with this 
weather is lo stay hydrated, 
find an air conditioned area 
and avoid prolonged outdoor 
activilies. He also noted that 
heat is the number one cause 
of weatlier-related deaths, 
ahead of tornadoes and hur­
ricanes. 

"Watch out for the elderly 

and children, because they are 
more susceptible lo dehydrti-
tion," he said. 

Lakeshore wasn't Ihe only 
local beach buzzing with 
action this week as Martindale 
Beach al Kensington 
Metropark was full of people 
trying to cool off. 

Olive Makwati, who was 
there Monday, said she came 
up from Oklahoma to get away 
from the heal and to visit fam­
ily in Highland where she lived 
most of her life.

Tlie hottest week of sum­

mer thus far was even hotter

Deputy Police Chief Tom 
Lindberg said power was 
restored around 2 a.m. "

Road work will include 900 
fbet of full asphalt pavement 
reconstruction and 1,100 feet 
of milling/overlaying the exist­
ing asphalt pavement. Another 
key aspect of the project is the 
installation of a new culvert 
and grading of the existing 
low-points near the Beck and 
Nine Mile Road intersection 
that have flooded in the past. 

Nine Mile will be open to 
two-way traffic, using alter­
nating flag control. 

The project is expected to be 
completed by mid-September. 

RING ROAD PROJECT 
The first phase of the 

Northwest Quadrant Ring 
Road project was approved 
by city council on July 11, and 
construction is expected to 
start in August. 

The multi-phased proj­
ect will extend Crescent 
Boulevard from Expo Center 
Drive to Grand River Avenue, 
with a bridge over the Middle 
Rouge River, and include an 
industrial spur to serve exist­
ing industrial property. 

Hayes said this project is a 

priority because the average 
daily traffic on Novi Road is 
"extremely high," and the inter­
section at Grand River Avenue 
is a problem for many trucks. 
Also the pavement on West 
Crescent drive is "horrible." 

"Commuters should see an 
improved level of service on 
Novi Road when this is com­
pleted," he said. 

The first ph.tse, which \vill 
cost $+04,801 including engi-

• neering services, includes the 
reconstruction of Crescent 
Boulevard from Novi Road 
through the intersection of E.xpo 
Center Drive and the rehabilitii-
tion of Expo Center Drive to tlie 

north right-of-way limits. 
Phase two includes the 

bridge over the Rouge River 
and phase three includes 
the remainder of Crescent 
Boulevard to Grand River and 
the industrial spur. 

The second phase is on 
the Capital Improvements 
Program for fiscal year,12-13 
at a cost of $1.8 million and 
phase three for fiscal year 13-
14 at a cost of $1.5 million. 

Hayes said those dates are 
just estimates, as it all depends 
on the availability of funding. 

Commuters should not see 
any delays from phase one of 
construction.

Keith Famie has won nine 
Emmy's as a producer and 
director of various documen­
taries. 

But when asked where his 
most recent film produced 
by Novi-based Vision.ilist 
Entertainment Productions, 
"One Solider's Story," ranks, 
the filmmaker didn't hesitate. 

"It's my most emotional film 
ever," he said. "It's a documen­
tary and a film, but it really 
is an opportunity for people 
to really see and understand 
what is happening every dtiy 
over there." 

The film is about Sgt. 
Michael Ingram, affection­
ately known as Mikie by 
friends and family. Ingram 
was killed on April 17,2010, in 
Afghanistan after he stepped 
on an improvised explosive 
device while walking into a 
house during a mission. 

Famie came across Ingram's 
story by "accident" as he was 
filming Msg. Jeff Rector, 
Michigan's casualty assis­
tance coordinator for the U.S. 
Army Reserves, for a Vietnam 
documentary. Rector has the 
emotional job of sharing with 
families the heartbreaking 
news that their son or daugh­
ter died, as well as administer­
ing a proper military burial. 

He asked Famie to join 
him at Selfridge Air National 
Guard Base when Ingram's 
body arrived, a moment Famie 
said he "will never forget." 
. Famie wanted to use some 
of the footage in his Vietnam 
film but first had to clear it 
with Ingram's family. Wlien he 
met witfi them, they started 
to share stories of their son 
and of their desire to create a 
foundation that will provide 
soldiers overseas with calling 
cards so they can call home. 

U.S. Army Sgt. Michaellngram was Itilleil on April 17,2010, while serving in 
Afghanistan. Novi lilmmalter Keith Famie made a documentary of Ills story 
that will lie premiering on July 25 at Emagine Novi.

Novi filmmaker Keith Famie will premiere his latest documentary, 'One 
Soldier's Story,' on July 25 at Eiiiaqine Novi about the late Sgt. Michael 
Ingram. Proceeds Irom the event will support the Millie's Minutes Fund that 
seelis to senil calling cards to troops overseas. 

The organization, dubbed 
Mikie's Minutes, became the 
source of Famie's inspiration 
as he interviewed friends, 
family and soldiers about 
Ingram. 

"It's a real look at what a 
family really goes through," he 
said. 

