The searcli for ways to save money in 
Novi is never ending. 

And this time city officials are look­
ing at the department of public ser­
vices for possible outsourcing oppor­
tunities. 

Currently, the DPS outsources pre­
ventative maintenance of select light-

duty, gasoline-powered vehicles in the 
city's fleet, and the request from the 
City Council was to look at additional 
areas where savings could be found. 

Rob Hayes, director of public servic­
es, has been evaluating the possibili­
ties since May and is requesting that 
the council put requests for proposals 
out for park maintenance and light 
equipment as well as light-duty vehi­
cles. Mission critical vehicles such as 

police vehicles and dump trucks would 
not be included. 

And while Hayes knows the impact 
it could have on his department, he 
also understands the economic hard­
ships facing the city. 

"It's not uncommon because cities 
are looking at every opportunity to 
save money," Hayes said. 'And they are 
looking at services that tend to be the 
same." 

The city has four mechanics who over­
see the 266 vehicles and pieces of equip­
ment in the city's fleet. One mechanic is 
assigned to the police department, and 
the other three work on the other 177 
vehicles and major pieces of equipment 
The mechanics also operate snow plows 
and do select building maintenance 
among other jobs.

Novi High School principal Carol 
Diglio knew the school had to do 
something to give the students time 
during the day to get extra help. 

But with the loss of seminar last 
year as the school transitioned to the 
six-period day, the students didn't have 
that. 

This year that will not be the case 
with the addition of Super Wednesday 

to the schedule. 
Super Wednesday, which includes 

academic advising as well as school-
business, is a 40-minute period after 
third period that will give students 
time to make up tests, work on home­
work, get homework help, visit with a 
counselor and more. 

"Students were coming before school 
or staying after, and it was difficult for 
them because they felt torn between 
trying to get help and making their 
after-school activities on time," she 

said. "This will give everyone a set 
time to get the support and help they 
need." 

Every teacher will have an academic 
advisory class, and they are respon­
sible for monitoring the student's 
progress and getting them help where 
needed. 

As a result of adding the academic 
advisory period, seventh period 
will be eliminated on Wednesday's 
only, thus ending the school day at 
2:01 p.m. However, extra-curricular 

activities will not start until 3:10 p.m. 
because that hour is being used for 
professional development for school 
staff. 

During that hour block, student 
ambassadors will be in the atrium 
every other Wednesday to assist stu­
dents who would like the help of a 
tutor. 

"Part of the goal is to also teach 
them time management," Diglio said, 
with the hope that students will use 
the hour at the end of the day for 
school work as well.

The current outsourcing tak-
mg place is estimated to save 
the city approximately 56,000, 
but it also has caused prob­
lems. The vendor is constantly 
pressuring the city for more 
work beyond the limited scope, 
and more administrative staff 
time is being used to manage 
the contract. They also do not 
want to renew the contract 
when it ends in September. 

"We have had some chal­
lenges," Hayes said. 

In looking at outsourcing in 
other areas, Hayes found three 
major areas of concern.

Three other areas were the 
loss of control in terms of 
directing repairs, timing and , 
completion of work, mainte- i 
nance work after hours would i 
be limited and also it would be' 
more expensive. ! 

Hayes said he has not heard j 
back from the council on 
how it wishes to proceed, but 
expects to get guidance in a 
couple weeks.

It may have seemed like 
just another day at the 
Meadowbrook Country Club 
last Monday as over 100 kids 
played and splashed in the 
pool — but it was much more 
than that.

Ellen Snedeker, principal 
at Maybury, said this type of 
experience "opens up their 
world." The party also was an 
incentive for the students as , 
only those who had perfect 
summer school attendance 
or only missed one day were 
allowed to come. 

"For our kids, many of them 
have never been in a pool or 
experience going,off a diving 
board and they were just glow­
ing when them came back," she 
said.

"Greetings from Camp 
Ritchie" postc.irds show a pic­
turesque, almost resort-like 
campiis where certainly any 
member of the military would 
want.to train. 

But, it wasn't just for any 
serviceman or woman. It was a 
place for specific soldiers with 
specific characteristics and 
skills that would be critical in 
fightingWorldWarll. 

Nestled in the Blue Ridge 
Mountains in Maryland, 
Camp Ritchie — named after 
Maryland Gov. Albert Ritchie, 
who served from 1920-35 
— was an intelligence camp 
where psychological warfare 
tactics were taught. 

