percent participation
rate, which is required by
the No Child Left Behind
legislation for all stu-
dents and each subgroup

A press release 1ssued
by the district Monday .
morning noted that in
the economically disad- -

vantaged subgroup two
students had their tests
invalidated because they
used celi phones while on
their breaks, thus caus-
ing the drop bplow 95 per-
cent.

The other subgroup
drop was because a spe-
cial education student
refused to take the test,

tion rate in that subgroup
below 93 percent.

District of ficials
appeals to'the MDE, but it
was denied.

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Rotary club of Novi awarded grant
to provide clean water in Ecuador

The Rotary Club of .
Novi along with the Rota-
ry clubs of Milan and
Chatham, Ontario has
been awarded a Rota-
ry [nternational Glob-
al Grant to provide clean
water for selected com-
munities in Ecuador.

On Sept. 25, Gary Sobot-
ta of the Ratary Ciub of
Novi will [ead a team cer-
tified technicians to con-
duct a workshop on the
construction of a bio-sand
water filters. The work-
shop will be conducted
in Cuenca, Ecuador and
will be attended by desig-
nated manufacturers and
community health work-
ers from the participating
rotary clubs in Ecuador.
This warkshop will offer
instruction and hands-
on experience for par-
ticipants in the construc-
tion of the filter, inelud-
ing melding and curing
of the concrete housings,
selection and installation
of graded sand media,
manufacture of diffus-
er basins and lids. Par-
ticipants will gain a clear

understanding of the
rationale behind the fil-
ter design, how to install
and commission it and
instruct hausehaolders on
its correct usage.

Bio-sand filters are
affordable and require
little maintenance
and remove 98.5 per-
cent of bacteria, 95 per-
cent of turbidity, and
90 to 95 pevcent of iron
in controlled lahorato-
ry settings. The popu-
Jations in the communi-
ties to be served are eco-
nomically poor, not hav-
ing any access to clean
and safe water. Water is
sometimes distributed
through arttiquated sys-
tems, mostly contaminat-
ed by graund waters. Oth-
£I' Common water sourc-
es are polluted streams
and rivers and shallow
wells dug in areas where
sanitation is nonexistent,
Water can be purchased
at costs that exceed the
economic possibilities of
the families.

The selected manufac-
turers and community

health workers will ran-
ufacture, maintain and
monitor bio-sand water
filters in cach selected
province, transferring
their newly-acquired
knowledge on to vil-
lage residents using the
water filters. This proj-
ect will provide a total
of 634 Bio-sand filters to
be installed in 634 house-
hglds and 20 Schools and
over 4 period of 18/24
months

After all, it wasn't
too long ago when a new
release (rom Blockbust-
er cost a customer $5 or
more,

In fact, NetFlix is just
one of many options TV
and movie lovers have
that wasn't available five
or 10 years ago.

In the last decade, TIVO
and digital video record-
ers have become main-
stays in American homes.
They provide much more
convenient options than
the VCR — as do cable
companies such as WOW
and Corncast, which offer
on-demand new releases
and free-on-demand for
older media.

TV networks have also
tried to lure viewers
and advertisers to their
sites by offering full epi-
sodes on their websites.
Networks such as ABC,
NBC, CBES, Fox, MTV and
more each offer full epi-
sodes of their most popu-
lar shows.

“My time here has .
really flown by,” Mar-
tin said. “I can't tell you
how excited I am about
this season. This team is
really coming together
and the seniors are deter-
mined to make sure we
have no regrets once it's
over.”

New direction
Martin is savoring the
re-energized atmosphere
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created by the January

hiring of new U-M head

coach Brady Hoke.
“Coach Hoke has a huge

understanding about

what it means to play
football for the Univer-
sity of Michigan,” Mar-
tin said, “He's createda -
lot of excitement and the
guys are anxious to play
for him, Every practice is
upbeat with a quick tem-
po. It's been a lot of hard
work, but it's been fun,
tao.

“The biggest thing
coach Hoke harps on is
team, team, tear. We've
learned a lot zbout Ba
Schembechler and why
Michigan was successful -
when he was here.”

