April of 2012,

The exact dates of the
work this year have not
yet been determined,
pending meetings with
the selected contrac-
tor. The work to be
performed this year is
expected to take about
three days to complete,
and will involve inter-
mittént lane closures.

The 2012 work wiil
include base repair
and the application of
three inches of new
asphalt to the road.
Safety improvements
are also part of the
project, including the
addition or extension
of right-turn lanes at
several location, the
addition of three-faot
paved shoulders and
the reconstruction of
pedestrian crosswalks
to comply with cur-

rent Americans with

Disabilities Act {ADA)

requirements. Con-

crete curbs and gutters
will be added where -
needed to ensure
proper drainage.

The total project
cost is expected to be
approximately $4.1
million. Qf that, just
over $3.3 million is
being paid for with
federal funds. RCOC is
contributing $464,000,
while the city is adding
$272,000 and Qakland

Like physical pain, emo-
tional and spiritual pain
can be treated. When
pain s identified, physi-
cal pain symptems can be
treated to allow patients
and families to focus on
their relationships. Volun-
tecrs, spiritual care coor-
dinators and social work-
ers offer their assistance,
with activities, such as
meditation, prayer, music
therapy, massage ther-
apy, pet therapy and art
therapy, which can help
reduce despair and dis-
tress.

We need to begin by
understanding and
accepting that emotional
and spiritual pain is real
and can hurt just as much
as physical pain. Over-
loaking or ignoring signs
of emational and spiritu-
al distress do nothing to
improve quality of life or
patient care. Name-call-
ing may not break a bone,
but it leaves a scar no dif-
ferent than sticks and
stones.

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Novi schools prepared
to ‘handle the truth’

the movie A Few Good

Men, Jack Nicholson's
character, when pressed
o tell the truth, screams,
"You can't handle the
truth.” He then goes on
to defend that hiding
the truth or revealing
only part of the truth is
acceptable because soci-
ety does not really want
to know how things get
done. :

It appears that the state
of Michigan has been
using that Jack Nich-
oisen line of reasoning
for several years. Their
actions suggest that they
did not think our parents,
students and comznuni-
ty could handle the truth
about school and student
achievement. As a result,
the state created a sys-
tern that hid the true per-
formance of our students
and gave all of us a false
sense of security about
student achievement.

How do I know this?
Last year if you were in
third grade you could be
identified as proficient in
math f you answered 18
of the 53 questions cor-
rectly. That's 34 percent
correct, It was worse in
fourth grade math. Last
year in Michigan you
were deemed proficient
in fourth grade math if
you answered 17 out of 59
questions correctly -or
29 percent.

This
week
the State
Board of
Education
began debating wheth-
eror not to raise the cut
scares on the MEAP and
the MME. The cut scare
identifies if a student has
passed the MEAP or the
MME. It also determines
if the student is consid-
ered advanced, profi-
cient, partially proficient
or not proficient on the
state standards.

Why is the state reset-
ting the cut scores? The
short answer is that the
state has been identifying
students who were not
proficient as proficient,

The Michigan Depart-
ment of Education is now
recommending that a stu-
dent ansswer 72 percent
of the questions correctly
on the third grade math
test 10 be considered pro-
ficient. Most of us would
agree that answering 72
percent of the questions
correctly is a much more
honest calculation of pro-
ficiency.

The resuit of resetting
these cut scores will be
that fewer students are
identified as proficient
and that more schools
will be identified as need-
ing improvement.

Who's got skin i in the
game?

Linda Sroka repeated some-
thing last week; this notion of
"nearly 50 percent of all tax
filers paying zero taxes.” It's
catchy — and logically flawed
in both of its assertions.

Firstis this “50 percent”
figure. Who are these slackers
with ne "skin in the game"?
Well, retirees far cne; the
fastest-growing population in
America. People who’ve paid
taxes their entire working lives
— muostly at the higher rates
before the Bush or even the
Reagan tax cuts — yet still have
to file because of their invest-
ments, pensions, etc, There are
alsa full-time students living
on their own, the long-term
unemplayed, the self-em-
ployed whose expenses and
deductions offset their taxable
income. Take these groups
away and that 50 percent is
greatly reduced. Secand is the
“paying zero taxes" canard.

