She had to close the
business after having
surgery on her hand, and
was told that typingona
typewriter would be good
therapy.

Little did she know that
the typing would become
more than therapy for
Jjust her hand as it was

then that she started to
write the boolk.

It took her four vears
to complete, but was
released on Oct. 8.

Her goal for the book is
simple — help others.

“If I can help other chil-
dren wha fall through the
cracks in the child wel-
fare system, then it has
done its job,” she said, “T
want people to realize the
trauma, the grief and the
insecurities these chil-
dren have."

gram cuts.

Yes, there were sav-
ings thraugh privatiza-
tion of custodians two
years ago, und Kortlandt
will be the First to admit
how emotional and per-
sonal a decision like that
is to make. He suggested
exploring the possibility
of privatizing the district
secretarial bady, which
includes his wife,

“It’s part of what we
have ta deal with, and
itimpacts families,” he
said. "Our job is educat-
ing children.”

The minimum time
commitment for a trust-
ee is two meetings a
month.

Ferrara, an unpaid vol-

“The thing [ want to
make clear to every-
one is that these were
my actions alone. Justin
didn't have anything to do
with it,” Ferrara said.
Fischer also said he
knew npthing of the mat-
ter pntil Ferrara called
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him after his meeting
with Gatt. Fischer then
called Gatt to apologize
on behalf of the cam-
paign and give his assur-
ance that Ferrara is nc
langer with the cam-
paign and will never
work for the candidate
again. He also wrote an
official note of apology
to Gatt.

“There is no way I con-
doned this, It’s against
every principle [ have
of being an appointed or
elected official," Fisch-
er said. "I learned of
this after Bob Gatt knew
about it. Once I found out,
(Ferrara) was immediate-
ly discharged from any
involvement in the cam-
paign.”

Gatt said Ferrara told
him his objective in send-
ing out the bogus e-majls
was 1o influence the elec-
tion, which is currently
Favoring Gatt.

“He told me things
weren't going too well for
them and he wanted to
turn the tide of the elec-
tion,” Gatt said.

Gatt said he knew he

had been hacked after

he and Stone spoke after
the first bogus e-mail
was sent, He changed his
password, but Ferrara
was able to hack into the
account again.

“After the first time, I
was just shocked, It was
very disconcerting to
know somebody can do
this," Gatt said. “Then it
happened again on Oct.
25th, and I just knew it
was from the other side. [
was getting ready to file
a complaint. That's when
he (Ferrara} showed up at
my door."

Gatt said he agreed
not to press any crimi-
nal charges against Fer-
rara as long as both he
and Fischer issued for-
mal apologies, which they
have done.

“I want to do what’s
best for the city of Novi,
Idon't think a protract-
ed criminal trial would
be good for the city,” Gatt
said. "But I want to stress
this is not a black mark
on Novi, It’s a black mark
on my competitor and his
campaign.”

Despite the black eye,
Fischer helieves he stili
has a chance and that vot-
ers are hearing his mes..
sage of moving the city
forward.

" really hope we can
put this behind us,”
he said. “One person’s
actions should not reflect
an entire campaign.”

Gatt does not agree,
suggesting a candidate
must take responsibility
for anything that happens
from the campaign.

“I'm the victim here,”
Gatt said. “It's like some-
one breaking into our
home. [ don’t think we
should Jet the candidate
oft the hook.”

As for Ferrara, he said
he isn’t sure what his
motivations were now
that he logks back on the
matter.

"1 was done completely
independent of the Fisch-
er campaign,” Gatt said.
"There was no plan, It
wasn't a well thought out
conspiracy. It was just a
dumbr act.”

In baseball, every
time a player crosses home
plate the team earns one run.
Basketball has an interesting

three point line was introduced
and suddenly some baskets were
worth three points and others
were worth two points, The three
paint line has even moved closer
and farther away over time.

In schaols, rightly or wrong-
1y, score is kept by looking at test
scores, While test scores were
never meant to be used to keep
score and rank schools or school
districts, that is exactly how they
are used. After the results of the
state test are released, newspa-
pers print the results and schools

and scheol districts either trum-
pet or justify the outcome.

But what if the rules were
changed? What if somenne decided
that the passing score on the state
test needed to be higher? Would
schools or communities care?

The Michigan Department
of Education has decided that
the way they have kept score in
the past is no longer accurate.,
According to the Michigan
Department of Education, the
passing rate has been too low.

I would agree. In the pasta
third grader has been identified
as passing the state math test
by answering just 18 of 34 ques-
tions. That score - 34 percent
correct —is not a passing grade.
It has never been a passing
grade, yet the state and distcicts
communicated that students
were proficient even though we
knew that was not the case.

Naw, the Michigan Depart-
maet of Education is appropri-
ately changing what it takes to
be considered proficient. Instead
of being judged proficient by
answering 34 percent of the
questions, a student will have to
answer at least 65 percent af the
guestions correctly. I think that
is a good change, It mote accu-
rately reflects praficiency.

