Landry has no regrets
and doesn’t want any do-
overs, but said the big-
gest disappointment dur-
ing his tenure — and
he understands timing
played a big factor — was
the failed atterapt to cre-
ate Signature Park.

“It was disappointing
because I don't think the
people of Movi will ever-
get $10 millior of proper-
ty for free again," he said.

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Veterans deserve more
than pat on back

President Barack Qbama recently
announced the war in Iraq will come to an
end at the end of the year, and that all our
troops will be coming home.

It seems Americans should have
apptauded the president’s announce-
ment that he was bringing the U.S. mis-
sion in Iraq to a conclusion and ending
one of nation’s longest wars. But the reac-
tion to the speech seemed to be mixed
at best, Thase on the right said Obama’s
announcement was a political ploy in an
attempt to boost his low popularity num-
bers, even though it was George W. Bush
whao signed the agreement to bring the
troops home by the end of December 2011
(it was announced at the shoe-throwing
press conference). Those on the left also
decried the announcement as something
that shiould have been done much sooner.

One group of people you can bet cheered
the news, hawever, are those in the mili-
tary and their families, Let’s be honest,
while the war to date has cost the country
more than an estimated $800 billion, they
are the people who paid and continue to
pay the real cost. More than 4,460 troops
have been killed, and another 32,0600
wounded — some suffering devastating,
life-changing injuries. The Iraqg War may
have been one of the longest wars in our
history, yet it has been fought completely
by & volunteer force. As a result many
of our troops have had to serve multiple
tours in a nontraditional, but very danger-
ous theater of war.

In the end, historians will have to debate
the merits of this war and its impact on
the nation. Regardless how any of us indi-
vidually feel about the war, however, we
as a nation have a responsibility to pay our
military families back — jncluding those
who are and have served in Afghanistan
(and elsewhere in our battle against global
terrorismy).

Because the end of combat doesn’t end
the war for our troops — in some ways
it is really just beginning., Many of them
will have ongoing medical and psycho-
logical issues from their war experienc-
es. And to make matters worse, they are
coming home to a landscape scarred with
unemployment and bitter partisan politics.
We must make sure that we are provid-
ing them with the tools to succeed in their
post-war lives. That means more than
just tending to their medical needs. They
should have full access to a college educa-
tion, vocational training and even a job. If
that means giving them government jobs
re-building our natien's infrastructure
then that's what we should do.

0ddly enough, over in Washington, the
so-called congressional “super commit-
tee” has a couple more weeks to decide
on a deficit-reduction plan. According to
reports, committee members are discuss-
ing major cuts to the defense department,
which will most likely mean reductions in
veterans’ benefits. This is not the time to
be cutting aid to our veterans. We have a
moral obligation to help them as they rein-
tegrate back into society.

We owe these people — these warriors
and defenders of ocur freedom — more
than just a pat on the back once a year in
November. They didn’t let us down, and
we can’t let them down.

Think about that as we commeniorate
Veterans Day tomorrow.

Computing in the public clouds

e majarity of us
non-tech people do
not discuss or undet-

stand what cloud com-
puting is; although most
of us use the cloud in our
daily lives. Cloud com-
puting is a storage facili-
ty that allows pecple and
busingsses to store all of _
their information, docu-
ments, data and e-mail in
a digital format. In oth-
er words, the cloud is the
technological version of
the file cabinet or fire-
provl safe.

As an attorney, my
charge is to warn every-
one about any potential
risks in the world, among
other things. With cloud
computing, there are

 many risks and pitfalls
that are coming to light.
This is due to the nature
of the technologies and
how it is used. Some of
the legal issues just have
not been fully explored
by our legislators.

The benefits of the
cloud are tremendous,
including the cost savings
in nat having to store the
volumes and many years
of documents. In addition,
the ability to search, find
and access documents in
the cloud from anywhere
via computer or iPhore is
a tremendous time saver.

Anyone with a free ¢-
mail account, such as
gmail or ymail, or a secial
network profile, such as

. Facebook or LinkedIn
are computing in a cloud.
Where do you think all of
those messages or prefile
pictures are saved? Not
an your computer. Every
“gaved” e-mail or bit of
data on a profile is stored
on the providers’ servers
ot clouds.

There are three types
of clouds: public, pri-
vate and hybrid. The pub-
lic clouds are controlled
by large compunies such
as Google, which means
all of your gmail, google
searches, gaogle docs
services are stared in the

those messages, This can-
not be any clearer than

a statement that the pro-
vider “may” deliver the
contents of your e-mail
account upon request of
a government agency.
Or, that the dala “may”
remain on the provider's
service, evenif the user
deleted the content or
even their account.

