becoming the norm. in
additien to saving space
and reducing the costs

of overhead, most indus-
tries are finding that the
convenience in retain-
ing documents is tremen-
deus. Imagine having the
ability to instantaneously
search through millions
of files and data with
your computer to find
one document, while you
are on your iPad at home
noless.

Private clouds are used
by virtually every sector
in our country. Schools
that offer classroom por-
tals and on-line learning
store their data on serv-
ers. Hospitals and physi-
cians use clouds to store
patient records and fill
ePrescriptions, The fed-
eral government has been
using clouds for years to
make compliance with
various agencies simpler
(such as SEC and patent
filings).

For a business owner
considering the switch
to a cloud, there are
some risks that must be
considered before leas-
ing server space ina
cloud. The following are
just a few of the con-
cerns that should be
addressed by a customer
dops{de¥ifiy 4 cloud sér’
vice provider.

1. Jurisdiction. The cus-
tomer must know where
the (a) service provider
is located, and (b) servers
or cloud space is located.
In the event of a lawsuit,
the customer must know
what country's laws may
come into play. Many
cloud service providers
maintain their servers
outside the U.8. and this
could result in you having
to file a lawsuit in Trin-

idad or
Iceland.

2. Insur.
ance. The
cloud cus-
tomer
must con-
sider the
risks if
their data
is some-
how lost.
This can
result if
(a) the service provid-
er disappears or cuts off
access to the cloud, or (b}
a natural disaster, such
45 & hurricane, physi-
cally destroys the serv-
ers. What would you do
if every document you
thought were safe and
secure is suddenly lost?
How would you continue
to service your custom-
ers or clients if every-
thing were gone? Repli-
cating those documents
will be a huge cost in time
and money.

3, Privacy. Depending
upon the industry, there
may be privacy statutes
that mandate how you
must control certain pri-
vate and confidential
data. For example, physi-
cians, hospitals and any-
one considered a business
assqgciate can be severe-
1y fined under HIPAA.
Attgrneys, accourtants,
insurance agents, finan-
cial planners, banks and
mortgage brokers can be
fined and sued for vio-
lations under Gramm-
Leech-Bliley. Schaols that
receive lederal funds are
subject to FERPA. Being
sure that your service
provider is aware of and
appreciates these privacy
statutes is a must.

4. Security Audits.
Most service providers
will stand proud[y' behmd

But, if there is a breach”
of the security, there
could be serious conse-
quences to your business.
Of course you want to
know why or how it hap-
pened. But, more impor-
tantly, if you are subject
1o privacy statutes, you
will have a duty to imime-
diately notify people
whose data has been com-
promised. Having access
to the cloud servers for
an independent specialist

in the

1o analyze the extent of
the breach in security is
important.

5. Accesses. One safe-
ty measure for cloud cus-
tomers is to determine
who should have access
to their cloud. The cloud
service provider cannot
be held responsible if the
cloud user is not careful
in how it allows access to
the cloud. For example,
any person with a pass-
word must safeguard
that password, If the is
password is lost, the ser-
vice provider should be
notified and the pass-
words should be changed.
Allowing '‘blanket access'
to the entire cloud should
be limited to select peo-
ple, Finally, at a mini-
mum, cloud customers
should purchase software
ta track who has accessed
their cloud, what data
was read, whether an
intruder or unauthorized
user aceessed the cloud.

Cloud computing is a
great canvenience, hut
it also carries the risk of
devastating conseguenc-
es. On the pne hand, a
person has the expecta-
tion that ali of their docu-
ments and information is
as secure as a safe depos-
it box. On the ather hand,
a hacker could cause
multi-million dollar loss-
es or government fines
in seconds. I understand
that private cloud com-
puting is only going to
grow, se my recommen-
dation is that new cloud
users proceed with cau-
tion because the old-days
of a file cabinet or stor-
age reom are behind us.

