New economic devel­
opment tools are being 
rolled out in 2012 that 
could provide loans and 
grants of up to $10 mil­
lion for qualifying busi­
nesses. 

And despite the new 
tools leading to the elim­
ination of Michigan Eco­
nomic Growth Author­
ity (MEGA) grants and 
Brownfield tax credits, 
Novi's director of eco­
nomic development, Ara 
Topouzian, believes it's 
forthe.best. 

He said'the tools — 
the Michigan Business 
Development Program 
and the Michigan Com­
munity Revitalization 
Program — will provide 
a more level playing field 
that gives attention to 
what a business actually 
needs. 

"As far as the state is 
concerned, they are look­
ing more at how can 
they help these business­
es with what they need 
to be retained, grow or 
come here," he said. "It's 
no longer about throwing 
abatements at people. It's 
finding out what resourc­
es the state can provide." 

Novi took advantage 
of the MEGA grant over 
the last five years with at 
least 13 businesses in the 

city receiving one. But 
Topouzian said Novi will 
not be hurt by their elim­
ination because the city 
did not really offer tax 
abatements as part of the 
local contribution. 

"Moving forward, what 
this does is it helps by 
putting everything on 
an even basis so we can 
now be more specific in 
what we (the city, coun­
ty or state) are able to 
offer these companies," 
he said. 

The program is fund­
ed with a $100 million 
appropriation for fiscal 
year 2012, and the Mich­
igan Strategic JFund'will' 
be in charge of the grants 
and loans. The business 
development arm focus­
es on companies in Mich­
igan that are investing 
and creating jobs, while 
the commimity revitaliza­
tion part caters to devel­
opers that are investing 
and redeveloping con­
taminated, blighted, func­
tionally obsolete or his­
toric resources in Michi­
gan urban areas. 

"What I like is that it 
seems to be a methodi­
cal approach in trying'to 
be discerning in how they 
utilize this pool money 
and resources," Topouz­
ian said.

Dennis G. Kolar, PE, has been named

"I am confident that Dennis w i l l 
carry on the traditions of excellence, 
transparency and accountability that 
Brent engendered for so many years." 

RCOC Vice-Chairman Greg Jamian 
noted that he is confident Kolar i s pre­
pared for the j o b . "We have worked 
closely with Dennis in his role as deputy 
managing director/county highway engi­
neer," Jamian said, "and I am confident 
he will b e able to transition smoothly into 
the managing director's role." 

Commissioner Ron Fowkes agreed. 
"We had some yery qualified candidates 
for this position," he stated. "But Dennis 
was clearly best suited to the position, 
given his experience and the fact that 
he worked closely w i t h Brent for many 
years." 

Kolar thanked the Board for appoint­

ing him, and noted he looks forward to 
the challenges of leading the agency that 
maintains the largest county road sys­
tem in the state,

Kolar has more than 32 years of expe­
rience in the road business. He began his 
career with the Michigan Department of 
transportation, where he was employed 
for six years. 

After joining RCOC, he spent 11 years 
in the Design Division of the Engineer­
ing Department, starting as a staff engi­
neer and serving as a design squad lead­
er before being promoted to design engi­
neer in charge of the division. 

Following his service in the Design 
Division, Kolar transferred to the RCOC 
Highway Maintenance Department, 
where he spent six years as the mainte-
!nance operations engineer before being 
promoted to director of RCOC's Central 
Operations Department. He was then 
promoted to the deputy managing direc­
tor position. 

Kolar is a registered professional engi­
neer (PE) and holds a bachelor of sci- • 
ence degree in construction engineering 
from Lawrence Technological Universi­
ty. He is a member of the American Pub­
lic Works Association and the TVanspor-
tation Research Board, where he served 
eight years on the Maintenance and 
Operations Management Committee.

Repoi-ts of suicides in 
public places made local 
headlines tlu-oughout 2011, 
raising the attention on a 
topic tliat remains taboo. 

In Farmington Hills, 
there were two nmrder-
suicides, one in which a 
34-year-old dad sliotand 
killed his 22-month-old 
son before liu-ning the 
gun on himself m October. 
Reports indicated he was 
upset about an unpending 
divorce. 

