pie to be the most wel­
coming. 

"They wanted to teach 
us about their cultures 
and get to know us as 
much as we wanted to 
know them." 

Smetana, 26, lives In 
Novi and graduated from 
Northviile High School 
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in 2003. He was making 
his plans to go to business 
school next year when 
the idea for the cross-con­
tinent trip came to him. 

His goal was to find a 
way to give back to the 
World Bicycle Relief, 
which builds bikes for 
poverty-stIricken commu­
nities across the world 
with transportation 
needs, while also chal­
lenging himself mentally 
and physically. 

A documentaI-y called 
"Long Way Around," 
about two men who made 
a similar journey on 
motorcycles, gave Smeta­
na his inspiration, and he 
was able to find five oth­
er people to join him for 
parts of the tiip, includ­
ing brother Cory (2009 

Northviile High School 
graduate). Kellen, how­
ever, was the only one to 
complete the entire trip. 

•'I always thought I was 
going to be sick of it when 
I was done, but at the 
end I found I was real­
ly enjoying riding every 
day," he said. 

Smetana said there 
were only a few times 
that he questioned what 
he was doing, first when 
he got stuck in a blizzard 
in the mountains in Cliina 
where he was "the cold­
est I've ever been," and 
traveling through the des­
ert in Kazakhstan. 

"When I look back on 
it, those are some of my 
most vivid memories, 
when times Were the 
toughest," he said. "You

A Belleville woman will 
get by with a little help 
from friends she's nev­
er even met — thanks to 
the efforts of a Northville 
business owner and the 
kindness of students in 
the Northville and Novi 
school districts. 

Nadine and Thom­
as Girvan. owners of the 
Thomas James Salon 
in Northville, pres'ent-
ed a check for more 
than $1,000 to Tammy 
ToWnsend of Belleville — 
the proceeds of a fund­
raiser the Girvans put 
on in October for Breast 
Chancer Awareness 
month. 

"It's such a blessing." 
said Townsend, who was 
diagnosed with cancer in 
July. '*I wasn't expecting 
this." 

Nadine Girvan, Who 
is herself a breast can­
cer sui-vivor, said she's 
put on fimdraisers since 
she Was diagnosed about 
six years ago. At first 
she and her staff donat­
ed money to organiza­
tions like the American 
(dancer Society, but even­
tually decided to give 
the doIiations to an indi­
vidual, instead. In Octo­
ber, she put on the dona­
tion drive in the North­
ville and Novi school dis­
tricts, offering to dye stu­
dents' hair pink or put 
pink beaded extensions in 
their hair for a donation.

"I think there God was 
at work in that room," 
said Fitzgerald, who is 
also a cancer survivor. 

"I think this is so gen­
erous," she added of the 
Gii^ans' donation "They 
didn't have to do this." 

Thomas, recalling the 
chaotic days after Nadine 
was diagnosed, said he 
was glad to be able to do 
something like this. 

"I remember just being 
overwhelmed and we had 
a lot of friends helping 
us." he said. "This is our 
chance to give back." 

ToWnsend, Who lost her 
6-year-old son Tyler to 
cancer six years ago, said 
she appreciates the help 
and hopes to help others, 
in return. She said she has 
since come to terms with 
her diagnosis and counts 
each day as a blessing. 

"I'm not scared any­
more," she said. "I'm 
ready to go. I'm going to 
beat this. God is making 
me stronger." 

She said she is plan­
ning to make jewelry and 
donate half of the pro­
ceeds to help fight the 
disease, as well. 

"It just makes me 
want to give back," said 
Townsend. "I want to give 
liack to everyone."

Wlien you toss that 
empty water bottle into 
the recycle bin. you're 
not only sparing land­
fill space and helping the 
environment, you're cUso 
boosting the economy. 

And, a recent $4.5 mil­
lion private Investment 
upgrade to the Resource 
Recovery and Recycling 
Authority of Southwest 
Oakland County facility 
in Southfield is making it 
even easier to recycle. 

That's a good thing, said 
Michael Csapo, general 
manager of RRItASOC, 
which now has the larg­
est capacity of any recy­
cling facility in the State 
of Michigan. 

RItRASOC is a consor­
tium formed by the cit­
ies of Farmington. Farm­
ington Hills, Novi, South 
Lyon, Southfield, Walled 
Lake and Wixom. It's 
been in operation since 
1994. The authority part­
ners with a pIivate com­
pany called ReCommuni-
ty to run the facility and 
to sell the commodities 
(the plastics, glass, paper 
and metal) nationwide 
and even worldwide. 

