fiscal management that 
has made Novi the envy 
of others." 

Throughout his speech, 
Gatt touched on sever­
al positives from 2011 
and looked forward to the 
future. 

He cited new unemploy­
ment rates that showed 
the city of Novi is at 5.1 
percent, while the coun­
ty is at 8 percent and the 
state just over 10 percent; 
that nearly 400 jobs were 
added last year; that the 
city was ranked No. 6 by 
Family Circle magazine 
on its Top 10 Best Towns 
for Families; that the 
library was named Michi­
gan's Librar>- of the Year;

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Gettilig to know your cell phone plan

'̂ ou can't surf the 
web, watch the 
news, or refresh 

your Twitter stream with­
out hearing talk about 
the next round of super-
pliones. 

The Apple iPhone4s, 
Motorola Droid Bion-
ic and even some new 
BIackberI->' units have 
been making headlines 
recently for their 8-mega-
pixel cameras, I G H Z 
processors and 64gb on 
board storage. 

You can read up on the 
newest phones and their 
specifications down to the 
screen size, phone and 
phone weight through a 
Google search. 

What isn't easy is figur­
ing out changes to your 
phone plan that cotild be 
necessary if you upgrade 
a to a smaiTphone from a 
basic cell phone device. 

Over the past few 
years, carriers have 
made it a requirement 
for smartphone users 
to pay for data plans or 
unlimited texting plans. 
So whether you are buy­
ing a discounted Windows 
phone or a Blackberry 
in conjunction with your 
two-year serVice agree­
ment, your smartphone 
may lead to additional 
costs. 

If you surf the web with 
your mobile device a lot, 
you vwll need a larger 
data allowance than the 
200mb bottom-tier plan 
many carriers offer. 

New customers can get 
a 2 gigaybte (GB) plan 
from AT&T for $25 per 
month, or Verizon for $30 
per month. AT&T also 
offers a 4GB plan for $45 
and Verizon for $50. 

But what most people 
don't know is data over­
age charges aren't unrea­
sonable — only $10 per 
G B at both AT&T and 
Verizon. So don't pay up 
for a plan, simply eat the 
overage charge if you use 
your phone too much in a 
given month. 

Better yet, when you 
access the web tlirough

If you are still wor­
ried about expensive 
data usage. Sprint offers 
unlimited everything 
plans starting at $79.99 
per month. But don't 
be fooled by the small 
print — there's a $I0 per 
month surcharge for cer­
tain smartphones. like 
the iPhone4s. Add in 
phone insurance, regula­
tory fees and tax and you 
could be paying closer to 
$100 — but in fairness, 
that's likely much cheap­
er than whatever Verizon 
is gouging these days. 

If you think goug­
ing is an unfair term to 
describe phone compa­
nies, consider this: In the 
past few years, AT&T and 
Verizon have removed 
unlimited data plan 
options for new custom­
ers because they say data 
is too expensive. 

(3oogle. .Amazon, Drop-
Box and YouSendit.com, 
meanwhile, offer multiple 
GBs of free storage on the 
web for literally any non-
paying web customer 

Data isn't even the 
worst marked-up ser­
vice on your phone biD. 
Depending on the carrier, 
your text messaging plan 
could be marked up near 
4,000 percent. 

Research has shown that 
text messages can cost 
phone companies as little 
as one-third of a cent, yet 
they cliarge arotmd $20 a 
month for unlimited tex­
ting plans, $30 for unlimit­
ed family texting. 

Customers can go vwth-
out texting plans (if the 
company lets you), but 
then they will be cliarged 
about 10 cents per text — 

about double what phone 
companies pI-eviousiy 
charged. 

Why the incI-ease? Com­
panies are trying to get 
their cash before texting 
goes down the path of the 
typewriter and becomes 
obsolete. 

Free messaging apps 
like BlackBerry Messen­
ger have been around 
for more than five years, 
but they required confus­
ing PINs and a separate 
interface to contact oth­
er BlackBerry owners 
for free. 

