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Viola Liuzzo's daughter Sally
given proclamation in Novi

Sally Liuzzo-Prado
clutched the proclama-
tion plaque in her hands
and couidn't take her
eves off it,

Her mother's name
“Vicla Liuzzo™ stretched
across the top in all capi-
tal letters and memories
of her filled Liuzzo-Pra-
do’s head.

The proclamation, pre-
sented to her by Oakland
County Commissioners
Kathy Crawford and Mat-
tie Hatchett on Monday,
was in honor of her mother
who was killed on March
25, 1965, by Ku Klux Klan
members after she was
seen driving a black man
1o his home down High-
way 80 in Alabama.

Liuzzo, the only white
womarn honored at the
Montgomery Civil Rights
Memorial, left her hus-
band and five ¢hildren in

Michigan to drive by her-
self to Alabama to partici-
pate in the Selma-to-Mont-
gomery marches to take

a stand against segrega-
tion just days prior. Liuz-
zo-Prado, who was 6 years
old when her mom was
killed, said her mom knew
about the dangers of her
trip, but her passion for
the cause was too strong.

“I think it was her des-
tiny," she said. “She was
put here for a reason.”

The honor from the
Oakland County Board
of Commissioners also
was extra special for the
Novi resident because it
is the first award she has
received since her home
burned down in 1995 and
evervthing was lost.

“This is all I have left,”
she szid. “I am so excited
to have this.”

Hatchett said she was
proud t¢ present the
proclamation because so
many people in today's
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world don’t know about
the sacrifices people like
Liuzzo made.

is weelk I had the

Along with plaving bas-
ketball, this speaker was
also a double-major in
chemistry and geology.
Occasionally he was torn
during practice because
he knew he needed 10
get back to his dorm and
study.

Novi Superintendent
Steve Matthews knows
better than to ge1 too
excited or upset about
the recently released
2011 MEAP scores.

That's because it only
represents once piece
of data used to track
student progress, and
Matthews would argue
that it’s not the most
important piece of data
but rather the most
public.

The results from
the Michigan Depart-
ment of Education fea-
ture new cut scores
this year that are
believed to have raised
the standard for stu-
dent achievernent, but
administrators are stll
trving to figure out
what that really means.

“We won’t be satis-
fied untl every student
makes a vear’s growth
in a year's time and
achieves at a high lev-
el,” he said. “Qur goal
isn’t to do well on the
MEAP test — our goal
15 to prepare our stu-
dents for the long haul.”

The new cut scores
— which determine
whether a student is
advanced, proficient,
partially proficient
or not proficient in
select subjects - were
changed by the MDE
State Board of Educa-
tion in September 2010.
In the past, students
could have answered
as few as 40 percent of
the questions correct-
1y to be considered pro-
ficient, and now that
number has jumped to
an estimated 65 per-
cent.

Nick Kalakailo, Novi's
director of Student
Growth and Account-
ability, said it must be
noted that the tests
have not been rede-
signed, but the cut
scores have changed.

Matthews: ‘Goal is to prepare
our students for the long haul’
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County commission map will
stand; Patterson promises appeal

For now, the new QOakland
County Commissioner districts
drawn last year will stand.

An Ingham County Circuit
Court judge issued an opinion
Feb. 15 that Public Act 280 of
2011, which reduces the num-
ber of commissioners in Qak-
land County from 25 to 21 and
turns redistricting duties to the
Republican-controlled coun-
ty commission, Was unconsti-
tutional.

The redrawn maps were cre-
ated last year by a 5-mem-
ber that favored Democrats,
3-2. Republicans challenged
the district maps last year, but
the Michigan Court of Appeals
and Michigan Supreme Court
rejected the challenge.

The Michigan state Legisla-
ture then passed the law, citing
¢ost savings to Oakland Coun-
ty. Gov. Rick Snyder’s spokes-
person said at the time it creat-

ed greater transparency to the
redistricting process. The law
only affects Oakland County.

The reasons

Judge William Collette based
his opinion on three issues:

= a need for a two-thirds
majority vote for approval,
because it dealt with a local
matter;

« limited time for county vot-
ers to request a judicial review
of a new apportionrnent; and

* a violation of the Head-
lee Amendment as it relates to
unfunded mandate.