One of the more heart-
wrenching stories told in the 
film is about how Ingram 
chose to stay with "his guys" 
despite being injured and 
offered the chance to go home. 
It was 30 days after that injury 

that Ingram was killed. 
"Soldiers are volunteers, 

and they are patrolling and 
fighting not just because of 
their honor and duty to their 
country but because they want 
to," Rector said. "A solider is 
there voluntarily and is willing 
to give everything, including 
death, to serve their country 
and their family and, in his 
case, his god. 

"This was a godly young man 
who cared about people and 
paid the ultimate sacrifice." 

Famie's documentary is 

70 minutes long and calls it 
a "must see" for everyone as 
our society has almost come 
to terms with soldiers dying 
overseas. 

"Everyone sees the news 
reports and the blip on the 
screen that says 'soldier dies 
in Afghanistan,'" he said. "But 
spend 70 minutes in the the­
ater and you will understand 
what that blip really means." 

The film mil premiere in 
Novi at the Emagine Theatre at 
7 p.m. on July 25. Cost of a tick­
et is $20 and proceeds will sup­

port Mikie's Minutes. Famie 
said 19,000 minutes have 
already been sent to troops, 
and the goal is to send one mil­
lion minutes in 12 months. 

The premiere will include 
a formal color guard posting 
from VFW Post 2269 out of 
Wi.xom and will be hosted by 
Chuck Gaidica. 

Northville songwriter Steve 
Pichan, who wrote a song 
called "Mikie's Minutes," also 
will be performing it live. 

Pichan said Ingram's story 
inspired him expects everyone 
who sees the film to feel the 

same way. 
"I hope they come away hav­

ing a strong sensitivity to the 
difficultly soldiers have when 
they are away and how hard 
it is for them to communicate 

, with their families," he said. 
Famie's hope is that people^ 

will walk out of the theater 
with a "clear understanding of 
what it means to give all."

The School Nutrition 
Action Committee recently 
received a needed financial 
boost as organizers look to 
expand the program to all 
elementary schools in the Novi 
Community School District. 

Inspired by Michelle 
Obama's "Chefs Move to 
Schools" initiative, the school 
district created its first SNAC 
at Village Oaks Elementary 
lastyefir. ' 

The district piloted the pro­
gram last year with the help 
of Fresh Delights natural food 
chef and owner Ina Cheatem 
and nutritionist Michelle 
Thompson.

e live in a world where 
a person can get more 
information than they 

could possibly need about' 
almost anything. 

I downloaded an app onto 
my phone called Run Keeper. 
Technically, it's supposed to 
keep track of how much I run.' 
But since I don't really run, 
I changed a few preferences 
and, miracle of miracles, it 
keeps track of my walking. 

Since I first downloaded the 
app in September 2009,1 have 
recorded 596 walking activities 
totaling 1,698 miles.

Why I need all of that infor­
mation I don't know, but this 
app gives me data. 

I thought of this app last 
week when the scores for the , 
Michigan Merit Exam (MME) 
were released to the public. 
The state provides lots and 
lots of data. It shows the aver-

age ACT score, 
the increase 
or decrease in 
scores from 
last year or the 
year before 
that. It gives a 
breakdown of 
and compares 
scores in a 
variety of sub­
ject areas. 

As I try to 
sort through all of the data, 1 
start to wonder what parents, 
community members, and 
student's really want from tests 
like these. Using state data I 
can compare Novi to other dis­
tricts in our county or in our 
state. I can compare our high 
school to other high schools. 

We do very well by the way 
Newspapers report the 

results and we will talk about 
the results with our board of 
education. 

As the new superintendent 
in the district, I feel respon­
sible for making sure that we 
provide our students with 
great teachers, classrooms, 
books and materials so that 
our students continue to earn 
high scores on state assess­
ments. In part, I will be judged 
by how well our students do on 
these assessments. 

Data like this can and does 
make us proud of our school 
district. It demonstrates that 

we are doing our job well. 
But it is truly just one 

measure of who we are in 
the Novi Community School 
District, Our vision statement 
talks about "developing each 
student's potential." Academic 
achievement is one piece of 
each student's potential. 

Just as important are 
skills in creative thinking 
and creativity. Each student 
has potential in the arts and 
•athletics. Skills and knowl­
edge about citizenship and 
community involvement are 
important as well. But how do 
you test for those? Does the 
Michigan Merit Exam give us 
an indication of how well we 
are doing in those areas? 

Data is important. I am an 
advocate for gathering and 
using data. We can't get fi.\-
ated on a limited set of data. 
We need to mine the data we 
receive about test scores while 
we try and identify how we 
can gather data about other 
important pieces ofthe Novi 
Community Schools. In order 
to develop each student's 
potential, we can do no less.

Frustrated students are 
being heard at Schoolcraft 
College this summer, where 
the college is trying a new 
approach to scheduling 
credit classes. Under the 
SC No-classes-cancelled 
Guarantee, no fall 2011 
semester credit class wil l be 
cancelled simply based on 
the number of students who 
sign up. 