Those who received the spe­
cial training became known 
as the Ritchie Boys and were 
selected for knowing the 
German language, culture 
and the German mentality. 
Most of them were Jewish 
boys who had immigrated to 
the U.S., including Guy Stern, 
who came to the United States 
from Hildensheim, Germany, 
when he was 15 years old. 

Soldiers took classes in 
German Army organization, 
Morse Code, studied The 
Order of Battle of the G e r m a n 
Army and more. 

Stern said the book was 
invaluable". 

"We'could look up com­
manders, signal calls, so we 
could overwhelm them with 
our knowledge," he said. 

Theyyid field exercises, role 
playing/close combat training 
and document reading. 

Their newfound skills, 
knowledge and tactics became 
their fierce weapons. 

"Everyone .it Camp Ritchie 
felt it was their war," said 
Stern. "And they had to be a 
part of it." 
, They knew they would be 

deployed. 
Some were shipped to 

Africa, some to Italy and oth­
ers to England. 

Stern remembers arriving 
at Lygon Arms in Broadway, 
England. Tlie Army headquar­
ters was at a British boarding 
school, where plans were made 
for the invasion. 

"I was very scared," said 
Stern, who was 21 years old 
at the time. "All of us were 
scared. I was a former German 
Jewish national." 

Stern's unit soon found 
itself on a loaded landing 
craft, making its way across 
the English Channel, to Saint 
Mere Eglise in Normandy, 
France. 

STORY COMES TO LIFE 
Stern told the story of the 

Ritchie Boys this week as 
he walked through a new 
exhibit, "Secret Heroes: 
The Ritchie Boys," at the 
Holocaust Memorial Center in 
Farmington Hills. 

Stern, curator, was instru­
mental, along with HMC 
executive director Stephen 
Goldman, in establishing the 
exhibit, which will be there 
until February. It will then 
travel to the Army History 
Museum at Fort Bragg, N.C.

DIGGING IN 
Stern had written about his 

experiences and the work of 
the Ritchie Boys years ago, but 
that was the extent of it. 

He told Goldman about the 
Ritchie Boys and Goldman . 
soon named him curator of 
what would be the first exhibit 
in the new gallery at the cen­
ter. 

Goldman said the gallery 
will house traveling exhibits, 
so people can have different 
experiences when they visit 
the center. 

"It gives people a reason to 

Stern started delved into his 
research. 

"Many people started help­
ing me and we started investi­
gating," he said. 

They went to the National 
Archives, the Library of 
Congress and four or five other 
archives, seeking information 
and documentation relating 
to the Ritchie Boys and their 
work. 

They located 50 of the 
Ritchie Boys. As the exhibit 
came together and plans were 
made for a reunion, which 
occurred last weekend, many 
of the Ritchie Boys said they 
couldn't travel to Michigan, 
from points all around the 
country, for health and other 
personal reasons. Fourteen 
said they could come to 
Michigan; 12 actually attend­
ed. 

"I was real excited about 
meeting the boys," said 
Goldman of the reunion. 

The exhibit and the reunion 
were a result of a lot ofwork by 
many, said Stern. 

"It was such a team effort," 
said Stern. "Everybody in this 
organization pitched in." 
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NINE PROFILES 
The exhibit is divided into 

four sections, which fol­
low nine of the Ritchie Boys 
through the events, from 
recruitment to training, to 
combat, to postwar civilian 
life. 

Fred Howard is one of them. 
"He was my closest friend," 

said Stern, pointing to a photo 
and narrative on the wall. 
"We formed sort of a two-man 
team — people said it was like 
'good cop, bad cop.'" 

Stern was known to disguise 
himself as a Russian commis­
sar, complete with a uniform 
adorned with medals. Fred 
Howard worked with him on 
this particular tactic. 

"If a prisoner refused to give 
information, (Howard) would 
say, *I have to turn you over to 
the liaison from the Russian 
Army,'" said Stern, noting that 
usually worked. 

Other tactics involved 
"becoming a buddy" to a pris­
oner to gain his trust. 

"If we talked about soccer 
for 15 minutes, then I disap­
peared as an American, then 

I could get the information I 
wanted from him," said Stern. 

Overwhelming the enemy 
with knowledge was another 
tactic used by the Ritchie Boys 
in getting valuable informa­
tion from the enemy. A third 
tactic involved good old-fash­
ioned bribery — they would 
give the prisoners something 
they wanted, like food and 
cigarettes, in exchange for 
information. 