Not long after he was
tabbed ta lead the U-M
football program, Hoke
hired former Baltimore
Ravens defensive coor-
dinator Greg Mattison to
join his rebuilding proj-
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Redford native Mike Martin
hopes to lead a revamped

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y: Most still

prefer owning
over renting

Most Americans still believe
that owning a home is a solid
financial decision, and a major-
ity of renters aspire to home
ownership as along-term goal.
That’s according to the 2011
National Housing Pulse Sur-
vey released recently by the
National Association of Real-
tors, which found 72 percenc
of renters surveyed said own-
ing a home is a top priority for
their futwre, up from 63 percent
in 2010. ) .

Seven in 10 Americans also
ugreed that buying a home is a
good financial decision while
almost two-thivds said now is a
good time to purchase a home,
the survey found. The annu-
al survey, which measures
how affordable housing issues
affect consumers, also found
that mare than three quarters
of renters (77 percent) said
they would be less [ikely to buy
a home if they were required
to put down a 20 percent down
payment on the home, and a
strong majority (71 percent)
believe a 20 percent down pay-
ment requirement could have a
negative impact on the housing
market.

Local Realtors are encour-
aged by survey results. Real-
tor Rich Eisiminger of Plym-
outh-based RichRealty said, “So
many owners have been forced
into the renter market, It's
exciting to see they still want
to own a home. I'm pleasantly
surprised at that, I would say it
goes back to our American her-
itage. Everybody wants to own
a piece of land.

“There's something to be said
about ownership,” Eisiminger
added. Paying off of a mortgage

remains achievable, he said; his :
. “buy a home don't openiew’
- credit cards if you want to qual- -

mentdr for that theory is the

nationally known Dave Ramsey.

“T believe that is ssomething that
is achievable and can be achiev-
able,” Eisiminger said, adding
the mortgage doesn't have te be
30 years.

Eisiminger said a convention-
al mortgage with 20 percent
down remains best, "But there
is other means of FHA, other
mortgages out there,”

His mentor Ramsey, who
does maotivational speaking,
advocates living within means,
“Handling money God'’s way
and Grandma's way,” with the
focas on getting out of debt and
being debt-free.

There's been recent debate

on requiring a 20 percent down
payment for a morigage, and
Regltors have thoughts on that
aswell.

"There needs to be variables
that you can come in less than
20 percent,” Eisiminger said.
Some are at 10 percent, maybe
self-cmployed and don'l want
an FHA mortgage. "I think the
long-term interest rate should
stay somewhat the same,” he
said.

[ don't agree with 5 percent
that’s for sute,” or with no mon-
ey down. “The lending of easy
money became our downlall by
falsely appreciating real estate
values,”" Eisiminger said.

zealtor Tony Schippa of Cold-
well Banker Preferred Plym-
outh is president of the Western
Wayne County Association of
Realtors, which is merging with
the Metrepolitan Conselidat-
ed Association of Realtars, “I
think they're pretty accurate,”
he said of NAR survey resulis.
“1 s1ill think people want to buy
a home.

“I tell them it's a great time to
buy right now.” There remain
properties thataren't bank-
owned, althongh some proper-
ties are getting multiple offers.
“Financing can still be a chal-
lenge,” he said. People worry
about their credit scores.

Some parents give money to
heln children with a down pay-
ment, Schippa said. “I think
overall people still want to own
a home and they're looking to
get something.”

He's handling a closing ona
cordo in Ann Arbor for a cou-
ple’s daughter attending gradu-
ate school there, “The daughter
didn’t necessarily want to rent
and the family's in the financial
availability to do that,” Schip-
pa said.

He telis those wha want to

ify for a mortgage, Redford
has some good housing prices,
Schippa added.

He emphasizes that house
payments are often lower than
rent, “It makes financial sense

«for peaple to get into a proper-
ty. The market will come back,
it’s just a question of time,”
Schippa said.

Not all Detroit-area residents
are working, so putting down
20 percent can be hard, he said.
With averzge wages stagnant,
it's hard to save that amount,
“They should have some equi-
ty into the property when they
buy it,” Schippa said.

“We do have inventory. Inter-
est rates are at an all-time low,”
he added. “Now’s the time to
buy.” !