At best, this statement only
applies to federal income taxes,
and then only for filers whose
deductions exceed the amount
taxed (the same deductions
Linda and most other tax-filing
Americans receive). It's a NET
2ero taxes; the government
withheld money and used it

all year, then refunded it after
filing based on tax laws passed
with bipartisan support and
signed by presidents of both
parties. The statement also
averloaks Social Security and
Medicare — flat taxes paid by
every wage-earner — as waell as
state income taxes, state and
local sales taxes, and property

Finally, speaking as "an
American who actually pays
taxes,” I'm proud of both cur
U.S, senators, Carl Levin and
Debbie Stabenow, and have no

ly, I noticed thejr cley-
er attempt at increas-
ing their customer tips
by converting the tip jar
into a challenge; vanilla

vs. chocelate. T asked the

barista whether the chal-
lenges worked, Sadly, no.

When it comes to cus-
tomer tips, many are
unaware of the actu-
al tax implications for
these gratuities. Many do
know that tips are includ-
able as gross income (just
look 4t the seventh line on
your 1040 - “wages, sala-
ries, tips, etc.'), but there
is more to it than the
emplayee's gross income,
OF course, right?

Iftips exceed $20 inu
month, these amounts are
required to be reported to
the employer. Any month-
ly amount below $20 isnot
required to be reported.
However, these amounts
are still considered income
and should be included in
the empleyee's calcula-
don of their wages, sala-
ries and tips ~ even if the
amount is not reported on
the employee's W-2,

The employer has a
duty to withhold feder-
al income tax from their
employees’ reported tips,
as well as withholding for
Federal Insurance Contri-
butions Act ("FICA™) or
Social Security and Medi-
care 1axes from employ-
ez wages. The employer
is then required to remit
to the Internal Revenue
Service the withheld tax-

es and the employer's por-

tion of the FICA for the
employees’ wages (includ-
ing the tip income).

In the service indus-
try, many workers rely
heavily on customer
lips 10 make their living,

ers who underreport tip

income because it reduc-
es their FICA obligations.

Although cash tips may

be more difficult to track

within one storefrent,
employers need to under-
stand that the IRS can
figure aut what the actual

{or a very good estimate)

amount of the employ-

ees’ tips should be, If
these amounts appear
under reported, a fairly
routine IRS audit would
determine how much
should have been with-
held from the employees,

This could result in under

reporting income tax pen-

alties to the employees
and FICA trust fund pen-
alties to the employer.
Now that T have your
attention, how should you
proceed with reporting
your tip income if you are
an employee? The IRS
has two forms that were
designed for workers
who receive tips in their
employment: Forms
4070A and 4970. The pur-
pose of the Form 40704 is
for the employee 10 main-
tain a daily log of ail tip
income received through-
out the month. The Form
40704 also includes a box
where the employee can
list the names of any oth-
er employees with whom
their daily tips are split,
including the amounts.
The Form 4070 is a sum-
mary of all of the tips

for the particular month

transferred from the

Farm 4070A and is given

to the employer for pur-
poses of withholding the
appropriate amount of

federal income and FICA
taxes. Employees who
proactively prepare and
deliver the Form 4070 to

_their employers are able

to protect themselves if
they are audited and it is
proven that the amount
of taxes were under-
withheld by the employ-
er. Although the employ-
ee still has a duty and
responsibility 1o report all

- of their income, the IRS

may be sympathetic and
will abate any penalties
for the employee under
reporting their income.

If you are an employ-
er in the service industry,
receiving monthly reports
from employees may
become quite burdensome.
The IRS understands this
and in 2001 established a
program for employers to
participate; employers can
actually execute an agree-
roent with the IRS 1o estab-
lish their tip reporting
and FICA protocol. This
program can be found on
www.irs.gov by searching
for Publication $31.

From the consumer’s
perspective, [ have been
accused of being too gen-
erous in my tipping. Ifthe
IRS would allow a deduc-
tion for each tip I've made,
I could only imagine the
daily reparts I would need
to maintain. I am hope-
ful, however, that when 1 do
make a tip for wonderful
service that the employer is
mindful of its obligations to
its ernployees. — as T would
hate to see my generosi-
ty contribute 10 an unnec-
essary tax problem for the
PBaristas I intended to tp.