But the state is releasing
data on Nov. 3 that goes back
four years and recalculates the
passing rate on previous state
tests. In some ways this makes
sense. Apply the new passing
scare and show districts what
theimpact is on perfarmance.

Inanother way it does not
make sense at all. It has the
potential to confuse boch schoal
personnel and communities.

What really matters is wheth-
er or not schoals are helping stu-

a change that could save
your life — change the
batteries in your smake
alarms and carben man-
oxide detector.

Since 1987, the Inter-
national Association of
Fire Chiefs (IAFC) and
Energizer batleries have
joined forces to raise
awareness about the
issue that nonworking
smoke alarms are often
respotisible for home
fire deaths and injuries.
Now, thanks to the par-
ticipation of residents all

across America, and the
dedication of more than
6,000 Fire Departments,
home fire deaths contin-
ue to be on the decline.

According to the IAFC,
although 95 percent of
homes have smoke detec-
tors, 20 percent do not
work due to worn out or
missing batteries. With
the peak time for home
fire fatalities between
10 p.m.and 6 a.m., when
most families are sleep-
ing, an operable smoke
detectar most often pro-
vides the valuable time
victims need to get to
safety,

In addition to changing
batteries, here are some

tips to reduce your chane-
es of being a fire victim:

an retailers expect
oliday sales

Nearly nine of 10 Michigan retailers
expect 4 holiday season as good or het-
ter than last year, with more than one
in three projecting their sales will rise
by more than 3 percent, according to
the latest Michigan Retail Index survey
conducted by Michigan Retailers Asso-
ciation (MRA) and the Federal Reserve
Bank of Chicago.

On average, retailers are forecasting a
6 percent gain for their businesses dur-
ing the holiday season.

“Michigan’s retail industry is generai-

- ly upbeat as it prepares for the holiday

seasaon,” said MRA President and CEO
James P. Hallan. “Last year snapped a
string of poor holiday data, and most
retailers Fuily expect additional gains
this year.”

The survey showed that 54 percent
expect to increase sales (35 percent of
respondents by mere than 5 percent and
19 percent by 5 percent or less) and 35
percent foresee no change from last year.

The International Council of Shopping
Centers and National Retail Federatien
separately predict total U.8. retail sales
will elimb 2.8 percent or less {or the hal-
idays.

Michigan retailers’ projections came
during a month of continued sales
growth,

The Michigan Retail Index for Sep-
tembet found that 46 percent of retail-
ers increased sales over the same
month last year, while 36 percent
recarded declines and 18 percent saw

. no change. The results create a season-

ally adjusted performance index of 57.9,
up from 55.9 in August and 53.6 in July.

Index values above 50 generally indi-
cate an increase in overall retail activity.

Looking farward, 45 percent of retail-
ers expect sales during Octeber-Decem-
ber to inerease aver the same perios last
year, while 24 percent project a decrease
and 31 percent no change. That puts the
seasonally adjusted outlook index at 61.4,
up from 61.1 in July.

Department reported that retail sales
rose 1.1 percent in September.

Webster's dlctlonary
defines rehabifitation as
“restoring something to
a former state or condi-
tion.” Most of us take
it to mean that when a
house or a building starts
to look rundown and on
the seedy side, its time to

it up or “rehab” itin

order to keep the entire
neighborhoed from going
downhill.

In 2005, the state of
Michigan created Public

Act 210 with pretty much -

the same idea in mind.

It decided to offer a tax
abatement of up to 10
years ta anyone who was
willing to rehabilitate a .
commercial building or a
group of buildings, There
waere certain stipulations
required to qualify for the
abatement. One was that
the building had to be at
least 15 years old. That
makes sense. Same of the
restoratians it listed were
new or improved floors
and reofs, improved heat-
ing or cocling, improved
structure and overall ap-
pearance of the property.
I think it would be pretty
difficult to find fault with
the intent of this act.
Unfortunately, there were
people out there willing
1o take advantage of this
act to further their gwn
interasts.

A few years later,
changes wera enacted to
accommaodate the special
interests of pretty much
ane individual in the
entire state of Michigan.
Section 207.842, Sec 2{h)
naw allows vacant prop-
arty to be “rehabbed”
and receive public fund-
ing as long as it meets
certain criteria. A quali-
fied facility can now be a
new hotel or motel that
has additional meeting
space and s atieched to
a convention center that
is at least 250,000 square
feet in area. Oh, and by
the way, the convention
center must be located in
a county with a poputa-
tion batween 9,100,000
and 1,600,000. | know
you're going to find this
hard 1o believe, but Oak-

land County is the only
county in the entire state
of Michigan that has a
population in that range,
And the only convention
center in Oakland Caunty
that meets the size re-
quirements just happens
to be in Nowvi.

I think you’d agree
that it would be more
than just a coincidence
that only one manin
the entire state owns a
business that meets all
of these requirements.
That man is, of course,
wealthy businessman and