I know, I’m the alarm-
ist, right? Let's say that I
am the subject of an IRS
audit. [ already met with
the revenue agent and
delivered my business
materials as requested.
What happens if the reve.
nue agent is not satisfied
with my responses? The
IRS couild request that
Google deliver my entire
e-mail account to them
and (without my notice
or consent) Geogle just
might do that! Do I real-
1y want the e-mail that
Tintended to be private
released to the IRS? What
about the e-mail someone
else sent me. .. for my
eyes only? Do they want
their messages read too?

Several federal courts
have upheld the principle
that there is no “expec-
tation of privacy” in any
document that has been
delivered to or under
the control of a non-state
actor. In other words, the
4th Amendment warrant
requirement is irrelevant
if your documents are

“transferred” toa public
cloud,

The large public claud
providers are unanimous
in their position that their
terms of service will not
be changed. This makes
sense on many levels and
I cannot say ['d disagree
with their position. If you
do not like the particu-
lar terms of sevvice, then
don't use Facebook or
Goople Docs or Blogspot.
Find another site to carry
on your business.

On the other end of the
spectrum are the hybrid
and private clouds. The
private cloud is become
an affardable option that
the business, non-prof-
it ani government seg-
ments are beginning to
take advantage of. The
private cloud allows a
person or business to
lease space on a commer-
cial setwver.(located
who knows wheve?) to
upload their documents,
access their information
and completely control
their cloud environment.
The benefit of the private

-cloud is that users are

not subject to one-sided
terms of service, rather

. they negotiate these ane-
on-cne with the provider.

Computing it a pri-

- vate cloud, hawever,

brings a whole new set of
issues that business own-
ers need to be aware of |
before making the leap,
Those issues will be dis-
cussed in Part II to this
colutnn. :

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BBB: Beware of bogus loan offers

The Better Business Bureau Serving
Eastern Michigan and the Upper Pen-
insula has received several complaints
over the last few weeks from people
across the country inguiring about a
company identified as UNITED COM-
MERCIAL CREDIT, allegely located on
East Fort Street in Detroit. Consumers
are informing the BBB that they have
been approved far a secured loan but
are required to wire a collateral depos-
it of $700-$1000 to cover insurance an

their loan.

Consumers are promised they will
receive their loan in 24-48 hours or
vefunded their deposit, Te date, no one
has received the promised refund. Two
of the complainants who did not receive
their loan were told that funds could
not be released due to their credit histo-
vy unless they paid an additional insur-
ance premium at which tiime the funds
would be released. Gne victim faced this
excuse on several occasions angd wired
the scammers over $6,000.00 but still

has not received a loan.

The Michigan Office of Financial &
Insurance Regulation has informed
the BBB that UNITED COMMERCIAL
CREDIT is not an active Michigan cor-
poration and that it does not have a valid
license to provide lending and financial
services in Michigan. The BBB report is
being revised to reflect the BBB's cur-

rent investigation.

The BBB reminds consumers that
advance fee loans are illegal and advis-
es against wiring money t¢ anyone you
don't know. Consumers should also be
leery of any websites or e-mails they
receive which claim to guarantee loans
regardless of credit. Remember, any-
time you’re asked to pay money upfront
ta qualify for a loan, the offer is fraud-

ulent.

Signs of an advanced fee loan scam:
*You are guaranteed a loan even if you
have no credit, bad credit or a bankrupt-

cy.

+You are guaranteed a loan even if
local legitimate lending institutions have

refused you.

«{Ipfront fees are nat disclased.

+You are asked to wire money to the
compatty 10 pay an upfront fee for insur-
ance, administration or legal fees,

*The company pressures you to send

the meney right away.

*Written communicafions contain
typos and gramimatical errors.

When vou telephone, no cne is ever
“in"; yaur calls are not returned, or the
voicemail box is always “full.”

Victims of bogus loan brokers are
encouraged to file a complaint with

the BBB (www.bbb.org) or (248) 223-
9400 and the Michigan Attorney Gener-
al's Office at (877) 765-8388, While the

chance of recovering the payment fee is

minimal, victims can provide informa-
tion to help BBBs warn consumers and
assist government investigations.

Finding -
recourse for
a hoarder

Q: What do we da with semeone who
is hearding all kinds of junk in their
condaminium unit, including a situation
which is causing mold, animal waste,

. vermin and a potential fire hazard?

A: Tt is, of course, a difficult
problem, but mest of the time
your condominium documents
allow for recourse by the
association, Obviously you need
to identify the problem and
the association’s obligation, if
any, to deal with it. You need
to request access with a board
representative and an cutside
expert to scope the problem.
You need to deliver the scope
to the co-owner and give them .
a date certain to have the place
cleared out or restored, if
applicable. Upon the co-owner's
failure to remove the stuff
and restore it, if applicable by
the date certain, after notice

: to the co-owner

the association’s

expert should

have the stuff

removed and the

work done, if at all

possible, upon the

advice of counsel.