Giving time
Salvation Army, Jocal
charities need help

Across the parking lot, you can hear the
unmistakable ringing of a handbell. Yes,
the Salvation Army Red Kettles are out
throughout metropolitan Detroit, collecting
coins and eurrency to help the less fortu-
nate.

The sound of the hanrdbells marks the
official kickoff of fundraising for the holi-
day season. Granted, it’s only a week until
Thanksgiving, but Christmas displays have
been up since Halloween in sonie stores,
and many residents already have their
homes decorated and the lights turned on.

For some, that transition from one holiday
season to the next may be a bit drastic, but
it's not too early to start making a pitch for
another holiday item helping the less fortu-
nate.

Volunteers are the spirit of the holiday
season. Without them, much of the chari-
table giving that is done during the holidays
would not happen. The ability of charities
to provide Christmas for needy families
depends on volunteers from the Salvation
Army's bell ringers, or local charitable
organizations like Community Sharing,
Goodfellows and even local businesses,
Scout groups and school children who col-
lect toys for Toys for Tots.

In September, the U.S. Census Bureau
reported the number of Americans in poy-
erty jumped to 15.1 percent in 2010, a 27-
vear high. Michigan’s poverty rate also
rose to 16.8 percent, up from 14 percent last
year.

Last Christrnas, the Salvation Army saw
a nearly 20-percent increase in demand for
assistance and expects requests to increase
again this year as families and seniors con-
tinue to struggle with limited resources,
according to Maj. Mark Anderson, general
secretary and metro Detroit commander
for the Salvation Army.

Continuing that long-standing tradition,
now through Dec. 24, bell ringers will col-
lect deonations at more than 400 Red Kettle
sites at places like Kroger, Walmart,
Macy's, Sam's Club, J.C. Penney, Walgreens,
Gordon Food Service, ACO Hardware,
Hiller's markets and the Salvation Army
Family and Thrift Stores.

The Michigan House of Represen-
tatives wil be considering Senate bill
618 which aflows an expansion of
the number of charter schools over
the existing cap. Charter schoo! leb-
byists and Republicans are pushing
hard for this bill, with good reason.
About 80 percent of charter schools
in Michigan are run by for-profit
corporations —- that’ the highest
portion of any state in the country.
These corporations run their schools
like comporations run businesses — to
extract 3s much profit from opera-
tions as pessible.

Private corporations that run
schools are not accountable to
elected school boards, so thera is no
local control; they pay their teachers
less than the public secier and have a
200-percent higher teacher turnaver
rate. Alarge portion cf their income
is spent on consultant fees and high
real estate rent {that's usually paid to
the corporate entity that manages
them.)

A Western Michigan University
study shows that for-profit charter
schools spend 44.8 percent of oper-

Vito Anthony Pampalana
is a longtime real estate bro-
ker and owner of Vito Anthony
Homes in Rochester. His com-
pany started in Rochester in the
1930s.

Pampalona, an Oakland Town-
ship resident, served in 1966-

67 as a machine gunner on an
assault helicopter in Yietnam.
As he came home to start his
real estate career in January
1968, he found Vietnam veter-
ans often weren't treated well
on the homefront.

As mare recent conflicts like
Iraq began, Pampaleona, 65,
started ta work with disabled
veterans at the Waiter Reed
Army Medical Center in Wash-
ington, D.C. His efforts have
grown since 2003, and he was
recently recognized with the
Gaod Neighbor Award of the
National Assaciation of Realtors
REALTQR Magazine.

“I'm very proud of that award.
It's quite an honer.” There were
marny applicants, said Pampalo-
na, earlier one of the 10 finalists
for Geod Neighbor recognition.

“1 always felt when we came
back we were not really appre-
ciated and welcomed,” he said
of his fellow Vietnam veterans,
“It was always in the hack of .
my mingd.”

Irag hostilities in 2003 were
when he started to get involved
“Ir was just something I was

deing and had a passion for, 1
felt very good in helping with
these returning veterans. It just
became part of what 1 do. I nev-
er really thought it would grow
to this."