A 21-year-old Oak Park 
man was found with a 
fatal self-mflicted gunsliot 
wound to the chest in Octo­
ber — he was foundbya 
di'inkmg fountain at the 
Marie Ibt Lot, a children's 
park. He left a note at the 
scene. 

in Plymouth, police 
determined the death of a 
51-year-old Plymouth man 
was a suicide when his 
body was discovered on 
the train tracks after being 
sti-uck and killed by a CSX 
Coip. train. 

In Livonia, a Sl-year-
old Plymouth man parked 
his vehicle on the shoul­
der of 1-96 during morning 
rush liour, then opened the 
U-uck's hood and stepped 
out into the riglit lane, 
according to Michigan 
State Police. An armored 
truck struck and killed 
bun. 

In Birmingham, a 17-
year-old Cranbrook stu­
dent jumped to Ms death 
from the roof of an apart­
ment complex at Old 
Woodward near Brown 
Stt'eet. A suicide note was 
found inside his apartment. 

In Novi, a 39-year-old 
father and husband killed 
his wife and two young 
kids before killing him­
self last Januaiy He was 
found deceased from car­
bon monoxide poisoning in 
his vehicle m the Walmait 
pai'ldng lot at 1-96 and Mil­
ford Road m Lyon 'Ibwn-
ship. 

A Wayne man was hos­
pitalized after pohce 

•responded to a call that he

Family members con­
tacted poUce after findmg 
tlie man had left a suicide ' 
note and had withdrawn all 
of his money from his bank 
account.

Chief CliuckNebus said 
suicides and mental health 
issues are an increasing 
problem. 

Nebus said m 2010, there 
were four adult suicides in 
Farmington Hills, no teen 
suicides and 220 people 
were petitioned for mental 
health h-eatment. 

Fi-om Jan. 1 through 
Dec. 14, there were 10 sui­
cides, including the two 
murder-suicides; 56 peo­
ple tlu-eatened suicide; 50 
sent to mental treatment 
after attempting suicide; 
and 50 people were people 
were petitioned for mental 
health tieatment for other 
reasons. 

The depaitment now 
keeps detailed statistics, 
which show among teens, 
there were no suicides 
in 2011; 18 teens were 
refeiTed for mental treat­
ment for thi-eatening sui­
cide and eight for attempt­
ing suicide. 

Nebus said some reasons 
cited from the mvestiga-
tions included relationship 
breakups, unemployment, 
financial problems, illness 
and history of depression. 

In Livonia, there were 
13 reported suicides from 
Jan. 1 through Dec. 6, com-
pai-edtoll in 2011. 

Lt. Ibm Goralski said 
the numbers of suicides 
remained "relatively sta­
ble." 

"Sometimes we'll get 
calls of someone who may 
be suicidal or in a crisis, 
especially during the holi­
days, because there might 

be financial distress or tur­
moil in the family," Goral-
sld said. "If they are deal­
ing with those issues and 
need help, they should call 
us. We have a responsibil­
ity to them and we're here 
to help them." 

In Canton Township, 
there were 11 reported sui­
cides or attempts; in Red-
ford Township, there was 
one reported suicide; in 
Plymouth Township, there 
were three reported sui­
cides. 

T a k i n g a c t i o n 
In Fiu-mington and Fai-m-

ington Hills, news that 
there were several stu­
dents who had expressed 
thoughts of suicide in a 
slinrt time frame prompt­
ed city leaders to take 
action. II was also noted 
that the 10 adult suicides 
is the highest number ever 
recorded in Farmington 
HUls. 

Public officials and 
members of the commu­
nity formed the Farming-
ton Area Suicide Preven­
tion Task Force, and hosted 
a community fonim in Sep­
tember. It was attended by 
about 200 people: A s'ec>;̂ : 
ond forum was co-hosted' 
by the Farmington Schools 
PTA Council in October. 

Guest speakers at the 
September forum were 
former Detroit Lions play­
er Eric Hippie and Jeff 
Edwards, who is chairman 
of the American Founda­
tion for Suicide Preven­
tion. Both men lost theh-
sons to suicide. 

Edwards said a sur­
vey showed 28 percent of 
Michigan high schoolers 

cited feeling depressed 
and 9 percent had contem­
plated suicide. It's the thu-d 
leading cause of death 
among people ages 15-24. 