It was built as a duiil 
stream recycling facili­
ty, which was the trend 
at the time, said Csapo. It 
was easier than the multi-
sort trend before that. 

"There was a lot of 
effort residents had 
to make, to make sure 
things were sorted cor­
rectly," he said. "The 
trend now is single 
stream. If you can put 
everything into a single 
spot, you cut down on the 
time it takes to prepare it. 
pick it up and dump it." 

The upgrade allows 
for single stream recy­
cling, meaning residents 
and businesses no lon­
ger have to separate their 
paper, glass, plastic and 
metals. The new state-of-
the-aIrt equipment at the 
facility can do the sepa­
rating and sorting. 

"Studies show tJiat when 
you switch to single stream 
recycling, you Increase the 
total volume by 20 to 60 
percent," he said. 

E c o n o m i c i m p a c t 
That's not only good for 

the environment, it's good 
for the economy, he said. 

"It's good for the envi­
ronment because it cuts 
do\vn on pollution, saVes 
energy and saVes natural 
resources, but it also cre­
ates jobs," he said. "If we 
bury (recyclable materi­
als) they're gone, but if 
we recycle them, there 
are all of these jobs add­
ed down that chain." 

Materials tliat are sort­
ed and bundled at the 
lUtRASOC facility are 
then sold as commodities 
to secondary materials 
processors, which get the 
materials ready for their 
customers — maniIfactur-
ers that use the materials 
to make usable products. 

Plastic water bottles, 
for example, are often 
turned back into plastic 
water bottles. Other plas­
tics are processed and 
molded for other uses. 
Paper is processed and 
reused as well. 

"Fifty-five percent of

the paper goes from here, 
directly to a paper mill ," 
said Csapo. 

Many of the commodi­
ties are exported to other 
countries, such as China. 

Revenue from the sale 
of the commodities is 
then put back into the 
facility' and also goes 
toward keeping recycling 
rates down for the con­
tracting municipalities. 

"We want to think, 
of these as resources 
— we can pay to bury 
them or we can get paid 
for them," said Csapo. 
"There's value added all 
the way down the materi­
al stream." 

Csapo said the econom­
ic message is often over­
shadowed by the enViron-
mental message, but both 
are important. 

"The choices people 
make in their kitchens 
and curbside really do 
have a global impact," he 
said. 

S t a t e o f t h e a r t 
The equipment, which 

is installed and ready for 
final calibration, is capa­
ble of separating card­
board, for example, from 
a load of materials. The 
remainder flows along 
a conveyor, where sort­
ers are on hand to sepa­
rate the different kinds 
of plastics and metals. 
An optic scanning device 
focuses on water bottles. 

Vacuums are used to 
grab out the plastic shop­
ping bags before the load 
enters the macliine that 
does more separating by 
size and weight. 

Csapo said they're 
expecting to recy­
cle between 70,000 and 
100,000 tons of material, 
compared to last year's 
14,000 tons. 

The new system even 
has cameras that can 
record the flow of the 
materials as they move 

through the process. Csa­
po said they'll be able to 
produce an education­
al program, from the vid­
eos, to show to students at 
area schools. 

"Hopefully, a year 
from now, we'll be talk­
ing about virtual tours," 
he said. 

S o m e c h a n g e s 
Residents •will notice a 

fiew.ciianges. 
•F'irst, those plastic gro­

cery bags wil l no longer 
be accepted. Csapo .said 
there's not a market for 
them and it takes too long 
to collect enough. They 
also get caught and tan­
gled in the macliines. He 
suggests people use reus­
able cloth shopping bags 
instead. 

Ceramics and No. 3 
plastics (PVC) will no lon­
ger be accepted. 

Newly accepted recy-
clables include Wide-
mouthed plastic tubs, 
like margarine tubs and 
yogurt cups; and also 
agricultvural containers — 
the plastic containers for 
plants and flowers. 

Some of the RRRA­
SOC communities, includ­
ing Southfield, Farming-
ton, Farmington Hills and 
Wixom, are considering 
switcliing from curbside 
bins to 96-gallon carts 
on wheels. Each city wil l 
need to amend their con­
tract with their waste 
hauler, noted Csapo. 