The new iPhone4s, how­
ever, has built-in technol­
ogy that sends text mes­
sages beuveen iPhones 
through a program called 
iMessage — and it's 
completely free. iMes­
sage will cut down on 
cell phone bills — may­
be even yours. iMessage 
may even mean you can 
cut down your individual 
or family texting plan. 

Or you could just vis­
it the phone store and 
flex your cell phone plan 
leiowledge until the ser­
vice rep budges and gets 
you an unadvertised plan 
like 1,000 text messages 
for $10. A $10 plan would 
still be a ripoff, but less 
than you are likely pay­
ing now. With any luck, 
texting will become much 
cheaper when it's time 
to extend or change your 
contract again. 

Note: Did you know 
most cell phone providers 
offer deep corporate dis­
counts on monthly reoc-
curring charges such as 
minutes and data? Check 
to see if your compa­
ny offers a discount and 
have the discoimt applied 
to your next bill.

Realtor Bob Bake's been in 
the business for 45 years, so 
he has a good sense of how 
things are going. 

Bake, with Coldwell Bank­
er Weir Manuel of Plymouth, 
agreed the market's looking 
up. 

"Very definitely, we are," 
he said, adding he speaks for 
Northville, Plymouth and 
Canton. "There's a signifi­
cant uptick in activity, espe­
cially for homes that are in 
move-in conditions in appeal­
ing areas." 

Fixer-upper homes are less 
appealing. Bake said, but the 
supply of homes Is more lim­
ited. 

"There's a definite scarcity 
factor," he said. "We're very, 
very busy." 

Bake agreed buying a home 
remains a good investment 
despite market upheaval of 
recent years. "In my judg­
ment it is (a good invest­
ment), especially if you're 
going to be living in your 
home five years or more. It's 
a great time to buy." 

Interest rates for mortgag­
es are low, he added. 

Realtor Bart Patterson, a 
15-year industry veteran, also 
sees signs for optimism. 

"Always. There's plenty of 
buyers out there," said Pat­
terson, vice president and 
general manager for R E / 
M A X Classic, with offic­
es in Canton, Farmington 
Hills corporate headquar­
ters, Novi and Milford. "It's 
a pretty competitive market 
still. If it's a nice house and is 
priced competitively, it's sell­
ing pretty well. Buyers are 
doing well. 

"Mortgage rates are histor­
ic lows. You can't beat that," 
Patterson added. 

Patterson acknowledged 
the housing market has strug­
gled in recent years. 

"It has been struggle." 
Some buyers were forced to 
sell for financial reasons. 

Otheirs can move because of

their circumstances, Patter­
son said. 

"We saw a little bit of an 
increase in the (average) sale 
price last year." If that contin­
ues, "that would be good for 
the economy. We've got to get 
to that leveling out place." 

Patterson agreed the jobs 
element is a key piece, and 
that some renters could buy 
for the first time. 

"Everybody stayed 
focused," he said of those in 
liis field, adding some homes 
are still being sold as short 
sales. 

Existing-home sales rose 
again in November and 
remain above a year ago, 
according to the National 
Association of Realtors. Also 
released recently Were peri­
odic benchmark revisions 
wdth dovraward adjustments 
to sales and inventory data 
since 2007, led by a decline in 
for-sale-by-owners. 

Although rebenclimarldng 
resulted in lower adjustments. 

to several years of home sales 
data, the month-to-month 
characterization of market 
conditions did not change. 
There are no changes to home 
prices or month's supply. 

The latest montlily data 
shows total existing-home 
sales, which are complet­
ed transactions tliat include 
single-family, townhomes, 
condominiums and co-ops, 
increased 4.0 percent to a sea­
sonally adj.usted aimual rate 
of 4.42 million in November 
from 4.25 million in October, 
and are 12.2 percent above 
the 3.94 million-unit pace in 
November 2010. 