“We are glad that Judge Col-
lette saw the “Republican Pow-
ergrab Bill,” for what it was
— an outrageous attempt by
Republicans to change the law,
just for Oakland County, for
Republican political gain,” stat-
ed Frank Houston, chairman of
the Qakland County Apportion-
ment Commission, in a release.
He was one of the plaintiffs in
the case.

“Judge Collette's decision
allows candidates and voters
to begin a conversation about
how to move state and coun-
ty forward instead of worrying
about (Oakland County Execu-
tive) Brooks Patterson's tryving
to cheat democracy for person-
al political advantage,” Hous-
ton added.

Challenge likely

Oakland County Executive
L. Brooks Patterson said he
expects Collette's opinion won't
stand.

“Ingham County Circuit
Court has a long record of rul-
ing in favor of Democrats, only
to be overturned by higher
courts,” he stated in a release.
“This matter will be settled in
the Michigan Supreme Court.”

1f it were to stand, he said
it can create major financial
woes for the City of Detroit.
The Legislature changed pop-
ulation-based funding statutes
to benefit Dertroiz following

major decreases in the last cen-
sus. Those changes were not
passed with a two-third majori-
ty, he said.

“How can the law be one
thing for Democratic areas and
something else for the rest of
the state?,” he stated.

No surprise
Commissioner Bob Hoffman,
R-Highland, said he wasn’t sur-

‘prised at last week's ruling,

although he favors the law. “It
would actually save taxpayers
money,” he said.

The timing of the law, isn't
surprising, either. Asked if par-
tisan politics played a role the
legislature's passing of the law,
Hoffman said “I think that's a
fair assessment. It's a lot about
politics on both sides.”

Commissioner Kathy Craw-
ford, R-Novi, said the five-
member committee in place to
redistrict commission bound-
aries promotes dissidence
between the political parties.

“When you have the chair of
the Democrats and the chair
of the Republicans on the com-
mittee what do you think they
are going to do?,” she said.
“That is the way it is right now,
they are going 1o be very par-
tisan.

“For someone who doesn't
think this isn't partisan is very
natve.”

She said she will wait to see
what Collette’s final ruling will
be, since last week’s news was
his opinion on the case.

The Republican caucus’ legal
counsel explained the judge
still wanted to study it and
there hasn't been a final rul-
ing vet, she said, noting she
expects the 1ssue to advance 1o
the state Supreme Court.

“1 think it's just a wait-and-
see thing. I really don't know
what is going to happen with
it."

compared to a vear ago
conditions for their busi-
ness are the same, while
37.9 percent said better.
Those surveyed also feel
that general business con-
ditions overall will be bet-
ter a year from now, with
55.2 percent casting their
vote in that direction.
Topouzian said what
he takes from the sur-
vey is that business own-
ers weathered the storm
of 2011 better than he
thought and it “tells us we
are on the right path.”

ume in landfills, where
it takes up to SO0 years
to degrade and can emit
chemicals that can con-
taminate soil and water.

The Novi Communi-
ty School Districtas a
whole uses more than
2,600 foam trays per day,
including nearly 1,000 at
the high school alone.

Dhivya Srider, anoth-
er student in the group,
said she thinks the rea-
son high school students
don’t recycle is because
of “laziness.”

“No one knows the neg-
ative impact of foam —
and we use it every day,”
she said.

Some schools in Novi
already have foam recy-
cling in place, but not the
high school. One bin has
been put in the cafeteria
since the project started,
and the group is starting
to see some people take
the initiative and not just
throw their trays in the
garbage.

The group, which also
includes Shashank Chit-
ta and Asawari Kanit-
kar, said the best way
to get more people
involved is by raising
awareness. The group
has put signs around
the school and present-
ed its idea to the Novi
City Council in ear-
ly February to see how
it could get the city on
board. The students are

The initiative’s goals include empower-
ing Americans to make healthy choices.

« Eating a heart-healthy diet high in
fresh fruits and vegetables and low in
sodium and trans fat.