In the past, Schoolcraft 
followed a practice common 
at many colleges. It involves 
establishing a minimum 
number of students — at 

Schoolcraft it was usually 
between 9 and 12 — needed 
in order for a class to run. If 
the minimum number wasn't 
met by a deadline, the class 
was cancelled. The few stu­
dents who had signed up for 
the class would then have 
to scramble to find another 
class to fill their schedules. 

In recent years Schoolcraft 
had been hearing from frus­
trated students who wanted 
to achieve a goal but could 
not because the class they 
needed got cancelled.

Although mainly academic, 
the weeklong camps pro­
vided plenty of fun for the 
first- to I2th-grade students 
who filled the classrooms on 
the first day of class July 11. 
This is the 32nd year chil­
dren from Canton, Plymouth, 
Farmington Hills, Westland, 
Livonia and Novi have been 
drawn to Kids on Campus.

E X P L O R I N G 

On July 11, Doris Denison 
was winding up the first 
day's lesson on the digestive 
system in Camp Scrubs for 
fourth- and fifth-graders. 
Urvi Bhargava of Canton, an 
Il-year-old student at Central 
Middle School, "wanted to 
learn about the human body" 
and explore careers in the 
medical field. So did Kayla 
Blaise of Farmington Hills 
and Diego Sanabria, 10, of 
Westland. Last year, Blaise 
had fun solving mysteries in 
the CSI camp for fifth- and 
sixth-graders. Sanabria liked 
the robotics camp. 

"I want to be biochemist and 
thought it was a good w.ay to 
start," said Blaise, a 10-year-
old Power Upper Elementary 
student. "It's very interesting 
and I learned a lot. I really 
want to help people and like 
science and math." 

Blaise decided to take the 
class with friend Nat.alie 
Hong, 10. Like Blaise, the 

Farmington Hills girl found 
Scrubs Camji informative. 

"I've learned about a lot of 
subjects, but not health care 
and wanted lo lake something 
very close lo it," Hong said. 

Denison created the cur­
riculum as an introduction 
to health care careers. The 
Garden City woman is a 
retired nurse practitioner and 
assistant professor at Wayne 
State University. 

"I'm going to get tlie next 
generation hooked so there 
are people lo Like care of ine," 
Denison said. 

July 12 was all about nutri­
tion, including choosing 
healthy snacks over not so 
healthy. Denison went to a 
gar.ige sale to pick up dice and 
a deck of cards to illustrate 
portions. 

"We'll do some math," 
Denison said. 'You have lo 
know math in health care." 

Math is an important 
subject when il conies lo 
high-tech nianufacturing as 
well, hislructor Gene Kcyes 
has owned a machine shop 
for more than 30 years and 
leaches from an employer's 
perspective. 

On July 11, his seventh-
through ninth-grade students 
were programming and 
machining meljil name tags. 
Once a week, Keyes hears from 
employers looking for work­
ers trained in computerized 
numerical control machining 
and nianufacturing processes. 
The college offers an associ­
ate's degree and certificates in 
advanced nianufacturing. 

"I wanl llieiii to know what 
manufacturing is all .iboiit, 
encourage them," Keyes said.

Half of the students were 

still seated at computers pro­
gramming wliile the other half 
were watching the machine 
carve name Lags. Caleigh 
Lin wants lo be an engineer 
and thought the camp would 
expand her knowledge. The 
12-year-old Plymouth girl is 
in the TAG program at East 
Middle School. She studied 
rocket science and video 
games the last four years. Her 
9-year-old brother Jared is in 
Scrubs Camp. 

"I found Machine 
Adventures interesting," Lin 
said. "I like makingthings, like 
the machines and ali the math 
involved with engineering." 

Keyes' assistant, David 
Valencia of Northville, was 
helping students in the final 
process of machining their 
name tag. 

"We're using a CNC mill 
used in industry," Valencia 
said. "It's the same program 
using basic geometry." 

"They told us codes and we 
figured it oul," Lin said as she 
watched the cutting arm go 
down and slart carving her 
name in metal. 

Cindy Shi of Novi was mak­
ing a metal plate that reads "I 
Love My Family." She was in 
the 'IVecn Writers camp last 
suiiinier. 

"It's fun to watch," said Shi, 
12. "I lliouglil it would be 
interesting lo make stuff." 

Sindhiija Borra was hav­
ing fun spraying away the 
scrap metal after the machine 
finished carving. She wants 
to become a doctor, but was 
exploring the engineering-
related career. The 12-year-old 
Canton girl is a student at 
Our Lady of Good Counsel in 
Plymoulli. 

"It was really fun," Borra 
said. "I'm good at math and 
really inlo computers. Next 
week I'm taking Web Design." 

Andy Chen, 12, was waiting 
an.viously to carve his online 
user name, Dralcax. The 
Canton boy is an East Middle 
School student. He's already 
taken Web design, video 
games and robotics. 

"You can do interesting 
things," Chen said. "I made 
a robot and website, learned 
the process of creating video 
games. Designing isn't much 
of a problem. The problem 
is getting the message to the 
computer."

Sarah Wang experienced 
similar problems. She worked 
on the program with Cindy 
Shi. 