A fourth tactic was pKiying 
on their fears, said Stern. 

They used mobile broadcast 
units at the German lines to 
shout propaganda and they 
distributed leaflets contain­
ing propaganda to weaken the 
resistance. 

Stern recalls that Cpl. 
Walter Midener single-hand­
edly got 340 German soldiers 
to surrender to him. 

"He was so persuasive," said 
Stern. "He got the silver medal 
for this." 

Tlie exhibit documents the 
post-war lives of the nine pro­
filed Ritchie Boys. 

"We split apart into all sorts 
of professions," said Stern, who

him. ;| 

"In a way, it's so emotion-
ally charged, because you saw 
the people who marched with >i 
you; the people who took the 
same chances and took on *; 

"Also' 
remarkjible was that so many 
young people were here at the ' 
reunion — they learned things 
about their forefathers that 
they didn't know before. It 
was a discover)' of their own 
heritage." 

And, that's not the only good 
thing that's come from the 
exhibit, hopes Stern. 

"I think the legacy of not 
only the Ritchie Boys, but the 
time we were active, we had 
a nation united in a common 
effort and we worked together," 
said Stern, who is 89 and lives 
in West Bloomfield. "I wsh for 
my country that the same com­
monality and effort will prevail 
in the future. Our nation can 
be great if we stand together."

"This is going to allow Drew 
to control his environment, 
and not be one hundred per­
cent reliable on others. Tlie 
more you can take a paralyzed 
person and give them indepen­
dence, the more you are help­
ing to preserve their sanity," 
Langan said. 

Langan, a Novi resident, 
said the goal is to have 130 
people play in the outing, and 
raise around 315,000, which is 
about the cost for the upgrades 
to Drew's wheelchair. 

Langan said Clayborn and 
his family are going to be at 
the golf outing. But it will not 
be a sad affair. In fact, he said 
oiganizers make sure it is just 
tlie opposite. 

"This event is festive and 
uplifting.. We want to make it a 
good time. We try to do some­
thing tliat is very, very posi­
tive. We're not going to key on 
Drew's life sentence. Rather, 
we want to key on his future 
and how we can help improve 
liis life," Langan said. "This is 
going to be an awesome event."

Gullapalli, founder of SRI 
Energy, LLC, each project 
begins with a site evaluation, 
development of a design that 
meets each client's energy and 
budget needs, assistance with 
local government permits 
along with seeking opportuni­
ties for state and federal grant 

' subsidies. 
Another benefit is that tlie 

installation has an anticipated 
payback of less than ten years 
which includes incentives from 

the federal government and 
DTE Energy's SolarCiirrenls 
program. SRI Energy will 
finance the installation 
through GE Money in a w.iy 
tiiat tlie owners' monthly pay­
ments will be less tlian the 
monthly energy costs.

Little ciiange in Michigan retail sales 

Slightly more Michigan retailers expect 
improved 3rd Quarter sales, following a small 
slip in sales performance during June, accord­
ing to the latest Michigan Retail Index survey 
conducted by Michigan Retailers Association 
(MRA) .ind the Federal Reserve Bank of 
Chicago. 

The future-outlook portion of tlie Index rose 
by three points while the current performance 
gauge dropped by nearly a point and a half dur­
ing June. 

"We don't see either change as very signifi­
cant," e.xplained James P. Hallan, MRA presi­
dent and chief executive officer. "Our lnde.\ 
numbers have been roughly the same for the 
past three months." 

Hallan pointed to the state's stubborn unem­
ployment rate as a reason that sales haven't 
shown much improvement this year. June's 10.5 
percent jobless rate was 0.2 points higher than 
May's and the highest since 10.7 in January. 

"We can't expect to see significant improve­
ment in retail sales until the unemployment 
rates starts moving below double digits." 

The Michigan Retail Index for June found 
that 42 percent of retailers increased sales 
over the same month last year, while 34 per­
cent recorded declines and 24 percent s.-iw 
no change. 

'I'he results create a seasonally iuljustcd per­
formance index of 52.1, down from r>3.3 in M.iy 
and 53.1 in April. 

Index values above 50 generally indicate an 
increase in overall retail activity. 

Looking forward. -l-S percent of retailers 
e.xpect sales during July-September to increase 
over the same period last year, while IS percent 
project a decrease and 37 percent no change. 
That puts the seasonally adjusted outlook index 
at 63.7, up from 60.5 in May and (iO.9 in April. 