National real estate lead-
ers are encouraged by the sur-
vey responses. "Despite the
economic setbacks Americans
have experienced in today's
current climate, it is clear that
a strong majority still believe
in home oivnership and aspire
toown a home,” said NAR Pres-
ident Ron Phipps, broker-pres-
ident of Phipps Realty in War-
wick, R.I, “However, achiev-
ing the dream of home owner-
ship will become increasingly
difficult for buyers if they are
required to make a 20 percent
down payment, whichmay be a
reality for many of tamorrow'’s
buyers if a proposed Quaiified
Residential Mortgage rule is
adopted. That is why Realtors
are strongly urging regulators
to go back ta the drawing board
on the proposed rule.”

Defining the QRM rule is
important because it will deter-
mine the types of mortgages
that will generally be available
to bovrowers in the future. As
currently praposed, borrowers
with less than 20 percent down
will have to choose between
higher fees and rates today —
up to 3 percentage points more

they save up the necessary
down payment,

Qver half — 51 percent — of
self-described "working class”
homeowners as well as younger
non-college graduates (51 per-,
cent}, African Americans (57
percent) and Hispanics {50 per-
cent) who currently own their
homes reported that a 20 per-
cent down payment would have
prevented them from becoming
OWNers.

Pulse surveys for the past
eight years have consistent-
ly veported that having enough
money for a down payment and
closing costs are top abstacles
that make housing unaffordable

for Americans. Eighty-two per-
cent of respondents cited these
as the top obstacle, followed by
having confidence {n ane's job
security.

The survey alsa feund
respondents were adamantly
against eliminating the mort-
gape interest deduction. Two-
thirds of Americans oppose
eliminating the tax benefit,
while 73 percent believe elimi-
nating the MID will have a neg-
ative impact on the housing
market as well as the overall
economy.

When asked why home own-
ership matters to them, respon-
dents cited stability and safe-
ty as the top reason, Long-
term economic reasons such
as building equity followed
closely hehind, On a local lev-
el, respondents said neighbors
falling behind on their mort-
gages and the drop in home val-
ues were top concerns. Foreclo-
sures also continue to remain
a large concern, with almost
haif of those surveyed citing
the issue as a problem in their
area.

Mercedes-Benz during the

BMW brand
sold about
135,000 vehicles yearto date
through July, and last month
upped its edge over the
Mercedes brand, which sold
about 130,000 during the
first seven maonths. Lexus
brand sales were off by 1%
percent in July and are off by
19 percent for the seven
months, even though
availability has begun to
return to form. Audi and
even Lincoln staged their
own surges during the
month as the entire segment
began easing into the
traditional summet sell-
down.

One obstacle is out of the
way for luxury sales for the
rest of the year, at. least for
now: doubts sewn among
upper-income consumers
about the U.S. debt and
budget situation. To be sure,
equity markets have taken a.

couple of weeks, a dip that,
if extended, bodes ill for the
willingness of many laxury-
vehicle consumers to buy

Nevertheless, executives
inthe segment continue to
profess confidence in their
own future performances
and, to some degree, the
luxury market as a whole.
“Despite the recent
economic news, our BMW
Group sales inJuly
continued their good
momentum,” said Jim
O'Donnell, president and
CEQ of BMW of North
America.

\Nearly every major
luxury brand - inctuding not
only the Germans but also
Buick, Lincoln and Infiniti ~
have embarked on bold plans
to scramble at least closer ta
the top of the heap as Lexus
has at least temporarily
slipped off the pinnacle,

BMW, like its rivals,
scheduled launches of new
products in the second hatf
including the 528xi, the first
alt-wheel-drive, entry-level
version of its hot-selling 5
Series. Recently, Daimler CEQ
Dieter Zetsche was
reminding employees in
Frankfurt that the company
will use rivals’ success as

Several players predict
that full-year sales in the
luxury market will end up
about flat with 2010 after
first-half sales this year were

“Fhe overall [luxury]
market is fragile and
uncertain, so we're heing
cautious about that,” said
Matt Granger, general
manager of retail sales for
Audi of America. “The .