72 If you need an
Robert Meisner  Injunctive Order
- from the court,
. you will have to

start a lawsuit. You may also .
want to consider contacting
local social service agencies
to determine whether or not
there is a psychological problem
with the “co-owner.” Obviously,
if the owner does not remove
the materials, you may have
the right under the documents
to do so without liability to
the association, its managers,
directors, ¢tc. On the other
hand, you may have to get a
Injunctive Order and hopefully
recover all costs, expenses and
iegal fees from the co-owner.

Q: Can you give me some information *
Bhcamning the instisance requitéhihls which
FHA ishow requiriti of homeownerand
condominium assoclations? - .

A: For'all' néw and established
projects with more than 20 units,
the homeowner’s association is
required to obtain and maintain
an Employee Dishonesty-Fidelity
Bond Insurance. The asseciation
must maintain this insurance -
for all officers, directors of the
asgociation and all other persons
handling or are responsible
for funds administered by the
association. The coverage must
be no less than the sum equal
to three months aggregate
assessments jn all units plus -
reserve funds unless a state law
mandates that a greater amount
of required insurance. If the
homeowner's association engages
the services of 4 management
company, the Homeowner's
Association must require the
management company to
maintain the insurance coverage
for its officers, employees
and agents handling or are
responsible for funds of, or *
administered on behalf of, the
homeowner’s association. The
required coverage must meet the
following requirements:

1. Must name the cwner's
association as an obligee;

2. Must be an amount not less
than the estimated maximum of
funds, in¢cluding reserve funds,
in the custody of the owner’s
association or managing agent at
any given time during the term of
each bend;

3. In no event may the
aggregate amount of such bonds
be less than a sum equal to three
months aggregate assessments in
all units plus reserve funds unless
state law requires a maximum
amount of required coverage.

Obviously, it is important that
you review this requirement with
your attorney to make sure that
your asseciation is in compliance.

Do Background Check On Potentlal Employer

Job seekers aren't the only
anes who should undergo a-
lengthy background check;
it's important that
candidates research the
company, too. Anything from
pending lawsuits,
bankruptcies or layoffs can
be enough to raise a red flag.
It's important to understand
what you're getting into’
before accepting any
position, Doing background
research also will help you
ask all the right questions
during an interview and
impress hiring managers.
Not sure where to start when
it comes td researching the
company?

Here’s how to conduct your
own background check on a
potential employer:

Check the finances

“Always look at the financial
stability of the company,”
says Jonny Laurent, vice
president and general
manager of Sage Employer
Solutions, a recruiting firm.

“While it may be difficult to

find specific information for
a private company, it's
important to try. Do online
research, search local news
sources and ask former or
current employees -- do
some quick digging to make
sure your employer is viable.
When companies experience
important financial events
like bankruptcies, there's a
greater chance you'll be able

to find out about them and
track results,

Gauge the company culture
Speaking to current or
former employees can help
you understand whether
you're a cultural fit with the
company before you take the
job. If you're not comfortable
with areas of a company’s
culture, it can hurt your
career. For example, a place
that prizes cutthroat tactics
to get ahead may be the
wrong fit for someone who is
looking for a team-oriented
environment, “Find people
in your network or close to
your network who do work
or have worked for them and
start a dialogue,” says
Laurent, who suggests
LinkedIn as a good start.

“Unless there is

overwheliming evidence that .

the company is a bad fit, do
not sell the company short
and still interview, but now
you can interview with open
eyes.”

Check its problem-solving
record

The way a company
approaches problerns can be
a good indicator of whether
you'd want to work there and
how the company treats its
workforce. Before taking a
job, find out “what has been
the company’s greatest
challenge over the past year
and how have they
approached and solved the
problemn,” says Jayne
Mattson, senior vice .
president of Keystone
Associates, a career
management company with
offices in New England. Ina
weak ecanomy, it can be
especially telling to see how
a company has dealt with
tough times. For example, if
it'’s been able to grow an
area of its business -- and
you're being hired for a new
position -- it can be a sign of
good leadership. .

Track layoffs and career
progression

For most people, the biggest
fear once they take on a new
job is a layoff, And while that
risk can't be entirely
prevented, it's good to
understand a company's
track record, If the company
has had multiple rounds of
layolfs, it pays to be more”

careful when taking the role.

Additionally, tey to find out
who had your job previously,
why she left and where she
went. Knowing your career
ontions after you're ready to
mave jobs can be a good way
te gauge fit,

If you have any lingering
questions, don’t be afraid to
speak up when talking with
the recruiter or during an
interview with the company.
Not only will it help calm
your anxiety, but it'll show
hiring managers that you've
done your hormework and
understand the company. A
background search "will help
you and the company make
sure the role is going to bea
good fit for both of you,"
Mattson says. “Ask questions
that will get to the heart of
what you are trying to
understand, so you will make
the right career decision.”