Bob Taylor, a practitioner with
Coldwell Banker Weir Manuel
in Birmingham, who was hired
into real estate by Pampalona in
1974, said in a statement about
Pampalena: “Everything he
daes, he does to the best of his
ability. For him, 100 percent is
standard operating procedure.”

Taylor urged Pampalona to
allow his story to be told to fel-
low real estate professionals
and the public, and sajd he'd do
the application.

Pampalona will host two
yule parties this year, Dec. 7
and 8. Last year, he was invit-
ed to the Navy hospital. In Sep-

largest medical facility, Walter
Reed Natianal Military Medical
Center — and Pampalona looks
forward to serving more mili-
tary veterans there,

He will be at the new hospital -
this year, plus the Fort Belvoir,
Va., Army base hospital.

“It took some of the patients
when they closed Walter Reed,”
said Pampalona, who'll host a
total of over 300 vets plus their
farnilies and caregivers.

As more recent conflicts con-
tinued, he's stayed involved.
“The need was there and mare.
Until all our seldiers come
home, I'm staying the course.”
His goal is t help them to tran-
sition into civilian life.

“When yau meet these young
peaple, they've gat tremendous
adversity in front of them.
Their lives are changing. It's
a very challenging time for
them.” -

He won the Distinguishe
Flying Cross. I saw a lot of
combat there. Combat has an

" effect on everybody.” He's had

no major effects, but felt bet-
ter treatment was needed for
veterans.

Pampalona is married, with
four grown kids and two grand-
children 6 years and 9 months,
“the love of my life.”

“I've been suceessful in busi-
ness. I'm fort 1o have a lot of
resources at my disposal.” He
travels a lot to Washington,
D.C., and built a barrier-free

home far a soldier in Macomb
County with his partner and
Homes far Our Troops.

“I'm lucky I have that time to
cormmit to it. The Lord’s been
good to me. Those are all some-
body's children that are in there
and need help.”

Family support helps Pam-
palona carry out his charitable
work,

“They're very proud of it.
They support me, They work
with me.” All his family is
invalved in fundraising efforts.
All three sons have traveled to
Walter Reed with him.

Pampalona has spent the past
eight years raising money —
nearly $500,000 in total — for
veterans.

He
met Pampalona in 2007 while
recovering at Walter Reed,
“He treated me like I was
apiece of gold,” says Lang,
24, who's now retired from
the military and lives in Ann
Arbor. Lang was interviewed
by the real estate magazine.

After about a year of sending
packages, Pampalona worked
with hospital staff to plan
what has become his signa-
ture event, Uncle Vita’s Christ-
mas Party.

Pampalona’s holiday par-
ties became legendary amony
the patients and staff at Wal-
ter Reed. Year round, he also
provided enough snacks to fill
an entire pantry, a video and
audio library, and athletic gear
for the injured soldiers.

"You could tell he spent some
money — and put his heart in
ittoo,” says Lang, who recalls
receiving a Detroit Pistons T~
shirt, athletic shorts, CDs, vid-
eos, and a nice backpack at his
first Christmas party hosted by
Pampaleona. “Everything in the
bag was something we abso-
lutely loved.” }

Meanwhile, Teyota and Honda
continued to suffer in October,
with a 4-percent sales decline and
flat sales, respectively, compared
with a year age, Toyota continued
to be dragqed down from leftover
supply problems bacause of the
March natural disaster in Japan
(and lower SUV and truck sales),
while both Honda and Toyota are
bracing for further huge North
American productions cut in
coming months because of the
flooding of supply chainsin
Thailard. '

Still, Browning insisted that
VWisn't becoring overly
opportunistic, “I wouldn't say
we'Te making any adjustments”
basad on the continuing
problems of its main Japanese
rivals, he said. “We're plewing our
own furrow in terms of cur
products and our go-to-market
status. We're satisfied with the
momentum we're building and
we'll continue to do that, We'll
manage the competiive
environment as we go forward.”