"It's rampant," Edwards 
said. "It's an epidemic tliat 
we don't talk about. It's the 
10,000-pound gorilla in the 
room." 

He said lie finds it iron­
ic that the media and com­
munity will push out an 
mformation blast if there's 
an attempted abduction 
of a child; yet little, if any­
thing, is shared about this 
epidemic dial's taking the 
lives of so many young 
people. 

E n c o u r a g i n g 
The work the task force 

has already tackled is 
encouraging. 

"I am grateful that Farm­
ington and Farmmgton 
Hills started the Farm­
ington Area Suicide TSsk 
Force at the start of 2011, 
so we are already promot-
mg awareness and edu­
cation," Nebus said. "We 
must educate teens that 
it is a duty to report or 
get help for a friend or 
help for themselves. I am 
encouraged that we have 
had examples of teens 
who have reached out to a 
school official or to a police 
liaison officer." 

Founding task force 
member Ken Massey, 
who is a Farmington Hills 
city councilman, said the 
work of the task force is 
being noticed statewide. A 
March 20 suicide preven­
tion training workshop will 
be hosted at a Michigan . 
Municipal League meet­
ing. 

"It really is gettmg some 
attention," Massey said, 
noting the city of Saginaw 
may be setting up a similar 
task force. 

He's also encouraged 
that a gi-oup called MINDS 
visits classrooms all 
ai-ound the state and local 
area. He's disappomted it 
doesn't visit Farmmgton 
Pubhc Schools, though. 

Massey said he knows 
the challenge in addi-ess-
ing the topic of suicide. 

"Wa've got plenty of peo­
ple who need help and 
plenty of resources, but the 
problem is connecting the 
two—because we don't 
talk about it," he said.

When Farmington Hills 
City Councilman Ken 
Massey and his wife were 
making the long drive 
to Texas, following the 
death of their son Gra­
ham Smith, they received 
a call from a friend who 
asked a tough question. 

"He said, 'What do you 
want me to tell people?'" 
Massey said. 

It was at that moment 
that he realized they had 
to address Graham's sui­
cide publicly and can­
didly 

"It was the hardest 
thing to say that he com­
mitted suicide," said 
Massey, who just a few 
months prior helped start 
the Farmington Area Sui­
cide Prevention Task 
Force. "But it is what it 
has to be." 

Massey knew that 
brushing the topic under 
the rug wouldn't do any­
one any good. In fact, he 
recognizes that the secre­
cy only furthers the taboo 
surrounding suicide. 

Seven months later, it's 
still hard to talk about. 

"It is very hard for us to 
say Graham killed him­
self," Massey said. "It's 
like somehow we let him 
down." 

Looking back, trying to 
connect the clues why the 
27-year-oId took his life, 
Massey said he thinks 
Graham had exhibited 
signs of depression. But 
when asked about it, Gra­
ham would always say he 
was fine. 

Of course, he wish­
es everyone would have 
pressed Graham a lit­
tle more, to find out what 
was going on in his mind. 

"If your guts tells you 
there's a problem, go with 
your gut," Massey said. 

Sara Majoros, of Farm­
ington, also said there 
were signs before her 
brother took his own life 
in 2001, at age 33. One 
major sign was a suicide 
attempt when he was 16. • 

"My brother and I nev­
er talked about it — that's 
the hugest regret of my 
life," she said. 

She said back then, no 
one talked about suicide. 

"It was an era where 
there was no support," 
she said. 

Now, Majoros finds her­
self on the other end of 
the phone, with desper­
ate people who call the 
Common Ground crisis . 
hotline with a variety of 
problems. 

From 2010-11, the crisis 
line received 1,436 calls 
relating to suicide. That 
number is up from 1,227 
the previous year. 

She said the training 
she received as a volun­
teer at Common Ground 
was worthwhile. 

"The Common Ground 
training has been one of 
the most rewarding and 
coolest things I've ever 
done," she said. 

She said people just 
need a listening ear 

"People are in hard 
times," she said. "I 
thought I'd be giving

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advice, but I'm not — I'm 
listening. By listening, you 
are giving them hope." 

It's been helpful for her, 
as well. 

"I'm making my worst 
thing ray best thing," she 
said, smiling. 

She's come a l o n g w a y 

from the days of silence 
surrounding her younger 
brother's death. 