He said the larger carts 
make recycling even eas­
ier for residents. 

A public education cam­
paign about the single 
stream recycling pro­
gram will be an impor­
tant piece in ramping up 
recycling in the RRItA-
SOC communities. For 
more information, -Visit 
www.rrrasoc.org.

back together and make 
art out of them. I couldn't 
suppress it anymore!" 
Inspired by animated Sat­
urday morning cartoons, 
vintage postcards, com­
ic books of the 1960s and 
1970s, Crowder's ear­

ly works were, in effect, 
detailed stream-of-con­
sciousness line drawings. 

His show, organized by 
Jeff Cancelosi, at the Art 
House will include: 

• Shoe paintings — pop 
cultural streams of con­
sciousness capturing 
the dichotomy and con­
flict inherent in male and 
female stereotypes in 
today's world. 

• Day-Glow plexiglass 
creations — intricate­
ly detailed biomorphic, 
mechanical shadow Imag­
es of the human form that 
have morphed out of his 
early ink line drawings.

The decis ion was made by a f ive-person 
commit tee — the county prosecutor, the 
coun ty t reasurer , the coun ty c l e r k and 
the.ci ia irs of the county's Democra t i c and 
Republ ican parties.

Th i s law affects Oak land County 
and only Oakland County. 

T h i s s t inker of a law sai led through the 
House and Senate, wi th our loca l Lans ing 
leaders vot ing as follows:

D i s t r i c t ; and state Rep . K u r t H e i s e , R , 
20th Dis t r i c t . 

N O : state Sen. Pa t r i ck Colbeck , R , 7th 
Dis t r i c t . 

Then Gov. Snyder signed it, p rov ing he 
can be as p o l i t i c a l l y c r aven as the best 
— or worst — of them. 

H i s r e j e c t i o n of a n y t h i n g a p p r o a c h ­
i n g p r inc ip l ed government left his press 
spokesperson i s su ing a r i d i c u l o u s press 
statement that just if ied the law because it 
"br ings greater t ransparency to the pro­
cess." 

Oh, really? That's r idiculous on the face. 
But i f the governor's office pretends that's 
the case, then the only log ica l conclusion 
is that the governor be l ieves there is a 
t ransparency problem i n the state's other 
82 counties. 

L a w m a k e r s i n s u l t o u r i n t e l l i g e n c e 
by say ing this is a cos t - sav ing measure 
because it w i l l reduce the commissioners 
from 25 to 21. Since Oakland County isn't 
f inancia l ly fa i l ing, it's up to that county's 
elected officials to make that decision. 

W h i l e 25 commissioners seems a lot, it 
must be remembered Oakland County has 
1.2 mi l l i on people, or about 48,000 people 
for each commiss ioner . B u t , apparently, 
you just can't have too many Republicans.

My friends Pete and Emily speak 
eloquently and accurately from the 
teachers' perspective regarding the 
issues confronting teachers and 
public education in the U.S. today. 

Their position also highlights 
the divide between education 
and those working in the private 
seaor The issues of compensation 
and benefits between teachers 
and nonteachers will forever exist 
as long as unions exist and provide 
a security blanket that profession­
als in fields where performance is 
the primary indicator for job reten­
tion do not enjoy. 

Yes. the economy and the 
tax struaure of today is placing 
unheard of pressure on our public 
school systems. Salary struaures. 

jobs and pensions are at risk, for 
everyone, not just teachers. This 
reality has been documented 
many times over in recent years. 
And yes, teachers have a tremen­
dously difficult job in the class­
room today for the reasons Pete 
and Emily mentioned. While indus­
try personnel do not influence our

p r e p a r i n g f o r w i n t e r 

The Road Commis­
sion for Oakland Coun­
ty (RCOC) Is reviewing 
winter plowing and salt­
ing procedures with its 
truck driVers, preparing 
its trucks for winter and 
getting snow plows ready 
- all in anticipation of the 
ineVitable airival shortly 
of the first winter weath­
er. 

Despite RCOC's 
detailed preparations, 
howeVer, the agency 
warns motorists to be 
extra careful while naVi-
gating the roads this win­
ter. That's because bud­
get cuts in recent years 
haVe left the Road Com­
mission with fewer 
employees to driVe and 
maintain an aging fleet of 
snow plows/salt trucks. 