Lawrence Ytm, NAR cliief 
economist, said more peo­
ple are taldng advantage of 
the buyer's market. "Sales 
reached the liighest mark in 
10 months and are 34 percent 
above the cyclical low point 
in mid-2010 — a gentiine sus­
tained sales recovery appears 
to be developing," he said. 
"We'Ve seen healthy gains in 

contract activity, so it looks 
like more people are realiz­
ing the great opportunity that 
exists in today's market for 
buyers with long-term plans." 

According to Freddie Mac, 
the national aVerage commit­
ment rate for a 30-year, con­
ventional, fixed-rate mort­
gage fell to a record low 3.99 
percent in November from 
4.07 percent in October; 
the rate was 4.30 percent in 
November 2010; records date 
back to 1971. 

N.AR President Moe Veis-
si, broker-owner of Veissi & 
Associates Inc., in Miami, said 
housing affordability condi­
tions have set a new record 
liigh. "\̂ t̂h record low mort­
gage interest rates and bar­
gain home prices, NAR's hous­
ing affordability index shows 
tliat a median-income fami­
ly can easily afford a median-
priced home," he said.

Q: We have a community that is 

trapping cats and turning them over to 
the Humane Society which is putting 
them up for adoption or euthanizing 
them. We now have an animal rights 
activist owner who has gotten every 
single animal rights group and a local 
paper involved with this issue and 
is trying to get the board to change 
their position on this issue. It is the 
animal rights position that you need 
to trap the cats, neuter them and then 
reIease them since this wiII prevent 
reproduction and will allegedly lead 
to the extinction of that colony of cats 
imthin the association. What do we 
do? 

A: I lcnow of one association 
tliat was actually sued by 
an animal rights activist to 

prevent it from 
capturing the 
feral ĉ ats and 
turning them 
over to the 
shelter where 
they were 
either adopted 
or eutliaiuzed. 
The plaintiff 
111 that case 
sought a 

permanent injunction 
requiring wiiat was referred 
to as T N R (Trap, Neuter, 
Release). There are, howeVer, 
orgaiiizations tliat will 
either neuter the cats or 
keep them or put them up 
for adoption and the T N R 
advocates are familiar with 
these organizations. In tliat 
particular matter the case 
was settled by the Association 
agreeing not to trap the 
cats for 30 days to allow the 
Plaintiff to airange to trap 
them and then sliip them 
off to a facility for T N R 
and housing, and then to 
resume trapping placement 
in the shelter after 30 days. 
Obviously, you can offer to 
liaVe the cats tiorned over 
to the various animal rights 
groups tl1at are complaining 
so long as they do not end up 
back at the Association. Tliis 
is a delicate legal question 
and/or political issue tliat 
requires much consideiration 
by the board and counsel. 

Q: I am a board member, and am 
concerned about the fact that our 
collection laieyer for our condominium 
seems to have every collection 
account on a computer with access 
to the management company and, 
perhaps, others. Isn't that an invasion 
of privacy? 

A: It is liard to determine 
exactly what type of system 
your collection attorney 
lias established, but the 
attorney/client privilege 
could be waived or otherwise 
jeopardized if proprietary 
information in the liands of 
the attorney is disclosed to 
tliird parties who are not 
protected by the attorney 
client privilege, namely are 
not the client or authorized 
representatives of the client 
to receive thus i11formation 
witliin the protections of 
the attoimey/privilege. The 
teclmological age may prove 
to some to be beneficial in 
terms of record keeping and 
the like but it also opens up 
additio11al pitfalls to the long 
established legal principals 
embodied in the attoimey/ 
client privilege wl1ich 
could well imdermine the 
association's operations, and 
impede, indeed, the collection 
process. You are best advised 
to liave a second opi111on 
provided to you concerning 
the propriety of the 
computer access information 
procedures that you have 
outlined.