Romney talks

Candidate in area as
primary approaches

Republican presidential
candidate Mitt Romney
said all the right words
to a crowd of more than
500 Feb. 16 in Farming- _
ton Hills.

~I liked how he talk-
ed how important Michi-
gan is, and about bringing
businesses back to Michi-
gan,” said Mark LaBerge,
an ambassador with the
Livonia Chamber of Cormn-
merce, which co-host-
ed a lunch event with the
Greater Farmington Area
Chamber of Commerce.

His son, Andy LaBerge,
of Livonia, who is 22, said
he was impressed by
Romney's words — and
his spirit.

“I think he truly
believes in America,” he
said. “My generation is
looking for jobs — and
for the president himself
to hold to his promises.
That'’s the biggest thing
that’s caused anger and
disapproval in our cur-
rent president, in my gen-
eration.”

The longtime business-
man and former Massa-
chusetts governor made
a strategic stop on the
campaign trail, just hours
before key opponent Rick
Santorum was scheduled
to speak at the Oakland
County Republican Par-
ty Lincoln Day Dinner in
neighboring Novi.

The Republican presi-
dential primary in Michi-
gan is Feb. 28.

Romney was joined
by family members and
Michigan Gov. Rick Sny-
der at the event, held

at the Farmington Hills
Manor. Snyder public-

ly endorsed Romney and
offered words of support
before Remney took the
stage.

He means business

Snyder pointed out
Michigan “had been at
the bottom, for a decade,
of all 50 states,” but is
now repositioned as a
leader in a fiscal turn-
around that has erased a
%1.5 billion debt and elim-
inated $5.6 billion in long-
term liability,

He also touted the elim-
ination of the Michigan
Business Tax and Michi-
gan's recent climb from
49th to seventh best in
the nation for corporate
taxation.

“We are now becoming
a role model for the rest
of the United States in
what success is all about
and what teamwork is all
about,” he said.

Opponents of the corpo-
rate tax, however, say it's
unfair to only tax a small
porton of businesses that
are C-corps, and not the
majority that are struc-
tured otherwise. And, they
say the budget hole left
by the MBT elimination
was filled on the backs of
seniors and families.

Change in D.C.

Snyvder said Washington
D.C. is holding the state
back.

“Washingtoen is a divid-
ed place and the job is not
getting done,” he said.
“We need the leader-
ship in Washington to get
that job done. To do that,
we need the right peo-

ple, leading the charge.
We have a person in Gov.
Romney who has that
background. He has a
great combinatien of pri-
vate sector experience ...
and being the chief exec-
utive of a state.”

Romney echoed his
experience in the private
sector as being essential
in knowing the nuances
of how to run a govern-
ment.

“In the private sector
that you all live in, you're
either fiscally conserva-
tive or vou're out of busi-
ness,” he told the audi-
ence filled with chamber
of commerce members.
“You can’t borrow money
year after year and spend
more than vou take in, or
you'll go bankrupt. Ang,
if you don't balance your
budget, vou'll kill your
enterprise.

“But, we're doing that
to Washington. Our fed-
eral government keeps
spending more than they
take in, and they're just
killing the nation.”

Romney said many of
the actions of the Obama
administration have
made it harder for busi-
nesses to succeed. He
said this is because Pres-
ident Barack Obama
doesn’t come from a
business background.
He cited “Obamacare;”
increased regulations;
Dodd-FrankWall Street
Reform; and cap and
trade policies that are
“making it harder for the
economy 1o recover.”

What he would do
Romney said if he's

“elected, he will end “cro-

ny capitalism” that plays
favorites and decimates

free enterprise. He would
keep taxes low; take
advantage of all natu-

ral resources for energy,
including installing the
Keystone Pipeline; and
amend free trade to hold
China accountable for
stealing U.S. patents and
devaluing their currency.

“We will not let Chi-
na contnue to steal jobs
from the United States of
America,” he said.

On the auto industry,
Romney, who was criti-
cized for his anti-bailout
statements last vear, said
he believes the American
aufo industry will “con-
tnue to lead the world.”