"It's hard," said Wang, 11, of 
Novi. "I like writing out the 
program. My mom and dad 
write programs for computers. 
I thought il would be nice to 
do something they do. I want 
to be an engineer and think it's 
quite fascinating." 

In the Forum building, kids 
were enjoying getting their 
hands dirty as they turned clay 
into bowls and wind chimes 
in The Poller's Studio with 
Michael Kuhn. Aaron Best, 10, 
of Southfield, had nearly fin­
ished a vase for his mom. His 
father works in Livonia. Gitika 
Kumar, 11, of Novi, was mak­
ing wind chimes; Jocelyn Chu, 
9, of Livonia, a dolphin. 

Blake Uosevear of Livonia 
h,ad already made a bowl. Tliis 
was the Johnson Elementary 
student's first year in Kids on 
Campus.

A dvances in technology and 
changes to social norms con­
tinue lo outp.ice the law. The 

complications laced when medical 
breakthroughs meet outdated legal 
doctrines can be detrimental if a cli­
ent and attorney are not .tware ofthe 
potential hurdles. Biotechnology and 
fertility programs are makingstrides 
in assisting individuals and couples in 
their pursuit of parenthood; however 
the present state of the law may require 
that people make some adjuslmenls to 
their estate planning documents. 

The definition of .tssisted reproduc­
tive technology is "all treatments which 
include h.andling the eggs and/or 
embryo." In addition lo donations of 
egg, sperm and embryo, the tcchnologj' 
used in assisted reproduction presently 
includes: intrauterine insemination 
(injection ofthe male sperm into the 
female uterus), intr.icytoplasmic sperm 
iiijeclion (injecliiig Ihe male sperm

into a female egg fol­
lowing the removal 
ofthe male sperm 
surgically), in-vltro 
fertilization (ferlil-
izing die wom.in's egg 
with the man's sperm 
in a l.iboralory, Ihcn 
transferred inlo the 
woman's uterus). 

Not only .are the advances in repro­
ductive technology resulting in greater 
results in pregnancy, the acceptance 
of reproductive assistance as a method 
of starting a family is fast becom­
ing mainstream. In 2009, there were 
60,igo infants born in the United Stales 
using some form of artificial reproduc­
tive teclinolog)'. In llic 2008 Uniform 
Probate Code, the commissioners 
attempted lo fill the gap between the 
present probate Laws in the United 
States and these technologies when it 
included a definition for assisted repro­
duction as "any method of causing preg­
nancy other than scxu.il inlercouise." 

Tliere are four issues that need lo 

be addressed under Michigan law: 
1) whether a child born llirougli any 
.tssisled reproductive technology can 
be considered the "natural child" of 
its parcnt(s), 2) whether the use of a 
surrogate mother would result in tlie 
child being the "natural child" ofthe 
surrogate mother or (he noii-gesta-
tional parent(s), 3) whether the donor of 
sperm, egg or embryo will be considered 
the biological parent ofthe diild, or if 
the child will bo the "natural child" of 
the intended parcnt(s), and -1) whether a 
child born through ndcce.ised person's 
crj'Ogenic.ally frozen sperm or egg will 
be considered the "natural child" of that 
deceased person or not. 

While the UPC addresses these 
issues in its reconiniended changes, 
few st.ites have adopted these recom­
mendations and have left it to their 
courts to decide on a case-by-case 
basis. So, where does this "gap" leave 
Michigan families that have used the 
services of a fertility clinic? Right now 
it is anyone's guess, although courts 
in many other st.ites have provided 

a whole host ofdccisions that are as 
wildly inconsistent .as the underlying 
facts and technologies of those cases. 

Michigan's definition of"natural 
child" is a "natural child of a parent" 
and includes a child who is legally 
adopted by the parent. Considering 
that assisted reproductive technol­
ogy is not recognized .-is "natural" this 
m.aybc problematic for some families. 
Unless the law is updated, it is recom-
niehded that families consider taking 
some preventive measures so that 
their intent is clearly followed in the 
event of their death; or consider an 
adoption proceeding just to be safe. 

In the event the form of reproduc­
tive technology excludes one parent's 
genetic material from the child (e.g. 
third-party sperm, egg or embryo 
donor), a clear expression of both par­
ents' intent to be the child's parents 
should be executed in a separate writ­
ing. If only one parent is the biological 
parent, a written acknowledgement 
should be executed demonstrating the 
intent lo create a parent-child rela­

tionship with the non-genetic parent. 
Any writing that was intended to be 
an acknowledgment ofthe parent's 
intended relationship with the child 
should also be referenced throughout 
all testamentary documents to avoid 
any ambiguities or questions as to the 
individual's testamentary intent. 

Michigan law clearly needs modi­
fication to make it more realistic to 
the personal circumstances of many 
families in iMichigan. Speculating 
and wondering what the true nature 
of your relationship to a loved one is 
an awful burden to place on people, 
much less that a child may not be 
considered a "natural child" under 
present law. What's worse is that the 
outcome of these parent-child rela­
tionships may not be known until 
years after the loss of a loved one.

O f course, people need 
to take precautions before 
venturing out. The heat 
is nothing to take lightly. 
So we've compiled a list 
of summer time tips that 
will make navigating this 
heat much more bearable. 