Books-A-Million abandons Borders bid 
According to Chain Store Age, Iiooks-.-\-

Million said July 25 that it could not put a deal 
together to acquire tlie leases and assets of 30 
Borders bookstores out of bankruptcy. 

The company tried to secure the inventory, 
fi.xtures, equipment and leasehold interests 
for 30 Borders stores, but the parties could not 
agree on terms. Going out of business sales at 
these locations began, according to Clyde B. 
Anderson, Books-A-Million CEO. 

After filing for bankruptcy protection in 
February, Borders Group received court approv­
al two weeks ago to liquidate all 399 stores. 

Going-out-of-business sales at all Borders 
stores, inchidiiig the two in Novi, are now being 
led by a group led by liquidation firms ITilco 
Merchant Resources and Gordon Brothers 
Group, according to Chain Store .*\ge.

business. I have often won­
dered what box people were 
referring to. 

When I look around my 
desk, the computer, phone, 
folders, and personal esthetics 
are all boxes of some sort. So 
wlien we arc asked to "think 
outside tlie box", why are we 
barraged with boxes and why 
the urgency to think outside 
of them? Along with that, how-
docs the guided performance 
review help the "out of box" 
experience? Let's look at both 
of these ideas. 

Creative minds have pio­
neered and developed solu­
tions to some ofthe most . 
important problems within 
business. TTiey are often the 
catalyst to tomorrow's con­
cerns as well. When given the 
opportunity, the "outside of the 
box" mind can turn a company 
on a dime and turn waste into 
profitability. With this concept 
comes but twice a year the 
performance review. Usually 
starting with objective setting 
and tlien a stern measurement 
of those objectives, the per­
formance review is the key to 
most employee's compensation 
and advancement opportuni­
ties. 

When these two concepts 
are laid side by side, they don't 
make too much sense to me. 
If thinking outside the box is 
often the catalyst of perfor­
mance improvement for an 
organi'/^ation; shouldn't every

stops this notion of improve­
ment; the performance review 
itself 

In some organizations, the 
performance review is used 
as a tool of conformity rather 
than empowerment. It afflicts 
the ideas of numbers and tar­
gets on each employee in order 
to reward or discipline them. 
The performance review sets 
its objectives and sends a clear 
message to every employee. 
The message is usually a 'get 
there or else' communication. 
It can literally crush any hope 
of thinking outside the bo.x. 
Looking further, once a target 
is obtained by an employee, 
what's ne.xt? For instance, if 
back orders are suppose to be 
5% or less of the daily ship­
ments of a supplier and they 
are, shouldn't that employee 
receive the highest rating pos­
sible. Moreover, what if all the 
employees involved in back 
orders are reviewed against 
this same criteria? Shouldn't 
all the employees receive the 
highest rating? What is the out 
of box thinker to do? 

The solution lies within the 
concept ofthe team. First off, 
if you look around your office 
you'll realize that, as individu­
als the box we work in is too 

big to think out of alone. We 
need the help of a team to 
build a ladder that will allow 
us to crawl out of the box and 
think of solutions that are 
plausible for the organization 
and have long lasting resolve. 
Organizations need to review 
their performance objectives 
and charge every individual 
to learn and react to the busi­
ness climate, relying on the 
team concept. Moreover, 
teams need to have their own 
performance review with team 
objectives to think of solutions 
to today's business quandaries. 
Companies should consider 
removing the archaic targets 
of yesterday and motivate its 
departmental teams to think 
outside the box. 

Companies who decide to 
adopt the team-driven objec­
tive will notice an immediate 
change in their operations. 
Letting the team think out­
side of the box will allow for 
stronger more driven results. 
The other phrase that pairs 
well with the team concept is 
'Rome wasn't built in a day". 
Those that use the team objec­
tive concept realize it wasn't 
built by one person with a 
single objective either

For people who lived through 
the Great Depression and 
World War II — or whose 
parents did — that little ditty 
represents words to live by So 
it's no surprise that Fox Run 
retirement community resi­
dents in Novi helped to develop 
and now oversee the recycling 
program at their 120-acrc 
campus. In 2010, Fox Run's 
combined total of paper, card­
board, metal, and plastic s.aved 
98 tons of trash from the land­
fill; that's roughly 300 cubic 
yards. Proceeds in 2010 from 
the community's paper recy­
cling, which benefit Fox Run's 
benevolent care fund, totaled 
$1,337.27. Total collected for 
the fund since the inception of 
recycling at Fox Run in 2004 
has reached almost S8,000. 