"Now I'm yellmg it out 
on tlie mountain tops," she 
said. "This experience (at 
Common Ground) has made 
my life better. How I han­
dled it originally is 'what not 
to do,' unfortunately." 

Majoros is also a founding 
member of the Farming-
ton Area Suicide Prevention 
Task Force. 

"I'm so proud to be work­
ing on tliat — it's just an 
amazing group of people," 
she said. "1 can't wait to see 
what we'll do next." 

Jeff Edwards is also turn­
ing his worst thing into his 

best thing. The Brighton 
resident is the chairman 
of the American Founda­
tion for Suicide Prevention 
and spends his time telling 
his story at forums and in 
schools. 

He captivated the crowd 
of about 200 recently in 
Farmington Hills, at a 
forum presented by the 
Farmington Area Suicide 
Prevention Task Force — 
and challenged them to see 
beyond the surface. 

He showed a collage of 
photos depicting a happy, 
healthy boy who was sil­
ly; who was athletic; who 
appeared to be a normal 
boy, enjoying life. 

"What don't we see?" 
Edwards asked. "Where 
are our blind spots when 
we're looking at this?" 

They didn't see that the 
happy, smiling kid in the 
photos was suffering inside 
so intensely that he killed 
himself in March 2003. 

That boy was Chase 
Michael Edwards, the 
12-year-old son of Jeff 
Edwards. 

"I've got a Chase-
sized hole in this heart," 
Edwards said. "Why would 
you know that about me? I 
do a pretty good job of cov­
ering it up." 

L o o k i n g f o r c l u e s 
Edwards, like every 

loved one of someone 
who takes their own life, 
searched for clues and 
answers. He found a poem 
his son had written that 
described himself as crazy, 
schizo and depicted him­
self as being tortured and 
guilty — then set free, like 
a bird. 

Edwards now knows that 
his son suffered deeply and 
wanted his pain to end. He 
now knows that his son was 
ill and undiagnosed. 

Majoros said the answers 
aren't always there. 

"That will always be 
there — you won't know 
why," she said. "It's just 
accepting that you'll nev­
er know."

So that noise you 
are about to hear as the New Year begins is 
likely to be from the gnashing of teeth as the 
budget process begins for the next fiscal year.

The project, called Pay 
It Forward, is part of an

while strengthening their 
ties to the community. Inte­
grated into four courses at 
Madonna including sociol­
ogy, health care, marketing 
and broadcasting and cine­
ma arts, the program helps 
students gain insight into .

G i v i n g b a c k 
"Students are gaining 

real experience that is rel­
evant to their academ­
ic learning while address­
ing community needs. 

The overall purpose of 
the Pay It Forward initia­
tive is to introduce or deep­
en the understanding that 
our students have around 
philanthropy and giving," 
said Olga Martinez, direc­
tor of Service Learning at 
Madonna. 

According to Derry, local 
nonprofits were invited by 
, his shidents to apply to be 
part- of the program in ear­
ly September. The seven 
program applicants then 
visited the class to give a 
presentation on their orga­

nization. Students in his 
class narrowed the field 
down to five by voting on 
the charities they felt were 
most deserving of their 
time, Derry said. 

"After that process was 
complete, the students 
decided which group they 
would most like to work 
with and divided into 
groups to begin the pro­
cess," he said. 

The nonprofit organi­
zations chosen by the sm­
dents include Detroit 
Christo Rey High SchooL 

The Methodist Children's 
Home Society in Redford, 
Farmingtonbased S.O.U.L. 
(Source of Universal Love), 
H-inity Park Inc. of Livo­
nia and Sweet Dreamzzz of 
Farmington. 

The students dien had 
three weeks to complete 
then- task of creating six-
minute DVDs, "a tangible 
product that organizations 
can use to further their 
goals," Derry said. 

Derry said that the sm­
dents were required to 
work quickly throughout 
the project, mirroring a 
real-life timeline. 

G r e a t e x p e r i e n c e 
"This is a great real 

worid experience for the 
students... these are real 
businesses. The pressure 
is on and the product has to 
be delivered and delivered 
right," said Derry, who 
developed the broadcast 
and cinema arts program 
for Madonna and continues 
a longtime career in the 
field on a local and nation­
al leveL 

In addition to creating, 
filming, interviewing and 
editing the videos, the stu­
dents also had the add­
ed benefit of making deci­
sions about communi­
ty parmerships, includ­
ing how to award $2,000 in 
funds from a service grant, 
Martinez said.