"Tliis winter, we contin­
ue to have about 50 fewer 
employees to drive snow-
plows/salt trucks than 
We had in 2007," stat­
ed RCOC Board Chair­
man Eric \\^son. "That 
is more than one quarter 
fewer driVers than four 
years ago." 

RCOC typically puts 
106 snowploWs/salt 
truclcs on the road to bat­
tle a major snow or ice 
storm. The initial driv­
ers can stay on the road 
for up to 16 hours before 
they must rest, according 
to RCOC rules. 

In the past, RCOC was 
able to replace the ini­
tial 106 driVers with up 
to 84 drivers for a second 
16-hour sliift to continue 
fighting the storm or to 
clean up after the storm. 
For the second year, this 
year the agency will have 
less than 40 drivers avail­
able for the second shift. 

"That's a substantial 
reduction in our abili­
ty to fight a prolonged 
storm, or even a series 
of small storms, or to 

F A C T S H E E T 2 0 1 1 - 1 2 
Below are some facts and figures related to winter 

road maintenance in Oakland County. 
• Salt trucks and snowplows typicaliy travel more slowly 
than other traffic. RCOC urges drivers to use caution 
around the orange trucks and allow them enough room 
to safely do their jobs: "Don't crowd the plow." 
• RCOC uses an average of 83,000 tons of salt per winter. 
• RCOC salt trucks are kept at six garages located 
throughout the county. Salt is kept in salt storage facili­
ties at each of those garages. 
• RCOC does not anticipate any problems getting salt 
this year, based on assurances from its salt vendor. 
• RCOC divides aii the miles of paved primary roadway it 
maintains (including county roads and state highways) 
into 106 sait "routes." 
• in ali, RCOC has jurisdirtion over 2,700-pius miies of 
county roads (inciuding subdivision and gravei roads). 
• RCOC also maintains 230 miies of mostiy muiti-lane 
state highways on behalf of the Michigan Department 
of Transportation (iVIDOT). This includes 1-75,1-696,1-
96, M-59, Telegraph Road and Woodward Ave., among 
others. These 230 miles of mainly freeway roads are the 
equivalent of over 1,500 miles of one-lane pavement. 
• RCOC expects to spend approximately $12 million 
on winter road maintenance this year alone, including 
approximately $4.4 million to maintain the state high­
ways for IVIDOT. 
• RCOC expects to spend approximately $4 million this 
winter on salt alone (cost per ton = $46.51). 
• RCOC standards call for approximately 400 pounds of 
salt to be applied to each two-lane mile of pavement. 
• Most RCOC salt trucks are equipped with computer­
ized salting mechanisms that atrtomatically adjust the 
amount of salt spread based on the vehicle's speed. The 
sait spreaders also include "pre-wetting" devises that 
spray sait brine on the sait as it is being spread, so that 
it begins working more quickiy. These technologies also 
allow RCOC to conserve salt. 
• A single "sait run" for a truck typically uses about 6 
tons of salt 
• At temperatures below 20 degrees, salt begins to lose 
•Its effectiveness. At 10 degrees, it does virtually nothing. 

clean up after a storm," 
explained RCOC Vice 
Chairman Greg Jamian. 
He explained the reduc­
tion in staff Is a direct 
restilt of declining state 
road funding for RCOC. 

"Our primaIT source 
of operating fimds - the 
state gas tax and veiii-
cle registration fees - fell 
for the last five years in a 
row," noted RCOC Board 

member Ron Fowkes. 
"Those five years of 
decline follow nearly 10 
years of virtually flat rev­
enues. We'll receive less 
funding in the current fis­
cal year than we receiVed 
in 2000." 

As a result, RCOC has 
been making cuts and 
finding ways to oper­
ate more efficiently for 
years. It I s now at the 

point where the only 
way to achieve the lev­
el of savings needed to 
balance the budget Is 
to reduce staff. So far, 
RCOC has been able to 
avoid layoffs, simply not 
replacing employees as 
they leave or retire. The 
agency currently has 122 
fewer employees than in 
2007. 

In addition, RCOC has 
had to defer the needed 
replacement of its aging 
fleet of snowplows/salt 
trucks, meaning many 
will be out of service for 
repairs more frequently 
this winter. 

"We are not happy 
about this situation," 
Chairman Wilson stated. 
"Safety Is RCOC's num­
ber-one priority, and it 
pains us greatly to have 
to reduce the level of ser­
vice we can provide." 