He said he believes in
the vision of America’s
founding fathers, that
everyone is entitled to
life, liberty and the pur-
suit of happiness.

“That government

would not guide our lives
— we would guide our
lives,” he said. “I don't
want government to take
a larger role... I want to
give people more free-
dom and have govern-
ment as a partner.”

Inspiring

Debra Williams of Livo-
nia, vice president of
operations at Garden Ciry
Hospital, said Romney’s
speech was “very fruitful
and insightf

“He is a man who can
hopefully lead the Amer-
ican people in the right
direction,” she said.

Nancy Bates, Farming-
ton Hills mayor pro tem,
said she was impressed
by the event. She was
proud of Hills Mayor Bar-
ry Brickner, a Democrat,
who offered welcoming
words with a good dose of
humor.

“I was proud of our
mayor for his tact and his
humor,” she said.

“Gov. Romney knew his
audience and was heavy
with business, but I think
he said some things that
they needed to hear. It
wasn't a cheerleader
speech, it was aplan. I
was impressed.”

Livonia Mayor Jack
Kirksey said Romney’s
speech was so spot-on
and succinct, he told
him afterward, that he
should make audic copies
and distribute it all over
the country. He liked
that Romney explained
his private sector back-
ground and why it’s
important in government
— and how he would
make it work,

*It was one of his most
effective presentadons,”
said Kirksey. "I thought
both governors gave out-
standing speeches.”

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In 2009, heating equipment was involved
in an estirmared 58,900 reported U.S. home
structure fires, with associated losses of
480 civilian deaths 1,520 ¢ivilian injuries,
and $1.1 billion in direct property dam-
age. These fires accounted for 18 percent
of all reported home fires, according to
the National Fire Protection Association.

Based on 2005-09 annual averages:

*Heating equipment fires accounted for
18 percent of all reported home fires in
2009 (second behind cooking) and 22 per-
cent of home fire deaths.

*Space heaters, whether portable or sta-
tionary, accounted for one-third (32 per-
cent) of home heating fires and four out
of five (79 percent) of home heating fire
deaths.

*The leading factor contributing to
home heating fires (26 percent) was fail-
ure to clean, principally creosote from
solid-fueled heating equipment, primari-
ly chimneys.

*Placing things that can burn too close
to heating equipment or placing heat-
ing equipment too close to things that can
burn, such as upholstered furniture, cloth-
ing, mattress, or bedding, was the lead-
ing factor contributing to ignition in fatal
home heating fires and accounted for
more than half (53 percent) of home heat-
ing fire deaths.

=Half (49 percent) of all home heating
fires occurred in December, January and

Guard against home
heating fires this winter

February.

The United States Fire Administration’s
Winter Residential Building Fires report
shows that each winter an estimated
108,400 residential building fires occur in
the United States, resulting in 945 deaths,
3,825 injuries, and $1.7 billion in property
loss. Cooking is the leading cause of win-
ter residential building fires at 36 percent
followed by heating at 23 percent. Winter
residential building fires occur mainly in
the early evening hours, peaking from 5
p.m. to 8 p.m.

“The winter season brings the highest
number of home fires, more than at any
other time of year,” said USFA's Deputy
Fire Administrator Glenn Gaines. “Home
fires increase in part due to cooking and
heating. Winter storms can also interrupt
electrical service and cause people to turn
to alternative heating sources that con-
tribute to the increased risk of fire during
the winter months.”

The NFPA and USFA recommend fol-
lowing these safety tips to prevent winter
homie fires:

»Stay in the kitchen when you are fry-
ing, grilling, or broiling food. If you leave
the kitchen for even a short period, turn
off the stove.

=Space heaters need space; keep any-
thing that can burn at Ieast three feet
away from each heater.

*Check electrical cords often and

replace cracked or damaged electrical
or extension cords. Do not try to repair
them.

sNever use your oven or stovetop to
heat your home. They are not designed
for this purpose and can be a fire hazard.
In addition, carbon monoxide (CO) gas
might kill people and pets.

*Avoid using lighted candles. If you
must use candles, place them in sturdy
candleholders that won't burn.

*If you smoke, use only fire-safe ciga-
rettes and smoke outside.