• Drink plenty of fluids 
— It is recommended that 
you drink up to 32 ounces 
of fluid (non-alcoholic) 
each hour when active in 
the heat. Sports drinks 
are a good replacement 
for any salt you may be 
losing from sweating. 

• Wear appropriate 
clothing — Choose light­
weight, light-colored, and 

loose fitting clolhing. Sunburn affects your body's ability 
to cool itself Wear a wide brimmed hat to keep the sun 
off your face. Always wear sunglasses. 

• Use sunscreen — If you must go outdoors, protect 
yourself from the sun by putting on sunscreen of SPF15 
or higher. The most effective products will say "broad 
spectrum" or " U V A / U V B protection" on their labels. 
Apply 30 minutes prior to going outside and continue to 
apply as directed, especially if you are going in and out 
of the water. 

• Pace yourself — Start slowly and gradually pick up 
the pace. If your heart starts to pound and leaves you 
gasping for breath, stop immediately. Find a cool, shad­
ed area, re-hydrate yourself and rest. 

• Never leave a child in a vehicle — Regardless of the 
temperature outside, N E V E R leave a child, infant or a 
pet unsupervised in a locked vehicle. Even with windows 
cracked, inside temperatures can rise 20 degrees in less 
than 10 minutes. 

• Know the signs of heat e.ihaustion — Heat related 
illnesses can develop several days after exposure to 
high temperatures and/or an unbalanced or inadequate 
replacement of fluids. Usually it's accompanied by heavy 
sweating, paleness, muscle cramps, tiredness, weakness, 
dizziness, headaches, nausea or vomiting. Those most 
prone to heat exhaustion are the elderly, people with 
high blood pressure, and people working or exercising 
outdoors. 

• When the weather forecast calls for extreme temper­
atures, you need to be informed. Listen to the local news 
or weather channels, or contact the Fire Department for 
any health or safety updates. 

• If you would rather stay indoors — do it somewhere 
fun. 

If you don't have air conditioning, go to the mall or 
maybe the library. If you choose to stay home and don't 
have air conditioning, electric fans may offer some relief 
and will at least keep the air circulating. 

This will not, however, prevent heat-related illnesses 
if the temperature inside is over 90 degrees. Take cold 
showers throughout the day to keep your body tempera­
ture down.

I think it was about five or six years 
ago that Bowman asked for and received 
a 10-year tax abatement from the City of 
Novi to build what was then called Rock 
Financial. Evidently his financial gurus 
have studied the market and decided 
that building a new hotel on his prop­
erty makes sense as far as growing his 
business is concerned. But it makes a 
lot more sense to him if he can sucker 
the taxpayers of Novi to ante up and 
help him pay the bill. Bowman is quoted 
as saying "the hotel Is needed for the 
convention center to continue to attract 
more diverse and larger shows." II your 
management feels that this hotel is 
needed to help your business expand, go 
right ahead and build It and pay for it 
yourself. 

By the way, this isn't to be just anoth­
er spend-the-night hotel. It's iritended 
to be a "headquarter" hotel where the 
guests check in, sleep, eat, attend their 
meetings and check out without ever 
leaving the hotel. In other words, they 
won't be expected to spend a dime in any 
other established business in the city.

Wait, it gets even sillier. The city 
of Novi would have to create what's 
called a "rehabilitation district" to 
meet the requirements of the Michigan 
Commercial Rehabilitation Act.

Dagan McCarthy likes cook­
ing so much he takes classes 
all year round at Schoolcraft.

"Cooking is fun and makes 
other people happy," said 
McCarthy, who attends the 
Creative Montessori Academy 
in Southgate.

"He made 
everyone feel comfortable 
and found ways to bring 
compromise to any challeng­
es we had AS a soccer family.

Mow high — recycle clippings. 
M S U experts say to mow at least 3 
inches high and to retinn clippings 
to recycle nutrients. Vou should 
sweep or iilow clippings from walks 
and driveways onto the lawn. 

Taller grass crowds out weeds and 
promotes deeper roots, they say. 
Deeper roots help the lawn survive 
droughts. 

You should fertilize in fall for 
the hest results. Be patient in tlie 
spring, and wait until May to fertil­
ize if that's your choice. Don't fertil­
ize if the ground is frozen or satu­
rated with water. 

Don't guess, MSU experts add, 
soil test for proper fertilizer recom­
mendations. 

It's important to choose lawn-type 
fertilizers with low or no phospho­
rus (the middle numher) and to fol­
low directions. Avoid using "triple" 
products (e.g. 12-12-12). 

Confirm spreader setting before 
applying, t!ie pros say. 

You need to clean up and avoid 
•surface water. Maintain a no appli­
cation zone near lakes, rivers, 
streams and storm drains. Never 
discharge clippings near lakes, riv­
ers, streams or drains. 

Sweep fertilii^er granules from 
walks and driveways onto the lawn, 
and wash your spreader on the 
grass. 