A committee of residents 
interested in recycling 
spearheaded the effort to 
recycle papers, junk mail and 
magazines. Residents Dorcen 
Poupard, Peg Quigley and 

Carolyn Benivegna formed 
a steering committee and 
explored what could and 
couldn't be accomplished. Fox 
Run staff contacted recycling 
companies and negotiated 
contracts that added card­
board, metal, and plastic to 
Fox Run's program. 

Both Poupard and Quigley 
had lived in communities that 
recycled — Poupard in Ann 
Arbor and Quigley in Troy. 
"We had a little green in our 
hearts," Poupard said. 

The steering committee's 
key to success lay in its com­
prehensive and methodical 
approach. It launched a pilot 
program that included just 
two of Fox Run's residence 
buildings. Things expanded 
gradually from there. 

The approach comprised 
four components: education, 
convenience, monitoring, 
and recognition. "We created 
handouts, held information 
sessions, and recruited resi­

dent volunteers to meet with 
anybody who hadn't attended 
a session," says Poupard. The 
sessions were humorous show-
and-tell presentations of what 
could and couldn't be recycled 
and why. The committee also 
videotaped one of the sessions 
and aired it on Fox Run's in-
house TV channel. In May of 
2011, the committee also spon­
sored an educational session 
on plastics including a speaker 
and a video. 

The four components 
remain in place today. New 
residents receive information 
about recycling and even get 
a tour of their building's recy­
cling room. 

Poupard and Quigley served 
as recycling coordinators for 
their residence buildings early 
on, and each still does. Every 
building also has a cadre of 
volunteer monitors. 

Glo Whan is one of 
Meadowbrook Square resi­
dential building's seven moni­

tors. The Ford retiree who 
worked for Ford Motor Land 
Development Corp. says her 
recycling is ingrained. During 
World War 11, she recalls, 'My 
mother washed and ironed . 
the tin foil, rolled it on a paper 
towel roll, and re-used it. That 
stuck with me." 

Whan checks her building's 
seven 96-gallon recycling bins 
once a week to remove items 
that don't belong or are in the 
wrong bin. She never has to 
trudge out into the weather 
to do it because Saeger made 
recycling convenient — she 
located each building's recy­
cling room on the lower level 
by the elevator. 

Fox Run's clubhouses and 
kitchens also participate. They 
crush the large aluminum cans 
and bind up cardboard from 
their supply delivery's. The Hunt 
Club Cafe at Fox Run recently 
switched firom non-recyclable 
Styrofoam takeout containers to 
reusable plastic ones.

Novi's public safety depart­
ment is not going to stop 
responding to alarms anytime 
soon. 

But when it comes to false 
alarms, a new ordinance that 
has been in place since April is 
attempting to curtail some of 
the unnecessary action. 

The police department has 
implemented cost recovery for 
false burglar alarms for several 
years, and the fire department 
recently started doing the 
same for false fire alarms. The 
first two false alarms are just 
warnings, but the third comes 
with a charge of S50 and the 
sixth and up $190. 

Sgt. Michael Warren said 
this is not just a Novi issue but 
a nationwide issue, and one 
that needs the help of business 
owners and residents alike. 

"We are always going to 
respond, but we do have to 
m.ake sure we are making good 
use of our resources," he said. 

"And our officers responding 
on habitual false alarms is not 
a good use." 

Since the ordinance went 
into place for commercial fire 
alarms only, there have been 
45 false alarms. Five of the 
alarms exceeded the threshold 
for the number of false alarms 
allowed, and the amount billed 
thus far by the city is $530. 

There have been 47 false 
residential alarms since June 
21 requiring police to respond, 
and only one has resulted in 
charges. 

One reason for the lack of 
repeat offenders is city officials 
have contacted businesses that 
have had an excessive amount 
of false alarms over the years 
and asked them to voluntarily 
use an enhanced call verifi­
cation system. The system 
requires the alarm company 
to first call the business and 
emergency contact before call­
ing police. 

One business, which was one 
ofthe worst offenders, has had 
only two false alarms since the 

beginning ofthe year includ­
ing none in the last three 
months. 

And of the top 13 offenders 
from 2010, eight have reduced 
the number of false alarms 
significantly, according to 
Warren. 

The idea behind the cost 
recovery program was not to 
generate revenue for the city, 
but rather hold people and 
businesses accountable. 