An added bonus for the

this semester. I had a stu­
dent explain his -misun-
derstandmg' of the rela­
tionship between Native 
Americans and the U.S., 
mcludmg tiie "tax bene­

fits" of 
being a 
Native 
Amer­
ican. 
Altiiough 
I 
explained 
the "tax 
conse­
quences" 
ofbeing 

a Native American to Uie 
class, I began to realize 
that many of us are naive 
Americans. 

Native Americans (i.e. 
people who are members 
of various tribes, botii Indi­
an and Eskimo) are U.S. 
citizens. All U.S. citizens 
are responsible for paying 
fedei'al income tax, payroll 
(or FICA) tax, estate and 
gift tax. All U.S. citizens 
are subject to tax on their 
'Worldwide" gross income 
and gross estates. In other 
words, from a federal tax 
standpoint; there is no "tax 
tienefit" to being a Native 
American. 

Under state law, howev­
er, the tax consequences 
for lieing Native American 
is another story. TheU.S. 
Bureau of Indian Affairs 
"recognizes" Native Amer­
ican Dibes as "sovereign­
ties" and, upon receiving 
this recognition, tiie tribe 
and tribal members are 
confen«i various exemp­
tions from state laws. For 
example, tiie State of Mich­
igan cannot tax tiie i ^ 
property or the income 
of a federally recognized 
tribe or the resident tiibal 
members. This would be 
the equivalent of Michigan 
attempting to assess a tax 
on die State ofOhioorOhio 
residents; the difference 
being Ohio falls outside the 
borders of Michigan, but a 
tribe may be located within 
Michigan's borders. 

There are 565 federal­
ly recognized tiibes in the 
United States, 12 of which 
are located within the State 
of Michigan and enjoy 
"sovereign status". There 
are an additional 17 tribes 
currentiy petitioning for 
sovereignty from the U.S., 
while there are 4 tiibes 
that are recognized by the 
State of Michigan but not 
bytheU.S. Being recog­
nized by the BIA, however, 
is the starting point in ana­
lyzing the state tax conse­
quences for Native Amer­
icans. 

As we are all awai-e, 
tiie State of Michigan has 
severe budget problems 
and tills has trickled down 
to the county and munic­

ipal levels. Part of the 
charge for a goverrmient is 
to provide vaiious servic­
es to its residents and these 
services are paid tiirough 
tax revenues. This is one 
fundamental aspect of tax 
policy 

If services are not pro­
vided to or available to a 
tribe, Uien tiie tribe and 
its members should not be 
subject to tax. If the ser­
vices are available to a trib­
al member, for example a 
Native American living in 
tiie City of Novi, that trib­
al member shoiild be (and 
is) subject to stgte income, 
real property, sales and use 
taxes. 

The otiier fundamen­
tal aspect of tax poUcy is 
ensuring that certain tax­
able items are fairly taxed. 
In other words, Michigan 
has sales and tobacco tax­
es. If a non-tribal merh-
ber were to purchase cig­
arettes from a grocer on 
a nibe, the State of Michi­
gan loses tax revenue sole­
ly because tfie purchase 
occurred on the tribe. 

Tb combat this type of 
conduct, the Michigan 
T\'easurer has entered 
into Voluntary Disclosure 
Agreements, or tax trea­
ties, with nine tribes. The 
purpose of tiie VDA is to 
oufline die types of tax­
es tiiat can be imposed on 
tribes and tribal members, 
the method for collect­
ing these taxes and a pro­
cedure for resolving tax 
disputes. In otiier words, 
if Michigan exempted 
its tobacco tax under the 
VDA, a aibal member who 
lives on tiie tiibe can peti­
tion the Department of 
Ti-easury for a refund for 
any tobacco taxes paid 
The non-tribal member, 
however, would not be eli­
gible for the refund under 
tiie VDA. 

While the taxation of • 
Native Americans may 
appear to be a difficult 
or complicated issue, it 
may be under state law. 
Under the Internal Reve­
nue Code, however, it has 
exactly the same amount 
of difficulty for Native 
Americans as it does for 
alius, citizens.