Jamian pointed out 
that as a result of these 
changes, motorists must, 
more than ever, be vigi­
lant when driving during 
or immediately after win­
ter storms. "Because of 
the reduced level of ser­
vice we will be able to 
proVide this winter, it's 
critical that motorists be 
aware of the road condi­
tions and drive appropri­
ately for those conditions. 
We siInply can't salt or 
plow the roads as liave in 
the past." 

Additionally, it may take 
RCOC snowplows/salt 
trucks longer to get into 
subdivisions following 
snow storms tliis year due 
to the reduced number of 
drivers. "Safety dictates 
that we focus our reduced 
resources on the roads 
that carry the most traf­
fic at the highest speeds," 
Fowkes said. "Only when 
those are sufficiently 
clear will we move to the 
slower, less-tj-aveled sulj-
division stI-eets."

ley said. "To coach a team 
you always liaVe to be 
focused. When you are a 
coach you can neVer haVe 
mental lapses and it is 
your job to keep the team 
focused. My time on the 
side lines has giVen me a 
greater appreciation for 
all my coaches." 

It's been difficult for 
Gertley to watch the 
game from the bench, 
but he knows he still has 
a responsibility to the 
team.

"As the game end­
ed and we won, Gertley 
(seated near the end of 
the bench) was one of the 
first guys to race off the 
bench and meet Hewlett 
at half court for a terrif­
ic 'chest bump,'" noted 
Sander. 

And wliile Gertley 
admits he was on pins

.net instead of .gov You may 
also see terms like "federal," 
"HAMP," " M H A , " "HARP" or 
other words related to official 
U.S. government programs. 

Contact your lender first. 
YotiT lender vvill be able to tell 
you i f you qualify for any gov­
ernment programs to prevent 
foreclosure or modify your 
loans. And you do not have to 
pay to benefit from these pro­
grams. 

Forens ic L o a n A u d i t 
The scammer who may be 

called a forensic or mortgage 
loan "Auditor" offers to review 
youir'tilbrtgage loan docu­
ments to determine wheth­
er your lender complied 
with state and federal mort­
gage lending laws. The scam­
mer wfill usually require that 
you pay a fee to start the pro­
cess. The scammer may say 
you can use the audit report to 
avoid foreclosure, accelerate 
the loan modification process, 
reduce your loan principal, or 
even cancel your loan. 

There is no proof that a 
forensic loan audit can save 
your home from foreclo­
sure although it's conducted 

by a licensed, legitimate and 
trained auditor, mortgage pro­
fessional or lawyer. Even if 
you sue your lender and win, 
your lender is not required to 
modify your loan to make it 
more affordable. If you can­
cel your locm, you will have to 
return the borrowed money, 
which may result in you losing 
your home. 

M a s s J o i n d e r L a w s u i t 
The scam artist, usually a 

lawyer, law firm or a market­
ing partner, will promise that 
they can force your lender to 
modify your loan. They wil l 
tell you that by joining oth­
er homeowners in a mass join­
der lawsuit against a paitic-
ular lender, you will be able 
to stop a foreclosure, reduce 
your loan balance or interest 
rate, receive monetary detmag-
es, or even receive title to your 
house free and clear. Mass 
joinder lawsuits can be used 
legitimately; these lawyers are 
usually paid 'after' the law­
suit is over, on a contingen­
cy basis. However, mass join­
der lawsuit scammers will try 
to "sell" you participation in a 
lawsuit against your mortgage 
lender, claiming that you can­
not participate in the lawsuit 
tmtil you pay some type of fee. 

B a i t - a n d - S w i t c h 
The scam artist convinces 

you to sign documents for a 
"new loan modification" tliat 

will make your existing mort­
gage current. Tliis is a trick. 
You actually just signed docu­
ments that surrender the title 
or deed of your house to the 
scam artist in exchange for 
a "rescue" loan. Thoroughly 
read any document before you 
sign it. 

R e n t - t o - O w n o r 
Leaseback S c h e m e 

A scammer urges you to sur­
render the title or deed of your 
home as part of a deal that will 
let you stay in your home as a 
renter and then buy it back in 
a few years. He may tell you 
that surrendering the title will 
permit a borrower with a bet­
ter credit rating to get new 
financing—and keep you from 
losing your home. Howev­
er, the scammer may have no 
intention of ever selling the 

-home back to you. 
But the terms of these deals 

usually make buying back 
your home impossible. Worse 
yet, when the new borrow­
er defaults on the loan, you're 
evicted. 