When it comes to being water 
smart: 

•Don't soak you lawn and avoid 
night watering 

•Watering should not produce 
puddles; lighter, more frequent 

watering is best 
•Brown lawns are OK; dormancy 

is a natural response to drought, 
however, some water may be neces­
sary during an extended drought of 
more than a month

Mow could such a large area 
as metropolitan Detroit be so 
devoid of senior-designated 
condo complexes. The concen­
tration is delliiitcly on apart­
ment-style communities be 
they high-rise, one-story, or 
governinenl subsidized. 

Isn't the building industry 
missing a good bet? Maybe 
the only builder to catch on 
has been Dell Web. The prob­
lem is that they are not in 
the immediate metro Detroit 
area. They are Downriver in 
Brownstown or north of our 
metro area in Grand Ledge. 
(My sources tell me a similar 
type of community was to 
have been built in Canton but 
now isn't going to happen due 
to our economy.) 

These arc llie kinds of com­
munities the boomers and 
others are looking for. Hello? 

Does anyone hear me? Yes, I 
know the status ofthe build­
ing industry. It's in the same 
situation as the single-family 
home-building industry. It's 
not happening ,at break-neck 

' s p e e d . • • 
But listen up. The boomers 

are retiring by the thousands. 
Tliey don't necessarily want to 
live in the high-rise retirement 
buildings. They want to down­
size into condos. They want 
to remain independent. They 
want access to services nearby 
such as health care, shop­
ping, church, walking trails, 
health and fitness centers, 
restaurants, playgrounds for 
the grandchildren and want to 
live near their families. 

OK, maybe the conclave 
can't be hundreds of units, 
but what about a smaller, 
more compact community. 
The trend today is away from 
attached condos to detached 
condos. The detached units 
are so much more desirable 
because you don't li.ive the 
noise factor from adjoin­
ing walls. Because they are 
detached, privacy is still 
intact. I saw some really won­
derful detached "cottages" as 

they were called in Dexter, 
Mich., called the Cedars 
of Dexter.

New construction is desir­
able because there isn't 
deferred maintenance caus­
ing the new owner to spend 
thousands on repairs, nor on 
massive amounts of updating. 
Owners want to move in, hang 
up their coats and hats and 
begin their new, retired life. 

In my search for senior 
communities in Wayne 
County, I have found 
Bradbury Park, and 
Crestwood condos in 
Plymouth. The Villas at Maple 
Creek are under construction 
in Canton. Hickory Ridge 
and Crestwood Manor are in 
Dearborn Heights and the 
Meadows in Garden City. 
Morley Manor is in Dearborn, 
a high- rise structure, but 
close to conveniences. 

There are other complexes 
that seniors find attractive 
because ofthe substantial 
number of ranch condos that, 
were built within the complex. 
But they are not designated 
senior complexes with the 

amenities about wliicli I have 
already spoken. 

Both Botsford Commons 
and Pendleton Club are in 
Farmington Hills. Botsford ' ' 
Commpiis jias more than the 
average arnenities. Tlie con­
dos are on the same campus 
as is the Commons building 
in which is situated a pool, 
library, dining room, movie 
theater, and health-care facili­
ties.

Q: We are In a mixed use 
development and the business 
portion of our condominium, 
In an effort to encourage foot 
traffic and improve the bottom 
line, v»snts to promote their 
businesses with signs and 
advertising In the front of the 
building and advertise in area 
publications. What can we do to 
stop that as residents? 

A: It all depends on your 
documents and what rights 
the business owners have 
to provide for advertising, 
if .any, if the association is 

responsible 
for the area 
where the 
new signage 
is being 
installed, 
the business 
owners may 
have to get 
permission 
from the 
association. 

Obviously, the association's 
potential concerns about 
attracting more people to 
the area must be weighed 
against the business 
owners' needs to keep 
their businesses going. In 
any event, the association 
should get legal counsel 
involved who will not be 
in a conflict between the 
two warring factions. 

I , 
Q: We have a problenn in. i 
our'cohlfomlnium with 
respect to various people 
hoarding property In their 
condominium and, eventually 
causing a safety hazard. 
What can we do to prevent 
the problem? 

A: There should be a 
restriction of a general 
nature regarding any 
conduct which would 
be detrimental to the 
interests and/or safety 
of the residents in your 
documents. 

You may also have 
a specific provision 
regarding excessive 
cluttering find, if 
necessary, some 
inspection mechanism 
to ensure that it has not 
been done. 

It is my experience 
that courts will issue 
injunctive orders if you 
can estiiblish that a 
co-owner is hoarding 
goods and/or materials 
which are flammable or 
otherwise dangerous, 
including food and drugs. 
An injunction issued 
by the court allows the 
association to enter the 
premises and remove the 
hazardous materials at 
the cost of the co-owner. 
Obviously, hoarding can 
be a sign of mental illness 
and making hoarders 

, remove their items can be 
traumatic. 

You may wish to 
contact the local social 
services department 
to make the process 
easier and to provide the 
resident with access to 
mental health providers.

For many people, regardless of age, 
summer Is a time wlicn worlc is low on your 
list of priorities. Pcrliaps ail tliosc years of 
tlirce-montli summer vacations as young 
students conditioned us lo thintc of June, 
July, and August as reprieves from using our 
brain. Even many offices let tlicir wori<crs 
leave early on Fridays during the summer. 