"It's a gradual reminder that 
we want these people to make , 
sure their systems are work­
ing," said Jeff Johnson, director 
of EMS and fire operations. "If 
all we are doing is continuously 
going back to the same places 
over and over again and they 
aren't fixing problem, we need 
a mechanism to let them know 
they have to maintain it." 

Because of the success ofthe 
businesses who volunteered to 
use enhanced call verification 
system, it is possible the city 
might update the ordinance 
again to address how to better 
use it.

; The Kensington Lakes Activities 
' 'Association just finished its third year in 
existence.' ' 
• It is mostly made up of the former KVC 
and WLAA leagues combining with a 
new school in South Lyon East, a pair of 
Walled Lake Schpols and Grand Blanc 
entering the league when the Parker High 
'School in Howell never came to fruition. 

The league had a few kinks when it was 
formed and things have changed mostly 
for the good as a whole. ' 
.' One thing that has remained a constant 
in the short span ofthe new league, the 
K L A A is a heavy-hitter on the state scene 
in many sports. 
. The following is the first of three 
installments, looking at how the KLAA 
has performed in the state playoffs/state 
finals scene by season, starting with 
sprmg sports. 

GIRLS SOCCER 
; One of the most dominant sports in 
all the K L A A is girls soccer. The Central 
Divisioii is basically a who's who of state 
powerhouses with State Champ Novi, 
Northville, Salem and Livonia Stevenson 
packed into the same division, 
j Novi earned its back-to-back title and 
fifth in seven yearsJ The 2010 title came 
against KLAA member Plymouth. , 
' Northville coach Eric Brucker gave a 
breakdown of how the K L A A has fared in 
the state playoffs. . 
; "I think that we are one i f not the pre­

mier league for Division I girls soccer," he 
said. "In 2010, the K L A A had four ofthe 
final eight teams in the playoffs and both 
finalist. In 2011, the K L A A had two ofthe 
final eight teams and the D l champion. 

"Overall, I would put the talent m our 
Association against any conference in the 
nation. Our division/conference is great 
preparation for the state playoffs." 

For South Lyon, things are brutal for . 
the school that plays at D2 in some sports 
and is usually one of the smallest Dl 
schools in other sports. 

"We play the best, hands down," said ' 
South Lyon coach Tracee Senter. "Soccer 
has always been strong in the old KVC 
and WLAA. It's just that much stronger 
with the merger. No question the K L A A 
is the premiere soccer conference in the • 
state." 

BOYS TRACK AND FIELD 
Both the boys and girls track teams 

have shown top-notch abilities at the 
Division 1 State Finals. 

Lakeland coach David Browne breaks 
down some of the numbers on the boys • 
side. 

"The KLAA placed six teams in the 
4x800 into the state finals. Five of those 
teams placed in the top eight," he said. 
"Five teams from the K L A A made it in 
the 1600 relay — two placed in the top 
eight. Waterford Kettering had the state 
champ in the long jump. Five made it in 
the shot put, two in the top eight. Seven 
made the finals in the 800 - one A l l -
Stater from Northville." 

But distance is what the KLAA really 

shines in. 
"In the 1,600, the K L A A placed IS 

of the 31 finalists, including four of the : 
top eight," said Browne. "Twelve of the • 
36 finalists in the 3,200 were from our 
league, including three of the top eight. 

'Competing incur league on a weekly 
basis definitely helps prepare our kids for 
state competition," said Browne. "You can 
always count on a state quality competi­
tion in at least one event. That really helps 
to push our kids." ' 

Milford track coach Brian Salyers 
brings up another point that effects all of 
the boys sports in the area. . 

"Since moving the school out of Redford 
to the Heart of the Kensington Lakes 
Activities Association, they made a resur-. 
rection as a state power in nearly every 
sport," said Salyers. "While the school 
pulls from over 70 zip codes, I am sure 
that the core numbers of their athlete 
teams reside in within the boundaries of 
the KLAA.. ' 

"So not only are the K L A A programs 
e.i£celling in a multitude of sports,' they are 
serving as a feeder program for the DCC 
athletic teams." 

GIRLS TRACK AND FIELD 
The girls were also able to burn up

As ttie Bilkie Family 
Field, under construction 
on Theodore Street behind 
Central IVIiddle School in 
Plymouth, nears comple­
tion, the Miracle League of 
Plymouth has opened registra­

"We've had a lot of interest all 
summer. We have a long list of 
people we've just sent the infor­
mation to," said Deb Madonna, 
the league's commissioner and 
co-ctiair of the committee that 
put together both the plan for 
bringing the field, designed 
for special-needs players, to 
Plymouth, and the fundraising 
that made it possible.