Variations: 
1. The scammer raises your 

rent over time to the point that 
you can't afford it. After miss­
ing several rent payments, you 
are evicted, leaving the "res­
cuer" free to sell your house. 

2. The scammer offers to 
find a buyer for your home, 
but only if you sign over the 

deed and move out. The scam­
mer promises to pay you some 
of the profit when the home 
sells. But the scammer simply 
rents out your home and keeps 
the profits while your lender 
proceeds with the foreclosure. 
You lose your home and are 
still responsible for the unpaid 
mortgage, because transfer­
ring the deed does not affect 
your mortgage obligation. 

S h o r t S a l e S c a m 
Scammers, sometimes 

called "short sale negotia­
tors" or "short sale proces­
sors," may promise to expe­
dite a short sale and usual­
ly require you to pay a fee. 
which is illegal in many 
states. Some scammers may 
eVen include surcharges or 
hidden fees before the trans­
action closes, which are also 
illegal in many slates. The 
scammer may also misrepre­
sent the value of the home to 
the lender. 

A short sale may be a legit­
imate option for a homeown­
er in default or homeown­
er who is current yet the Val­
ue of the home has fallen — if 
the lender agrees to the short 
sale. But homeowners should 
only work with a licensed 
real estate professional or 
licensed real estate attor­
ney since the law requires 
that the person be proper­
ly licensed to negotiate the 
short sale with your lend­
er. Homeowners should Ver­
ify licenses with their state 
licensing agencies. 

B a n k r u p t c y t o A v o i d 
F o r e c l o s u r e 

The scammer may promise 
to negotiate with your lend­
er or get refinancing on your 
behalf if you pay a fee up 
front. Instead of contacting 
your lender or refinancing 
your loan, he pockets the fee 
and files a bankruptcy case 
in your name — sometimes 
without your knowledge. 

A bankruptcy filing often 
stops a home foreclosure, 
but only temporarily. Fi l ing 
bankruptcy stops any collec­
tion and foreclosure while 
the bankruptcy court admin­
isters the case. But, eVentual-
ly you must start paying your 
mortgage, or the lender wi l l 
be able to foreclose. 

You could lose the mon­
ey you paid to the scammer 
and your home. Worse yet, 
a banlcruptcy stays on your 
credit report for 10 years, 
which makes it difficult to 
obtain credit, buy a home, get 
life insurance or eVen get a 
job.

A: This issue has not been 
widely discussed among 
condominium association 
practitioners, but it would be 

my belief that

On the other 
hand, i f the 

origin of the bedbug is wit l i in 
the individual unit, that 
may be the responsibility 
of the individual co-owner 
to take care of, a l l . of 
course, depencling on your 
condominium documents. 
Obviously, it is hard to trace 
the origin of bedbugs and the 
Board of Directors, with the 
advice of counsel, w i l l have to 
establish a policy which best 
suits the accomplisliment of 
the end result, that is, to get 
r id of bedbugs.

A; Most cxindominium bylaws 
provide for the removal of a 
direc:tor or directors on the vote 
of more than 50 percent of the 
(x>owners, and require tliat a 
specrial meeting be scheduled 
at wliich you can hold such a 
vote upon the submission of a 
petition signed by one-tliird of 
the co-owners. You may wish 
to retain the services of an 
attorney who c»uld assist you in 
tliis prcK:ess. Before crirculating 
the petition, you may want to 
contacrt members of the Board 
of Directors who may not be 
aligned with the "crazies" to try 
to gather additional information 
about the abuses tliat may 
have been undertaken by the 
new board. Unfortunately, to 
the extent tliat those directors 
breached their fiducriary duty, 
liired incompetent or no persons 
to take over the management 
of the condominium, are 
proceeding without proper 
or any legal advice and are 
otherwise acting maliciously 
or vindictively agaiiist former 
members of the board and/or 
professionals retained by the 
asscx:iation, legal recourse in 
CMurt may bie the only available 
option that you liave. In that 
case, you would need to retain 
an attorney who could bring a 
derivative action on belialf of 
the association agairist those 
directors to seek an injunction 
to keep them from imdermining 
the operation of the assocriatiotL 
Hopefully, the other cxxiwners 
in the condorIiinium wil l 
help you handle the matter 
financially tiecause their 
investment in their homes may 
well lie at issue.