For job sceltcrs, tlic summer montiis can 
be particularly troublesome due to several 
factors. Aside from wishing they were 
outside sunning al llie pool rather lhan Inside 
typing up a resume, many job seclicrs have 
children at Iiomc for three montlis and need 
to entertain them. Nol to mention sciicduling 
conflicts of lite employers who arc ofTat 
some resort enjoying tlic sun and don't have 
time for interviews. Despite tlicse problems, 
however, summer isn't a lost cause for job 
seclcing. 
Why summer is a good time to job hunt 

"Conducting a job search during Ihc 
summer can be tricky, and il is important lo 
avoid the biggest hazards for job scclccrs 
during the summertime timing and 
schedules," says Pally Coficy, a partner in 
the information technology division of 
staffing firm Winter, Wyman. "Candidates 
shouldn't feel discouraged if the interview 
process takes extra lime, and those who can 
withstand a longer process may just find that 
perfect job." 

In fact, CofTcy offers these five tips for job 
seekers lo keep in mind during the summer: 
Some industries slow down in summer 

"Employees of many companies may 
actually have more time lo interview 
candidates in the summer, when tlicy aren't 
on vacation, because il isn't a busy lime for 
their organization," slic explains. 
Don't assume no one's hiring 

"Coinpanics still need to hire even when it 
is 95 degrees outside," Coficy reminds. "If 
you Slop your job search, you could miss out 
on some great opportunities. And you may 
face less competition if other job seekers arc 
buying into the summer slowdown myth." 
Be prepared to act quickly 

"While summer vacation schedules can 

prolong the interview process, they can also 
expedite it," she cautions, "if the schedules 
of all involved align, companies will speed 
up interviews -- lo even just one day - lo 
avoid the complexity of scheduling multiple 
meetings." 
Starting in the summer gives you more 
breathing room 

"Summertime is typically a less hectic 
time to transition lo a new job. Prospects can 
get acquainted with the company when 
fewer people arc in the ofllcc and things are 
slower. It can also be less traumatic for 
families if a move is involved, since children 

picnics and sports games in order to advance 
your career. Here's what ihey think you 
should be doing: 

"At the summer barbecue or pool parly, 
nclworkcrs should listen as well as talk. 
Listening establishes rapport and people are 
more likely to help you when they feel 
listened lo. Job seekers should never say, 
'I'm unemployed.' Il sounds passive and 
negative. If you are networking and not 
employed, the best thing to say is M'm in [a] 
career transition.' It puts you in the driver's 
seat. If you were caught in a downsizing, 
never say '1 lost my job' or 'I was laid off.'

Coffey says. 
Use summer hours to your advantage 

"Many companies have a more lax 
schedule in July and August," she reminds. 
"Bosses are oflen on vacation or may take a 
long lunch, so employees can slip away 
unnoticed. Vacation days arc more accepted 
-- boss won't think it is odd if you take a 
vacation day or two in August. In fact, you 
could even consider taking a 'job search 
vacation' where you conduct a week-long 
blitz of intense searching and interviewing." 
How to network and make connection.^ in 
the summer 

Now that you know summer is the perfect 
time to job hum, and maybe even the secret 
lo landing a job while everyone else has 
given up, you need to know how lo do it. We 
asked some career experts to give their best 
advice for making the most of summer 

Instead say. My position was downsized' or 
'my department was eliminated. Then, it 
sound less like the layoff was about you and 
more like il was about the financial 
operations oflhe company." - Marky Stein, 
career coach and author of "Fearless 
Resumes: The Proven Method to Gel a Great 
Job Fasl" 

"The challenge of summer networking is 
that so many oflhe venues and places are 
outside. Most of us are not walking around 
with our briefcases and resumes in hand. We 
forgcl lhat these summer places ofTcr real 
opportunities. 

"[My] Best advice: Keep your business 
cards with you wherever you go — in your 
pocket or wallet or glove compartment of 
your car. If you have a smartphonc, learn to 
use it by immediately uploading a new 
contact into it and beaming your contact info search slrategy\ career management, hiring 
to the person you have Just met. Be careflil: trends and workplace mi/er. 

since these are usually social or recreational, 
do not come across as too pushy. Keep it low 
key!" - Larry Chiagouris, professor of 
marketing at Pace University 

"The best thing about nclworking [at 
picnics, Softball leagues or tennis maichesj 
is people get to know the real you, the 
person behind the suit, the face and the 
personality. Be yourself! And connect with 
them on Linkcdin. 

"Considering most conversations ciihcr 
begin or end up focusing on what you do for 
a living, have that elevator speech planned 
but don't sound too canned. Bring business 
cards or connect with new contacts on 
Linkedin but know going into it what you're 
looking for. Identify what you want such as 
a company you want to work for and/or 
specific jobs and put yourself in the position 
to ask new contacts for help." - Vicki 
Salemi, author of "Big Career in the Big 
City" 

"Al limes, professionals forget the 
conversation starters and ways to look for 
making connections to build their 
networking. Ask probing questions lo find 
oul more about the other person. Don't talk 
all business but ask them about their 
personal interests outside of work, their 
family, their occupation and what made them 
select lhat industry, where they like to 
vacation and what arc their dreams and 
aspirations. When you find a common 
connection thai is when the real magic 
begins to happen. 