Tlie summer months are the per­
fect time for avacation getaway. 
Unfortunately, they are also the perfect 
time for a home robbery. According to 
the FBI, July and August have the high­
est rates of burglaries. Better Business 
Bureau is advising homeowners, who 
are looking to secure their property 
this summer, to do their research when 
picking a home security system. 

According to an Academic Study of 
Home and Business Security by Temple 
University, the Electronic Security 
Association says that homes without 
security systems are about 3 times more 
likely to be broken into than homes 
\vith security systems. (Actual statis­
tic ranges from 2.2 times to 3.1 times, 
depending on the value ofthe home.) 
Losses due to burglary average $400 
less in residences wth security systems 
than homes without alarm systems. 

Although no system makes your 
home completely burglar-proof, a 
home security system can reduce your 
chances of being burglarized and give 
you some peace of mind. In 2010, BBB 
received nearly 25,000 inquiries fi-om 
customers asking about burglar alarm 
systems. 

"It's important to investigate the pur­
chase of a home security system with 
the same care you would any major 
purchase," said Patrick Bennett, direc­
tor of Community Relations of the 
Better Business Bureau Serving Eastern 
Michigan and the Upper Peninsula. 
"There are too many door-to-door sales­
people selling home security systems 
out there that don't always have your 
best interest at heart." 

BBB advises consumers to do the fol­
lowing when looking to invest in a home 
security system: 

•Choose a professional installer. The 
best home security system will accom­
modate your hfes^le and specific 
valuables you want protected. CarefirUy 
consider your security requirements 
and budget. You may also get recom­
mendation from the insurance company 
that covers your home. Deal only with 
reputable firms and check out the com-

and if they screen employees before hir­
ing. Make sure to check with the ESA 
website for a list of member companies 
throughout the United States who have 
agreed to abide by the National Code of 
Ethics. 

•Ask about all charges up front. 
Prices for home security systems will 
vary, based on the level of protection 
and type of technology used,sobesure 
to compare apples-to-apples bids on 
similar systems. Do not forget to factor 
in the initial installation charge, as well 
as monthly monitoring charges. Also, 
talk to your insurance agent; some sys­
tems may qualify you for a discount on 
homeowner's premiums. 

•Knowtheins and outs ofyour' 
contract. If your alarm system will be 
monitored, either byyour installing 
company or by a third-party monitoring 
center, find out the length of the con­
tract. Typically, monitoring contracts 
are between two to five years in length. 
What is your recourse if you are not sat­
isfied with the services provided? Can 
you cancel the contract? What are your 
rights if your monitoring company is 
purchased or acquired by another alarm , 
company? If the alarm sounds; does the 
company first notify you or the policeja 

'How sbbn? What happens if ydu'cs^ 
be reached? Does the company have a 

local security patrol car? Are there costs 
for false alarms — and if so, who pays? 
What's the early termination fee if you 
move? These are the types of questions 
you need to consider before you obligate 
yourself to a long-term contract. 

•Insist that the installer "walk" you 
through your system until you fully 
understand how it works. 'This will pre­
vent the most common problem: false 
alarms. False alarms are an indicator 
of the quality of the alarm installation 
and user education. Ask for a complete 
inspection of your property and an 
itemized written estimate. Review the 
sales contract closely to ensure you 
understand Kcactiy what equipment ' 
and protection you will be provided. 

•Beware of "Door ICnockers." The 
BBB has received reports of "high pres­
sure and fear selling practices" from 
door-to-door Home Alarm System 
salespeople. These salespeople were 
citing false police reports of recent 
burglaries that had not happened or 
are making claims that the resident's 
current alarm provider has gone out 
of business. Some home owners were 
misled into signing a contract for a new 
system, before canceling the contract on 
their existingsystem or they discovered • 
That their ™iTeM''yami provider was"' 
hot out of business, resulting in their 

having to pay for two different alarm 
systems at the same time. 

Additional advice: 
•You do not have to let door-to-door 

salespeople into your home. 
•If you are not interested, say "good­

bye" and shut the door. 
•Individuals should provide creden­

tials and identification. 
•They should be able to display proof 

of a city-provided neighborhood solici­
tation permit. 

•Ask if the company is local, regional, 
or national! 