"I challenge people to keep asking 
questions on various topics until they find a 
common interest. I've personally done this 
and found people who attended the same 
university, from the same home town or like 
to vacation in the same type of relaxing 
vacations. This is how to build a 
professional network that can lead to long-
term rapport." - Sarah Hathom, CEO of 
Illustra Consulting, a corporate and 
individual professional consulting firm.

The economic woes of America's 
twenty-somethings have forced Scion to 
broaden its demographic target to 
include the rest of the Millennial 
generation, up to age 35, "It's a 
function of affordability and the state 
of economics for 18- to 24-year-olds, 
with high unemployment," said 
OwenPeacock, national marketing 
communications manager for Scion. 
"They're focused on things like college 
and debt load. At the end of the day, do 
you go with a small target or go after 
those who can actually buy a car now? 
So you need to adjust," 

TTie change is just one among a 
number that are reflected in a new 
Scion advertising campaign for the tC, 
its highest-volume model, that "stars" 
the Greek god Zeus in a series of 
humorous videos. The effort is also 
Scion's first marketing push to focus on 
a special-edition car, its most extensive 
use of humor in a broad advertising 
effort, and its richest use of video 
elements on social media. 

It's a time of vast recahbration for 
Scion overall. Sales were up 28 percent 
for the brand for the first half of the • 
year compared with a year earlier, even 
despite a messed-up supply chain 
because of the natural disaster in 
Japan in March, And just as Toyota

planned when it launched Scion as a 
separate brand in 2000, it enjoys the 
industry's strongest regard with young 
consumers, according to a recent 
survey by TrueCar, along with 
Mitsubishi find Mazda. 

But Scion never has reached 
Toyota's initial expectations, as sales 
tailed off to only 46,000 last year after 
peaking at 173,000 in 2006, in large 
part due to how hard the Great 
Recession hit young buyers. Moreover, . 
Scion's quirky models, especially in 
their second generations, haven't been 
able to distance themselves enough 
from the competition. 

The Zeus campaign is aimed • 
nominally at bolstering tC, a coupe that 
is by far Scion's highest-volume model 
these days. The onhne-only ads, titled 
"On the Set with Zeus," depict a Greek 
king of deities who is helpless, even in 

' his omnipotence, to figure out a coffee 
maker or to woo a human actress, even 
while he makes fim of "Greek yogurt" 
and brags about his itimesharei on 
Mount Olympus, 

The ad that also recently began 
appearing on TV, on young-skewing 
cable-TV networks such as Comedy 
Central and Spike, is the one that most 
highlights Scion tC, in a "high-voltage" 
bright yellow "created" by Zeus, Scion 

Scion's xB model was the brand's 
top seller until recently. 

is seUing only 2,200 of this 2012 tC 
Release Series 7.0, each also featuring 
contrasting black sideview mirrors, a 
customized body kit by Total Racing 
Development, push-button ignition for 
the first time in any Scion vehicle, 
glossy black-alloy rims and other 
design accents "inspired" by Zeus. 
There's also an original interactive 
game built around the "halo" model 
that has debuted with the new iPad 
edition of The Onion. 

"Usually we might do online flyers 
and handouts at auto shows when 
we're introducing a halo version," 
Peacock said. "Until now, we've never 
even featured one in a billboard. But 
we wanted to try something new. Also, 
the car has a beautiful yellow color, and 
it really pops. It has a really good 
package, so we figured, "Why don't we 
just put this up there and make it the 
centerpiece of a campaign and see what 
we've got?'" 

And for right now, the tC coupe 
defmitely is Scion's focus. The boxy xB 
model actually was Scion's best-seller 
of its three nameplates last year, but 
sales dropped nearly 20 percent from 
2009, to about 20,400 units, thanks to 

the recession and as a spate of other 
ilittle-boxi models from competitors, 
such as Nissan Cube and Kia Soul, 
eroded xB's design edge. Last year, tC 
sold only about 15,200 units, off 15 
percent, making it Scion's best 
performer on a year-to-year basis. Sales 
of the third model, xD, declined by 30 
percent last year, to about 10,100 imits. 

Last fall. Scion executives said they 
hoped to more than double sales of tC 
with a 2011-model-year redesign, a 
larger and more powerful update, that 
went on sale on October 1. At that time, 
they said, they planned to target 
Scion's itraditionali demographic. So , 
far, their plan seems to be working: 
First-half tC sales in the United States 
were nearly double year-eariier figures, 
at nearly 13,000 units, far eclipsing 
those of the xB and xD and fueling the 
brand's year-over-year showing. Adding 
fiirther optimism is the planned fall 
launch of a new model, the iQ 
"microcar" hatchback, with a unique 
"3 -t-1" seating arrangement that's 
been well received in Europe and other 
markets - and, reportedly, an FR-S 
rear-drive coupe next spring.