•Do not be misled by false police 
reports. 

•Do not be pressured into signing 
a contract — if the deal is good today 
it will be good tomorrow. Beware of 
claims of "limited offers" and that the 
company is ready to immediately install 
the system. Reputable companies let 
you compare bids and engage in a 
comprehen5i\-e review of your security 
needs. 

•Be sure to completely read and 
understand any contract before signing, 
and remember your FTC, "right to can­
cel" a contract within 72 hours since it 
is signed at your home.

Sales of Ford's newest U.S. models 
are mounting nicely. More Explorers 
already sold in the first half than all 
of last year. Focus sales were up 9 
percent for the period despite second-
quarter availability constraints. And 
Fiesta became Ford's third-best-
selling nameplate during the first six 
months from basically nothing as it 
got its start a year earlier. 

But even more important to Ford 
executives than the encouraging sales 
results is who are buying Explorer, 
Focus and Fiesta, and how much 
they're spending. U.S. purchasers are 
loading up these vehicles to a 
remarkable extent, and they are a 
younger cohort ~ and more often from 
the West Coast - than Ford has 
enjoyed In decades. 

"It's full steam ahead," said Robert 
Parker, group marketing manager for 
Ford, who professed that he's not even 
concerned that a full supply of 
Japanese-brand small cars and fuel-
efficient crossovers expected in the 
second half will slow the momentum 
being enjoyed by any ofthe Ford 
nameplates. "We'll hit our stride when 
everyone else is also hitting their 
stride. We've compared extremely 
favorably with the competition and 
with the technology we have that the 

competition doesn't have. We'll break 
through to a new set of buyers and 
retain the buyers we already have." 

Overall inventoryof the liew Focus, 
launched earlier this year, has been 
turning in just 11 days, compared 
with a typical healthy level of 30 to 45 
days, Parker said. Throughput for the 
Titanium version, the highest level 
for Focus - with leather seats, reverse 
camera and rain-sensing wipers ~ has 
been just six days. "It's a better place 
to be than the alternative," he said. 

The key has been how Focus has 
been drawing the younger buyers 
targeted by Ford, and how they've 
been driving away from dealersliips 
with heavily contented cars. More 
than one in six Focus sales is to 
Millennial consumers. Ford said, more 
than for the Hyundai Elantra and 
equal to the fast-selling Chevrolet 
Cruze. And it is drawing more 
buyersages 33 through 55 than 
before, while purchasers 56 years old 
and up are declining as a percentage. 

"The desigii is getting attention," 
Parker explained, with Focus's 
hatchback rear end proving "a 
breakthrough for more Eurocentric 
buyers, people who were buying a 
European hatchback. Now we're on 
their radar. That includes more

higher-income buyers and import 
owners. But overall more important, 
he said, is "the technology inherent in 
the vehicle," especially Sync. The 
"take rate" for Sync in Focus is 75 
percent, driven in part by customers 
enthused about how they can bring 
their own music on iPods and other 
devices into the car and just plug it 
in. 

Fiesta is no slouch either. In June, it 
enjoyed a rousing 18-percent share of 
subcompact-car consideration on 
Edmunds.com, near the level it has 
had since its debut in mid-2010. 
Meanwhile, Fiesta's share of segment 
sales rose to 12 percent in June (and 
had been as high as 16 percent in 
March) from just 3 percent at launch. 
In the fevered environment for sales 
ofgas-sipping cars in the first half. 
Fiesta's days-to-turn fell sharply, to 
38 days at the end of June from 66 
days at the end of March. 

One way that Ford aimed hard at 
Millennial consumers with Fiesta was 
to make it much easier and more 
reliable for them to order accessories 
to trick out their rides. That has 
included putting Ford-authorized 
accessory wheels and interior 

packages right on the dealership 
order form for the car. As a result, for 
instance, about 10 percent tjf Fiestas 
are ordered with an expensive "piano 
black-and-white" interior. And overall, 
more than 25 percent of Fiesta buyers 
throw in pricey accessory options. 

As with Fiesta and Focus, higher • 
contenting for the new Explorer 
version has become the norm, 
Peterson said, about 40 percent for 
the robustly appointed Limited series. 
•Transaction prices areup about 10 
percent over those for the model it 
replaced. The take rate for MyFord 
Touch in Explorer has reached 92 
percent.

Many consumers also are attracted 
by a 3mpg improvement in Explorer's 
fuel economy to a level that Ford said s 
is segment-leading.
